a. Originally called Losantiville, it was renamed to honor a Revolutionary War Officers' Society.

ANSWER: Cincinnati, Ohio

b. This country was formerly the colony of German Southwest Africa.

ANSWER: Namibia
5.)  Preceding Of Time and the River, its setting of Altamont, Catawba is modeled on the author's home town of Asheville, North Carolina. Its main character is Eugene Gant, who enrolls in college at 16, but sets out on his own. For ten points, name this autobiographical novel by Thomas Wolfe.

ANSWER: Look Homeward Angel: A Story of the Buried Life
BONUS: Thomas Wolfe is the early 20th century writer. For ten points, answer these questions on the works of a different writer, Tom Wolfe.

a. Name the 1979 Wolfe book, or the 1983 movie based on it, about the early U.S. space program.

ANSWER: The Right Stuff
b. Name the 1987 Wolfe novel, or the 1990 movie flop starring Tom Hanks and Bruce Willis, the story of Wall Street banker Sherman McCoy.

9.)  Upon melting, it goes from transparent yellow to brown and thickening before thinning into a dark red liquid at its boiling point of 444.6°C. For ten points, name this element whose name comes from the Latin for brimstone.

ANSWER: sulfur
BONUS: Answer these things relating to brimstone, for ten points each.

a. Brimstone Hill is located on this member of the Lesser Antilles, which forms a nation with Nevis.

ANSWER: St. Kitts or St. Christopher
b. When Sodom and Gomorrah were destroyed by fire and brimstone, this man escaped. His trademark nameless biblical wife was turned into a pillar of salt.

ANSWER: Lot
10.) According to Layaman's The Brut, a Welsh carpenter was commissioned to build it after a Christmas day fight. According to another source, it was a gift from King Leodegran. For ten points, name this peace of furniture made to create peace among the knights of King Arthur.

ANSWER: Round Table
BONUS: For ten points each, identify these members of the Algonquin Round Table, an informal group that met for lunch in the Algonquin Hotel in New York City.

b. Real first name Arthur, he presumably spoke at the Algonquin Round Table, unlike his roles in movies such as Horse Feathers, Duck Soup, and A Night at the Opera.
