For ten points, name this pioneer who is best known for winning $25,000 for being the first in 1927 to fly non-stop in from New York to Paris.

ANSWER: Charles Augustus Lindbergh
BONUS:  For ten points each...

a. The “lindy hop” is a variation of this type of ballroom dance.

ANSWER: Jitterbug or jive
b. “The Jitterbug” was a song that was deleted from the movie version of this movie/musical of 1939 that recently was re-released in movie theaters in the fall of 1998.

ANSWER: "The Wizard of Oz"

2. Its nicknames range from The White City of the Americas to The Athens of America to The Cradle of Liberty.  For ten points, name this city known as Choaque-Chaca by indiginous Indians, La Plata to the conquistadors, and Chiquisaca by nationalists referring to the capital of the country of Bolivia.

ANSWER: Sucre
BONUS: Where in the world is Carmen Sandiego?  Name each city to capture 10 points.

a. Carmen pulls a disappearing act, removing a number of skyscrapers and the banks they hold from this German city on the Main River.

ANSWER: Frankfurt
b. The skyscrapers don't quite fit in with this city's 75-foot-high pyramid known as El Castillo or its Temple of the Warriors.  Return the skyscrapers by naming this site in the state of Yucaán.

ANSWER: Chichén Itzá
3. Conceived in 1884, it was not published until May 26, 1896 by its creator who was the editor of the Wall Street Journal.  For ten points, name this barometer of the American economy that measures the performance of 30 prominent stocks.

ANSWER: Dow Jones  Industrial Average

a. This is the only company that has been part of the DJIA since its inception.

ANSWER: General Motors
b. This company has the highest percentage weight in the DJIA.

ANSWER: International Business Machines (IBM)

In the foreground is a tormented ex-football star still haunted from the suicide of his best friend Skipper. ANSWER: Cat on a Hot Tin Roof by Tennessee Williams

BONUS: Answer these other questions about deceptions and lies, for ten points each.

a. Druj, or the Lie, is the principal epithet that belies Ahriman, the evil counterpart to the Ahura Mazda of this religion.

ANSWER: Zoroastrianism or Parsiism /par see izm/

b. This painting technique “deceives the eye” to create an illusion of an item that really isn't there.

ANSWER: Trompe l'oeil /tromp loi/

5. For the first time since 1984, this ensemble will portray themselves in a movie, which will premiere July 23, 1999. In their movie, you will see Andie MacDowell, Ray Liotta, Johnny Fiama, and Bobo. For ten points, name this troupe that will finally reveal in this movie that Gonzo really is an alien.

ANSWER: The Muppets [Note: the movie is Muppets From Space.]

BONUS: Answer these questions about puppets for ten points each.

a. Under the pseudonym Madame de la Nash, this writer of Joseph Andrews presented a satiric puppet show in 1748.

ANSWER: Henry Fielding
b. Roger Law and Peter Fluck produced this British television show that spoofed various national and international celebrities in 1984.

ANSWER: Spitting Image
6. Lying between the Khallidhromon Massif and the Maliakos Gulf, this site about 4 miles long was the site of battle for the Seuleucid king Antiochus III against the Romans in 191 BC and the Greeks against invading Celts in 279 BC.  For ten points, name this place where Spartan king Leonidas valiantly died to delay the Persian navy of Xerxes from invading Greece through a historically strategic pass.

ANSWER: Thermopylae
BONUS: Thermopylae is translated as “hot gates,” so answer these rather “hot” questions, for ten points each.

a. This California resort city at the foot of Mount San Jacinto was once known as “Agua Caliente” or “Hot Water” for its hot springs.

ANSWER: Palm Springs
b. These pastoral people of Southern Africa use Khosian-based languages.

ANSWER: Hottentot      

7. Three ways in which this machine can work is the transfer of energy to a fluid via electromagnetic force, by additional kinetic energy, or by volumetric displacement.  For ten points, name this device that raises, transports, and compress fluids such as water or air.

ANSWER: Pump
BONUS: And now it's time to pump... you up.  Identify these not-so-girly men named Hans or Franz for ten points each.

a. This physicist named Hans discovered that an electric current can deflect a magnetized compass needle.

