a. While O'Hare International Airport is the world's busiest airport, this airport is Chicago's second busiest.

ANSWER: Midway Airport

b. In 1969, this man was appointed conductor of the Chicago Symphony Orchestra.

ANSWER: Sir Georg Solti
2. Two atoms bonded to a central atom with three unshared pairs of electrons in sp3d hybridization and two atoms bonded to a central atom with no unshared electrons in sp hybridization share the same geometry. For ten points, what geometry can be found in XeF2 and CO2  molecules?

ANSWER: linear

BONUS: Linear A and Linear B are two forms of writing. For ten points each:

a. Linear A was used to record the native language of Minoan on this island.

ANSWER: Crete
b. In 1952, this man announced that Linear B was a very archaic form of Greek.

ANSWER: Michael Ventris
3. This concept was thought to have been introduced by the Normans following the invasion of 1066 and was an important factor in the establishment of common law.  For ten points, name this judicial institution that is protected by the 7th Amendment to the Constitution.

ANSWER: Trial by jury (Accept "petit jury" but not "grand jury")

BONUS: It's time to plead the seventh by providing the appropriate adjective describing the following "seventh" chords for ten points each.

a. C-E-G-B




ANSWER: Major seventh

b. A-C sharp-E-G flat



ANSWER: Dominant seventh

4. Because she wore sandals all the time, her “friend” Danny, aka “Yard Ape,” called her Bigfoot.  She once threw up because she saw blue oatmeal.  For ten points, name this “Pest” of children's literature whose sister is Beezus and whose parents are the Quimbys.                                

ANSWER: Ramona Quimby [Prompt on early Quimby.]

BONUS: 

a. For ten points, You can “Meet Ramona Quimby” in many of the books written by this children's author.

ANSWER: Beverly Cleary
b. For another ten points, Ramona is also the title of what author’s 1884 book about Native Americans in California, the same subjet as on of her books, 1881’s A Century of Dishonor?

ANSWER: Helen Hunt Fiske Jackson
5.  A "circuit" of theaters and nightclubs in the Catskill Mountains was known because of the popularity of this dish found in common to their menus.  For ten points, name this soup served hot or cold made primarily of beets.

ANSWER: Borsch or Borscht
BONUS: From the summits of the Catskills, let's go to the shores of the oceans.  Name the states where these beaches are located, for the stated number of points.

a. For five points, its Coronado Island has beaches facing the Pacific Ocean and San Diego Bay.

ANSWER: California
b. For five points, its Atlantic City is a popular summer beach for East Coasters.

ANSWER: New Jersey
c. For ten points, Kiawah Island is a great place for beach fun and golf.

ANSWER: South Carolina
6. The Hohenstaufen dynasty, beginning with Conrad III in 1138 and ending with Conrad IV in 1054. The Luiudolfing, or Saxon, dynasty from 919 to 1024. The Bavarian Charles VII from 1742 to 1745. The last was Francis II, who became Francis I of Austria in 1806. For ten points, name the lands they ruled or the title they held, most recently by the Hapsburg dynasty.

ANSWER: Holy Roman Empire or Holy Roman Emperor
BONUS: Identify these other dynasties, for ten points each.

a. Noted for the cultural richness during its years, this Chinese was reestablished by Kao-tsung in South China in 1127, after it had lost its territory north of the Yangtze River to the nomadic Juchen tribes.

ANSWER: Sung dynasty (Pinyan Song) [Accept Southern Sung]

b. This dynasty may have come from either Magadha or Uttar Pradesh. Name this dynasty which ruled an empire ranging over northern, central, and western India, from the early 4th to the late 6th centuries AD.

ANSWER: Gupta dynasty [[Founded by Candra Gupta I]

7. Thomas Sydenham in 1676 described this disease caused by the bacteria Streptococcus pyogenes discovered by George Dick in the 1920s that results in rashes and spots over the body and a swollen “strawberry” tongue.  For ten points, name this disease with a “colorful” name that describes the redness of these spots.

ANSWER: Scarlet fever
BONUS: For ten points each, name these literary things related to the color scarlet.

a. Born in Hungary, this baronness wrote about the Scarlet Pimpernel.

ANSWER: Emmuska Orczy
b. "He did not wear his scarlet coat, for blood and wine are red, and blood and wine were on his hands / when they found him with the dead, the poor dead woman whom he loved, and murdered in his bed," begins this Oscar Wilde poem.

ANSWER: “The Ballad of Reading Gaol” /redding jail/

8. Primary and secondary types of this item can both be classified as square, gaff, jib-headed, and lateen, the last of which was developed at the end of the medieval period.  For ten points, name this item without which yachts could not move on the seas.

ANSWER: Sail
BONUS: On the album Chef Aid, Eric Cartman sings his version of “Come Sail Away” by Styx. Come sail away by answering these questions related to the River Styx, for ten points each.

a. You pay him a coin for ferrying your soul across the Styx.

ANSWER: Charon
b. In the works of Hesiod, this Greek mythological figure was charged with carrying water from the River Styx whenever the gods had to take a solemn oath.

