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Tossup One. Both his father and grandfather were admirals of the U.S. Navy. After returning from five years as a POW in Vietnam, he completed his education and entered politics as the Senate’s naval liaison. A Senator himself since 1986, he is currently the chair of the Commerce, Science, and Transportation Committee. For fifteen points, identify this Arizona senator, a proponent of campaign finance reform, who is currently gaining ground on George W. Bush in the race for the Republican Presidential nomination. A: (Senator John) McCain

Tossup Two. When a black railroad worker is sent to test a planned track route for quicksand, he barely escapes with his life. Angrily, he strikes his boss with a shovel. He is sentenced to hang, but just before he does, corrupt Attorney General Hedley Lamarr has him appointed the sheriff of Rock Ridge. For fifteen points, identify the classic film which begins thus, starring Cleavon Little, Gene Wilder, and, of course, Mel Brooks. A: Blazing Saddles [accept “Bart” on early buzz]

Tossup Three. He was born in 1922 in Ilium, New York, the only child of a barber there. His death occurred on February 13, 1976, when Paul Lazzaro shot him to fulfill a vow made in a World War II POW camp. So it goes. In between, or contemporaneously, if you have the Tralfamadorian view, he witnessed the firebombing of Dresden and the execution of Edgar Derby, married Valencia, and was placed in a zoo with Montana Wildhack. For fifteen points, identify, by full name, the Kurt Vonnegut character who became “unstuck in time”. A: Billy Pilgrim [prompt on partial answer on early buzz]

Tossup Four. It was founded by the Ubaidians. Cities included Kish, Eridu, Nippur, and Ur. Among its kings were Etana, Agga, and Gilgamesh. It was subjugated by the Babylonians and assimilated into their empire and culture circa 1763 BCE. For fifteen points, identify this Fertile Crescent nation which many consider to be the first civilization. A: Sumer

Tossup Five. His Four Books on Human Proportions was published in 1528, shortly after his death. A leader of Germany’s artistic assimilation into the Renaissance, he painted The Four Apostles and Life of the Virgin but is better remembered for his work in another medium. For fifteen points, identify this German artist who produced The Apocalypse, the most famous of his many woodcuts. A: (Albrecht) Dürer

Tossup Six. Darlington Hall hosts pro-German conferences, Mrs. Kenton leaves to marry, the protagonist’s father dies, and the Hall is sold to a bantering American named Farraday. Through all this, the butler Stevens remains unfazed, showing no trace of emotion or drop in professional dignity. For fifteen points, identify the Booker Prize-winning novel by Kazuo Ishiguro which features this plot. A: The Remains of the Day
Tossup Seven. The Kalevala inspired many of his tone poems and folk-rooted symphonies, including The Swan of Tuonela, Nightride and Sunrise, and Valse Triste. For fifteen points, identify this professor of music theory at Helsinki University who composed the national anthem Finlandia. A: (Jean Julius Christian) Sibelius

Tossup Eight. Time Warner’s gateway website for news, a 1996-97 mission to Mars, and the James Fenimore Cooper novel which is the fourth in the Leatherstocking Tales share this name. For fifteen points, identify this word, which refers to a person who blazes trails through unexplored territory. A: Pathfinder

Tossup Nine. Ready your pencil and paper. For fifteen points, calculate the sum of all the triangular numbers between 0 and 50. Once again, calculate the sum of all the triangular numbers between 0 and 50. You have fifteen seconds. A: 165

Tossup Ten. With Lenin in hiding in Finland, Leon Trotsky was left to direct it on a military level. The Kerensky government was replaced by the Bolsheviks when the Winter Palace was attacked, although a civil war for control of areas outside of the governmental centers had just begun. For fifteen points, name this temporal event chronicled in John Reed’s Ten Days that Shook the World. A: October Revolution

Your category round choices are Large Businesses, Mathematicians, and Novels.

Category Round—Large Businesses

Name these companies from descriptions.

