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Tossup One. If the gene for a trait is b, and the trait is dominant, then this is the same for people with gene pair capital B lowercase b and gene pair capital B capital B. For fifteen points, identify this term, which refers to the physical appearance produced by a genetic prompt.  A: Phenotype

Tossup Two. Regarded as the originator of the satiric dialogue, he targeted superstition, false philosophy, and the ludicrous myths which filled the writings of early historians in his flamboyant works. His version of the tale of Pheidippides is the basis for the current marathon’s distance. An account of a journey to the moon is included in his True History, which is why some regard him as the first science fiction author. Identify this Greek satirist of the second century CE who also wrote Dialogues of the Gods, Dialogues of the Dead, and The Sale of Lives. A: Lucian (of Samosata)
Tossup Three. This two-word phrase is interpreted by various sociological schools as the sign of either a prosperous or a wasteful society. Thorstein Veblen coined it in his 1899 work The Theory of the Leisure Class. For fifteen points, identify this phrase, which Veblen defined as “the means of showing pecuniary strength, and so of gaining or retaining a good name”. A: “Conspicuous consumption”
Tossup Four. It premiered at the Paris Opera in 1910. Michael Fokine choreographed, and Tamara Karsavina performed the lead. George Balanchine’s later take on the choreography was to become more well-known. The story is based on Russian folklore, complete with the archetypal magician, damsels in distress, and hero, Ivan Czarevich. For fifteen points, identify this ballet, which features music by Igor Stravinsky. A: Firebird [accept L’Oiseau de feu or Zharptitsa]
Tossup Five. It was long a point of contention between France and Germany, most notably when Germany seized it in 1871. It was returned to France under the Treaty of Versailles. For fifteen points, identify this hyphenated region on the west bank of the Rhine River. A: Alsace-Lorraine
Tossup Six. “The state is the great fictitious entity by which everyone seeks to live at the expense of everybody else,” he said in The State. He summarized his opposition to trade controls with the observation, “When goods don’t cross borders, soldiers will.” Joseph Scumpeter called him “the most brilliant economic journalist who ever lived.” For fifteen points, identify this French economist, namesake of a Circle formed by Murray Rothbard and author of “Candlemakers’ Petition”, “What is Seen and What is Not Seen”, and the concise classic The Law. A: (Frédéric) Bastiat

Tossup Seven. It began with the ascension of Mutsuhito to the imperial throne. Discrimination against the burakumin was outlawed, the Charter Oath ended the power of the shoguns, and Edo was renamed Tokyo. For fifteen points, identify this period of increased militarization, industrialization, and interaction with the west which produced the Constitution of 1889 and lasted from 1868 to the ascension of Yoshihito in 1912. A: Meiji Restoration [accept “Meiji Period”]

Tossup Eight. One is equal to 30.86 trillion kilometers, 19 trillion miles, 3.26 light-years, 206,265 astronomical units, or, by definition, the distance to a star that shows a parallax of one second of arc. For fifteen points, identify this unit of astronomical distance. A: Parsec
Tossup Nine. He used the traditional tomo-e as a roof shape. In 1990, his 48-story twin towers were completed as Tokyo’s City Hall. For fifteen points, identify this Japanese architect, who designed  the National Gymnasia which were used for the 1964 Tokyo Olympics as well as the Hiroshima Peace Museum. A: (Kenzō) Tange [accept (Tange) Kenzō]

Tossup Ten. He composed Persée and Acis et Galatée. The director of the Académie Royale de Musique from 1672 until his death in 1687 and the Paris Opera from 1671 until his death, he also produced Psyché and Armide. A true story which henpecked musicians adore holds that he died from infection after accidentally slamming a staff into his foot in a fit of frustration at the orchestra. For fifteen points, identify this French musician who collaborated with Molière and was court composer for Louis XIV. A: (Jean Baptiste) Lully

Category Round—Greek Regions


Identify these regions in or bordering ancient Greece from descriptions.


This large region in northern Greece was the birthplace of Spartacus, Protagoras, Democritus, and Aesop. A: Thrace

Mythologically, this region between the Pindus Mountains and Aegean Sea was the home of the centaurs and the port of the Argonauts. Historically, it was the host of the Greco-Turkish War. A: Thessaly

This peninsula extending from the Isthmus of Corinth to the Ionian Sea and Sea of Crete was long controlled by Sparta. A: Peloponnesus [accept variations]

This name of this region, located in the center of that peninsula, has become synonymous with any placid, rural area. A: Arcadia
Originally the northern part of the peninsula, the Romans expanded the area under this region’s name to include most of Southern Greece. This region, a leading city of which was Argos, lends its name to a league which resisted Macedonia and defeated Sparta. A: Achaea

