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These questions have been edited for sale. Notes to moderators, except those which provide guidelines for variant answers, have been removed and errors and misleading information have been corrected and/or clarified. Math questions are underlined and mathematical calculation questions are double underlined.
Tossup One. He was born in Dinant, Belgium, and studied at the Brussels Conservatory. He invented several musical instruments, only one of which is used widely today. In 1857, the Paris Conservatoire hired him to instruct students in that instrument. Identify this musician, the inventor of the saxophone. A: (Adolphe) Sax
Tossup Two. A farmer wishes to use forty feet of fence to enclose a field. What is the maximum possible area which can be enclosed in a rectangle constructed from this amount of fencing? A: 100 square feet (or 100 feet square; if player does not include units or gives incorrect units then he is wrong)

Tossup Three. Its first winner was Ruthless. Others have included Duke of Magenta, Peter Pan, Man o’ War, Luke McLuke, Bold Forbes, Danzig Connection, Tabasco Cat, Thunder Gulch, and Editor’s Note. Identify this meet, which takes place in New York every year and is the final jewel in horse racing’s triple crown. A: (The) Belmont Stakes (if player says just “Belmont”, ask for a more specific response)

Tossup Four. Under his leadership, Canada was made fully independent from the British Empire. He was a leader within the Liberal Party and focused on several issues throughout his career, including equal and unified English and French areas of Canada and cultural independence from the United States. Identify this man, who served as Prime Minister of Canada from 1968 to 1984 except for eight months from 1979 to 1980. A: (Pierre Elliot) Trudeau
Tossup Five. This test for statistics analyzes variables with multiple groups. Give the common abbreviation for this test, officially known as the Analysis of Variance. A: ANOVA

Tossup Six. The Bible defines its value as exactly 3. William Jones first used it in mathematics in 1706, and Leonard Euler [OY-ler] popularized its use in 1737. Identify this mathematical symbol, the sixteenth letter of the Greek alphabet, which has been calculated to several hundred million digits and is equal to the circumference of any circle divided by its diameter. A: Pi
Tossup Seven. George Bush is credited with popularizing this phrase in the political realm to describe the post-Cold War society in which the U.S. is able to seize opportunities to lead and establish justice without fear of nuclear war. This phrase is also used by conspiracy theorists to describe a feared global Orwellian government. The U.S. Taxpayers Party, the sixth-largest political party in the United States, devotes an entire plank of their platform to their opposition to it. It is also the subtitle of a popular card game called “Illuminati” and the name of a “faction” of World Championship Wrestling. Identify this three-word phrase. A: (The) New World Order

Tossup Eight. His poetry attempted to reflect humanity’s relationship to nature, history, and society. English critic Matthew Arnold called him “the manifest center of German literature”. Identify this author of Gotz von Berlichingen [Gotz fon Berleekingin] and Faust. A: (Johann Wolfgang von) Goethe (GUR-te)

Tossup Nine. This popular snack is advertised as “America’s favorite cookie” by Nabisco. First you twist it, then you lick it, and then you dunk it. Identify this cookie. A: Oreo(s)

Tossup Ten. Commonly used in stoichiometric calculations, this number is equal to the number of atomic mass units in a gram. To three significant figures, what is the value of Avogadro’s number? A: 6.02 x 1023 (Six-point-oh-two-times-ten-to-the-twenty-third) (do not accept any variations; if player buzzes in before you read “Avogadro’s number” and responds “Avogadro’s number”, ask for a more specific response)
Your category round choices are Beverages, Traditional Dress, and Pseudoscience.

Tossup Thirteen. This novel was banned in some places due to its vulgar language. It is the story of a young man who cannot find satisfaction in anything in life. This struggle to succeed finally catches up with him and he soon finds himself in a mental hospital. Name this novel by J.D. Salinger which features Holden Caufield as a protagonist. A: (The) Catcher in the Rye

Identify the author from works, 30-20-10.

