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1. Although trout were introduced in 1939, only two indigenous species of fish Killifish and catfish inhabit it. Settled since prehistoric times by Aymara Indians, the shores remain densely populated. The balsas, or reed boats connect the settlements. A small southeastern basin called Uinamarca is linked with the northwestern part, Chucuito, by the narrow Strait of Tiquina. FTP identify this lake in the Andes lying on the border of Bolivia and Peru.


Answer: Lake _Titicaca_





2. A common statistical measure of the frequency of their occurrence is the Wolf  number. Although their number varies over an 11-year cycle. The development of a typical group begins when a loop of magnetic flux emerges from the interior through the photosphere. The darkest central area is called the umbra, is roughly circular in shape and typically 18,000 km (11,000 mi) in diameter.  FTP identify these strongly magnetic and relatively dark areas of the photosphere of the Sun.

3. 8.  The earliest one is at Eridu and dates from the 5th millennium BC. The Anu in Uruk, erected in the 4th millennium BC, was used continuously for almost 4,000 years. The temple on the top and the structure itself were built of sun-baked mud bricks and then faced with fired bricks that were often glazed in various colors. It seems to have developed gradually over a period of centuries when temples were rebuilt many times on the same site; thus the remains of many earlier temples were eventually incorporated within making them progressively higher. FTP identify this dominant feature of religious architecture throughout the history of Mesopotamia.
