1.  Shortly after his capture by the Parthians at the battle of Carrhae he died, and his head and right hand were chopped off and sent on a procession to Artaxata, the Armenian capital.  Thus ended the career of this man, who for a time was part of the first Triumvirate.  FTP, name this Roman leader, the colleague of Gaius Julius Caesar and Gnaeus Pompeius Magnus.


Answer:  Marcus Licinius _CRASSUS_





2.  Their behavior is governed by the weak interaction, and the theory unifying electromagntic and weak reactions requires that the number of types of these particles equals the number of types of quarks.  Although they obey electromagnetic laws and are subject to gravitation, none are ever involved in the strong interaction.  FTP, name this lightest class of subatomic particles, a subdivision of fermions that includes electrons and muons.

3.   It was probably written about 1611, although it was not printed until the folio of 1623.  The name of the god Setebos may have been taken from Richard Eden's _History of Travaile_, while details of the actual shipwreck of Sir George Somer's _Sea-Venture_ on Bermuda were also incorporated into the play.  A contemporary German play, featuring an exiled magician and his daughter, may also have been a source. FTP, name this romantic drama, the latest of the completed works of William


Shakespeare.

4.  His _War Requiem_ combines the text of the Latin Requiem with the poetry of Wilfred Owen, an expression of his own pacifism.  His best known orchestral work is probably _Variations and Fugue on a Theme of  Purcell_, more popularly known as _A Young Person's Guide to the Orchestra_.   FTP, name this composer, 1913-1976, of such works as _Peter Grimes_ and _The Turn of the Screw_.

5.  Called the Amnok-Kang in Korean, it rises on the south slop of Ch'ang-pai Shan (mountain) and flows generally southwest to enter the Yellow Sea after a course of 491 miles.  During the Korean War, it marked the northernmost point that U.N. forces reached before Chinese intervention.  FTP, name this river, which forms part of the international boundary between North Korea and the People's Republic of China.


Answer:  _YALU_ River





6. On the first day, Confederate forces took the town, while Union troops took strong positions on high ground south of town.  On the second day, Lee tried but failed to break the North's line at points known as the Peach Orchard, the Wheatfield, Devil's Den, Culp's Hill, Cemetery Ridge, and Little Round Top.  Following an artillery battle on July 3, some 13,000 charged the Northern lines; the few who made it reached the northernmost point of the Confederate army’s advance in the whole war.  For ten points, what 3 day Pennsylvanian battle’s most famous skirmish was Pickett’s Charge?


Answer:  _Gettysburg_





7. It is one of the least poisonous of common laxitives, and is the active ingredient in many products.  In its pure form, it makes small crystals which dissolve in alcohol or ether, and can also be used in making dyes.  To make it, phthalic anhydride with sulfuric acid and phenol.  For ten points, what is this chemical indicator that turns red in the presence of an alkaline substance?


Answer:  _Phenolphthalein_





8. This religious leader began to have visions when he was fifteen which empowered him to found a religion.  He travelled the midwest, and finally settled in Nauvoo, Illinois.  His doctrine was criticized by the local paper, and his followers finally destroyed the press and he was placed in jail where he was killed by an angry mob.  FTP, name this man who was visited by the angel Moroni to write the book for his religion, _The Book of Mormon_.

9.  Four cross-country teammates at Pacifica High School formed the band Manic Subsidal in 1984 after failing to get in a Social Distortion show. After their guitarist jumped ship, they recruited Kevin Wasserman, an older Pacifica grad, to replace him, and they replaced their drummer, who was missing gigs because of medical school, with Ron Welty, changing their name in the process.   FTP, name this band, whose two original members are Dexter Holland and Greg K and whose most popular hits include "Why Don't You Get a Job," "Self-Esteem," and "Pretty Fly (For a White Guy)."

10.  Although poor management, neglect and impracticality have brought the family to bankruptcy, none can act to stave off disaster, and they ignore the suggestion of the practical businessman Lopakhin to chop down their beloved trees and build houses on the estate. 11.  He studied law at St. John's College, Oxford, and after being called to the Bar at Lincoln's Inn in 1976, he practiced as a barrister until 1983, specializing in employment and industrial law.  Elected to


Parliament as the member for Sedgefield in 1983, he served in various posts in the Shadow Cabinet, and following the death of John Smith in July of 1994, he became head of his party and a member of the Privy Council. FTP, name this Labour Party member, who after the May 1, 1997 elections became Prime Minister of Great Britain.

12.  Created Prince of Aquitaine in 1362, he established his court at Bordeaux, but his unsound rule earned the hostility of the bishops and nobles, causing them to appeal against him to Charles V of France as suzerain.  In 1371, he surrendered his principality to his father and lived the remainder of his life as the heir apparent, dying one year before his father, Edward III.  FTP, name this military commander of the


Hundred Years' War, who captured John II while commanding the English at the 1356 battle of Poitiers.


Answer:  _EDWARD_ the _BLACK PRINCE_ (or _EDWARD OF WOODSTOCK_)





13.  His works after 1846 were attacks on orthodox, organized religion and essentially amounted to pleas for stricter Christianity.  After receiving his master's degree in philosophy and theology in 1840, he took refuge in Berlin for six months after retracting a proposal of marriage to Regine Olsen.  He returned from this self-imposed exile and anonymously published his first manuscript, subtitled "A Fragment of Life."    FTP, name this Danish philosopher and critic of rationalism, author of _Either/Or_ and _Fear and Trembling_, who is regarded as the founder of Existentialist philosophy.

14.  With hardness of about 5.5 on the Mohs scale, it is slightly harder than window glass, and its color is due to abundant closely spaced crystallites, so numerous that it is opaque except on thin edges.  It


forms the upper portion of rhyolitic lava flows, and because of its conchoidal fracture (smooth curved surfaces and sharp edges), the sharpest stone artifacts were fashioned from it.  It was used for weapons,


implements, tools and ornaments by American Indians and other primitive peoples, and by the Mayans for mirrors.  FTP, name this natural glass of volcanic origin.


Answer:  _OBSIDIAN_





15. Born July 7, 1887, in Russia, after the Revolution he was director of the Art Academy in Vitsyebsk from 1918 to 1919 and was art director of the Moscow Jewish State Theater from 1919 to 1922.   There, he painted several murals in the theater lobby and executed the settings for numerous productions. FTP, name this artist, whose numerous works include characteristically vivid recollections of Russian-Jewish village scenes, as in _I and the Village_(1911) and a set of stained glass windows for the Hadassah Hospital in Jerusalem.

16.  This republic is a group of islands divided into the Barlavento and the Sotavento groups, the latter of which contains Sao Tiago, where the capital is located.  Discovered in 1546 by Luigi da Cadamosto, it gained independence from Portugal in 1975, and a later movement for union with Guinea-Bissau proved unsuccessful.  For ten points, what is this republic west of Senegal with capital at Praia?

17.  A cousin of Cecil Fielder, he has enjoyed little success in the minor leagues; in 170 games in the Philadelphia Phillies minor league system, he hit .211, with 4 home runs and 40 RBI.  A two-time winner of the Doak Walker Award, he had planned on playing baseball, but told the Texas Rangers that he would concentrate on his first professional football season.  FTP, name this man, who through a trade with the Redskins was drafted by the New Orleans Saints with the fifth pick in the 1999 NFL


Draft.
