3.  The terraces, featuring rare and exotic plants, were connected by a winding stairway and a pumping device supplied water so the entire structure could be irrigated by fountains.  For ten points, what were these series of five terraces, each fifty feet above the next, that were erected by King Nebuchadnezzar for his wife, Amytis, in 562 B.C?

4. Now in her 90’s, Mildred Writ Benson is a columnist for the Toledo Blade.  However, for twenty-four years, she earned $125 a book writing under a pseudonym. For ten points, name the series for which Ms. Benson wrote twenty-three books, the last being “The Clue of the Velvet Mask” in 1953 and featuring a spunky female detective.


Nancy Drew

5.  He was a secret, but avid marijuana user and he credited it with inspiring some of his intellectual work.  Once while high and in the shower, he used a bar of soap to write his idea down.  For ten points, who was this astronomer and Pulitzer Prize-winning author who wrote the books  Broca’s Brain, The Dragons of Eden, Cosmos, and Contact?

6.  It will not be a good day.  According to legend, when the wolves chasing the sun and the moon catch either of them, it will be the end of all creation, including the gods.  For ten points, in Norse mythology, what is the name of the final battle in which there will be no victors?


Ragnarok ( also accept Twilight of the Gods or Gotterdamerung)

7.  Spanning 12 books, this epic depicts the 7-year journey of Venus' son from the fall 

of Troy to his military success in Italy.  Its principal character is sometimes thought of as 

the real founder of Rome.  For ten points, what ancient epic consumed the final ten years of Virgil's  life?


The Aeneid
8.  Secretary of the Interior Albert B. Fall secretly leased two oil reserves in California and Wyoming to private oil companies in 1922.  In return, he received as much as $400,000 in kickbacks.  Name this scandal that occurred during the Harding administration.


Teapot Dome Scandal
9.  This substance comes in two main varieties, P680 and P700.  The P680 type is used in 

Photosystem II, while the P700 variety is used in Photosystem I.  For ten points, what is this 

biological substance essential to the production of food in plants?


Chlorophyll

10. According to legend, this was a bird identified with the kingfisher that nested at sea about the time of the winter solstice and calmed the waves during the incubation of its eggs.  For ten points, what is this word that has now come to mean a calm, peaceful time?

Halcyon (hal-see-on) or halcyon days

11.  When this book appeared at the publisher’s office, he decided it was a children’s book and gave it to his ten year old son to read.  The son said it was a “ripping good read” and the book was published upon his recommendation.  For ten points, what is this novel which introduced millions of readers to the Shire and Middle Earth?


The Hobbit

12. This river has its source in the Plateau of Tibet in China. It flows through the capital cities of Vientiane in Laos and Phnom Penh in Cambodia. It is important for transportation and for rice crops. For 10 points name this longest river in Southeast Asia that has its delta in Vietnam.


Mekong River

13.  He was born on a farm, but as a young man he worked as a professional artist, and he studied painting in London.  Turning  to mechanics and engineering,  he attempted to sell to the French government a submarine to sink British ships.  For ten points, who was this engineer who finally  achieved success when he designed the first successful steamboat?


Robert Fulton

14.  When Moses ascended to Mount Sinai to receive the ten commandments, he left this man in charge, only to be disappointed when the people forced him to build a golden calf for their worship.   For ten points, who is this older brother of Moses and the first Jewish high priest?


AARON

15.  It took five years for this ship to sail around the world.  One of its stopping points was a 

group of islands off the coast of Ecuador where the ship's naturalist observed the different 

types of tortoises and finch on each island.  These observations led to one of the most 

important theories ever devised.  The naturalist was Charles Darwin.  For ten points, what was the name of the ship?

TIEBREAKERS:

This state’s state reptile is the gopher tortoise, its state insect is the honeybee, and its state fish  the largemouth bass. This state has 159 counties, which makes it the state with the second highest number of counties. Its highest point is Brasstown Bald. For 10 points- name this largest state east of the Mississippi River.


Georgia
The daughter of Helios and Perse, she is best-known for turning Odysseus's men into swine and falling in love with Odysseus.  For ten points, name her.

