SECTION I

TOSS-UPS

1.  Published in 1906, it is perhaps its author's most well-known work.  It portrays the graphic experiences of Jurgis Rudkus, an immigrant laborer in the dockyards of Chicago.  For ten points, name this novel, a graphic exposé on the unsanitary working conditions of the meat-packing industry, written by Upton Sinclair.


The Jungle

2. This figure was venerated by Romans as Quirinus, the god of the winter solstice. In Roman mythology, he is said to be the son of Mars and Rhea Silvia. He had a twin brother, who along with him was raised by a she-wolf. For ten points, name this mythological founder of Rome.


Romulus
3.  This writer had many interests.  He introduced skiing to Switzerland and in his later life embraced spiritualism.  Surprisingly, he received a knighthood for his pamphlets on the Boer War and not for the popular series of short stories featuring the greatest person who never lived.  For ten points, who was this author of The White Company, The Valley of Fear, and A Study in Scarlet?


Arthur Conan Doyle

4.  They emerged from the ocean almost 400 million years ago, and now its class has about 4,400 existing species.  Because the skeletal, muscular, digestive, nervous, and other systems are similar to those of higher animals, biology students study the frog.   For ten points, name these cold-blooded animals who have moist skin, laying between fishes and reptiles in body plan.


AMPHIBIANS 

5.  This desert, located in the Andes, is believed to be the driest place on Earth because it did        not receive rainwater in a record period of time.  Its area is about 140,000 square miles.                For ten points, name this desert, mostly located in Chile.


THE ATACAMA DESERT

6.  Ashurbanipal built a great library during his rule of this ancient civilization.  A war-

faring race, the civilization was defeated by an alliance of its enemies. For ten points, what is this ancient group of people whose capital was at Ninevah?


Assyrians
7.  The Gloria and Credo are omitted from the traditional mass, but a Sequence is added.  

For ten points, what is another name given to the Mass of the Dead, made famous by Gabriel Faure, Wolfgang Mozart, and Johannes Brahms?


Requiem
8.     According to some ancient writers he was later the founder of Christianity in Britain and of a monastery at Glastonbury; scholars, however, reject these claims. In the Arthurian cycle of romances and in late medieval legend he brings the Holy Grail into Britain.  For ten points, who is this rich Jew, a member of the Sanhedrin, who requested the body of Jesus after the crucifixion and placed it in his own tomb?


JOSEPH OF ARIMATHEA

9.  This award was named after the father of science fiction, an American publisher, editor and author.  Since 1953, it has been awarded annually to the best novels and short story of the genre.  For ten points, what is this award, a statuette in the form of a rocket ship?


Hugo
10.  It is the element with the largest radius.  With an atomic number of 87 and a mass number of 223, it is radioactive in its natural state and is the product of the beta decay of actinium.  For ten points, name this element, the heaviest of the alkali metals.


Francium

11.  Two former Texas Rangers, Woodrow Call and Gus McCrae, drive a herd of cattle from Texas to Montana.  It is a journey filled with self-discovery, courage, and love.  For ten points, identify this 1986 Pulitzer Prize winning novel by Larry McMurtry.


Lonesome Dove

12.  This Mexican ruler believed that Hernando Cortez was the god Quetzacoatl (kwet-za-coatel). He invited the Spanish conquistadors into has city and  was later tortured and killed by them. For ten points, name this ruler, the last Aztec ruler of Mexico. 

Montezuma 

13.  These proteins are a type of catalyst.  They start, speed up, slow down, and stop chemical reactions.  They have an active site where they attach to substrates.  For 10 points, name the type of proteins commonly shown in the lock and key model as the key and its substrate as the lock.


Enzymes
14.  This is an area of Northeast Canada, and it is part of Newfoundland.  Its area consists primarily of a gentle sloping plateau with an irregular coastline of numerous bays, fjords, inlets, and cliffs..  For ten points, identify this area which shares its name with a breed of  dog. 


LABRADOR
15.  This word comes from the Polynesian for “tapping” or “to tap”.  For ten points, name this form of art, which creates illustrations , logos, or other graphics by injecting dyes into the skin.


Tattoo 
TIEBREAKER:

This state's state flower is the Hawthorn, and its state bird is the bluebird.  It is a mid-western state whose nickname is The Show-me State.  For 10 points, name this state whose capital is Jefferson City and is the home of the Gateway Arch.


Missouri
They are the daughters of Phorcys and Ceto.  Two of the three sisters are Euryale and Stheno.  For ten points, what do we call the three sisters who, when seen, turned a mortal to stone?

Toss-Ups

1.  Although his earliest work was heavily influenced by the French musical impressionists, he turned to a simpler style that drew on elements of American folk music.  For ten points, identify this award winning composer of Lincoln Portrait,  Billy the Kid , Rodeo, and Appalachian Spring.


Aaron Copland
2.  Centuries old olive trees growing on this site today are tended by monks of the Greek, Armenian, Russian, and Roman churches.  For ten points, what is the name of the garden located on the western slope of the Mount of Olives near Jerusalem where Jesus of Nazareth went to pray after the Last Supper.


Gethsemane

3.  He is generally regarded as the first great American writer of fiction.  His first work, Precaution, was the result of a bet he made with his wife that he could write a better novel than the one he was reading at the time.  For ten points, name this man who created Natty Bumppo and wrote The Leatherstocking Tales.


James Fenimore Cooper

4.  An aircraft's wings are curved on the top and flat on the bottom.  This way, air flows 

faster over the top, lifting the aircraft.  For ten points, what is this principle which states speed varies  inversely with pressure, named for its Swiss discoverer?


Bernoulli's Principle
5.  Its massive base contained the sarcophagus of a king and supported 36 columns crowned with a stepped pyramid on which was constructed a marble chariot. For ten points, what was this 140-foot-high white marble structure, built in 352 B.C. in memory of King Mausolus of Caria?

1.  This organ is made up of nephrons, and is the filtering organ of the body. For ten points, name it.


Kidney
2.  This organ contains the Islets of Langerhans, and is the producer of insulin. For ten points, name it.

1. This state was named for Queen Henrietta Maria, wife of Charles I of England.  Its highest point is Backbone Mt.. For 10 points- name this Old Line State whose capital lies on the Chesapeake Bay and is home to the cities of Frederick, Cumberland, and Hagerstown.

2. This state is named for a county in England. It rises from its small stretch of Atlantic Coastline to its tall and windy Mt. Washington. For 10 points- name this Granite State in New England where one might find the cities of Manchester, Nashua, and Portsmouth.
