Section I

TOSS-UPS
1.  (You will have fifteen seconds.)  Sally buys 12 sweaters for school.  Of the sweaters, half are blue, 1/4 are red, 1/6 are green and the rest are gray.  For ten points, how many of the sweaters are gray?

2.  It literally means "heat movement."  Three fundamental laws exist that define applications within this study.  For ten points, what is the name given to the science of heat transfers in chemical reactions?


thermodynamics
3.  This polytheistic religion believes in divinities such as Brahma, Vishnu, and Shiva.  Followers of this religion believe in such things as Moksha, reincarnation, Karma, and Dharma.  For 10 points, name this religion that originated in 6000 BC, making it the oldest religion still followed.


Hinduism

4.  This river begins in the Valdai Hills and is 748 feet above sea level at its source.  It flows          southward to the Caspian Sea, where it is 92 feet below sea level. Its delta is about 100 miles       long and includes as many as 500 channels and smaller rivers.  For ten points name this longest river in Europe, on which Russian cities such as Volgograd and Samara are situated, and is       probably most famous for its caviar which comes from the beluga fish.  


VOLGA RIVER

5.  During World War I, he was an ambulance driver in France and spent three months in a military detention camp on a false charge.  This experience formed the basis of his first important work, The Enormous Room.  For ten points, name this poet of Tulips and Chimneys whose style is distinguished by his disregard for uppercase letters.


edward estlin cummings (e. e. cummings)
6.  He was born Fingal O’Flahertie Wills in Dublin, Ireland on October 16, 1854.  He published novels, short stories, and plays.  For ten points, who is this Irish writer of Poems, but better known for The Importance of Being Earnest and The Picture of Dorian Gray?


Oscar Wilde

7.  Located on the Svisloch River, this city is an important industrial, transportation, and              cultural center. It was first mentioned in 1067, and by the early 12th century it had become the center of an independent principality. For ten points, name this city, with a population of approximately two million, the capital of  Belarus.  


MINSK
8.  After the capture of Syracuse during the Second Punic War, he was killed by a Roman soldier who found him drawing a mathematical diagram in the sand. It is said that he was so absorbed in calculation that he offended the intruder merely by remarking, "Do not disturb my diagrams." For ten points, name this Greek mathematician and inventor who defined the principle of the lever, invented the compound pulley, and is best known for discovering the law of hydrostatics, supposedly while taking a bath.


 Archimedes
9.  Characterized by destruction of liver cells and degeneration of liver function, this disease can be caused by infections such as hepatitis, by toxic drugs, or by chronic alcoholism.  For 10 points, name this condition of the liver in which scarring reduces blood flow in the liver.


Cirrhosis
10.  They were passed in 1798 and were the cause of 25 arrests, 10 of which resulted in convictions.  They were opposed by leaders of the Republican party, namely Thomas Jefferson and James Madison.  For ten points, identify this set of four laws passed under John Adams as a means of curbing political opposition.


Alien and Sedition Acts
11.  This tissue in vascular plants is made up of many sieve tubes.  For 10 points, name this type of vascular tissue that carries the food made during photosynthesis from the leaves to the roots, fruits, or buds of the plant.  


Phloem   
12.  This sports term probably came from the practice of rewarding the feat with the gift of its namesake.  On October 16, 1976, Lanny McDonald  of the Toronto Maple Leafs scored one of these in two minutes and 54 seconds.  For ten points, what is this scoring of three goals in succession?


hat trick

13. Dinosaurs are thought to be more closely related to birds than to any other modern group 

of animals.  This theory was backed up by the discovery of a feathered creature  discovered in the 19th century in Bavaria, Germany.  For ten points, what is the name of this creature, the link between dinosaurs and birds?


Archaeopteryx (arch-e-op-tee-ricks)
14.  Born in Wisconsin, this painter lived to the age of 100.  She painted many pieces of artwork with a southwestern landscape theme.  She was best known for her paintings of bones and flowers.  For 10 points, name the artist who painted works of art such as Cow's Skull, Red, White, and Blue.


 Georgia O'Keefe
15.  William Henry Harrison's victory over combined British and Native American forces at the Battle of Tippecanoe in October 1813 was made possible by the capture of a British fleet on Lake Erie by an American naval commander.  For ten points, name this man who said, "We have met the enemy, and they are ours."


Oliver Hazzard Perry 
TIEBREAKERS

This Asian country’s 7-term President Suharto resigned in June 1998 after an economic crash led to rioting that left more than 500 people dead. This country, the fourth largest in the world, has Islam as its major religion. It is an archipelago country containing the islands of Sumatra, Celebes, Borneo and Java. For 10 points- name this Asian country that has its capital at Jakarta.


Indonesia
This son of Poseidon herded sheep and lived in a cave.  He tried to kill and eat all of Odysseus's men on their way back to Ithaca, but Odysseus blinded him.  For ten points, name this cyclops whose injury turned Poseidon against Odysseus.

If neither team correctly answers the toss-up, then the bonus questions will be up for grabs on the next question.  

Toss-Ups
1.  His name means “God has helped.”  In the New Testament, he and his sisters were mentioned as being friends of Jesus of Nazareth.   He is mentioned only in John 11 and 12.  For ten points, who is this man over whom “Jesus wept” ?


Lazarus
2.  She published her first book of poetry, The Colossus, in 1960.  She is known for her thematic obsession with death and self-destruction.  Under the pseudonym Victoria Lucas, she published an autobiographical novel in 1963, the same year she committed suicide.  For ten points, name this poet who wrote The Bell Jar.


Sylvia Plath
3.  One of the oldest epics in world history, this story is about a cruel king of ancient Sumer.  The gods send the hero Enkidu to challenge the king, but after a battle, they end up becoming friends.  When Enkidu dies, this causes the main character to question life and death.  Name this story whose title is the name of the ancient Sumerian king.


GILGAMESH
4.  Written in 1860 and 1861, this Charles Dickens novel follows its main character from childhood in a small town near the Kent Marshes to adulthood in London.  For 10 points, name this novel with characters such as Compeyson, Magwitch, Ms. Havisham, and Philip Pirrip. 



Great Expectations
5.  According to his biography, he was born in Brisbane, Australia, his parents were Olympic swimmers, and he has released five albums.  His new pop single, “Lost in You,” premiered this summer, but there is more to Chris Gaines than meets the eye.  For ten points, who is the real person behind this fictional character?
