1. As Professor of Moral Philosophy at the University of Glasgow, he published his first book, The Theory of Moral Sentiments, in 1759.  Seventeen years later he published his masterpiece whose opening line says "The greatest improvement in the productive power of labour, and the greater part of the skill, dexterity, and judgment with which it is any where directed, or applied, seem to have been the effects of the division of labor."  FTP, name this pioneering economist who coined the phrase, "the invisible hand" in The Wealth of Nations. 

Answer: Adam Smith
2. He has driven the Zamboni at both Canadiens and Maple Leafs games, and he has also worked with the grounds crew at Skydome.  Before he emigrated to Canada, he was very popular in his homeland, where he instituted such reforms as making Friday part of the weekend and giving every new baby a chocolate eclair.  For 10 points – identify this title character of a 1992 Moxy Fruvous song who is not really Juan Carlos I.

Answer:  The King of Spain (accept equivalents)

3. Along with lungfishes, they are the only surviving members of an ancient type of fish called sarcopterygians.  They have three fins on the underside of their body which may be used as a perch when resting on the ocean bottom.  For 10 points – identify these “dino-fish” that were believed to be extinct until one was discovered off the coast of Madagascar in 1938.

Answer: coelacanths

4. The Theravada form believes that the only road to salvation is one of strict discipline and effort. The Mahayana form teaches that salvation is possible for all, and also introduces the concept of "enlightened beings"  known as Bodhisattvas. FTP, what is this world religion shaped by the Four

Noble Truths and the Eightfold Path, which seeks to find enlightenment and nirvana?

Answer: Buddhism
5. After finishing his play Don Carlos in 1787, he became dissatisfied with the worth of his writing and spent the next ten years reappraising his philosophy and aesthetic values.  When he began writing plays again with Wallenstein, he became associated with the movement called Weimar Classicism along with Johann Wolfgang van Goethe.  For 10 points – identify this playwright best known for his poem An die Freude (ON DEE FROY-DE), or Ode to Joy.

Answer:  Johann Christoph Friedrich von Schiller
6. This physicist considered his “cosmological constant” to have been his greatest mistake as a theorist. In one year, he published three major papers; the first explained Brownian motion, the second concerned the photoelectric effect, and the third postulated that the laws of science should be the same for all freely moving observers. FTP, name this  physicist, the developer of relativity.

Answer: Albert Einstein
7. This English King is famous for a number of things, including starting the Anglo-Saxon Chronicles, founding Britain’s navy, driving the Vikings from much of Britain, and unifying a large portion of the island.  FTP name him, the only English king whose name is commonly followed by the adjective "the great".

Answer: Alfred the Great

8. One of his more famous poems-- “In a Station at the Metro”-- consists entirely of two lines.  This American is known for a translation of an Ancient Chinese poem entitled "The River-Merchant's Wife", as well as the long poem Hugh Selwyn Mauberley.  For ten points, T.S. Eliot dedicated “The Waste Land” to what friend, best known as the author of the Cantos?

Answer: Ezra Pound
9. In August of 1914, the Germans enacted a plan to invade neutral Belgium with a concentration of forces on the right, with the rightmost man to “brush the channel with his sleeve”.  For ten points, identify the Chief of the General Staff from 1891 to 1906 for whom the plan is named.

A: Alfred von Schlieffen
10. In 1819, this Scotsman was looking for a cleaner for his dyeing machines. A short time later, he accidentally dissolved rubber, and learned that this dissolved rubber could be used in clothes.  He quickly patented his discovery in the process of waterproofing clothes, and began selling his product, which he named after himself. FTP, name this man, who shares his name with a type of apple, as well as a type of computer produced by Apple.

Answer: Charles Macintosh
11. His 9th symphony is in C major, but in order to distinguish it from his 6th symphony, also in C major, he called his 9th the Great symphony. He wrote his first symphony in 1813, but is better known for setting the lyrics of many German poets to song, including Goethe, Schiller, and Heine, composing over 600 lieder in all. FTP, name this Austrian composer of the famous Quartet in D Minor and Quintet in A Major, respectively known as Death and the Maiden and the Trout.

