Round 7 Tossups

1. Its largest moon moves in the opposite direction of its rotation, suggesting that it was captured after this planet formed.  About three percent of its atmosphere is made up of methane, which gives it its distinctive blue color.  Its largest moon, Triton, was discovered in 1846, the same year that it was discovered by Johann Galle, using the calculations of Adams and Leverrier.  FTP, name this gas giant, whose orbital distance sometimes exceeds that of Pluto.

Answer: Neptune
2. The intracutaneous skin test known as the Schick test is used to detect susceptibility to this disease.  It is an acute, contagious disease caused by infection with a Corynebacterium bacillus.  It causes difficulty in breathing, high fever, and weakness, and usually occurs in children of preschool age.  FTP, what was this once common and dreaded disease for which infants are now given vaccines?

Answer: Diphtheria
3. At the age of 19 he had formed a band, appearing in nightclubs in Harlem, and soon his orchestra would feature jazz's biggest names. His short works include Mood Indigo and Sophisticated Lady, but he also wrote complex concert pieces, notably "Black, Brown, and Beige" and "Night Creatures."  FTP, who is this American jazz musician and composer, and winner of a Presidential Medal of Freedom, known by his aristocratic nickname?

Answer: Edward Kennedy “Duke” Ellington
4. This law stipulated that once captured, suspects were not entitled to a jury trial; rather, they were brought before specially appointed commissioners.  It also required citizens to help federal marshals with enforcement.  Those who refused could be fined $1,000 and imprisoned up to six months. FTP, what was this act passed in 1850, which allowed slave-catchers to hunt escaped slaves in northern states and in the territories? 

Answer: Fugitive Slave Act
5. This book begins with the anecdote of a scientist-- some say it was Bertrand Russell-- who gives a lecture at the end of which an old lady insists that the world is a flat plate supported on the back of a giant tortoise. It then goes on to describes the views of Aristotle, Ptolemy, and Copernicus. For ten points, name this book on astrophysics by Stephen Hawking.

6. According to Geoffrey of Monmouth, the Romans named the river Severn after this daughter of Estrildis and Locrine.  It is also the title of a 1954 movie starring Humphrey Bogart as Linus Larrabee, and the name of a character trademarked by Archie Comics.  For 10 points – give this name also shared by a character played by Melissa Joan Hart.

Answer:  Sabrina
7. “Catharine or The Bower”, “Henry and Eliza”, “Evelyn”, “Lesley Castle”, “A History of England”, and “Frederic and Elfrida”.  These are all stories that make up this author’s ‘Juvenilia’.  FTP name this author who went on to write First Impressions- later retitled Pride and Prejudice.

Answer: Jane Austen
8. He was born in Argos, but set adrift by his grandfather when only a baby.  He grew up on the island of Seriphos and was tricked into vowing to seek the Gorgon's head - asd then with help from the gods did just that. What Greek hero later killed his grandfather with a discus, thus fulfilling the prophecy he had been set adrift to avoid?

Answer:  Perseus
9. His fiscal policies, the discontent of the Monophysites at his orthodoxy, and the loyalty of the populace to the family of Anastasius I produced the Nika riot of 532. It would have cost him his throne but for the aid of his great generals, Narses and Belisarius, and the firmness of his wife, Empress Theodora. FTP, who is this Byzantine emperor who had the Hagia Sophia rebuilt after it was destroyed in the Riots, and instituted the comprehensive codification of Roman law known as the Corpus Juris Civilis? 

Answer: Justinian
10. "Well, George, we've knocked the bastard off!" was the first thing he said after the completing the event for which he is best known.  He was part of a 1953 expedition led by Colonel John Hunt to explore the region known to the natives as Chomolunga.  FTP, who is this man who on May 29, 1953, along with Tenzing Norgay, became the first man to climb Mount Everest?

11. This is the principal way of specifying the conditions that make a logical operation true and the conditions that make it false.  It lists all possible combinations of operand values and the result of the operation for each combination.  FTP name this object which indicates if an operation is true  or false.

Answer: truth table
12. His favorite subjects were the streets of New York and the coastal landscape of Gloucester, Massachusetts, southern Maine, and Cape Cod. His paintings often have an air of detachment, with the people in them looking introspective and lonely. A leader of the Ashcan School, his most famous painting shows an all-night café, its few uncommunicative customers illuminated in the pitiless glare of electric lights.  FTP, name this creator of the painting “Night Hawks”.

13. He also wrote about Grammarians and poets, but today we remember him best for biographies of the power holders - the leaders of Rome for over a century.  His father fought in the Civil War of AD 69 and he earned a civil service post under Trajan, but was sacked by Hadrian, perhaps because of his scandalous literary output.  FTP who was this author of The Twelve Caesars?

Answer:  Gaius Suetonius Tranquillis

14. The Frenchman Henri Moissan discovered fluorine and also this gas that would be given off by combining calcium carbide and water.  Today, it is prepared commercially by the pyrolysis of hydrocarbons.  When dissolved in acetone it is nonexplosive and so is stored dissolved in acetone under

pressure in steel cylinders for commercial use.  FTP, what is this simplest alkyne (al-KINE)  with formula C2 H 2 used for cutting and welding metals? 

Answer: Acetylene (accept ethyne)

15. He was a slave of Miliucc, whose flocks he tended for six years.  In response to a dream, he traveled to the coast and escaped by ship, but in another dream a man named Victoricus appeared to him with letters begging him to return, which he did.  He proceeded on foot to the Plain of Tara where King Laoghaire and his court were celebrating the great heathen feast of the druids.  His miracles confounded the court magicians and the darkness he caused struck the king with enough fear that he converted to Christianity on Easter Sunday 432.  FTP, name this saint whose mission lead to the conversion of Ireland.

Answer: Patrick
16. This island’s major expanse of flatland is the Mesara Plain, and its mountainous spine reaches its highest point at Mount Idhi. Long and narrow, this Mediterranean island’s east-west axis extends for 152 miles and varies in width from 7 to 35 miles.  It was home to such ancient Minoan cities as Phaestus, Mallia, and Knossos. FTP, name this largest island of Greece.

Answer: Crete (or Creta or Kriti)

17. By now we're all familiar with this story, or at least its most famous adaptation.  The title character gets lazy and uses shortcuts to get his work done.  He falls asleep and dreams of commanding water with his bare hands.  When he wakes up, his shortcuts have led to a flood.  It takes Yensid (Disney spelled backwards) to undo the damage.
