1. After performing a series of illegal postmortem dissections, he used his illustrations to teach anatomy.  In 1543, he published the book On the Structure of the Human Body, which disproved the prevalent but inaccurate ideas of Galen.  For ten points, name this Belgian physician known for his work in anatomy.


Answer: Andreas Vesalius
2.  Mahatma Gandhi memorized a verse of it every day while brushing his teeth. Meaning "Song of God," it takes up eighteen chapters in the Mahabharata, and discusses the achievement of liberty through duty in life. For ten points, name this Hindu text, in which Krishna speaks to Arjuna.


Answer. Bhagavat Gita
3. After receiving spinal injuries from falling off a pony, her tyrannical father continued to treat her as an convalescent. Her works include Casa Guida Windows, Songs from the Portuguese, Aurora Leigh, and “The Cry of the Children.” For ten points, name this English poet who is most known for her secret marriage to another English poet. 


Answer. Elizabeth Barrett Browning (prompt on early “Elizabeth Barrett”)

4. This thought experiment stated that if two particles became entangled, then the precision of the momentum or position measurement of one particle was dependent on the trait measured in the other particle.  Designed to refute the Copenhagen interpretation of reality, it was introduced in 1935 by Einstein, Plodsky, and Rosen. For ten points, identify this paradox, named after the people who formulated it.


Answer. EPR paradox

5. Once known as “inheritance powder,” this compound is white, dissolves in water, and is difficult to find over time. In 1832, the English chemist James Marsh developed a test that detects this poison, which some believe caused the death of Napoleon.  For ten points, name this commonly used poison.


Answer. arsenic(III) oxide or As2O3
6. Though it is much more popular than its parallel Volapuk, it has not yet to come into popular use. Invented in 1887 by Professor Ludwig L. Zamerhof, it is based on the Romantic languages, German, and Latin.  For ten points, give the name of this international language meaning "he who hopes."

Answer: Esperanto

7. Nwoye, Ekwefi, Ezinma, Uchendu, Obierka, and Okonkwo all reside in the land Umoafia, in Africa. Okonkwo, a farmer, becomes desperate as his way of life changes and the culture he has known disintegrates after the arrival of British Colonialists. Name this major work of literature, completed in 1959 by Nigerian born author Chinua Achebe.

8. The name’s the same. One is a former Marine who participated in the first American offensive of World War II and later went on to be awarded a Bronze Star Medal for his leadership in the battle of Saipan and the nickname of the “Fighting Field Music” for his original appointment as a bugler. He was killed in the battle for Iwo Jima after singularly attacking two Japanese positions armed only with a pistol and hand grenades. The other is 145 feet tall at its highest point, and 505 feet long from tip to stern, and was capable of exceeding 30 knots. For ten points, give the name shared by the ship that was recently the subject of a terrorist bombing that killed 17 US naval personnel in Yemen.

Answer:  Cole
9. In this scientific undertaking, the ship Glomar Challenger bored over eight hundred holes in all the the world’s oceans to examine rocks in the ocean crust. Started in 1968 by the United States, the project’s purpose was to enhance knowledge of sea basins and oceanic history.  For ten points, name this research venture.


Answer. Deep-Sea Drilling Project
10. It first appeared on Broadway on November 16, 1959 at the Lunt-Fontanne Theater. Winning seven Tony Awards, this last musical production of Rodgers and Hammerstein included songs such as “Sixteen Going on Seventeen” and “The Lonely Goatherd.” For ten points, name this musical about the governess Maria and the von Trapp family.  

Answer. The Sound of Music

11. This social-reform organization was started in London in 1865 by William Booth. Officials in the organization, which publishes the weekly journal, War Cry, have military titles, and are known for their brass bands. For ten points, name this organization, most known for running food-and shelter missions and “thrift shops” which sell second-hand merchandise to raise money.


Answer. Salvation Army 

12. Figurines for this performing art can be made out of bark or metal, but are often water buffalo hide.  Native to Southeast Asia, and associated with the islands of Bali and Java, the Ramayana is the mot popular tale of this cultural entertainment  For ten points, name this dramatic form in which images of characters are projected onto a sheet through the use of backlighting.


Answer. Wayang Kulit or Shadow Puppetry
13. Built by King Ludwig II in the late 19th century, it lies in southern Germany on the border with Austria and was one of the many castles built by Ludwig II. It was also the model for the fairy-tale castles in Walt Disney theme parks.  For ten points, name this German architectural masterpiece.


Answer: Neuschwanstein Castle

14. Born and raised in Red Banks, New Jersey, this American musician became famous for New Orleans style jazz and blues.  This man later became leader of a band which bore his name, and included Lester Young on saxophone and Jo Jones on drums.  For ten points, name this African American artist who traded his given first name, William, for a more noble title.


Answer. Count Basie


15. Founded in the 3rd Millenium BCE by the Ubaidians, this civilization’s contributions to the modern world include a bas 60 number system, which has led to modern usage of 60 minutes to an hour and 360 degrees in a circle.  For ten points, name this ancient mesopotamian country, famous for its cuneiform writing.


Answer. Sumer

16. Printed in Mainz,Germany in the fifteenth entury, there were only forty-seven copies made. The library of Congress gained a copy of this work in 1930, almost 170 years after it was rediscovered in the private collection of a French Statesman, Jule Cardinal Mazarin. For ten points, name this bible first printed with movable metal type.


Answer. Gutenberg Bible

17. Traditionally used by sheperds, forms of this instrument have historically been found throughout Europe and Northern Africa.  Popular modern types of this instrument contain a chanter and a drone, providing melody and a monotone harmony.  For ten points, name this wind instrument which makes music with reed pipes, popularly associated with the Scottish highlands.


Answer. Bagpipe

18. The sum of consumption, investment, government spending, and net exports, this national income accounting system measurement is the value of all goods produced within the United States. For ten points, name this measurement, equal to the GNP minus net receipts of factor income from the rest of the world.


Answer: GDP or Gross Domestic Product

19. This amendment, ratified in 1868, barred from Congress those who pledged loyalty to or aided the Confederacy. It stated that debts incurred by the Confederacy were now invalid. It also provided that all laws should apply to all citizens equally. For ten points name the amendment to the United States Constitution that provided citizenship for former slaves.

Answer: 14th amendment


20. A customer is half in the shadows. One man appears to be talking to the man behind the counter while the woman next to him is wearing a red dress. All of the figures are in Phillies, which is on the corner of a city block. There are no figures on the street outside, and the only light in the picture comes from the diner. For ten points, name this painting by Edward Hopper.

21. John Exner has written a three volume work that is supposed to be the “comprehensive system” to interpreting them. Exner brought together the four systems that had been used to interpret them following the death of their creator. They were invented when a German psychologist noticed children gave characteristically different answer to a game called “blotto.” For ten points name these psychological tests that use inkblots.

Answer: Rorschach test (prompt an early “inkblot”)

22. The author wrote this book to win a bet with Acton Davies.  In it, “The cold passed reluctantly from the earth, and the retiring fogs revealed an army stretched out on the hills, resting.” For ten points, name this Stephen Crane work, in which Henry Fleming transforms from a coward to a hero.


Answer: The Red Badge of Courage 
Tiebreaker. It triggered an undeclared quasi-war between France and the United States, and turned most Americans against the French for the first time. After the American envoy of John Marshal, Charles Pinckney, and Elbridge Gerry had been met with scandal from French foreign minister Talleyrand -- for ten points -- president John Adams made public this incident in which the French demanded $10 million from the United States to negotiate after Jay’s Treaty.
