Tossups

1.  After taking part in the uprising against President Irigoyan in 1930, he later took part in a 1943 coup d’état, becoming vice president and minister of war. When opposition in the armed forces led to his imprisonment, he was freed due to the support of the labor movement, and won the presidency in 1946. For ten points, name this man ousted by the military in 1955, who in 1973 was once again elected president of Argentina.

ANSWER: Juan Domingo Perón
2. Designed by mathematicians Anthemius of Tralles and Isidorus of Miletus, its dome is a single layer of brick resting on pendentives, the principle Byzantine contribution to monumental architecture. For ten points, name this architectural masterpiece commissioned by Justinian and dedicated to Christ as the personification of Holy Wisdom.

ANSWER: Basilica of Hagia Sophia

3. Nanotubules made out of this element are, pound for pound, 100 times stronger than steel and conduct electricity with almost zero resistance at room temperature. Nanotubules are cylindrical molecules that look like rolled up chicken wire and its properties are not surprising, as they are basically tubes of graphite. For ten points, name the element which makes up nanotubules and graphite.

ANSWER: carbon

4. Believing that a home with security, trust and warmth can avoid or resolve the conflict over the ten basic neurotic needs, this psychiatrist wrote The Neurotic Personality of Our Time and founded a neo-Freudian school of psychoanalysis. For ten points, name this woman who disagreed with Sigmund Freud over his stress on biology and his views on the psychology of women.

ANSWER: Karen Horney
5. The third verse includes the line “As ye deal with my contemners, so with you my grace shall deal,” while the second verse mentions “an altar in the evening dews and damps” and “the watch-fires of a hundred circling camps.” For ten points, name this poem, whose first line is “Mine eyes have seen the glory of the coming of the Lord,” by Julia Ward Howe.

ANSWER: “Battle Hymn of the Republic”
6. According to some sources, he is the son of Laufey, also known as Nál. His sons include Nari, or Narfi, and Váli, by his wife Sigyn, although better known are his offspring by the giantess Angrboda. For ten points, name this father of Hel, the Midgard Serpent, and Fenrir, who was known as a mischievous figure in Norse mythology.

ANSWER: Loki
7.  According to former literary agent David Obst, this character was a composite needed to fit narrative needs, although one of the alleged creators claims that Obst never saw drafts. Named for a pornographic movie, for ten points, name this pseudonymed man described in All the President’s Men as having encounters with Bob Woodward.

ANSWER: Deep Throat
8. Like Tibullus, this poet was associated with the patron Corvinus Messala. In his autobiography, he mentions burning a work, while in danger of exile. That long poem, including descriptions of Deucalion and Pyrrha, Apollo and Daphne, and Pyramus and Thisbe, was the Metamorphoses. For ten points, name this poet of love elegies, known for his handbook of seduction, The Art of Love.

ANSWER: Publius Ovidius Naso

9. Microorganisms are observed in a sick animal, then cultivated in the lab. Then, the organisms are injected into a healthy animal. The animal develops the disease. Finally, the organisms are observed in the sick animal and reisolated in the lab. For ten points, name this set of principles for relating a microorganism to a disease, named after a German scientist who used them to prove that a certain bacilli caused anthrax.

ANSWER: Robert Koch’s postulates

10. This work posits an analogy, wherein wealth and riches are strength, reward and punishment are nerves, magistrates are joints, counselors are memory, equity and laws are reason and will, and sovereignty is an artificial soul, as part of an artificial man created by man. For ten points, name this work, whose title creature is the commonwealth or state, written by Thomas Hobbes.

ANSWER: Leviathan
11. He claimed, "I have no temptation to vote, to campaign, to try and stop a candidate who promises new follies"   in 1973's How I Found Freedom in an Unfair World, and, later claimed "It was my wife's idea" when he did run for President. For ten points, name this two-time presidential candidate, who has negligibly registered in the polls for the Libertarian party.

ANSWER: Harry Browne 

12. This work’s first section includes a “Pastoral Symphony” for muted strings. Its second section include an aria for alto- “He Who Was Despised”- and an aria for soprano- “How Beautiful Are Thy Feet”- while the last section includes “I Know That My Redeemer Liveth” and “Worthy Is the Lamb.” For ten points, name this musical work noted for its “Hallelujah Chorus,” by George Frideric Handel.

ANSWER: Messiah oratorio

13. It is being dismantled into five pieces, and moved to a permanent museum home at the Evergreen Aviation Educational Center in McMinnville, Oregon. Originally intended as a World War II transport project, it holds teh record for the largest wingspan. It made only one flight, lasting sixty seconds, on November 2, 1947. For ten points, name this wooden plane built by Howard Hughes.

ANSWER: Spruce Goose or the HK-1 or the Hughes Flying Boat
14.  Preferring the front line to the general staff, he was assigned to command the troops guarding the Fuhrer’s headquarters at the outbreak of World War II, but in February 1940, he was assigned to command the 7th Panzer Division, despite never having commanded armored units before. For ten points, name this man,  sent to aid the beleaguered Italian army in Libya, in charge of the Afrika Corps.

ANSWER: “The Desert Fox” Erwin Rommel
15. In 1972, the Supreme Court held that the death penalty was cruel and unusual because it was administered in an arbitrary nature, but a 1976 case found new standards to be acceptable, clearing the way for executions to once again take place in the United States. For ten points each, name the 1972 and 1976 cases which bookend this time period, both originating in the same state.

ANSWER: Furman v. Georgia and Gregg v. Georgia

16. A school associated them was moved to Piber in the state of Styria after World War I. Of Arabian ancestry, they are believed to have been introduced into Europe by Hannibal. Now they are the heart of a trade dispute between Slovenia and Austria. For ten points, Slovenia claims to be the only birthplace for what breed of horse, found in Vienna’s Spanish Riding School.

ANSWER: Lipizzaner

17. Implementations include Integer and Applesoft for the Apple II and the GW variety for the IBM-PC. Popular due to the Tiny and Microsoft implementations, it was developed at Dartmouth in the 1960's by John Kemeny and Thomas Kurtz. For ten points, name this high-level programming language, whose ease made it popular in the instruction of beginning programmers.

ANSWER: BASIC or Beginner's All-Purpose Symbolic Instruction Code
18. Located around it are the towns of Nicolosi, Acireale, and Catania. On is eastern flank is the Valle del Bove, an abyss which is the original crater, although there is a new crater on the summit, as the center of the volcano has shifted. For ten points, name this mountain on the eastern coast of Sicily, the highest active volcano in Europe.

ANSWER: Mount Etna
19. Warner Brothers took over the local Valient label in order to acquire the contract of this group. Founded by Gary "Jules" Alexander and Terry Kirkland, this California band produced the title track for the movie Goodbye Columbus, but is better known for songs such as "Never My Love" and "Windy." For ten points, name the '60s act which produced "Cherish" and "Along Comes Mary." ANSWER: The Association
20. For the Earth, it is 1 centimeter, for Jupiter it is 3 meters, and for the Sun it is 3 kilometers. Named for the German scientist who first studied its properties, escape velocity equals the speed of light at this critical distance. For ten points, name this radius, within which an object has to be compressed for it to become a black hole.

ANSWER: Schwartzchild radius (do not accept event horizon)

21. Among its islands are the Hawar group, Sitra, Jidda, and Umm Nassan. Bordered to the west by a gulf of the same name, the second largest island of this country is al-Muharraq, which includes the cities of Qalali and Al Hadd. It is in a dispute over ownership of Hawar Island with Qatar. For ten points, name this island nation, between Saudi Arabia and Qatar, with capital at Manama.

ANSWER: Bahrain
22. Some say that because he was forced to undergo "treatment" for homosexuality, he committed suicide in 1954. During WWII, he worked at the Department of Communications, helping break the Enigma codes. In 1936, he showed that mathematics will always contain undecidable propositions. For ten points, name this English scientist who developed a hypothetical machine and a test for artificial intelligence.

ANSWER: Alan Mathison Turing
Tie Breaker

During its first year, the importation or use of rum, brandy, and slaves was banned by its 20 trustees, who included John, Viscount Perceval. Its charter limited individual grants to 500 acres, granted freedom of religion to all except Catholics, and gave a 21 year window for the trustees to settle the area between the Altamaha and Savannah Rivers. For ten points, name this colony founded by James Oglethorpe.

ANSWER: Georgia
Bonuses

1. Identify these Civil War generals, for ten points each.

At 4:30 am on April 12, 1861, this Confederate General began the attack on For Sumter

ANSWER: Pierre Beauregard
On September 11, 1861, Lincoln revoked this man’s unauthorized proclamation of emancipation in Missouri

ANSWER: John C. Fremont
George B. McClellan first became general-in-chief of all Union forces after the resignation of this general.

ANSWER: Winfield Scott
2. Identify these rivers whose headwaters lie in the Tibetan Plateau, for ten points each.

The Three Gorges Dam is expected control flooding in the valley of this longest river in China.

ANSWER: Yangtze River or Chiang Jiang
The longest river in southeastern Asia, it forms borders between Myanmar and Laos, and between Laos and Thailand. It also flows through Cambodia and Vietnam, emptying into the South China Sea.

ANSWER: Mekong River

This 1,800 mile long river flows from Tibet, through the Indian states of Arunachal Pradesh and Assam, and into Bangladesh, before emptying into the Bay of Bengal.

ANSWE: Brahmaputra
3. Answer the following about floral symbols, for ten points each.

The golden variety of this flower is the symbol of Japan and its imperial family.

ANSWER: chrysanthemum
The fleur-de-lis, adopted as a symbol by Louis VI in 1108, is a conventionalized representation of this type of flower.

ANSWER: iris
During the War of the Roses, the red rose represented this house.

ANSWER: Lancaster
4. Identify the following failures of the “invisible hand”, for ten points each.

These are economic activities that cannot be efficiently left to private enterprise. Examples include national defense and highways.

ANSWER: public goods
These occur when firms or people impose costs or benefits on others without those others receiving the proper payment or paying the proper cost. Examples include pollution and unsafe drugs.

ANSWER: externalities or spillover effects

This is a single supplier which can determine the price of a particular good by itself.

ANSWER: monopoly
5. Consider the methane molecule. For ten points each:

What is the chemical formula of this molecule?

ANSWER: CH4
What are the bonding orbitals in this compound?

ANSWER: sp3
What is the tetrahedral angle between the orbitals of this molecule?

ANSWER: 109.5 degrees
6. For ten points each, identify the author of:

The 1810 poem in 6 cantos, The Lady of the Lake
ANSWER: Sir Walter Scott
The witty, 1892 play Lady Windermere’s Fan
ANSWER: Oscar Wilde
The 1832 poem, revised in 1842, The Lady of Shalott
ANSWER: Alfred Tennyson
7. Identify these rivers whose headwaters lie in the Tibetan Plateau, for ten points each.

The Three Gorges Dam is expected control flooding in the valley of this longest river in China.

ANSWER: Yangtze River or Chiang Jiang
The longest river in southeastern Asia, it forms borders between Myanmar and Laos, and between Laos and Thailand. It also flows through Cambodia and Vietnam, emptying into the South China Sea.

ANSWER: Mekong River

This 1,800 mile long river flows from Tibet, through the Indian states of Arunachal Pradesh and Assam, and into Bangladesh, before emptying into the Bay of Bengal.

8. Identify these works by Johann Sebestian Bach, for ten points each.

This work includes 24 preludes and 24 fugues for the title instrument. Each set of 24 includes one each in the twelve major and twelve minor scales. 

ANSWER: The Well-Tempered Clavier or Das Wohltemperierte Clavier

These six clavier works may have been named because they may have been written in the style of Louis Marchand and Couperin-le-Grand. Each of them are introduced with an allemande, and are differentiated from the English Suites. 

ANSWER: French Suites

Bach submitted the "Kyrie" and "Gloria" from this work when he applied for the post of composer at the Saxon Royal Chapel. It was first heard in its entirety in 1834 and 1835, well after Bach's death.

ANSWER: Mass in B minor

9. Identify these Greek philosophers, for ten points each.

The son of the court physician in Macedonia, he returned to Macedonia as a tutor for Alexander the Great, before setting up a school called the Lyceum.

ANSWER: Aristotle

Around 300 BC, this philosopher founded the Stoic school in Athens.

ANSWER: Zeno of Citium (Do not accept Zeno of Elea)

From the Aegean island of Samos, this man founded a secretive school, where mathematics was emphasized.

ANSWER: Pythagoras

10. Actors make the dumbest presidents. For ten points each.Name the current Asian president and former actor, facing impeachment proceedings over allegations that he received millions of dollars from gambling syndicates operating an illegal numbers game.

ANSWER: Joseph "Erap" Ejercito Estrada
Joseph Estrada is president of what country?

ANSWER: Philippines
In 1998, Estrada was elected to replace this outgoing Filipino President.

ANSWER: Fidel Valdez Ramos
11. The term comes from the Greek for “one that feeds on others.” For ten points each:

Name this type of organism, which is dependent upon outside sources of organic molecules for energy.

ANSWER: heterotrophs

This type of organism is different from a heterotroph, in that is is able to synthesize its own organic molecules for energy. 

ANSWER: autotrophs

This class of autotrophs get their energy primarily from the Sun.

ANSWER: phototrophs

12. Answer the following about a French play, for ten points each.

Name the playwright of 1897's Cyrano de Bergerac.

ANSWER: Edmond Rostand
In Rostand’s Cyrano de Bergerac, Cyrano loves this woman, but feels too ugly to win her love.

ANSWER: Roxane
Instead, Cyrano helps this man woo Roxane.

ANSWER: Christian
13. Identify these American deserts, for ten points each.

Extending from the Grand Canyon to the Petrified Forest National Park, this plateau region along the Little Colorado River in Northern Arizona is known for its colored rocks.

ANSWER: Painted Desert

This desert lies in southwestern Arizona, southeastern California, and northwestern Mexico, and contains Saguro and Joshua Tree National Parks.

ANSWER: Sonoran Desert

In 1913, this desert region in California was where a temperature of 134 degrees Fahrenheit was recorded, the highest temperature ever recorded in the United States.

ANSWER: Death Valley
14. Answer the following about Japanese history, for ten points each.

It was the commanders of 9th century military expeditions against the Ainu who were first given this title, which means “barbarian-conquering supreme general.”

ANSWER: sei-i-tai shogun
This was the code of ethics which was followed by Japanese samurai. Its name means “way of the warrior.”

ANSWER: bushido
From the Japanese for “belly-cutting,” this term refers to the ceremonial suicide by disembowelment. At times, the emperor would order it, sending the ornamental dagger to be used.

ANSWER: hara-kiri
15. Identify these graphical statistical displays, for ten points each.

a. This graphical display shows the three quartiles, the minimum, and the maximum of the data with its namesake object. In addition, lines extend to the extreme values. Symbols may denote outliers.

ANSWER: box-and-whisker plot [Prompt on box plot.]

b. This shows a sample space and events in the sample space using overlapping circles.

ANSWER: Venn diagram

c. This graphic description of a sample space branches off at each step or stage where there are multiple possibilities.

ANSWER: tree diagram

16. Four initial franchises--Calgary Broncos, the San Francisco Sharks, Miami Screaming Eagles, and a team in Dayton, Ohio-- moved before the inaugural season. For ten points, name this league which saw the Cleveland Crusaders, the Philadelphia Blazers, the Quebec Nordiques, and the Houston Aeroes, respectively.

ANSWER: _W_orld _H_ockey _L_eague

For ten points each, name the last two WHA players active in the NHL, both of whom came in with an absorbed team, the Edmunton Oilers.

ANSWER: Wayne Gretsky and Mark Messier
17. His music helped lead American ballet away from the Russian model. Five for one, two for ten, three for twenty, and thirty for four, name any four of the six ballets whose music was composed by Aaron Copland.

ANSWER: Grohg 1922-25); Hear Ye! Hear Ye! (1934); Billy the Kid (1938); Rodeo (1942); Appalachian Spring (1943-44); Dance Panels (1959)

18. Two United States Senators are linked with the issue of campaign-finance reform. For ten points each, name these proponents of reform, one from Arizona, the other from Minnesota.

ANSWER: John McCain and Russell Feingold
For another ten points, McCain and Feingold received what award given at the John F. Kennedy Library for their pursuit of campaign-finance reform in the face of opposition from fellow politicians.

ANSWER: Profile In Courage Award

19. Identify these apparel companies, for ten points each.

a. Founded in 1963 to sell sailboat hardware and equipment by catalog, it clothing catalog features a monthly editorial written by an author, playwright, or other celebrity.

ANSWER: Land’s End
b. Originating in 1977 as an import company founded by electrical engineer and CEO of Macrodata Dr. William Mow, it is known for an ad campaign featuring a question-asking model in a car.

ANSWER: Bugle Boy Industries

c. Headquartered in Alexander City, Alabama, it is the official supplier of Major League Baseball Uniforms.

ANSWER: Russell Corporation [Accept Russell Athletics]

21. Answer these questions on Judaism in the Diaspora.

You've probably heard it way too many times, so you only get five points apiece for naming the two main divisions of Jews which are based on the location to which they generally emigrated.

ANSWER: Ashkenazic (or Ashkenazim) and Sephardic (or Sephardim)

Now for 10 points each:

Sephardic comes from the Hebrew word for what country, from which the Jews were expelled in the late 15th century?

ANSWER: Spain
Ashkenazic comes from an eponym in Genesis 10:3, which Jews applied to this country.

ANSWER: Germany
22. Identify these early Renaissance artists, for ten points each.

Given a nickname which means “big ugly Tom,” his best known work is The Tribute Money.

ANSWER: Masaccio or Tommaso di Ser Giovanni di Mone Cassai

An influence on Massacio, this sculptor’s bronze David was the first nude statue of the Renaissance.

ANSWER: Donatello or Donato di Niccolo di Betto Bardi

Credited with painting the architectural background in one of Masaccio’s works, he was commissioned to execute the Duomo, or Dome of the Gothic Cathedral in Florence.

ANSWER: Filippo Brunelleschi
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
