1) 30-20-10: Name the US State.

30: Named for Thomas West, its first permanent white settlement was made by a group of Swedes at Fort Christina in 1638. 

20: Its assembly first met in 1704 and it became a state in 1787; during the Civil War, it remained in the Union although slavery was legal.

10: A state on the Atlantic Ocean, it was the first state to ratify the Constitution.

Answer: Delaware (Note: Thomas West was the 12th Baron of De La Warr) 

2) The Metropolitan Opera recorded three complete operas for RCA. Given the composer and a clue about each opera, name the opera FTPE.

1. A Samuel Barber work, it was composed in 1953 with a libretto by Gian Carlo Menotti. It won Barber a Pulitzer Prize.

Answer: Vanessa
2. This Rossini work, is set in Spain and concerns the affairs of Rosina, the Count, Bartolo, and the ever-amusing Figaro.

Answer: The Barber of Seville (Il Barbiere di Siviglia)

3. A Verdi work it, is based on the shortest Shakespearean tragedy.

Answer: Macbeth
3) Identify the following personalities associated with the Russian Revolution, FTPE. 

1. Born Vladimir Ulyanov, he resented his revolutionary brother's cruel treatment under the Tsarist government.  Ultimately, he became a Marxist and instigated the October Revolution of 1917. 

Answer: Vladimir Lenin 

2. His liberal provisional government was installed in February 1917 and deposed by Lenin in October. 

Answer: Alexander Kerensky 

3. The American author, buried in the Kremlin, that wrote Ten Days that Shook the World, an acclaimed account of the Revolution. 

Answer: John Reed 

4) Name these figures involved in the Microsoft anti-trust suit, FTPE.

1. This man, chairman and chief architect of Microsoft Corporation, had predicted in 1995 that "this antitrust thing will blow over."

Answer: Bill Gates
2. This man became president and CEO of Microsoft when Bill Gates stepped down from these positions.

Answer: Steve Ballmer
3. On June 7, 2000, this judge issued a ruling stating that Microsoft must be divided into two companies, one focusing on operating systems and the other on software applications.

Answer: Thomas Penfield Jackson

Answer: Monk's Tale

3. Adopted from Boccaccio, it tells of a chivalric love triangle between Palamon, Arcite, and Emily. 

Answer: Knight's Tale

7) Given an alloy, name the two metals of which it is primarily composed, five points for each correct metal.

1. Brass

Answer: Copper and Zinc

2. Most types of stainless steel

Answer: Iron and Chromium

3. Pewter, as it was made originally

Answer: Lead and Tin

1. The oldest national anthem, it was adopted by Great Britain in 1825

Answer: “God Save the Queen” (or King) 

2. Adopted in 1984 to replace God Save the Queen, this is the national anthem of Australia

Answer: “Advance Australia Fair”

3. Adopted in 1980, this national anthem, which includes the name of its country, also replaced God Save the Queen

Answer: “O Canada”
