1) Answer the following concerning former Yugoslavian states, FTPE.  Note that Bosnia-Herzegovina will not be a correct answer: 

1. Comprising the traditional regions of Dalmatia and Istria, its principal river is the Sava, which flows through Zagreb and forms its southern border. 

Answer: Croatia

2. Lying between Trieste and the Istrian peninsula, its northwestern tip reaches into the Julian Alps, from which the Sava River flows southeastward bypassing its capital, Ljubljana.

Answer: Slovenia

3. Bounded by Croatia on the northwest and Bosnia and Herzegovina on the west, this nation includes Vojvodina, where the Danube joins the Sava; Kosovo, the sight of recent international attention; and Belgrade, the former capital of the republic of Yugoslavia.

Answer: Serbia

Answer: Castle of Otranto
3. A reaction to the Gothic movement, this author's Northanger Abbey satirizes Ann Radcliffe's Mystery of Udolfo.

Answer: Jane Austen
6) Answer the following concerning the US Constitution, FTPE:

1. A clause of Article I, section 8, it states that Congress shall have the authority “to make all laws which shall be necessary and proper for carrying into execution” the various powers vested in the national government by the Constitution.

Answer: Elastic Clause

2. One of the amendments in the Bill of Rights, it provided that national government has only those constitutional powers that are delegated to it; the states, unless otherwise restricted, possess all the remaining powers of government.

Answer: Tenth Amendment

3. This 1819 Supreme Court case, in which John Marshall affirmed the doctrine of “implied powers,” determined that Congress had not only the powers expressly conferred upon it by the Constitution but also all authority to carry out such powers.

Answer: McCulloch v. Maryland

9) Answer the following about German philosophy:

1. This German school holds that the world or reality exists essentially as spirit or consciousness and that ideas and laws are more fundamental in reality than sensory things.

Answer: Idealism

2. This German philosopher developed a dialectical scheme that emphasized the progress of history and of ideas from thesis to antithesis and from there to a synthesis.

Answer: George Hegel
3. This German philosopher adopted Hegel's ideas and applied them to social and economic processes. 

Answer: Karl Marx
10) Identify the following concerning German unification, FTPE.

1. This “Iron Chancellor” wanted to increase German territory, and accomplished this through a series of wars. 

Answer: Otto von Bismarck
2. The initial step in unification, it was established in 1834 as a customs union which promoted German Unity.

Answer: Zollverein

3. Bismarck correctly calculated that this war, in which the German states defeated Napolean III, would be the final step in unification. 

Answer: Franco-Prussian War
