Round I: 
1. A subplot involving the Earl of Gloucester, his lawful son Edgar, and his conniving illegitimate son Edmund, complements the family problems of this title character (*).  FTP, identify this Shakespearean king who was abused by his evil daughters Regan and Goneril.

Answer:  King Lear

2. Sesame Street premiered. The First Nobel Prize in Economics was awarded. Midnight Cowboy, an X-rated film, won Best Picture; Edward Kennedy crashed his car and killed Mary Jo Kopechne (*); Nixon was inaugurated.  FTP in which year did all these events occur, the same year in which Woodstock was held and Neil Armstrong walked on the moon. 

Answer:  1969
3.  His cabinet included Herbert Hoover, Henry Wallace, and Andrew Mellon. Choosing to focus his administration on a (*) "return to normalcy" following World War I, his staff was rocked by the scandal of Teapot Dome.  FTP identify this Republican, who died in office and was succeeded by Calvin Coolidge. 

Answer: Warren Harding

4. Pencil and paper ready.  A student averages 91 on four tests. What must he score on the 5th test in order to have an overall average of 92? (*)  You have 10 seconds.

Answer: 96
(92*5 - 91*4 = 96)

5. Converted to Christianity by King Olaf I, he was asked to convert settlers in Greenland.  Serendipitous (*) on his voyage returning home, he ventured off course and landed near land he called Vinland.  FTP identify this first European to see North America, the son of Viking Eric the Red.  

Answer:  Leif Erickson

6. Located in the center of the Bohemian Massif, or Plateau, this city lies along the Vltava River, a tributary of the Elbe, over which crosses the (*) Charles Bridge.  FTP, name this Czech capital, whose other landmarks include Hradcany Castle, Charles University, and Wenceslas Square. 

Answer:  Prague
7. The year the Stuart family regained the English throne; he entered Oxford only to later be expelled. In 1677 he traveled around Europe, including a jaunt to the Netherlands with George Fox. Given land in the New World west of the (*) Delaware River by Charles II in repayment of a debt to his father, this is, FTP, what Quaker founder of an American Colony?

Answer:  William Penn

8. Married in 1953, his first child was born in 1985 and he now has 12 children.  Trading in his pipe for running shoes, he became the spokesperson for the American Cancer Society's great American Smokeout and later appeared as the cynic in (*) Disney's Toy Story.  Originally including eyes, ears, and a mouth to be used with real vegetables, FTP, identify this popular plastic Hasbro toy.  

Answer:  Mr. Potato Head

9. The recent decision by its governing body was shrouded in controversy when the New Zealand official abstained from the vote in which (*) South Africa lost out to Germany. Although the vote is irreversible, the controversy has led to a future plan in which the six continents will rotate as host of –FTP-- this tournament, the most watched sporting event in the world.

Answer: World Cup
10. A voluntary outcast of American society, he was raised by white settlers in New York and experienced conflict with the Iroqouis.  He took part in both the Lake Champlain Campaign and the French and Indian War. The friend of (*) Chinghachgook, he was known by various names including Hawk-eye, Deerslayer, and Pathfinder.  FTP, identify this James Fenimore Cooper character, featured in the Leatherstocking Tales.

Answer: Natty Bumppo
11. This conference was formed in 1962 by six members of the Skyline and Border conferences.  It expanded in 1994 to become the largest in Division I-A.  After just three years of play as a two-division, 16-team conference, eight teams left to form the (*) Mountain West Conference.  FTP, name this conference, which still includes universities in Texas, Oklahoma, California, and Hawaii. 

Answer:  Western Athletic Conference

12. After feldspar, it is the second most abundant mineral in the Earth's crust. It is found in such diverse items as the gem amethyst, the building material sandstone, and as a (*) frequency regulator in electronic devices. FTP name this common mineral consisting primarily of silicon dioxide and found in most wrist watches.  

Answer:  Quartz
13. A participant in the Boston Tea Party, he was a silversmith, (*) making surgical instruments, spectacles, and engraved copper plates, the most famous of which portrayed the Boston Massacre. FTP, name this Son of Liberty and Revolutionary hero who was captured by the British along with William Dawes on his ride from Lexington to Concord.

Answer:  Paul Revere
14. The third largest Asian island after Borneo and Sumatra, it contains its country's largest lake, Lake Biwa, and a landmark central to its native religion.  Home to the cities of (*) Osaka, Kobe, and Tokyo is, FTP, which largest island of the Japanese archipelago?

Answer:  Honshu
15. Its original production opened at the New London Theatre in 1981 and featured characters such as Rumpleteazer, (*) Jennyanydots, and Grizabella. The longest running musical in the history of the British theatre, in 1997, it became the longest running show in the history of Broadway.  FTP identify this musical based on a series of TS Eliot stories which recently announced the end of its Broadway run.  

Answer:  Cats
Round III: 

16. Discovered by the Belgian cytologist Christian René de Duve, they originate by budding off from the membrane of the trans-Golgi network.  Surrounded by a membrane that maintains an acidic environment within its interior, it is responsible for the cell's (*) digestion of macromolecules, old cell parts, and microorganisms. FTP identify this organelle found in all eucaryotic cells.  

Answer:  lysosome
17. The first of her twenty-three books, data for it was gathered during a 1925 field trip.  Clearly indicating its author's belief in cultural determinism, the author studied adolescent girls in a non-competitive (*) Pacific culture. FTP identify this classic work of anthropology, the 1928 masterpiece of Margaret Mead. 

Answer:  Coming of Age in Samoa
18. Isaac Newton stated, without proof, in 1676 the general form of this theorem, although mathematicians had known of it for ages.  First proved by Bernoulli, it states that, for any positive integer n, the nth power of the sum (*) of two numbers a and b may be expressed as the sum of n + 1 terms. FTP identify this theorem, whose coefficients may be attained via Pascal's triangle. 

Answer:  Binomial Theorem

19. Identified with the constellation Aquarius, he was the beautiful son of Tros and was carried off on the back of an eagle by Zeus who gave his father an immortal stud in return (*).  FTP identify this replacement of Hebe, the cupbearer of the gods, and the namesake of the largest moon of Jupiter.  

Answer:  Ganymede
20. A connoisseur of ancient art, the signatures on his works are among the earliest examples of the revival of classical Roman lettering.  His works include Gattamelata, sculpted in bronze, Saint Mary Magdalene in wood, and (*) Saint George in marble. His most famous work was the first free-standing nude since antiquity.  FTP identify this famous Renaissance sculptor of a bronze David. 

Answer:  Donatello
21.  Ascribing to the philosophical optimism of Gottfried Leibniz, he assures his disciple that "all is for the best (*) in this best of all possible worlds."  FTP, name this character, the mentor of the title character in Voltaire's Candide. 

Answer:  Doctor Pangloss
22.  First printed in 1830, this poem was composed in response to a paragraph written in support of the title object's destruction.  Beginning with the line (*), "Ay, tear her tattered ensign down! // Long has it waved on high," the poem was successful and the ship sits today in Boston Harbor.  FTP identify the subject of this poem, known properly as the USS Constitution. 

Answer:  Old Ironsides  (Prompt: USS Constitution)

23. Pencil and paper ready.  Consider Carbon-14 which has half-life 5700 years. What percentage of the original sample would be left after 17,100 years? (*) You have 10 seconds.

Answer: 12.5% (prompt on 1/8)

(17,100/5700 = 3 half-lives.  It decays 1/2 for each half life, so 1*(1/2)3 = 1/8 = 12.5%)
24.  Invented in the early 18th century by Johann Christoph Denner, its immediate predecessor was the chalumeau. Typically tuned in B flat, it may use either of two key systems: the Albert or Boehm.  Well-known masters of this instrument included (*) Artie Shaw and Benny Goodman.  FTP identify this single-reed woodwind instrument.  

Answer:  clarinet
25. Never enumerated by its namesake, Stanislao Cannizaro was the first to attempt an experimental determination of the constant. Determined experimentally with twelve grams of carbon-12, modern studies of Brownian motion and radioactivity decreased error to (*) 0.018 * 1023 in 1924.  FTP identify this constant, equal to the number of units in a mole and currently accepted as 6.02 x 1023. 

Answer:  Avogadro's Number

OT The area surrounding it is known as the National Capital Region, which includes 4 cities and 13 municipalities. It is situated towards the center of (*) Luzon island, at the head of a bay which opens it to the South China Sea.  FTP, name this city, the capital of the Philippines. 

Answer:  Manila
