Round I:
1. In modern architecture, their collective name is applied to walling in which the stones are not squared. In Hesiod’s Theogony, they were the three sons of Uranus and Gaea, who helped Zeus (*) defeat the Titans. In Homer's Odyssey, they were cannibalistic shepherds in Sicily. FTP, identify this mythological race, consisting of single-eyed giants.  

Answer:  Cyclops
2. Name's the same: The French anthropologist who wrote The Elementary Structures of Kinship and was a leading proponent of Structuralism. The Bavarian immigrant to the US who introduced a revolutionary (*) fabric to gold miners. FTP, identify this shared name of a famous anthropologist and the world's best-selling brand of pants. 

Answer: Levi Strauss (FYI: Claude Levi-Strauss and Levi Strauss respectively)

3. Arising in the late 18th century, it was a reaction to the Enlightenment and a rejection of the harmony, balance, and rationality that typified Classicism and Neoclassicism. Emphasizing the individual, irrational, emotional, (*) and transcendental – FTP-- identify this literary movement including authors such as Wordsworth, Coleridge, Blake, and Scott. 

Answer: Romanticism
4. Pencil and paper ready.  Given the expression 2x2-2 (read: two times x squared minus two), factor it (*) completely.  You have 10 seconds!

Answer: 2*(x-1)*(x+1)  (NOTE:  Do not accept 2*(x2-1); this is not factored completely.)

(2x2-2 = 2*(x2-1) = 2*(x-1)*(x+1) )

5. Its roster currently includes Jeff Agoos, Jaime Moreno, and Eddie Pope.  In 1999, it won the league championship under new coach Thomas Rongen, who had replaced (*) Bruce Arena, the new coach of the U.S. national team.  FTP, identify this team, which has won three of the four MLS championships and is located in the nation’s capital. 

Answer:  DC United (Prompt: DC)

6. Any of 200 species from the class Scyphozoa, their bodies are made up of two cellular layers, the ectoderm (*) and the endoderm; between the layers lays the mesoglea, a layer of connective tissue that gives this organism its name. FTP, identify this plank tonic marine animal that feeds on small animals that it is able to catch in its tentacles. 

Answer: Jellyfish
7. Accessible by ferry to the north are Larkspur, Sausalito, (*) and San Quentin, this city’s districts include the Marina, the Presidio, Nob Hill, and So Mo. Located on the tip of a 30-mile long peninsula sandwiched between the Pacific Ocean to the west and its namesake bay to the east –FTP-- name this West Coast city linked by the Bay Bridge to Oakland. 

Answer:  San Francisco
8. For one thousand years before Spain invaded Mexico, the Aztecs drank its predecessor, pulque, which was made from the mescal plant. First imported to the US in the 1870's, it gained popularity during Prohibition, because it was made in Mexico (*) from the blue agave and need only be smuggled into the country. FTP, identify this liquor which due to a small agave harvest and increased popularity is currently in short supply.  

Answer: Tequila 

9. Translated as "One of the Majority," this faction of the Russian Social-Democratic Workers' Party originated at the party's second congress. Winning a temporary majority, the group restricted (*) party membership to professional revolutionaries.  FTP, name this group that in 1917 seized control of the Russian government and in 1952 became the Communist Party.  

Answer: Bolshevik
10. He first gained national exposure as the maligned sidekick on The Joey Bishop Show in 1967 but reached fame on AM Los Angeles and a self-titled talk show. In 1989, he began a syndicated morning show (*) from which his co-host departed in July 2000.  FTP, identify this TV personality whose has moved into prime time with Who Wants to Be a Millionaire? 

Answer: Regis Philbin

11. He was captured by cannibals on his voyage to the South Seas and the experience led to the books, Typee and Omoo. Traveling to Europe in 1851 he published his most famous work, (*) a sea-faring epic. FTP, identify this American author, friend of Nathaniel Hawthorne and author of Moby Dick. 

Answer: Herman Melville
12. It is of volcanic origin, but it is not itself a volcano. Its summit, first reached in 1897 by Matthias Zurbriggen, is 22,834 feet above sea level. Actually located in the Mendoza (*) province, its western flanks build up from the coastal lowlands near Santiago. FTP, identify this central Andean peak, the highest mountain in the Western Hemisphere. 

Answer: Aconcagua
13. Using a high-powered 0.65-micrometer red laser, it was introduced by Phillips and is able to store 4.7 (*) gigabytes of data. FTP, identify this digital technology introduced in 1995 and used primarily for the recording of high-definition video files.

Answer: DVD (Digital Video Disk)

14. Typical half-lives for this process are immeasurably short. Two electromagnetic processes accompany it: internal conversion and internal pair production. Always a product of some other process such as neutron capture or alpha (*) decay, the nucleus has excess energy, which it must lose as photons until it reaches a ground state. FTP, identify this type of radioactive decay named for the third letter of the Greek alphabet. 

Answer: Gamma Decay (Accept: Gamma Emission)

15. Enrolling at Morehouse college at the age of 15, he received his PhD from Boston University in 1955. He rose to national prominence through the organization of the Southern Christian (*) Leadership Conference, which promoting nonviolent tactics such as the 1963 March on Washington. FTP identify this black minister and civil rights leader who was the 1964 recipient of the Nobel Peace Prize. 

 Answer: Martin Luther King, Jr. 

Round III

16. Among the oldest cultivated plants, it is said to have sprung from the repentant tears of Eve as she left Paradise. Consisting of six petal-like segments that may form the shape of a trumpet, (*) the flower was used to represent innocence and purity in Christian art. FTP, identify this flower, a symbol of the French monarchy whose varieties include Madonna, Day, Easter, and Tiger.  

Answer: Lily
17. It is not a mirror image of its counterpart; it never reaches the opposite extremes but rather exaggerates normal conditions. For the coming pattern one may expect: lower wheat yields in Argentina, torrential (*) rains in Southeast Asia, dryer winters in the southern U.S., colder winters in Canada and, most ominously, an increase in Atlantic hurricanes. FTP, identify this weather pattern, the counterpart of El Niño.  

Answer: La Niña

18. Created by its namesake act in 1913, it became the first central (*) bank system in the US since the National Bank. It was originally composed of twelve district banks, one which failed during the Great Depression, prompting the Glass-Stegal Act which created banking insurance and added additional banking restrictions. Now including thousands of banks –FTP-- identify this system of national banks, currently headed by Alan Greenspan.  

Answer: Federal Reserve

19. Discovered in 1937 and named for a region in Uganda, this disease usually causes a mild inflammation of the brain accompanied by fever, skin rash, and swollen lymph nodes. First found (*) in North America in 1999, scientists estimate that it was responsible for the death of 10,000 crows last year in New York City. FTP, identify this disease spread by mosquito which caused numerous summer scares.

Answer: West Nile Encephalitis or West Nile Virus (Prompt: Encephalitis Do Not Accept: West Nile Flu or Western Nile) 

20. Born in San Francisco, he moved east in 1885, attending both Harvard and Dartmouth. Turning to poetry after a series of odd jobs, he publishing "North of Boston" which included "Mending (*) Wall" and "Death of the Hired Man." Desperately wanting a Nobel Prize, he never won one but did win four Pulitzers. FTP, identify this American poet of the "The Road Not Taken" and "Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening." 

Answer: Robert Frost

21. Pencil and Paper Ready.... Consider an isosceles triangle whose congruent sides measure 5 with an included angle of 60 degrees. Determine the area (*) of the triangle. You have 10 seconds. 

Answer: 5/2*Square Root of 3  (Accept: 2.5 in place of 5/2 or radical in place of square root) (FYI: 1/2*5*5* sin 60)

22. During this period, each province, from North Africa to Persia, was allowed to be self-governing as long as it submitted to Roman taxation and military control. The main reason for the survival of classical heritage (*) FTP, identify this tranquil period of Roman history lasting from the rule of Augustus to Marcus Aurelius.   

Answer: Pax Romana (Accept: Roman Peace)

23. Secreted in amounts controlled by the hormones secretin, gastrin, and cholecystokinin, it mainly aids in the digestion of (*) fats in the duodenum and is composed of acids, cholesterol, water and pigments. FTP, name this greenish-yellow secretion of the liver. 

Answer:   Bile
24. Located one mile southwest of Manhattan, it became U.S. government property in 1808, and from 1892 to 1924, it handled 17 million cases.  (*) Serving as a detention center for aliens and deportees until 1954, in 1990 it opened as a museum. FTP, name this island which served as a US immigration station for more than 60 years.

Answer: Ellis Island

25. The English translation of the Hebrew “Beelzebub,” (*) Simon finds it covered with maggots, and it becomes the subject of his hallucination. Later killed by the other boys in a savage dance, symbolically Simon becomes a sacrifice to the evil represented by a decapitated pig's head and signals the downfall of the island. FTP, identify this title character of a 1955 William Golding novel, featuring the characters Ralph and Piggy. 

Answer: Lord of the Flies

OT Found in Olympia in 1875, an inscription on its pedestal states that it commemorates a victory of the Messenians and the Naupactians. Sculpted by Paeonius, the two-meter marble work now resides in the Louvre. (*) FTP, identify this work also called "Winged Victory" which shares its name with an American shoe company. 

Answer: Nike (Accept: Winged Victory until it is given)
