Round I:
1. Written in one paragraph without punctuation on a 250-foot roll, it is the chronicle of a cross-country hitchhiking trip narrated by Sal Paradise and featuring Dean Moriarty and Carlo Marx, a character based on (*) Allan Ginsberg. FTP, identify this 20th century American novel, a Beat Movement classic by Jack Kerouac.

Answer: On the Road
2. Pencil and paper ready.  A box weighing 10 kilograms is pulled with a force of 50 Newtons along a surface that has a coefficient of friction of 0.1.  Assuming the gravitational acceleration is 10 meters per second, what is the acceleration  (*) of the box along the surface?  You have ten seconds.


Answer: 4 meters per second (prompt for units)
(Ftotal = m*a, so Fpull + uk*m*g*cos (-180o) = m*a, so a = (50+0.1*10*10*-1)/10 = 4) 

3. Passing through Great Smoky Mountain National Park, Shenandoah National Park, and 8 national forests, it was one of the original units of the National Trail System. Beginning at Mount Katahdin, Maine and stretching to (*) Springer Mountain, Georgia, crossing 14 states along the way is --FTP-- what trail named for the mountain range it follows?

Answer: Appalachian Trail 

4. When playing White, he virtually always opened 1. P-K4, while with Black he would counter with a Najdorf (NY-dorf) (*) Sicilian. Dropping out of school at age 16, in 1958 he became the youngest player ever to attain the rank of Grandmaster. FTP, identify this first and only American to hold the title of Chess Champion of the World.

Answer: Bobby Fischer
5. Overturning the accepted position on slavery of the 1820 Missouri Compromise, it was furiously attacked by anti-slavery groups. Sponsored by Stephen Douglas and signed by Franklin Pierce, it opened two new (*) territories, allowing each to choose its slavery position via popular sovereignty. FTP, identify this Act which in 1854 allowed two states into the Union and signaled the inevitability of the coming Civil War. 

Answer: Kansas-Nebraska Act

6. If the effect of speed on the mass may be neglected, changes in this quantity are the result of changes in velocity only.  Newton's second law tells us that if a constant force acts on a particle for a given time, the product of (*) force and impulse is equal to a change in this quantity. FTP, identify this particle quantity, defined as the product of its mass and velocity.

Answer: Momentum
7. One of two of the NBA's 50 greatest players to have passed away, he played for the Hawks, Celtics, and Jazz and was elected to the Hall of Fame in 1987. Noted for nappy hair and floppy socks, (*) on the court he was an offensive star, scoring more points than any college player in history. Attending LSU and playing on the court now named for him --FTP-- identify this All-American and All-Star known as the "Pistol.” 

Answer: Pete Maravich
8. Supposedly modeled on his creator's husband, this character was born to Darkness courtesy of Magnus, and he was responsible for the dissolution of the Paris (*) coven. The father of Louis and Claudia, he is surnamed Lioncourt. FTP, identify this main character and narrator of The Vampire Chronicles by Anne Rice.

Answer: Lestat

9. Established in July 1993 by brothers Tom and David Gardener, it went online in early 1994. It soon became the most popular investment website. Its name comes from a character in Elizabethan drama: the Court (*) Jester who alone could tell the King the truth without getting his head chopped off.  FTP, name this company dedicated to educating and amusing individuals in search of truth about the world of finance.  

Answer: The Motley Fool
10. A former president of the union of movie actors, he testified as a friendly witness before the House Un-American Activities Committee. A former democrat, he campaigned (*)  for Barry Goldwater and Richard Nixon and in 1966 was elected governor of California. FTP identify this former president who authorized the Iran-Contra Affair. 

Answer: Ronald Reagan
11. Conscious of the fact that England lacked a true artistic character, this artist paved the way for the founding of the Royal Academy.  Despite his interest in painting and his skill as a portraitist, he is best remembered for his engravings of (*) social satire.  FTP, name this so-called "Father of English Painting" responsible for The Rake's Progress and Marriage à la Mode.

Answer: William Hogarth
12. The author of the first treatise on the methods of calculus, his work contained a partial investigation 

of the limiting value of the ratio of functions which are of the form (*) 0 over 0. Later extended to include the form infinity over infinity --FTP--  identify this man or his rule of calculus which states that the limit of either form may be expressed as the limit of the ratio of the derivatives of the two functions. 

Answer: L' Hôpital

13. The source of its plot is a drama called "The Jew." A comedy, it features (*) Bassanio financing Antonio's voyage to win Portia. Antonio borrows money from Shylock, offering a pound of flesh as collateral. FTP, identify this Shakespearean comedy set in an Italian city. 

Answer: The Merchant of Venice
14. Discovered by William Lassell in 1846, little was known about it until Voyager 2 flew close to it in 1989. Revolving so slowly that each of its seasons lasts 40 years, its unique landscape was created by a phenomenon termed (*) "icy volcanism." The largest satellite in the solar system with a retrograde orbit --FTP-- identify this largest moon of Neptune.

Answer: Triton
15. First and last name required. A nephew of Otto I of Germany, he became Count of Paris at age 10.  When the last Carolingian king died (*), the archbishop of Reims helped him get elected King of France.  He sought to reduce papal and German influence during his reign from 987-996 AD.  FTP, identify this first Capetian king of France. 

Answer: Hugues (Hugh) Capet
Round III:
16. This school of thought does not endorse a minimum wage, Social Security, or foreign aid, but rather stresses slow and stable growth in the money supply as more important to economic growth than government intervention.  Its theories were the basis of Margaret Thatcher's British (*) economic policy and Ronald Reagan's U.S. policy.  FTP, name this school of economic thought led by Nobel Prize winner Milton Friedman.

Answer:  Monetarism
17. It flows 400 miles from the Cottian Alps to the Adriatic Sea.  Along with its tributaries, which include the Dora Baltea, Tanaro, Ticino, and Adda, it drains 27,000 square miles in the (*) Alps and Apennines.  Sharing its name with a Teletubby, --FTP-- identify this river which flows through Turin and is the principal river of northern Italy. 

Answer:  Po River

18. As President Ratu Josefa Iloilo was preparing to name his new cabinet, this nation's military raided the stronghold of rebel leader George Speight (*) to try to ensure a peaceful transition. Speight, the self-proclaimed champion of the rights of the native majority in this country has been active in trying to take power from the ruling ethnic Indian population.  FTP, name the Pacific island nation whose capital is Suva.

Answer:  Fiji

19. Because of the cool and moist weather in 1845, it arrived accidentally from North America. Accordingly, it was the United States that shipped (*) cornmeal to provide relief, although it did not prevent the emigration of 1.5 million people and the death of another 1.1 million. FTP, identify this worst 19th century European famine, the result of successive tuber crop failures.

Answer: Irish Potato Famine or Great Potato Famine or Irish Potato Blight
20. The term first appeared in the 13th century and became widespread in the 16th century. Haydn and Mozart used the form essentially as a keyboard solo, but (*) Beethoven expanded it to new instruments. Derived from the Italian for “sounded,” it denotes both the organization of tonal material within a movement and the relationship between movements. FTP, name the musical form, one example of which is Beethoven's Moonlight.

Answer: Sonata 

21. Named for a Swedish chemist, this equation was originally formulated by J.J. Hood on the basis of studies of the variation of rate constants with temperature.  In the equation k (*) equals A times e to the quantity capital E over RT, where capital E represents activation energy; R, the thermodynamic gas constant; T, absolute temperature; and A, the collision frequency. FTP, identify this equation which governs the effect of temperature on the velocity of a chemical reaction.

Answer: Arrhenius equation

22. From the Middle English for “written communication” and Latin for “short,” it may be a musical note that is equivalent to two whole notes. Grammatically, it may be a curved mark used to indicate a (*) short or unstressed syllable of verse. FTP, identify this five-letter word, the symbol placed over a vowel to show a short sound. 

Answer: Breve
23. Its festivities begin on the 7th of the month of Dhu al-Hijjah, with worshippers entering the state of ihram wearing two seamless garments. They participate in activities such as walking seven times around the (*) Ka'bah and kissing the Black Stone. Attracting as many as two million visitors --FTP-- identify this fifth pillar of Islam, a pilgrimage to Mecca, prescribed once per lifetime.

Answer: Hajj (Accept: Pilgrimage to Mecca if before Islam)

24. Dionysus, patron of the festival for which the drama was written, goes to Hades to bring back Euripides. Wearing the costume of Heracles, he finds himself unpopular and trades costumes with Xanthias. Upon finding Euripides, he decides to return with Aeschylus instead (*). FTP, identify this 405 BC Aristophanes comedy named for an amphibian.

Answer: The Frogs
25. Write down the following equation:  y = 3 + 2*sin((x + 8)  (read:  y equals three plus two times the sine of the quantity pi times x plus eight).  Find the sum of this function's amplitude, period, and vertical shift. (*) You have ten seconds.


Answer:  7 

(amplitude = 2, period = 2(/|(| = 2, vertical shift = 3)

OT… She was the most fortunate of them all, as she received four thousand pounds a year and two manors, and was made honorary sister.  Apparently, Hans Holbein's portrait of her did her too much justice, for the king found her repugnant when she stepped off the boat from (*) Germany.  FTP, name this princess who in 1540 married Henry VIII but whose marriage was quickly annulled so that the king could marry Catherine Howard. 

Answer:  Anne of Cleves
OT… It has 5 constituent branches: 2 are located in New York, 1 each in Spain, Italy, and Germany. Originally called the “Museum of Non-Objective Painting,” its central location (*) moved in 1959 to its current home where visitors can view its extensive collection of Kandinsky, Picasso, and Klee on a unique six-story spiral ramp. FTP, identify this art museum whose main building was designed by architect Frank Lloyd Wright.

Answer: Guggenheim Museum

OT.. Believed to be caused by a gene on chromosomes 21, 14, or 19, it was originally described in 1906 by a German neuropathologist attempting to explain neuritic plaques and neurofibrillary tangles he found in an autopsy.  (*) FTP, identify this most common form of dementia, an incurable degenerative brain disorder. 

Answer: Alzheimer's disease
