Round I: 
1. It began on November 8th, 1923, when a young member of the Socialist German Worker's Party proclaimed a (*) revolution. The next day, attempts were made to seize control of the Bavarian government, and the rebel leader was sentenced to five years in prison. FTP, name this rebellion led by Adolf Hitler, which was first proclaimed in a tavern in Munich. 

Answer: Beer Hall Putsch
2. Henrik Arnold Wergeland is its national poet.  Halvad Soness, Hjalmar Ekdal, Gregers Werle, and Dr. Stockman are all creations of its most famous literary figure.  Its three Nobel literature laureates are Knut Hamsun, (*) Sigrid Undset, and Bjornsterne Bjornson.  FTP, identify this nation, whose dominant literary figure wrote such plays as The Master Builder, An Enemy of the People, and A Doll’s House.

Answer:  Norway
3. Early versions of this object were complex, unreliable, and dangerous - like dipping a material treated with potassium chlorate and sugar into a bottle of sulfuric acid.  Later, the white phosphorus that was used to make them caused "phossy jaw" in workers and was banned. (*)  FTP, name this common object whose "safety" variety, invented by J.E. Lundstrom, only ignites when struck on the red phosphorus strip on the box.

Answer: Match
4. It is found in two types.  The white type is inelastic, while the yellow type is elastic. It is composed of dense fibrous bundles of collagen and fibroblasts, which (*) form a capsular sac at joints that encloses a lubricating synovial membrane. FTP identify this tough connective tissue that supports internal organs and holds bones together.

Answer: Ligament
5. This body of water is famous for its sturgeon, but overfishing and the damming of Feeder Rivers, such as the Ural and Volga, have reduced their numbers. Located east of the (*) Caucasus Mountains, it is bordered by Turkmenistan, Kazakhstan, Russia, Azerbaijan, and Iran. FTP, name this body of water, the world's largest lake, despite its name.

Answer: Caspian Sea

6. Begin by roasting the beef fillet for 20 minutes. Place it in the center of a pastry square topped with liver pâté, then brush with egg and fold atop the fillet. Named because it resembled one of the boots of (*) Arthur Wellesley, FTP, identify this dish named for the British general victorious over Napoleon at the Battle of Waterloo.

Answer: Beef Wellington
7. He began his movement in Jamaica in 1887 and brought it to the US in 1916, where it eventually won two million followers. Although he believed that blacks would never receive justice in a predominantly (*) white society, he used donated money to set up black businesses in America. FTP, identify this black American behind the Back to Africa movement.

Answer: Marcus Garvey
8. Pencil and paper ready.  Given the expression 4*x2*cos(x)+5 (read: four times x squared times cosine of x plus five), determine its derivative (*) with respect to x.  You have 10 seconds!

Answer: 8*x*cos(x) -4*x2*sin(x)
(Chain rule: d(uv) = du*v + u*dv, u=4x2, v=cos(x), so du=8x and dv=-sin(x), d(uv) = 8xcos(x) -4x2sin(x) )

9. Born Adam Spiegel in 1969, he first worked on skateboarding magazines and graduated to directing avant-garde music videos like REM’s “Crush with Eyeliner,” Weezer's "Buddy Holly" and (*) Fatboy Slim's "Praise You."  FTP, name this Three Kings actor and Being John Malkovich director.

Answer: Spike Jonze (pronounced: Jones)
10. Also the name of a comet in an unstable, eccentric orbit between Saturn and Uranus, he was the mythological figure put into the sky as the constellation Sagittarius. The son of the god (*) Cronus and Philyra, he lived at the foot of Mount Pelion and his pupils included Achilles, Aesclepius, and Jason. FTP, identify this wise Centaur accidentally killed by Hercules.

Answer: Chiron
11. Located at the junction of Cherry Creek and the South Platte River, early settlements in the area were named Auraria and St. Charles. The latter was renamed for its territorial governor in 1858 and the two were consolidated in 1860. Situated at the foot of the Front Range of the (*) Rockies and elevated approximately 5300 feet from sea level is - FTP - this city, home to the Avalanche, the Rockies, and the Broncos.

Answer: Denver, Colorado

12. Author of The Skeptical Chemist, an attack on the Aristotelian theory of the four elements, this Irishman is famous today for a chemical (*) law of his own.  FTP, name this scientist, who stated that the pressure and volume of a gas are inversely proportional.

Answer: Robert Boyle
13. First exhibited at the Art Institute of Chicago in 1930, its subjects were actually the artist’s sister and  (*) dentist. A striking work of realism, the painting soberly but honestly depicts the earthy quality of a hard-working, midwestern farmer and his daughter. FTP, identify this icon of American art, the masterpiece of Grant Wood. 

Answer: American Gothic
14. Recent winners of this annual award have represented the sports of wrestling, track, speed skating, football, and basketball. Traditionally won by an individual, the award was presented last year to the (*) Miller sisters from the University of Georgia basketball team, who became the first pair to receive it. FTP, identify this award presented by the Amateur Athletic Union to the nation's top amateur athlete.

Answer: James E. Sullivan Memorial Award

15. This story includes the famous lines “It is only with the heart that one can see rightly; what is essential is invisible to the eye.” It is the story of a young boy who lives alone (*) on a tiny planet with a special flower who meets the narrator in the Sahara desert after the narrator’s plane crashes. For 10 points, name this French children’s classic, written by Antoine de Saint-Exupery.
Answer: The Little Prince
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16. In Book IX, Proof by Contradiction is used for the first known time to prove that there are infinitely many prime numbers.  Proposition IV of Book I is the Side-Angle-Side Congruency Theorem.  (*) Spanning thirteen books, the subjects covered include triangles, circles, solids, and number theory.  FTP, identify this ancient Greek text by Euclid, the foundation of modern geometry.

Answer: The Elements
17.  His first poems, 1833's “Pauline” and 1835's “Paracelsus,” are little known and were considered failures.  After attempting drama, he turned to poetry once again with 1841's “Pippa Passes.”  His book Dramatic Lyrics (*) contains many of his well-known poems including “Porphyria's Lover” and “The Pied Piper of Hamelin,” while his book Men and Women contained the poems “Fra Lippo Lippi” and “Andrea del Sarto.”  FTP, name this British poet of “My Last Duchess,” who had an equally famous wife.

Answer:  Robert Browning
18. It was the last major European war prior to the French Revolution, and in the Diplomat Revolution, the Austrian Hapsburgs allied with France against Great Britain and Prussia.  Including multi-continental battle (*) fronts, the war was ended by the Treaty of Paris with Prussia regaining Silesia, and Britain winning unchallenged control of North America.  FTP, identify this European war of the 18th century known in America as the French and Indian War.

Answer: Seven Years War (prompt on “French and Indian War” before it is read)
19. This opera is notoriously difficult to perform.  In fact, it did not premiere until six years after it was completed because it was given up as unstageable by the first two groups to rehearse it.  The first man to perform the taxing tenor role died shortly after the performance.  The plot concerns an affair between the nephew and wife of (*) King Mark.  FTP, identify this opera based on an Arthurian legend about an Irish princess and a Cornish knight, composed in 1859 by Richard Wagner.

Answer:  Tristan and Isolde
20. Write down the following unbalanced chemical equation.  Solid iron plus oxygen gas yields solid ferric oxide.  What is the coefficient for the solid iron (*) in the balanced equation?  You have ten seconds.

Answer:  4 
(Ferric is iron with oxidation 3+ , and oxygen has oxidation 2+ , so ferric oxide is Fe2O3 , and    

4Fe + 3O2 -> 2Fe2O3)
21. In July, Sean MacManus won the mayor ship of Sligo, this party's first mayoral win in thirty years. A worker's party, it was founded in 1902 by Arthur Griffith and in 1919 took power in parliament under Eamon De Valera. Enveloped in civil unrest since 1920's, (*) in May the party agreed to join the Ulster Unionist Party in a power sharing government. FTP identify this Irish political party led by Gerry Adams

Answer: Sinn Fein
22. Valued for its rich phosphate deposits, this last African colonial state received its official name from the United Nations in 1975. It was divided among its two neighbors by the 1976 Madrid Accords; (*) Mauritania has signed a peace agreement with the natives, while Morocco still claims the territory. FTP, name this African territory located on the Atlantic Ocean. 

Answer: Western Sahara
23. This mythological creature was half nymph and half speckled snake, and she generally only came out of her cave to devour passersby.  With the hundred-headed, fire-breathing dragon, Typhoeus, she spawned the Chimaera and (*) Cerberus, among other monsters.  FTP, identify this ageless monster, slain by Argus, who shares her name with a spiny monotreme from down-under, one of the mascots of the 2000 Olympics.

Answer: Echidna
24. Constructed with compression ratios in the range of 14-to-1 to 22-to-1, this type of engine induces only air into the combustion chamber on its intake stroke. Sometimes called a compression-ignition engine because combustion relies on air heated by (*) compression rather than on an electric spark, its principal drawback is the pollution resulting from the discharge of high levels of soot and nitrogen compounds. FTP, identify this type of engine typically used in industry and agriculture.

Answer: Diesel engine

25. The author of this book was a fixture of upper class Restoration English society, and the Earl of Sandwich sponsored him. Written in a form of shorthand the author created, (*) the book spanned some 2.5 million words and 9 years, but was never meant to be deciphered. FTP, identify this famous diary which described encounters English luminaries like Charles II, as well as accounts of the Plague and the London Fire of 1666.

Answer: Diary of Samuel Pepys (pronounced: Peeps)

OT. Held on a vacation resort in Carroll, New Hampshire, it involved 44 nations and resulted in the creation of the International Monetary Fund and the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development.  (*) FTP, what is the popular name for this 1944 meeting officially named the United Nations Monetary and Financial Conference?

Answer: Bretton Woods Conference (accept United Nations Monetary and Financial Conference before it is read)

OT. Published by Stephen Day in 1640, it was compiled by John Eliot, Richard Mather, and 28 other ministers of the (*) Massachusetts Bay Colony. A metrical translation of a Biblical book written by King David, FTP identify this first book published in the New World.

Answer: Bay Psalm Book
OT. Born in Baden, Germany, he studied philosophy at Freiburg University, where he became rector in 1933. His attempts to understand the nature of Being are reflected in works such as What is Thinking? and What is Metaphysics? (*) FTP, identify this philosopher, the author of Being and Time?
Answer: Martin Heidegger
