Round I: 
1. An autobiography, its first edition was published in 1855 and was followed by nine revised and expanded editions. Including “Sea Drift”, “Birds of Passage”, “Children of Adam”, “Drum Taps”, and “Memories of President (*) Lincoln” —FTP-- identify this collection of poetry, the masterpiece of Walt Whitman. 

Answer: Leaves of Grass
2. Photographed by Voyager 2, it was discovered in 1655 by Christian Huygens. The only satellite in our solar system known to have a dense atmosphere, it is the most probable location in the solar system for a liquid hydrocarbon (*) ocean. FTP identify this moon, named for the children of Uranus and Gaea, the largest satellite of Saturn.  

Answer: Titan

3. The creation of promoter Don King, it took place on October 30, 1974. Advertising posters for the event used the slogan, "From the Slave Ship (*) to the Championship!" over the objections of the president of the host nation Zaire. Considered the greatest fight in Boxing history --FTP-- identify the moniker of this bout in which underdog Muhammed Ali defeated George Forman.  

Answer: Rumble in the Jungle

4. Pencil and paper ready.  A ball is dropped from a height of 45 meters.  Assuming the gravitational acceleration is 10 meters per second, what will be its speed when it hits the ground?  You have ten seconds.

Answer:  30 meters per second (prompt for units)

(x = 1/2 * a*t2 + vo*t + xo, so 0 = -1/2*10*t2 + 45, so t = 3 seconds, and v = a*t, so v = 10*3 = 30 m/s)

5. Originally derived from a historic region encompassing the departments of Isère, Hautes-Alpes, and Drôme; it was used as a name, before its titular use was established when King Charles V of France bestowed his former title(*) on his son, the future Charles VI. FTP identify this title given to heir to the French throne until the time of Louis XVI. 

Answer: Dauphin
6. It was given its name by Oliver Goldsmith in honor of Geoffrey Chaucer. Located at the south end of the southern transept of a London landmark, it includes monuments (*) to Milton, Shakespeare, Dickens, Tennyson, and the lone American, Longfellow. FTP identify this London literary location of the tombs of 26 literary masters, a main tourist attraction of Westminster Abbey.  

Answer: Poet's Corner
7. Including 84 percent of the known animal species, it contains four sub-phyla: Trilobita, Chelicerata, Uniramia, and Crustacea (*). Usually segmented with paired, jointed appendages, the bodies of its members are distinguished by a chitin exoskeleton. FTP identify this largest animal phylum which contains trilobites, lobsters, crabs, spiders, insects, and centipedes. 

Answer: Arthropoda (accept: Arthropods)

8. Two vectors are parallel if and only if the resultant of this operation is zero. A torque vector is the resultant if vectors of position and force are taken as its arguments. Its result always a vector(*), its direction may be determined by implementing the right hand rule. FTP identify this mathematical operation on two vectors. 

Answer: Cross-Product

9. In The Golden Ass, Apuleius first told her story; In Greek folklore she is sometimes pictured as a butterfly. Held against her will in a dark remote location by the god of love(*), she lit a lamp and was sent away where she fell into the hands of Venus. FTP identify this princess made immortal by Zeus and given in marriage to Cupid.  

Answer: Psyche
 10. Originating in the 3rd Millennium BC in the East, Persia became the center of its trade under the Parthians. Influenced by demand, Justinian convinced two Persian monks to smuggle worms(*) to Constantinople in the 6th century. Eventually flourishing as an Italian fabric industry, FTP identify this animal fiber produced to build webs and cocoons. 

Answer: Silk
11. It was based on data compiled in England from 1861 to 1957, and politicians held it as an infallible guide.  The occurrence of stagflation, however, discredited (*) its basic tenet that when inflation goes down, unemployment goes up and vice versa.  FTP, name this economic curve that shares its name with a screwdriver.

Answer:  Phillips Curve

12. Created in 1978, its original list of honorees included Marian Anderson, Fred Astaire, George Balanchine, Richard Rodgers, and Arthur Rubenstein. Broadcast each December on CBS, the criterion for the award is simply "artistic excellence (*) as performer, composer, choreographer, playwright, director, or conductor." FTP identify this award, the namesake of the National Cultural Center located in Washington, DC.

Answer: Kennedy Center Honors 

13. Originally made popular on a bootleg played by a Philadelphia radio station, the song was included on the album “Piano Man”.  Including the line "So you go to the village in your tie-dye jeans. And you stare at the junkies and the closet queens. It's like some pornographic magazine..and you smile." (*) FTP identify this controversial song accidentially played prior to the Campaign announcement of Hillary Clinton. 

 Answer: Captain Jack
14. An ancient river mouth, the first European to navigate it was Juan Manuel de Ayala in 1775. In analogy to the Bosphorus, John C. Fremont later named it. Connecting San Francisco Bay(*) with the Pacific Ocean -- FTP – name this strait which shares its name with the famous three mile long bridge that spans it. 

Answer: Golden Gate
15. Number's the same: The number of muscles in the tongue; The numerical designation of the parallel which divided North and South Vietnam; The average of the first two perfect numbers; (*) The numerical designation of the last mission to the Moon. FTP identify this prime number which is also the number of syllables in a Haiku.

Answer: 17 
Round III: 

16. Originally applied to buccaneers infesting the Spanish American coasts, this word was introduced into common English to designate the followers of William Walker in his expedition to (*) Nicaragua in 1855. FTP, name this term, used today in government to refer to tactics made famous in the movies by Mr. Smith and in real life by Strom Thurmond, who did this for over 24 hours to delay a vote on a civil rights bill.  

Answer:  Filibuster
17. It is believed that nearby inhabitants first settled here circa 1500 BC. Contact with explorers such as Tasman and Cook radically changed it in the late 1700's: the US took Hawaii (*); France, the Marquesas and Society Islands; Britain, New Zealand the Cook Islands and Tonga. FTP identify this ethno geographic grouping of islands scattered across a huge triangular area of the east-central Pacific Ocean. 

Answer: Polynesia (Be nice and prompt if given a name of a specific Polynesian island on an early ambiguous clue)

18. This musical instrument dates back to 900 BC.  Its strings are attached to a sound box at one end and a yoke consisting of two arms and a crossbar at the other.  Often used to accompany ancient (*) poetry, it is symbolic of the arts.  FTP identify this instrument associated with King David, Apollo, and Orpheus.

Answer: lyre

19. Pencil and paper ready.  A trapezoid includes only 45 and 135 degree angles.  If the lengths of the two bases are 8 and 24 inches, and the length of both sides is 5 times the square root of 2 inches, what is the area (*) of the trapezoid?  You have ten seconds.

 

Answer: 80 square inches
(The side and height form the hypotenuse and one side of a 45-45-90 triangle, so since the side is 5*sqrt(2), the height is 5.  The area of a trapezoid is the average of the bases ((8+24)/2 = 16) times the height (5), so 16*5 = 80)
20. A University professor in Konigsburg, his ideas were used by Schiller as the basis of aesthetic theories and marked the beginning of German Idealism. (*) An opponent to Hume's skepticism, his attempt to define precisely the domain of rational understanding is a landmark in thought. FTP identify this German philosopher and writer of Critique of Pure Reason. 

Answer: Immanuel Kant
21. Developed in 1926 by an Austrian physicist, its simplest expression is (H-E) =0  (read: H minus E times Phi equals 0) where H is the Hamiltonian, phi is  the wave equation, and E is system energy expressed as the set of quantum numbers for a given E. Integral in the development of classical mechanics(*), its correctness was verified through application to the Hydrogen atom. FTP identify this equation, the basis of quantum theory and central to our understanding of atomic structure. 

Answer: Schrödinger equation

22. Kenyon, Hilda, Miriam, and Donatello were all implicated in murders in this nation.  Frederic Henry was wounded in battle here.  Saturninus married Lavinia and was proclaimed emperor here (*).  FTP, identify this nation, which has served as the major setting for many literary works, including The Marble Faun, A Farewell to Arms, and Romeo and Juliet. 

Answer:  Italy

23. Current Events Question
24. His first solo show was not held until 1927, nine years after graduating from the Brussels Academy of Fine Arts. That same year he met and befriended André Breton and Paul Éluard, and became familiar with the collages of Max Ernst. The Belgian surrealist whose Son of War(*) was featured in The Thomas Crown Affair is --FTP-- this artist of Time Transfixed.
Answer: Rene Magritte
25. Based on the constitutions of Virginia and New Hampshire, it consisted of seventeen articles and drew on the writings of Montesquieu, Locke, Rousseau, and Voltaire. Serving as the preamble to the constitutions of 1791, 1793 (*), and 1795, its first article read: "All men are born free and equal in rights." FTP identify this "credo of the new world," the basic charter of human liberty drawn up during the French Revolution. 

Answer: Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen
