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1. A professor at the University of Basel at an unprecedented 24 years of age, he devoted himself to philology, publishing The Birth of Tragedy in which he attacked Socratic methods and the emphasis of Western culture on science as fall of western Europe to superficiality. Later he would assert the “will to power” was the only way to achieve the ubermensch, or over-human, and that morality had ceased to motivate humans to virtue. FTP identify this philosopher who claimed that “God was dead” in The Gay Science, and would delve further in his Thus Spake Zarathustra.

Ans. Freidrich Nietzsche

2.Though some contend they are female followers of Artemis Karneia, the Vitruvian explanation is more commonly held, viz. that they are women collaborators with the unsuccessful Persians in their conquest of Greece, who, as punishment were forced to carry heavy weights as slaves. FTP identify these architectural figures the most famous of which are the Porch of Maidens at the Athenian Acropolis.

Ans. Caryatids    

3. Developing from the Christian Mission in London, it was established by the Methodist evangelist William Booth in 1865 to help the urban poor and other neglected persons. Its characteristic bands peppered London and reference is to them were in Elgar’s Cockaine Overture; however, it was not until 1887 that it acquired overtones presented in Shaw’s Major Barbara. FTP identify this quasimilitary charity.

Ans. Salvation Army
4. Annexed by Catherine the Great in 1583, it was a celebrated destination for the vacationing Russian nobility upon the completion of the Livadnya Palace eleven years later. The quite resort continued its existence nestled among the foothills of Tatary until the Palace hosted, FTP, the momentous February 1945 meeting of Churchill, Franklin Roosevelt, and Stalin to set the course of post-war Europe.

Ans. Yalta
5. Nicknamed the “red priest” for his flaming red hair, he worked from the age of 24 at the Ospedale della Pieta, a girls school in Venice during which he published his first works. After a 1715 introduction to Austrian Emperor Charles VI, he wrote the oratorio La Vittoria Navale celebrating that emperor’s victory over the Turks that year. FTP Identify this innovator of the solo concerto, of which he 454, the most famous of which, Four Seasons, is most famous.

Ans. Antonio Vivaldi
6. The irascible artist of the ceiling of Venice’s Suola Grande di San Rocco, which he secretly painted the night before a competition for the commission, employed broad brush strokes to give the impression of depth. At first a student of Titian, the two soon fell out and became great adversaries. His Last Supper at Venice’s San Giorgio Maggiore is one of the foremost masterpieces of the Early Baroque. FTP Identify this artist, taking his name from his father’s profession as “little dyer.”

Ans. Jacopo Tintoretto 

7. Passed in 1887 under the influence of western land barons, it was the culmination of over fifty treaties with western tribes since the end of the Civil War. Mainly concerned with breaking up reservations, its goal was to dissolve the theory of domestic nationhood of Indians and to incorporate them into the acquisitive American society. This was, FTP what failed act named for the interior secretary and inspiration for A Century of Dishonor.

Ans. Dawes General Allotment Act
8. Unpublished for nine years, a black market version was finally provided in 1929 by a seedy Italian publisher at the author’s own expense. In the first edition, Mellors the groundskeeper, and embodiment of the strong willed, earthy quality of the rural British, was originally named Parkin. It is he to whom Lady Constance turns when she becomes dissatisfied with her cynical husband left crippled and impotent from the Great War. FTP This was what novel by D.H. Lawrence, banned in the United States and Britain for over 30 years.

Ans. Lady Chatterley’s Lover
9. The first to propose that natural order and not mercantilist legislative policies affected the economy, they attempted to demonstrate their view by the compilation of the Economic Table, constructed by their leader, royal physician François Quesnay. FTP Identify these enlightenment theorists who proposed that agricultural production and not industry was the basis of economic prosperity.

Ans. Physiocrats
10.  Born in Danville, Virginia as Nancy Witcher Langhorne, she became the first woman to be a Member of Parliament when she succeeded her husband to the constituency of Plymouth when he was admitted to the House of Lords in 1919. FTP Identify this wife of John Jacob’s grandson Waldorf.

Ans. Lady (Nancy) Astor
11. This type of tissue is made up mainly specialized cells called sieve tube members, which have no nuclei and a continuous cytoplasm, and are flanked by companion cells.  These tissues are formed by the vascular cambium in woody plants, and their fibers are used to make flax and hemp.  FTP, identify this vascular tissue responsible for transporting sucrose in plants, the counterpart of the xylem.

Ans. Phloem or Bast
12. This kind of reaction is performed on glucose in respiration and on nitrogen in a hydrogenation reaction to produce ammonia.  Its agents include hydrogen peroxide, hypochlorous acid, and the acid chromate ion.  FTP, name this kind of reaction in which electrons are taken away from the reactant.

Ans. Oxidation (do not accept oxidation-reduction or redox)

13. Occupied by the British since the 17th century, this outpost in the Chagros Archipelago has been the center of controversy since the 1970’s when Britain evicted Thai refugees that the island may be given to the U.S. as a bombing range. FTP, this is what island, the center of Anglo-American naval forces during the current war in Afghanistan.

Ans. Diego Garcia
14. Author of several mysteries under the pseudonym Edgar Box, this modern American satirist is known for his effete and outspoken novels on public corruption, such as An Evening with Richard Nixon, Visit to a Small Planet, and Myra Breckenridge. FTP, identify this sophisticated author of Palimpsest, his memoirs containing reminiscences with John Kennedy, Tennessee Williams, and Eleanor Roosevelt.

Ans. Gore Vidal 

15. First mentioned in Periplus of the Erythraean Sea this emerging empire struggled against the combined forces of Meroë and Rome under Nero and Vespasian. Their foothold on upper-Nile trade could not be eliminated, and soon flourished as the first Christian kingdom in Africa. FTP identify this ancient east African empire whose namesake city remains today as a world heritage site. 

Ans. Aksum
16. The only U.S. capital not to have a McDonalds, it is also the least populous. Nestled along the banks of the Winooski River, the town’s drab grayness is in effect due to the numerous granite quarries pitting the local landscape. FTP identify this town whose namesake is a Roman town in southern France.

Ans. Montpelier, VT.

17. Employed by Napoleon in 1799 to give the appearance of a popular mandate for his constitution, which passed 3 million to one thousand, they had seldom been used since the days of Athenian democracy. Becoming increasingly practical as with referenda, are FTP these direct votes representing the people’s will. 

Ans. Plebiscite
18.Featured characters include Dudz Aplenti, a mock boy band, Ole Olson, an incomprehensible geriatric, and Triumph the Insult Comic Dog. FTP name this television program, whose host wrote for the Simpsons and SNL, formerly featuring the sidekick Andy Richter.

Ans. Late Night with Conan O’Brien

19. This topological construct was discovered simultaneously by two mathematicians, its namesake and Johann Benedict Listing, in 1858.  When one of them is split down the middle, it remains in one piece.  FTP, identify this surface, which has only one side and can be formed by twisting a strip of paper and joining the ends.

Ans. Möbius Strip
20. From the Arabic term for “infidel,” it was a derogatory term indicative of the racism confronted in this 1965 work. The first account in English of the despair and squalor of the black ghettos of apartheid South Africa, this novel made the world aware of the truth behind  decades of half truths. FTP identify this work by Wole Soyinka, depicting the coming of age of a black child in a shantytown.

Ans. Kaffir Boy
21. This theory predicts that electron pairs, whether involved in bonds or as non-bonding pairs, will adopt a geometry in which they maximize the distance from one another in order to minimize repulsions, resulting with a geometry with the lowest possible energy. FTP identify this theory used to predict the shapes of molecules.

Ans. Valence Shell Electron Pair Repulsion.

A-Certain bacteria, notably the Rhizobium living in root nodules, incorporate atmospheric nitrogen into organic molecules through this process,
