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1.  On the left is a statue of Apollo representing reason, while on the right is a statue of Athena, representing wisdom.  Towards the foreground is reclining and wearing sculptor’s boots but composing poetry is Heraclitus, looking like Michaelangelo.  For ten points, Plato and Aristotle are in the center of what painting by Raphael?

A. School of Athens or The Academy
2.  About 60% of its cells are hepatic cells, which have more metabolic functions than any other cells in the body.  A second type, Kupfer cells, play a role in blood-cell formation, antibody production, and ingestion of foreign particles and cell debris.  It secretes plasma proteins including albumin and is connected to the gall bladder.  For ten points, name this organ whose most important function is the production of bile.

A. liver
3.  Along with ex post facto laws, in Article I Section 9 clause 3 of the Constitution they are expressly forbidden to passed, and to the states in Section 10 clause 1.  One of the only protections for individuals rights in the body of the Constitution, for ten points are what acts of legislature that inflicts punishment on an individual or group without a judicial trial?

A. bills of attainder

4.  Its original mission was to go to Flanders and meet with Alessandro Farnese, the Duke of Parma.  While en route it was forced into A Coruna due to storms, and its commander the duque of Medina Sidonia was given orders not to start a battle.  This gave the initiative to Charles Howard, the commander of the English forces.  For ten points, name this famed fleet sent by Philip the second to overthrow Elizabeth I.

A.  Spanish Armada (prompt on Invincible Armada)

5.  At age 24 he joined a naval expedition led by Robert Devereux against Cadiz, Spain, and then another to the Azores where he wrote “The Calm.”  Returning from that, he was appointed secretary to Sir Thomas Egerton even though he was Catholic.  He lost that position however when he secretly married Egerton’s niece Anne More.  For ten points name this English Metaphysical poet, author of Holy Sonnets.

A. John Donne (pronounced Dunn)

6.  When Oenipion delayed giving Merope to this man, he became drunk and raped her.  He was punished for this by being blinded, but had his vision restored by the rays of the sun.  He then became a hunting companion of Artemis but died when Apollo had a giant scorpion chase him to the sea and tricked Artemis into shooting him.  For ten points, name this mythological hunter with a famous belt.

A. Orion
7.  Its highest point is 828 meters above sea level is Mont Piton.  With an area almost eleven times the size of Washington DC, its possessions include the Agalea Islands, Cargados Carajos Shoals, and Rodrigues.  For ten points name this small island nation east of Madagascar with its capital at Port Louis.

A. Mauritius

8.  Its angular form is denoted by the letter L and its conservation holds true even in situations such as with sub atomic particles when Newton’s laws do not apply.  Newton’s second law was originally stated in terms of it.  When it is multiplied by time, impulse is given. For ten points, identify this scientific quantity, the product of mass and velocity.

A. momentum

9.  The title event occurs over the last six stanzas, while the first eight describe its preparation and planning.  The title character’s friend “wanders and watches with eager ears / till silence around him he hears.”   The main character meanwhile “turned and tightened his saddle girth / but mostly he watched with eager search / the belfry tower of the Old North Church.”  For ten points, name this Henry Wadsworth Longfellow poem about a Boston silversmith.

A. Paul Revere’s Ride

10.  Proposed in 1847 as well as 1846, both times it was passed by the House of Representatives, and both times it was rejected by the Senate.  It was originally attached to an appropriations bill for $2 million, and then again as part of a $3 million appropriations bill to help the war effort.  For ten points, name this clause proposed by a Pennsylvania representative that would have prohibited slavery in any territories gained from the Mexican War.

A.  Wilmot Proviso

11.  Over one third of it, ten chapters, is entirely dedicated to the journey to Jerusalem.  It contains such passages as the annunciation of Mary and her visit to Elizabeth, the Song of Mary, the song of Zechariah, the song of Simeon, the visit of the shepherds to the infant Jesus, the parables of the Good Samaritan, and the prodigal son. For ten points, name this gospel of the Bible after Mark.

A. The Gospel According to St. Luke
12.  It opens with tremulando strings and bare fifth horns appear from a distance, repeating a two-note motif as the first explosion into the first subject occurs.  However, it is more famous for its ending, which is eased into by the use of cellos and basses before the chorus finally begins.  For ten points, name this final symphony of Beethoven with its Ode to Joy finale.

A. Beethoven’s Ninth in D Minor or Choral (Beethoven not needed after in question)

13.  The European company Suez SA is looking into acquiring some of this company’s  former assets.  On December 3, it received 1.5 billion emergency from Citigroup and J.P. Morgan Chase in order to maintain skeleton operations. It was supposed to have had a $9 billion rescue package from Dynegy, but that deal fell through as quickly as it was put together.  For ten points, name this now US energy trading company that recently declared bankrupcy.

A. Enron
14.  Its author said that it “is about being a transvestite prostitute, which is something I’ve never written about before.”  With such lines as “I can’t love my business if I can’t get a trick / Down on Santa Monica Boulevard where tricks are for kids,” this is, for ten points, what song that asks the listener to “come on and kick me” the first single from Weezer’s Green album.

A. Hashpipe
15.  Developed as a combination of sarugaku and dengaku, only 250 of its many thousand plays are still performed today.  The action centers on the shite (pronounced Shee-tay) and occurs at a place of special significance to the shite.  The shite is foiled with the waki who is often a priest.  Usually virtually plotless and with much singing, all the actors are male and wear masks.  For ten points, name this form of Japanese theater, not to be confused with Kabuki.

A. Noh Theater

16.  About 1,670 kilometers long, it rises in the mountains of Yellowstone National Park in Wyoming and flows south through Idaho.  The lower part carves out Hell’s Canyon the deepest in the United States.  For ten points, name this river the largest tributary of the Columbia River.

A. Snake River

17.  An azeotrope of this substance forms a 98.5% concentrated solution at 337 degrees Celsius.  In concentrated form it does not conduct electricity well and becomes a weak acid.  When cold it does not react to metals such as copper and iron.  It is the most commonly produced chemical in the world.  For ten points, name this normally strong acid containing a yellow element.

A. Sulfuric acid
18.  Educated at Queen’s Royal College in Port of Spain, in 1950 he earned a scholarship to Oxford.  Though he finished his first novel before he was 18, he did not get published until 1959 with Miguel Street, a partially autobiographical novel about life in Trinidad.  Based on his father, his masterpiece is considered A House for Mr. Biswas.  For ten points name this Indian born, Carribean English writer, winner of the 2001 Nobel Prize for literature.

A. Vidiahar Surajprasad Naipaul
19.  Withdrawal of glacial ice resulted in the drainage basins of the Missouri and Ohio Rivers, the development of the Great Lakes, and a global rise in sea levels 100 ft.  Warming climates saw the poleward migration of plants and animals.  Beginning about 11,000 years ago, for ten points, this describes what most recent and shortest division of geologic time that has seen the rise of humans.

A. Holocene epoch (prompt on Cenozoic era or Quaternary period)

20.  With former capitals at Thon Buri (pronounced Tohn Burree) and Ayuttaya (pronounced Aye-yute-ti-yah), this country has fought three regional wars with Burma and had Cambodia as a satellite state.  Today its monarch has the longest current continuous reign.  For ten points name the only country in Southeast Asia not to be colonized by Europe, formerly called Siam.

A. Thailand (prompt on Siam before mentioned but point out that it has been Thailand since 1932.)

1.  Name these figures from the Roman Republic for ten points each:

· A staunch Republican, he effectively started the Third Punic War with his famous exhortation, “Carthago delenda est” or “Carthage must be destroyed.”

· Champions of the plebes, these two brothers advocated land reform and greater power to the citizens.  The murder of the older brother set the precedent for political assassination.

· This university has more Nobel prizes associated with it than any other.  It’s a bastion of monetarist economic theory as well as for nuclear physics.  Name this Midwest school which works you to death.