ANSWER: Hans Christian Oersted
b. No man is an island, but an archipelago group of 191 islands in the Barents Sea was discovered in 1873 and named for this Austrian Emperor.

ANSWER: Franz Joseph  [The islands are known as Franz Joseph Land.]

8. Its qualities were hot and moist, and too much of it would make one stolid, apathetic, or undemonstrative, according to the early physiologists. For ten points, name this bodily humor, also the name of the secretions produced from the respiratory passages.

ANSWER: Phlegm
BONUS: For ten points each, name these famous Flemish artists.

ANSWER: Jan van Eyck /van ike/ [Do not accept (Anthony) van Dyck /van dike/]

ANSWER: Pieter Bruegel the Elder or Peasant Bruegel
9. Called by Horace the “longarum regina viarum,” it ran to Capua, in Campania, and later to Brundisium by 244 BC. For ten points, name this “queen of the long-distance roads,” the most famous Roman road.

ANSWER: Appian Way or Via Appia
BONUS: Answer these question about the Way, for ten points each.

a. What Chinese word and religious concept means “the road” or “the way.”

ANSWER: Dao [Wade-Giles: Tao]

b. The most important concept in Daoism, this refers to acting spontaneously, going with the flow, and literally means “non-action.”

ANSWER: wu wei /woo-way/

10. He lived with his wife, a singer named Nina, in Troldhaugen, his home near Bergen. His only piano concerto, written in A minor, is considered to be one of the greatest Romantic piano concertos, but he is better known for his incidental music. For ten points, Henrik Ibsen invited what man to write music for the folk drama Peer Gynt?

ANSWER: Edvard Grieg
BONUS: Answer these questions about Norwegian history, for ten points each.

a. He was so ill-received that his regime collapsed in less than a week. Name this head of the Nasjonal Samling Party, who proclaimed himself head of the Norwegian government on April 9, 1940.

ANSWER: Vidkun Quisling
b. The first Norwegian king by this name was known as the Good, and tried to Christianize the country, but failed and died around 960 AD. The seventh became king of Norway, when it regained independence in 1905.

ANSWER: Haakon

1. Human hemoglobin's affinity for it is 210 times that for diatomic oxygen. Although it normally binds to 0.3 to 0.5 percent of the hemoglobin in the blood stream, exposure to air that is only 0.1 percent of this gas will reduce the blood's normal oxygen-carrying capacity by 60%. For ten points, name this odorless pollutant gas emitted by car engines.

3. It was captained by Martín Alonso Pinzón, who went off on his own, searching for gold, and, after rejoining the fleet, he left it again, trying to be the first one back. For ten points, name this ship, part of a 1492 expedition with the Niña and the Santa Maria.

ANSWER: Pinta
4. This author wrote a 1986 play Dreaming, in which Emmett was based on the life of a young boy killed by a lynch mob, but won a Nobel Prize mostly because of writing novels, whose characters include Pecola, Jadine, Sixo, and Milkman.  Born Chloe Anthony Wofford, for ten points, name this author of The Bluest Eye, Paradise, and Beloved.

ANSWER: Toni Morrison
5. The principle behind this policy was reaffirmed by the Nine-Power treaty of 1922, but it was rendered meaningless by a 1949 civil war. It stipulated that imperial powers should grant free access to treaty ports.  For ten points, name this policy which sought equal access to trading rights in China at the turn of the century, associated with U.S. Secretary of State John Hay.

ANSWER: Open Door policy

6. It began at 9:00 AM, when the English repelled a volley of arrows by interlocking their shields. The English then turned back a cavalry charge, but several units of axemen broke ranks to pursue the cavalry's retreat down Senlac Hill.  William feigned a retreat and encircled the English army to win, for ten points, what battle fought on October 14, 1066 between William of Normandy and Harold II of England?

ANSWER: Battle of Hastings
7. A track star at Omaha Technical High School, college he played shortstop and outfielder in college, and before entering the majors he played pro basketball for a year with the Harlem Globetrotters.  This two-time Cy Young Award-winner pitched in three World Series. For ten points, what Cardinal won the 1968 National League MVP Award when he won 28 games with a record low 1.12 ERA?

ANSWER: Bob Gibson
8. Depending on the location of their manufacture from their namesake valley, this mostly woolen fabric can be classified as Cheviot, Saxony, Harris, Yorkshire, or Donegal.  For ten points, name this fabric that shares its name with a famous Boss of Tammany Hall of New York.

ANSWER: Tweed                     

ROUND NINE CATEGORY QUIZ
BIOLOGICAL SCIENCES Signal transduction through membrane receptors is generally mediated by the addition of a phosphate group to a protein.  Only three amino acids can be phosphorylated.  For fifteen points, give any two of the three.

ANSWER: Serine, Threonine, Tyrosine
FINE ARTS In music, it refers to a short decorative piano piece, most closely associated with Claude Debussy. For fifteen points, what term can also be used to refer to ornamental motifs with undulating lines or a style of architecture common in Islamic countries?

ANSWER: arabesque
FOREIGN LANGUAGES Television and movies have traditionally had Soviet characters who stereotypically called each other “comrade.” For fifteen points, what Russian word is translated as “comrade.”

ANSWER: tovarisch or tavaritch or any combinations of the vowels and consanants

GENERAL KNOWLEDGE In 1815, Heinrich Stolzel and Friedrich Bluhmel were the first musicians to use this device.  For fifteen points, name this item that alters the length of a vibrating air column in a brass instrument to produce tones not constrained to the natural harmonics of the instrument.

ANSWER: Valve
GEOGRAPHY For fifteen points, name the major Bavarian city that was the scene for Hitler's 1923 Beer Hall Putsch, and played host to the 1938 conference which ended with the Allies giving into Hitler's demands for the Sudetenland region of Czechoslovakia.

ANSWER: Munich
MATHEMATICS For fifteen points, what is the sum of the infinite series one divided by n squared where the series is the summation from n equals one to infinity.  You have 15 seconds.

ANSWER: Pi squared divided by (or over) six  
RELIGION/MYTHOLOGY/PHILOSOPHY The holder of this position is the community's best healer, but can also claim to control the weather, predict future events, and expose criminals.  For fifteen points, name this mystical spiritual leader found in many Asian, North American and South American cultures.

ANSWER: Shaman (accept shamanism)

WORLD HISTORY It originated with the union of the families of Arnulf, the bishop of Metz, and Pepin of Landon, the mayor of the palace in Austrasia.  For fifteen points, name this dynasty whose family members included Charles the Bald, Lothair I, and Louis the German.

ANSWER: Carolingians
WORLD LITERATURE For fifteen points, name the Tolstoy work about a tragic, adulterous affair which begins "Happy families are all alike; every unhappy family is unhappy in its own way."

He also launched the magazine Interview which centered upon his fascination with the cult of celebrity. FOR TEN POINTS, name this artist famous for his portraits of John F. Kennedy and Marilyn Monroe and for paintings of dollar bills and soup cans, the leading exponent of the pop art movement.

ANSWER: Andy Warhol
3. This economic condition was at first deemed impossible by the early, simple use of the Phillips Curve.  It occurred for a long period of time in the 1970's forcing economists to revise their usage of the Phillips Curve. FOR TEN POINTS, name this condition which occurs when inflation and unemployment are simultaneously rising.

ANSWER: stagflation
4. One of the most important thinkers of the 19th century, this man supported women's rights, proportional representation, labor unions, and farm cooperatives in such works as The Irish Land Question and The Subjection of Women. FOR TEN POINTS, name this student under Jeremy Bentham, he was a strong proponent of empiricism and utilitarianism, and author of On Liberty.

ANSWER: John Stuart Mill
5. His given name was Mutsuhito and he came to power when he was only fifteen. He had little political power, but was the most important symbol of unity in Japan. FOR TEN POINTS, name this man, born in 1852, whose ascension meant the end of Japanese feudalism and the forging of a new and modern state, famous for his Restoration.

ANSWER: Meiji