ANSWER: Iris
9. This person settled the island of Aquidneck, before moving to Long Island Sound. The death of this woman, her servants, and all but one of her children, at the hands of Native Americans was seen as a manifestation of divine judgement. For ten points, name this daughter of a clergyman, whose support for individual intuition helped get her kicked out of Massachusetts Bay Colony in 1638.

ANSWER: Anne Hutchinson
BONUS: The name “Rhode Island” once referred to just Aquidnick. For ten points each:

a. Name the Italian explorer who first used “Rhode Island” to describe a place in the New World. The first European to sight New York and Narragansett Bays, his name lives on in a long suspension bridge.

ANSWER: Giovanni da Verrazano [Note: The Verrazano-Narrows Bridge spans New York Harbor.]

b. This man traveled to England to obtain a charter and, in 1663, became the first president of the Rhode Island colony.

ANSWER: Roger Williams
10. Located 33 degrees 21 minutes north, 116 degrees 52 minutes west, altitude of 1900 meters, it can be reached by taking California State Route S6 from California Highway 76.  For ten points, name this research institution that features an 18-inch and 48-inch Oschin Schmidt, and the famous 200-inch Hale telescopes.

ANSWER: Palomar Observatory

BONUS.  For ten points each:

a. In 1997 at Palomar, two more moons were discovered orbiting what planet, bringing its total number of known satellites up to 17?

ANSWER: Uranus
b. When Uranus was found to lie about 19 a.u. from the Sun, it followed this empirical rule, linking such distances with the series 0, 3, 6, 12, 24, and so forth, by adding four, then dividing by ten.

ANSWER: Titius-Bode law or Bode’s Law [Note: Bode’s Law failed with the eighth planet, Neptune.]

1. This order of mammals is sometimes known as a subclass called Prototheria.  Adults of this order are toothless and males have spurs connected to poisoned glands on their hind feet. Found only in and around Australia, this order contains the only mammals who lay eggs.  For ten points, name this order which includes the duckbilled platypus and the echidna.

ANSWER: Monotremata or Monotremes

2. Among the building in this style are the Residenz in Würzburg, Bavaria created by Balthasar Neuman, which includes edges traced with delicate moldings, elaborate curvilinear designs, and rooms such as the Kaisersaal, painted in white, gold, and pastel colors. For ten points, name this style which can also be seen in the playfulness and frilly patterns of The Swing by Jean-Honoré Fragonard.

ANSWER: Rococo
3. Prominent residents of this city include Wallstreet Panic; Montgomery Ward, who runs a peep show; State Senator Clarence Snopes; Manfred De Spain, president of the Sartoris Bank; and storekeeper Jason Compson IV. For ten points, name this seat of Yoknapatawpha /YOK nuh puh tah fuh/ County, the title location of Faulkner’s novel The Town.

ANSWER: Jefferson, Mississippi

4. This aristocratic people, with a pyramidal political structure headed by a mwami /muh WA mee/, look down upon agriculture, seeing status in cattle ownership. Favored by Belgian colonial administrators, for ten points, name this minority ethic group which has had ethnic struggles in Burundi and Rwanda against the against the Hutus.

ANSWER: Tutsi or Watusi
5. It’s been suggested that its plot plagiarizes the 1941 novel, No Bed for Bacon. The main female protagonist is engaged to Lord Wessex, the owner of a Virginia plantation, but her love for the theater makes her reluctant to leave for America.  For ten points, what is this 1998 film that unexpectedly received 13 Oscar nominations, starring Geoffrey Rush, Judi Dench, and Gwyneth Paltrow?

ANSWER: Shakespeare in Love
6. Of his ships, the Joly returned to France, the St. Francois was captured by pirates, and the La Belle and the Aimable were found in Matagorda Bay. For ten points, they all belonged to the expedition of what Frenchman who explored west of the Mississippi, naming the region “Louisiana”?

ANSWER: Rene-Robert Cavelier, Sieur de La Salle
7. In 1990, this country was declared noncooperative and later was almost expelled from the International Monetary Fund. Its highest point, Mount Kinyeti, lies along its border with Uganda, while it has had territorial disputes with Kenya and Egypt. For ten points, name this largest African country.

ANSWER: The Republic of The Sudan or Jumhuriyat As-Sudan
8. These items have basic patterns, called kernels, which can be transformed in ways such as transposition, combination, modification, or subordination, and can also be changed from active to passive. For ten points, name this unit which can be simple, compound, or complex and declarative, exclamatory, or interrogative.

ANSWER: sentence

ANSWER: Spingarn Medal

AMERICAN LITERATURE For fifteen points, name the Vanderbilt alumni who in 1969 published the long poem Audubon: A Vision, but who is best remembered for his 1946 book All the King's Men.
ANSWER: Robert Penn Warren
BIOLOGICAL SCIENCES It is a long tubule about 1 to 2 inches long, and one end is closed, expanded, and folded into Bowman's capsule. For fifteen points, name this functional unit of the kidney, which produces urine.

ANSWER: nephron(s)

CURRENT EVENTS Three Eastern European countries were inducted into NATO together on March 12th, 1999.  For fifteen points-- all or nothing-- name all three of them.

ANSWER: Poland, Hungary and the Czech Republic
PHYSICAL SCIENCES Gauss' law for electricity, Gauss' law for magnetism, Faraday's law of induction, and an extended Ampere's law make up the basic equations of electromagnetism which are, for fifteen points, more commonly known by what name?


ANSWER: Maxwell's equations
RELIGION/MYTHOLOGY/PHILOSOPHY It has 1,028 hymns, organized into ten mandalas. For fifteen points, name this Hindu scripture, the most significant of a group of four collections of hymns and chants composed between 1500 and 1000 BC.

ANSWER: Rig-Veda [Prompt on Veda]

SPORTS & ENTERTAINMENT In 1932 he hit 58 homeruns, only missing Babe Ruth's record because of rained out games.  For fifteen points, name this Hall of Fame first baseman, who hit 534 home runs with the Athletics, Red Sox, Cubs, and Phillies.

Answer:  Jimmie Foxx
WORLD HISTORY For fifteen points, what French royal dynasty reigned from 1328-1589 and included such kings as Charles VII and Louis XII?

ANSWER: Valois
WORLD LITERATURE This pseudonym comes from a cup-bearer in the last stanza of The Rubáiyát of Omar Khayyám and was attached to such short story collection as Reginald and Beasts and Superbeasts. For fifteen points, give the pseudonym of Hector Hugh Monro.

ANSWER: Saki
ROUND SEVEN STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

1. A native of Antioch, it is not certain if he embraced Christianity around 42, when Paul and Barnabas came there to preach, or years earlier after the stoning of Saint Stephen. He traveled with Paul to Macedonia, but nothing more is known of this only one of the evangelists who wasn't Jewish. FOR TEN POINTS, name this painter, physician, and author of the third Gospel.

ANSWER: Luke
2. Held in 1884 and 1885 to settle the conflicting claims of the European powers over lands in Africa, this conference mainly discussed the Belgian claim to the Congo. Named after the European capital city where it was held -- FOR TEN POINTS -- what meeting’s agreements led to the peaceful division of Africa among the Europeans?

ANSWER: Berlin Conference (or Congress of Berlin)

3. This hip-hop group decided to split up after their fifth entry into the rap scene, The Love Movement. During the last decade they've been responsible for such hits as “Check the Rime,” “Scenario,” and “Electric Relaxation.” FOR TEN POINTS, name this rap group whose members include ALI, Phife, and Q-Tip.

ANSWER: A Tribe Called Quest
4. Ask for a definition of a concept. Analyze it until a defect is found. Reformulate the concept. Critically examine until another defect is found. Repeat the cycle for as long as the other party is willing to talk. FOR TEN POINTS, identify this way of asking people questions about matters which they presumably know something about, used by an ancient Greek philosopher.

ANSWER: Socratic Method [Prompt on Socrates]

5. In this work, an American Indian squats in the left foreground and a crowd of officers surrounds a dying figure. The main figure has been mortally wounded on the Plains of Abraham, but his face details a gallantry, nonetheless. FOR TEN POINTS, name this painting whose subject was the foe of Montcalm, by Benjamin West.

ANSWER: The Death of General Wolfe
6. One of his last books was Creation and Evolution in Primitive Cosmogonies (1935). In 1910, he published Totemism and Exogamy, which continued the anthropological examination best seen in his 1890 work. FOR TEN POINTS, name this British social anthropologist, author of The Golden Bough.

ANSWER: Sir James Frazer
7. He called for a 30 dollar per month pension for every American over age 60 with an annual income of less than 1000 dollars during the Great Depression as part of his Share Our Wealth campaign. FOR TEN POINTS, name this flamboyant Southern governor who was assassinated in 1935 in Baton Rouge.

ANSWER: Huey Long
8. The title character lies in the arms of a dead man in a flood. The dead man - a miner named Kentuck, has saved the child after its mother, Cherokee Sal, has left it to the care of the miners in California. FOR TEN POINTS, name this short story by Bret Harte.

ANSWER: “The Luck of Roaring Camp”

9. The new drug rifapentine, to be marketed under the name Prif the first drug in 25 years to be approved to fight this disease afflicts millions worldwide. FOR TEN POINTS, what is this dangerous infection of the lungs also known as consumption?

c. Livingstone explored Lake Nyasa. The British colony of Nyasaland later became this country in 1966, with capital at Lilongwe.

ANSWER: Republic of Malawi
8. Ragged red-fiber disease, Kearns-Sayre syndrome, and chronic external opthalmoplegia are several diseases, which are maternally inherited. For ten points each:

a. These diseases affect tissues through their dependence in energy production. They are linked to defects in what organelle?

ANSWER: mitochondria [Singular: mitochondrion]

b. In mitochondria, this is the space enclosed by the inner membrane. In chloroplasts, it is called the stroma.

ANSWER: matrix
c. The inner membrane of mitochondria contains folds, called cristae, but a chloroplast’s inner membrane is smoother, and contains these flattened, disklike sacs, made up of additional folded membranes.

ANSWER: thylakoids