Geoffrey Bible is the CEO of this embattled company, which owns Kraft and Miller. A: Phillip Morris

Based in Cincinnati, this company, America’s biggest spender on advertising, has interests in soap and toothpaste. Additionally, it developed the fat substitute Olestra. A: Proctor & Gamble

It’s the largest rail shipping company in the United States, created by a 1980 merger. A: CSX


This pharmaceutical corporation markets Ben-Gay, Visine, and Viagra. A: Pfizer


This oil company sponsored the Star Theater program. Accused of racial discrimination in 1996, the corporation settled a lawsuit for $115 million. A: Texaco


Already the largest aluminum business in the world, this Pittsburgh corporation increased its market share by purchasing Reynolds in 1999. A: Alcoa

A descendant of a company founded by Thomas Edison, it owns RCA and NBC. A: General Electric


This Arkansas-based company is the largest general-product retailer in the world. A: Wal-Mart

It was spun off of CBS in 1987 and has since bought Paramount, Blockbuster, Spelling Entertainment, MTV Networks, Showtime Networks, and Simon & Schuster. Fittingly, it grew large enough to purchase CBS from Westinghouse in 1999. A: Viacom


The digital oscilloscope, the practical scientific calculator, and several computer languages were pioneered by this company which sells computers but holds a much larger percentage of the printer market. A: Hewlett-Packard

Category Round—Mathematicians

Identify these mathematicians.

He was an important originator of probability theory and invented the mechanical adding machine. Also a chemist, he did research on the effects of pressure on liquids. A: (Blaise) Pascal
He demanded that every accepted theory be proven and personally reformulated Euclid’s axioms to fit this request. A: (David) Hilbert
This mathematical cartographer devised a map projection which employs right angles. A: (Gerardus) Mercator
He worked on breaking the Enigma code during World War II. His eponymous machine was a major contribution to the development of the computer and he developed a test for artificial intelligence. A: (Alan) Turing
He refined the Taylor series, witnessed the execution of Antoine Lavoisier, standardized calculus, and wrote a seminal treatise on analytical mechanics. A: (Joseph Louis) Lagrange

The inventor of hyperbolic, non-Euclidean geometry, he worked on logical proof of the workings of calculus. It is suspected that he stole much of the work attributed to him. A: (Nikolai Ivanovich) Lobachevski

He introduced Arabic numerals to Europe. In a namesake series which he discovered, the quotient of two successive numbers approaches the Golden Ratio as the series is extended. A: (Leonardo) Fibonnaci

His Introduction to the Analysis of Infinities summarized and extended the knowledge of almost every mathematical discipline known. He solved the Königsberg Bridge Problem, wrote the first textbook on mechanics, and was the first to use many now-common mathematical symbols, including f  for a function. A: (Leonard) Euler
He classified equations of curves and invented exponent notation. His rule of signs allows for the determination of the number of negative and positive roots of an equation. A: (René) Descartes
He reformed the Persian calendar and produced revised astronomical tables. In addition to his mathematical accomplishments, he was also a distinguished poet. A: (Omar) Khayyam

According to the song, this man, now deceased, needed a shave. He wrote the  Salterton, 

Depford, and Cornish trilogies as well as the novel The Cunning Man. A: (Robertson) Davies

The song begins with the verse “You should see my story-reading baby/you should hear the things that she says/she says ‘hon, drop dead, I’d rather go to bed/with…’” this Nobel laureate, the Colombian author of Love in the Time of Cholera. A: (Gabriel) García (Márquez) [prompt on “Márquez”]

Tossup Twelve. Stopes v. Sutherland, New York Times vs. Sullivan, and Wright v. Gladstone were all concerned with this civil violation. For ten points, identify this offense, also associated with the colonial trial of John Peter Zenger, which occurs when one party intentionally publishes false and damaging information about another. A: Libel [“slander” is dead wrong]

For ten points, identify this data storage term, which shares its name with any weapon which inflicts damage through the projection of shrapnel. A: Fragment(ation)

Identify this Constitutional amendment, 30-20-10.


30: The cases of Coolidge vs. New Hampshire and Knowles v. Iowa dealt with this amendment.

20: The exclusionary rule is one means used to enforce its protections.

10: It reads, “The right of the people to be secure in their persons, houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches and seizures, shall not be violated, and no Warrants shall issue, but upon probable cause, supported by Oath or affirmation, and particularly describing the place to be searched, and the persons or things to be seized.” A: Fourth (Amendment)

Tossup Sixteen. When there is too much money in circulation, inflation can be caused when this overburdens the amount of goods available. For ten points, identify this economic term, defined as the amount of a good or service which the market wishes to purchase at a given price. A: Demand

30: Tertullian created the term for it and Pelagius denied its existence.

20: In one ending which Franz Kafka considered for The Trial, it is the crime of which Joseph K. is convicted. According to the doctrine of Immaculate Conception, Mary was free from it. 

10: It holds that all men are born wicked due to the fall of Adam and Eve. A: Original sin

Tossup Seventeen. The shortest state constitution in current use charters this state, represented in the House by Bernie Sanders, the only independent in Congress. The fourteenth state of the union, it allows for the unlicensed carry of concealed weapons. For ten points, name the Green Mountain State. A: Vermont

Identify these seventeenth-century painters from works for ten points each.

Young Woman with a Water Jug, Girl with a Spinet, and Girl with a Red Hat A: (Jan) Vermeer

Assumption of the Virgin, The Burial of Count Orgaz, and The Opening of the Fifth Seal A: El Greco [or (Doménikos) Theotokópoulos]
Descent from the Cross, The Judgment of Paris, and Mystic Marriage of St. Catherine A: (Peter Paul) Reubens
Tossup Eighteen. Montjoy, Pistol, Katherine, Grandpree, Quickly, Macmorris, Rambures, Isabel, and Bates are all characters in this Shakespearean history. For ten points, name this play which describes the Battle of Agincourt. A: (King) Henry V

Identify these foreign possessions of the United States for ten points each.

This largest of the Mariana Islands was obtained from Spain as a result of the Spanish-American war. Its capital is Agana. A: Guam

An important 1942 naval battle was fought near this island group. There are only 13 permanent residents outside of the American military base here. A: Midway (Islands)

The largest island and capital of this group is Pago Pago. Near Fiji, it has been a U.S. territory since 1899. A: American Samoa

Tossup Nineteen. Richard Nixon’s visit to China. The children’s classic Where the Wild Things Are. The Cuban missile crisis. A 1987 chess match between Garry Kasparov and Ljubomir Ljubojevic. The political writings of Mao Zedong. All of these events, along with several Shakespearean plays including Othello and Macbeth, have been used as the basis for this musical form. For ten points, identify this theatrical genre which, in its pure form, contains only singing. A: Opera

Bonus

Identify these chemical elements, 15-5.

15: Both plants and animals need it in trace amounts. It is used in neutron shields and is a part of a compound used as a detergent and in the manufacture of pyrex.

5: Atomic number 5, this element is a constituent of borax. A: Boron
15: Used in treatment of cancer, it was first isolated from pitchblende in 1898.

5: The Curies discovered this element, chemical symbol Ra. A: Radium [do not accept “Radon”]

Tossup Twenty. It was discovered in 1978 by James Christy. Its surface appears to be gray and is most likely composed of ice, although the difficulty of observing it has thusfar prevented conclusive analysis. In fact, it was not until 1990 that a photograph of it as a distinct object could be taken, thanks to the Hubble Space Telescope. For ten points, identify this only moon of Pluto, named for the boatman of Greek mythology who carried souls across the Styx. A: Charon

Bonus

Identify these pivotal battles of world history for ten points each.

The 1954 Vietnamese victory here ended French rule in Southeast Asia. A: Dien Bien Phu

On May 5, 1862, Mexican forces under Porfirio Díaz defeated the French at this battle, now commemorated on Cinco de Mayo. A: (Battle of) Puebla

This 1813 battle was the beginning of the end for Napoleon, as the allied Austrians, Prussians, and Swedish killed over a hundred thousand of his troops and twice as many died of typhus. A: (Battle of ) Leipzig