A small region in the western part of the peninsula, this area centered around the Altis, a religious, administrative, and athletic center. A: Olympia
This few-worded region in the southeastern part of the peninsula was long under Spartan control. It shares its name with a resort city in New Hampshire. A: Laconia
This region led an eponymous league which defeated Athens in 447 BCE, seizing control of Greece and ruling until 338 BCE. Thebes was located here. A: Boeotia

In the area currently divided by the Greece-Albania border, this region was home to the cruel King Echetus in the Odyssey and Pyrrhus of “Pyrrhic victory” fame. A: Epirus

According to legend, Theseus united the four tribes of this region, which included Athens. It lends its name to a town and prison in New York. A: Attica

Category Round—Foods Named for People

Identify these foods named for people.


This candy bar was named for the maiden name of its originator’s mother, not Grover Cleveland’s daughter as that originator later claimed, and certainly not for a baseball player. A: Baby Ruth
This baked meat dish shares its name with the English duke who defeated Napoleon at Waterloo. A: Beef Wellington
This type of crisped bread is more thin and crisp than the common variety and was first created by Auguste Escoffier for an opera diva. A: Melba toast

Rasberry and almond purée accompany a cooked fruit half and vanilla ice cream in this desert also named for that singer and also invented by Escoffier. A: Peach Melba
This coffee substitute, made of wheat, bran, and molasses, was named for its originator, who later became a cereal magnate. A: Postum
After a Southern Oil Company chemist devised an improved method for deodorizing cottonseed oil, his company began to market it as this cooking oil under his name. A: Wesson

This brand of mayonnaise derives its name from its inventor, a German immigrant who owned a deli in New York and took his condiment to a nationwide level. A: Hellman’s
This chocolate bar traces its ancestry to Derry Church and its name to its founder. A: Hershey
This almond-and-cream pastry is named for the Italian count who invented it. A: Frangipani
This veal dish is named after a Scandinavian king, not a Sesame Street character. A: Veal Oscar

Tossup Eleven. This series was composed of the volumes Swann’s Way; Within a Budding Grove; The Guermantes Way, parts one and two; Cities of the Plain, parts one and two; The Captive, The Sweet Cheat Gone, parts one and two; and Time Regained, parts one and two. It took ten years to write and is told as an interior monologue. For ten points, identify this French masterpiece by Marcel Proust. A: Remembrance of Things Past [or A la Recherche du temps perdu]

Bonus

Given an act of the U.S. government, identify the foreign nation with which it was concerned for ten points.

The Open Door Policy A: China
The Boland Amendment A: Nicaragua

The Helms-Burton Act A: Cuba
Tossup Twelve. Founded in Vancouver in 1971, this organization now operates out of headquarters in Amsterdam. They specifically target certain issues including nuclear testing, animal rights, and pollution. For ten points, identify this group of dirty, dirty hippies which has run afoul of everyone from whalers to the French government in its ships, which have included the Rainbow Warrior and Rainbow Warrior II. A: Greenpeace (International)

Bonus

The title of “Doctor of the Church” is granted in Catholicism to those saints who made an outstanding contribution to the understanding of Christianity. Identify the following Doctors of the Church for fifteen points each.

This pope, called “The Great”, created the Papal States and originated a type of chant named for him. He was one of the four original Doctors of the Church. A: Gregory I [prompt on “Gregory”]

This founder of the Discalced Carmelite order and author of The Way of Perfection was the first woman awarded the title of Doctor of the Church. A: (Saint) Teresa of (vila [prompt on “(Saint) Teresa”]

Tossup Thirteen. In July of 1976, twenty-nine people in attendance at a convention at the Bellevue Stratford Hotel in Philadelphia were killed by this previously unknown malady. Now treatable with antibiotics such as erythromycin, it is caused by a bacteria most often transmitted through water. For ten points, identify this pneumonia variant, named for the members of the group which hosted that convention. A: Legionnaire’s Disease [prompt on “Legionnaire’s”]

Bonus

This bonus will end eventually. Identify the following regarding the properties of infinity for the finite amount of ten points each.

Some infinite quantities are actually larger than others. This the number of levels of infinity which exist. A: Three
This Hebrew letter and attached subscripts are used to represent the three levels of infinity. A: Alef

Alef-three, the largest infinity, represents the set of these. A: (Geometric) curves [accept: plane curves, (geometric) arcs, plane arcs]

Tossup Fourteen. The moon of Uranus with the closest orbit to the planet and the plaintiff in a landmark Supreme Curt decision of 1966 share this name. For ten points, identify this name, also held by the daughter of Prospero in The Tempest. A: Miranda
Bonus

Some common synthesized substances require complex chemical recipes in their manufacture. Identify these scientific processes for fifteen points each.

With iron, aluminum, potassium, and calcium as catalysts, it combines nitrogen and hydrogen at a high temperature to form ammonia. It was devised in 1908. A: Haber Process

Coal dust and tar are hydrogenated at high pressure to produce gasoline in this process, which led to the 1931 Nobel Prize for its originator. A: Bergius Process
Tossup Fifteen. Germany controlled it from 1884 to 1915, when South Africa conquered it under the pretense of World War I. South Africa received a League of Nations mandate over it in 1920 and governed it as a territory until 1990, despite attempts from 1946 to 1950 by the United Nations to place it under international trusteeship. For ten points, identify this country, one of the last African nations to achieve independence, with its capital at Windhoek. A: Namibia

Franklin Roosevelt put forth the New Deal. Identify these other Presidential deals for ten points each.


This was Harry Truman’s domestic agenda. A: Fair Deal

This was Theodore Roosevelt’s domestic agenda. A: Square Deal

After the absence of a majority of electoral votes sent the election of 1824 to the House of Representatives, eventual winner John Quincy Adams offered Henry Clay the secretariat of State if he would withdraw from the race, a deal which favored candidate Andrew Jackson dubbed this. A: Corrupt Bargain
Tossup Sixteen. “No law, varying the compensation for the services of the Senators and Representatives, shall take effect, until an election of Representatives shall have intervened.” This is the text of a Constitutional amendment which was proposed by James Madison in 1789 and approved by Congress in 1992. For ten points, identify this amendment. A: Twenty-seventh (Amendment)

Bonus

Whose war is it, anyway? For five points for one correct answer, fifteen for two, and thirty for all three, identify the three nations involved in the War of the Pacific. A: Bolivia, Peru, and Chile

Tossup Seventeen. He made seven voyages in search of fame, fortune, and spices, eventually retiring to a palace in Baghdad. He is the subject of a Harold Atteridge novel which was adapted into a successful musical by Sigmund Romberg starring Al Jolson, and his account of his tales to a jealous porter comprises a large section of the Arabian Nights. For ten points, identify this heroic sailor. A: Sinbad

Bonus

Identify the following processes by which matter is transformed from one state to another for ten points each.

This is the process by which a gas becomes liquid. A: Condensation
This is the process by which a solid becomes a gas without becoming a liquid. A: Sublimation
This is the process by which a gas becomes a solid without becoming a liquid. A: Reformation [accept “supernation”]
Tossup Eighteen. In July of 1999, Bill Clinton became the first sitting President since Franklin Roosevelt to visit one of these. Most are legally owned by the federal government, and many have disappeared since the program to implement them began in 1824. There are 325 of them recognized in the United States today. For ten points, identify this area of land under the management of the Bureau of Indian Affairs. A: (Indian/Native American) reservation

Timing is everything. Identify each of these classical comedies as written during the period of Greek Old Comedy, Greek New Comedy, or Roman Comedy for ten points, five if you need the author.

Tossup Nineteen. Ahmed ibn Abdallah al-Mervasi, or, by nickname, Habash al-Hasib, Arabic for “the computer”, was the first to construct a table of values for this function, doing so circa 860 CE. In 1583, Thomas Fincke coined what would become the English term for it, deriving it from the Latin for “to touch”. For ten points, identify this function, which is defined for an acute angle in a right triangle as the length of the side opposite the angle divided by the length of the side adjacent to the angle. A: Tangent
Bonus

It’s not the twilight of the gods just yet. For ten points each, name, in German, the three operas other than Götterdämmerung in Richard Wagner’s Der Ring des Nibelungen. A: Das Rheingold, Siegfried, and Die Walküre

Tossup Twenty. Educated at Harvard and Yale, his first professional work was the score for 1916’s See America First. After returning from World War I, he resumed his lengthy career, writing both the lyrics and score for musical comedies. Although crippled for life in a riding accident in 1937, he continued to produce scores for most of his life, achieving his last major hit with 1955’s Silk Stockings. For ten points, identify this musician, who also wrote popular songs including “Night and Day” and “Don’t Fence Me In” and is most known for his musicals Fifty Million Frenchmen, Can-Can, Kiss Me Kate, and Anything Goes. A: (Cole Albert) Porter

It’s time for some technical knowledge. Identify the following painting techniques for ten points each.

It is similar to fresco, in which wet plaster is painted, but it uses dry plaster. A: Secco
François Bouche and many expressionists employed this technique which makes watercolors opaque by the addition of white pigment. A: Gouache

Casein, gum, glycerine, and water are mixed with egg yolks in this form of painting, the oldest known. A: (Egg) tempera