20: The Narrative of A. Gordon Pym

10: “The Murders in the Rue Morgue” A: (Edgar Allen) Poe
Tossup Fourteen. The eastern emperor Zeno did not recognize the authority of this Emperor of the Western Roman Empire. His father, Orestes, deposed Julius Nepos and attempted to rule through him. When Odoacer killed Orestes and exiled his son to Naples, he fell into such obscurity that the date and circumstances of his death are not known. Identify this man, the last emperor of Rome. A: (Romulus) Augustulus 

Bonus—Naval Battles

Identify these people, places, and times of naval battles for ten points each.

The English and German fleets engaged off the coast of Denmark in this World War I battle. A: Jutland

He was the head of the Union fleet which blockaded and captured New Orleans. A: (Admiral David) Farragut

This first lord of the British admiralty shared his name with a famous American anti-transcendentalist. A: (Viscount) Melville

Tossup Fifteen. It is a member of one of two groups of eared seals, the fur seal being the other. It was also the literal English translation of the German name for the planned troop invasion of Britain during World War II. Identify this aquatic name, appropriate to both the troops, who needed to be able to travel between water and land in the operation, and the equally versatile animal. A: (Operation) Sea Lion
Bonus—Boroughs

Name the five boroughs of New York City for five points each, with a five point bonus for all five. NOTE: Cut the captain off after the fifth answer and disregard anything further. A: Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, (The) Bronx, and Staten Island
Tossup Sixteen. In October of 1988, he told reporters, “Public speaking is very easy.” Some would disagree, however, as he later said, “I was recently on a tour of Latin America, and the only regret I have was that I didn’t study Latin harder in school so I could converse with those people,”; “If we don’t succeed, we run the risk of failure,”; and “A low voter turnout is an indication of fewer people going to the polls.” Name this Indiana politician, a possible Presidential candidate in 2000, who served as Vice-President of the United States from 1989 to 1993. A: (James Danforth  “Dan”) Quayle

Bonus—Leaders’ Ages

Given the ruler, name the century in which he was most prominent for ten points each.

Strike that, reverse it,” and umpaloompas all can be found in what children’s book? A: Charlie and the Chocolate Factory (by Roald Dahl) (“Willy Wonka and the Chocolate Factory” is not correct)

Tossup Eighteen. Originally thought to be great clouds of dust and gas, better telescopes revealed that many of these were actually vast collections of stars. Today, this term is generally replaced by “galaxy” to refer to patches of the sky which resolve into stars. Identify this astronomical term, a form of which is used to refer to specious ideas. A: Nebula(e)

A: George Washington

Bonus—World War I

Answer the following questions about World War I for 10 points each.

In 1917, U.S. forces joined the war as the AEF, which stood for what? A: The American Expeditionary Force
This man, the only soldier besides George Washington to be awarded the rank of General of the Armies, commanded the American Expeditionary Force. A: (John (AKA Jack, AKA Black Jack)) Pershing

The Treaty of Versailles, which officially ended World War I, sparked an uprising called the May Fourth Movement in this country, whose citizens felt slighted by the terms of the accord. A: China

Tossup Twenty. Clarence Barron ridiculed this financier’s cover story, which was that the U.S. Postal Service was exchanging six-cent American stamps for one-cent Spanish reply coupons, and he had inside agents in Spain monopolizing the coupons. In reality, the profit which his scheme returned to investors simply came from the principal of new investors. This pyramid scheme could not hold up forever, though, and he was jailed for fraud in 1921 after his final wave of investors received no more than twelve cents back for every dollar invested. In 1925, he jumped bail and began selling flooded Florida property sight unseen under the name of Charpon. Identify this swindler, whose name is now synonymous with pyramid investment schemes. A: (Charles) Ponzi

A Vice-President of the United States, a Carthaginian general, and a serial killer portrayed in The Silence of the Lambs all share a name with an American city. For ten points each, identify each of the following related to that name.

The city, in which Mark Twain was raised, and the state in which it was located. A: Hannibal, Missouri

The U.S. Vice-President, who served during the nineteenth century. A: Hannibal Hamlin

The serial killer, portrayed by Anthony Hopkins. A: Hannibal Lecter