Toss-Ups

1.  In Greek mythology it is a garment of Zeus, the king of the gods, and of Athena, his daughter. It was a short cloak with golden tassels, generally worn over the shoulders, and served as the symbol of Zeus's power.  For ten points, what is this item, often depicted as a breastplate or shield that has come to mean protection, control, or guidance?


Aegis (e-jes or a-jes)

2.  Born in 1875, he was a gifted student of Gabriel Faure at the Paris Conservatory.  Often 

associated with impressionist Claude Debussy, he has composed works such as Daphne 

and Chloe and Mirrors.  For ten points, who is this composer whose most celebrated work is Bolero?


Maurice Ravel
3.  Serving from 1829 to 1837, this President is one of the most famous in American 

history.  Defeated in 1825 even though he received a majority of the popular vote, he 

won the next election and was the first to use the Spoils system and a kitchen cabinet.  

For ten points, who is this president, also known as "Old Hickory?"


Andrew Jackson
4.  Discovered in 1748, it used to be a favorite place for wealthy Romans to build villas.  
That is, until it was buried in 79 AD by the eruption of neighboring Mount Vesuvius.  

For ten points, what famous lost city was discovered under layers of earth?


Pompeii
5.  Born on December 16, 1775, this English author was the daughter of a country clergyman.  She published her first book at her own expense in 1811 when no publishers were interested in her novels.  For 10 points, name the author of Emma, Sense and Sensibility, and Pride and Prejudice.

Poetic Licenses

1.  Derived from the Italian sonneto, meaning "little song," this type of poem has two main patterns.  These patterns are Shakespearean, with three quatrains and a couplet, and Petrarchan, with an octave and a sestet.  For 10 points, name this type of poem consisting of 14 lines written in iambic pentameter. 

Sonnet

2.  Developed by Basho in the 16th century, this type of poem is a traditional Japanese verse form.  It expresses a single emotion or idea.  For 10 points, name this type of poem in which 17 syllables are arranged in lines of 5, 7, and five syllables.

Haiku

1.  For ten points, what is the basic and smallest unit of measurement for computer memory?

2.  For ten points, how many bytes are in one kilobyte?

Poet Laureates
1.  Born in Guthrie, Kentucky, he was educated at Vanderbilt University and the University of California.  He received the 1947 Pulitzer Prize in fiction and the 1958 Pulitzer Prize in poetry.  Name this man, the first poet laureate of the United States and the author of All the King's Men.


Robert Penn Warren
2.  One of his greatest poems, a tribute to the memory of his best friend, was written over a period of 17 years, and the intensely personal character of the poem perplexed many of the readers of his day.   For ten points, who was the longest serving poet laureate of England, who wrote “In Memoriam,” "Morte d'Arthur," "Locksley Hall", and "The Charge of the Light Brigade,"


Alfred, Lord Tennyson
You are the Goddess
1.  One of the three maiden goddesses in Greek mythology, she is normally seen as athletic and frequently accompanied by deer.  She is the twin sister of Apollo, and she is the Huntsman-in-chief to the gods.  For 10 points, name this Greek goddess of the hunt also known as the Lady of Wild Things.


Artemis
2.  This Greek virgin goddess's sacred animal is the owl.  She invented the bridle, and she is the protector of civilized life.  For 10 points, name this daughter of Zeus who had no mother, but who sprang from the brow of her father.


Pallas Athena

Compose Yourself
1.  A composer from New York, he created music that was a distinct blend of classical, popular, and jazz styles.  His works include numerous popular songs and music comedies and some concert pieces.  For ten points, name this well-known twentieth century composer known for Rhapsody in Blue.

GEORGE GERSHWIN
2.  A Baroque organist and composer from Germany, he is credited with being one of the greatest creators of Western music.  He had twenty children, ten of whom survived.  For ten points, name this musician whose compositions included over 200 religious works and the Brandenburg concertos.


JOHANN SEBASTIAN BACH

Islands in the Stream
1.  These islands are located about 300 miles off the east coast of Argentina and are composed of about 200 islands, with the total area of about 4,700 miles.  For ten points, name these islands whose capital is at Stanley.  


FALKLAND ISLANDS
2.  Even though they’re part of Ecuador, they’re located about 600 miles to the west of it.             For ten points, name these islands famous for the unique species that Charles Darwin once observed.