Answer: Franz Schubert
12. Because the MOSFET type of this device cannot be formed on gallium arsenide, the Schottky barrier is used as the gate electrode. In both the insulated-gate and junction field effect types, current flows from the source through a narrow channel to the drain while a modulating signal is applied to the gate. FTP, name this device capable of rectification as well as amplification, the basic unit in radio, TV, and computer circuits.

Answer: transistor
13. He wrote the four-volume history The Winning of the West, before becoming Assistant Secretary of the Navy under President William McKinley in 1897.  When war broke out with Spain in 1898, he resigned this position and organized the First U.S. Volunteer Cavalry.  FTP, who both organized

the Rough Riders and became our 26th President upon the death of McKinley?

Answer: Theodore Roosevelt 

14. She was in Winston Churchill's favorite film, That Hamilton Woman, starring with her husband Laurence Olivier.  She won her second Oscar in 1951, defining the character of Blanche Du Bois in A Streetcar Named Desire.  FTP, who is this actress that won her first Oscar as the spunky and headstrong Southern Belle Scarlett O'Hara in Gone With the Wind? 

Answer: Vivien Leigh
15. Photographer Edward Steicken initially paid $600 in import duty for “Kitchen Utensils and Hospital Supplies,” but got his money back as witnesses who argued that his import had a sense of spatial freedom and upward movement were more persuasive than those who noted its lack of wings or tail feathers. For ten points, name the sculpture in question, by Constantin Brancusi.

Answer: Bird in Space
16. This lauded general fought in the War of 1812, the Mexican War, and the Civil War.  He is best known for his valor in the Battle of Vera Cruz and for the nickname his men gave him.  FTP name ‘Old Fuss and Feathers’ who was defeated by Franklin Pierce in the 1852 presidential election.

Answer: Winfield Scott
17. A narrow channel on this lake’s northern coast leads to the Kavirondo Gulf, its west coast marks the delta of the Kagera River, and at its southeast corner is Speke Gulf. Its area of 26,828 square miles makes it the second largest freshwater lake in the world, and the cities of Entebbe and Kampala lie along its northern coast. FTP, name this largest lake of Africa, the chief reservoir of the Nile.

Answer: Lake Victoria (or Nyanza)

18. A Star Trek galaxy class ship was named after this item in Arthurian legend.  Many quiz-bowlers wrongly think it was placed in a stone by Uther and drawn from the stone by his son.  However, it was given to the young king by the Lady in the Lake along with a scabbard which limited the wounds he suffered.  What was this sword which the Lady in the Lake demanded back when Arthur was to die? 

Answer:  Excalibur
19. Mrs. Buchanan's teenage beau has spent years trying to get closer to her and uses his not-so accidental friendship with her cousin Nick to get back together with her.  Husband Tom is not so happy about this, even though he has a lover of his own, and all hell breaks loose, resulting in the end in the death of the bootlegger title character, FTP, of what novel personifying the Roaring '20's by F. Scott Fitzgerald?

Answer:  The Great Gatsby

20. It has been banned as a weapon because of its dangerous and highly reactive nature.  Just by being exposed to the air, it will ionize so quickly and violently as to cause a blinding explosion.  For ten points, name this notoriously reactive chemical weapon, a chunk of metal composed of Element Number

55 and symbol Cs.

Answer: Cesium
21. He wrote more than 40 plays, of which 11 are extant. His first three plays were produced under pseudonyms, including The Acharnians (425BC), a plea for ending the war with Sparta. The first play presented under his own name was a satire about Athenian politician and military leader Cleon, entitled The Knights.  FTP, name this Athenian playwright whose other works include The Clouds which satirizes Socrates, and Lysistrata, in which women strike for peace by practicing celibacy. 

Answer: Aristophanes

A. First, name the architect who created the philosophy of "organic architecture," the central principle of which maintains that the building should develop out of its natural surroundings. Among his noted works are a series of "prairie houses," such as the Hills/DeCaro house in Oak Park, Illinois.

Answer: Frank Lloyd Wright
B. Wright's first job out of college was as a designer in this man's firm. Considered the founder of the Chicago School, his famous maxim was that "form follows function."  Name this architect whose noted works include the Carson Pirie Scott Building in Chicago.

Answer: Louis Sullivan
Among Wright's most famous works is a curvilinear museum housing a famous collection of abstract art.  Name this building in New York City which was completed in 1959.

Answer: Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum
