1.  The endogenous type are transferred vertically by inheritance and are often defective because they lack some critically important part of their genetic set up.  All types of it have the enzyme, reverse transcriptase which copies the RNA strand onto a DNA strand, degrades the RNA strand of the hybrid nucleic acid formed, and synthesizes a complementary DNA strand to the single-stranded DNA formed, to produce a double-stranded DNA.  For ten points identify this type of virus of which HIV is an example.

A.: retrovirus
2.  Henry Demerest Lloyd's Wealth Against Commonwealth, The Bitter Cry of the Children by John Spargo, , How the Other Half Lives by Jacob Riis, "Tweed Days in St. Louis" by Lincoln Steffen, and most famously The Jungle by Upton Sinclair are all, for ten points, examples of what type of corruption exposing writing from the progressive era.

A.: Muckraking (accept muckrakers)

3.  The Mark-Houwink equation uses it to find the molecular weight of a substance.  Itself can be determined from the Hagen-Poiseuille equation or the Eyring equation. Measured in poises, it is determined by the rate at which a fluid flows out of a container with a standard sized orifice due to gravity. For ten points, what is this property of a fluid, the resistance to flow?

A.: viscosity

4.  In 1871, after France gave in to the Prussian demands, the National Guard of France was to be disarmed but the regular army refused the governments orders and fraternized with rather than end the National Guard.  The government fled to Versailles, while the citizens of the French capital formed this government.  FTP name this government which collapsed after 60 days.

A. Paris Commune
5.  Taking place on September 2, it pitted 220 heavy Roman ships with stone throwing catapults  against 260 lighter ships.  Marcus Agrippa commanded the lighter fleet to victory after part of the opposing sides armada began to flee.  FTP name this battle where Octavian defeated the combined forces of Marc Antony and Cleopatra.

A. Battle of Actium
6.  Chios, Santorini, Samos, Delos, and Lesbos, but not Ithaca or Sicily are not.  Bounded on one side by Ionia and the other by Thessaly.  To its north is Thrace and its southern border is Crete.  FTP name this sea important in Greek mythology named after king Aegeus.

A. Aegean Sea (prompt on Greek islands or Greece for an early buzz)

7.  “Those who eat this dish are stupid. But those who don't eat this dish are also stupid.” Is a traditional saying that sums up the cultural sentiment about it. Its most famous characteristic is due to the presence of tetrodxin in the animal’s ovary and liver.  For ten points what is this potentially fatal Japanese delicacy made from puffer fish?

A.: Fugu

8.  The Revenge of Tancred, The Eaten Heart, Gillette of Narbonne, and Griselda are among its most famous parts.  Set in 1348, its frame story is that of three men and seven women going to the country to escape the plague.  Each day they elect a king and each person tells a story.  For ten points name this collection of 100 tales told over ten days by Boccacio.

A. The Decameron

9.  There are seven types of viruses that cause it and 60 subtypes.  The main concerns for spreading are coming from the Netherlands and Denmark, because of the pork and goat imports.  Though normally harmless to humans, the USDA is taking precautions to stop FTP what highly contagious disease from entering America that affects livestock.

A. Foot and Mouth Disease or Hoof and Mouth Disease

10.  "There was a look of unbounded pride and contempt, almost hatred, in that face, and at the same time something confiding, something wonderfully simplehearted." Describes how the main character feels for Nastasya Filippovna.  It tells the story of Russian aristocracy in the 1860’s.  For ten points what is this novel with titular character Prince Myshkin by Fyodor Dostoevsky?

A.: The Idiot 

11.  It can be used in a function along with the age of the universe and the density parameter of the universe to find whether the universe is accelerating or decelerating.  It was first noted when its discoverer saw that more distant stars and galaxies were moving away from our own at a faster rate than near ones. This is, for ten points, what constant that is the rate at which the universe is expanding?

A.: Hubble constant (reluctantly accept Hubble’s constant)

12.  He once wrote to Thomas Jefferson saying "The greatest motive I had or have for engaging in or for continuing my pursuit of painting has been the wish of commemorating the great events of our country's Revolution."  He did what he said in works such as “The Surrender of Cornwallis” and “The Death of General Montgomery in the Attack of Quebec December 1775.” For ten points name this American artist of “The Declaration of Independence.”

A.: John Trumbull

13.  It had a founder with the last name Manhattan, and its inhabitants enjoy turnip juice.  Created so that people could marry their own cousins, it currently has institutions such as the Speed-E-Mart and Joe’s Tavern where the beverage of choice is Fudd.  FTP name this rival town of Springfield.

A. Shelbyville

14.  Written in 1886, the Tortoise portion is a slowed down rendition of the Can Can.  After it was performed once in Paris, the composer locked it up and forbade it from being played again for fear of being labeled a comedian. Lions, elephant, Fish, Donkeys, Birds and Fossils all appear in the this work.  FTP name this piece by Camille Saint-Saens.

A. Carnival of the Animals

15.  Borrowing its cosmology for Heraclitus, it dictated the only thing that one has control over is one’s own faculty of judgment.  Therefore one should look upon all external affairs and acts of others with indifference.  FTP name this philosophy “of the porch” found by Zeno of Citium with followers such as Marcus Aurelius and Seneca.

A.: Stoicism (also accept Stoics)

16.  He spent winters with the Hyperboreans, and worked for King Admetus as a shepherd.  His sister was the midwife for his birth, which was difficult because his mother was not able to give birth on land. This was overcome by going to the floating island of Delos.  FTP who is this Greek god of light and music?

A.: Apollo

17.  Number 12370 was issued to create an emergency board to investigate a railroad dispute.  Not to be confused with proclamations, these are used to exercise authority whereas proclamations are more often ceremonial in nature.  Though not called for by the Constitution, all presidents have issued them.  FTP name this document where the President makes a legal policy without having to go through Congress.

A. Executive orders

18.  It is characterized by two parameters, 
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 (mu) and  (sigma squared), namely, the mean and variance of the population having this distribution.  Also called the Gaussian curve, for it mean median, and mode all share the same value.  FTP identify this curve, the most widely used in statistics.

A. Normal curve or Bell curve

19.  In Toward a Psychology of Being it was redefined as episodic. Normally measured in the frequency of “peak experiences” they are fulfillments of man’s desire to make his full potential a reality. FTP identify this psychological concept, the top of Maslow’s hieracrchy of needs.

A.: Self-actualization

20.  As a child this writer learned to play cello, so one of her characters, Virginia, has an experience learning cello. In 1985 she published a collection of short stories, Fifth Sunday.  In 1992 she wrote the novel Through the Ivory Gate.  She is best known as a poet with such works as Thomas and Beulah and On the Bus with Rosa Parks.  For ten points identify this poet laureate of the United States from 1993-1995.

By defeating the Muslims, he stopped the spread of Islam into Europe at the Battle of Tours in 732 AD.

A: Charles Martel (also accept Charles the Hammer)

Bonus: Identify the following objects of Norse mythology, for ten points each.

This is the name given to the magic hammer carried  by the god Thor.

A. Mjollnir

This is the name of Odin’s eight legged horse.

A. Sleipnir

The rainbow bridge connecting the earth to Asgard, guarded by Heimdall, was called  this.

A. Bifrost
Name the following Mesotamian conquerors for ten points each:

This violent group were the first to refine iron ore and they brought iron weapons to Babylonia and Syria.

A: Hittites
This strict and cruel group had copper, bronze, and iron weapons and introduced the concept of fighting with horse-drawn chariots.

A: assyrians
They are one of the earliest civilizations, responsible for creating and using the wheel, the sail, and the plow.

A: Sumerians
Bonus: Identify the event in American history, 30-20-10.

30: The events involved in it were actually common practice, because railroad businessmen had learned that more money could be made from construction contracts than from a completed railroad.

20: It became a large scandal because of sensational newspaper stories and the involvement of Massachusetts congressman Oakes Ames.

10: Identify this scandal in which the company organizing the construction of the Union Pacific railroad impoverished the railroad while making huge profits for a few businessmen. It occurred during the administration of Ulysses S. Grant.

A. Crédit Mobilier scandal (Cray-deet Mobe-lee-ay, be lenient)

Bonus: Answer the following about famous detectives or mystery writers, for ten points each.

This man was an operative for the Pinkerton Detective agency, but he did not become famous until he wrote such novels as The Maltese Falcon and The Thin Man.

A. Dashiell Hammett

This perhaps Hammett’s best known detective, since he is featured in The Maltese Falcon and is played by Humphrey Bogart in the classic film.

A. Samuel Spade
Bogart used this detective more than any other, strange since his real name is never mentioned.

A. The Continental Op
5-10-15, answer these boni about photosynthesis:

F5P - the entire photosynthesis process takes place within these organelles in plants.

Chloroplasts

FTP - This is essentially a solution of enzymes and small molecules, in which the dark reactions in photosynthesis occur.  

Stroma

F15P - These cell fragments are small pieces of isolated chloroplast membranes, that could perform the Hill reaction.

A: cynicism (also accept cynics)

The original aim of this philosophy was to seek intellectual pleasure in life.  Later, it evolved to include physical pleasure with the motto, "Eat, drink, and be merry, for tomorrow may bring pain or death."

A: epicureanism (also accept epicureans)

This school believes that that absolute knowledge is impossible to attain and that inquiry must be a process of doubting in order to acquire approximate or relative certainty. 

A: skepticism

Bonus: Name the economist from clues, for ten points each.

This 19th century English economist exemplified the laissez-faire (lehzz-ay fair) philosophy with his Iron Law of Wages, which stated that all attempts to improve the real income of workers were futile and that wages tended to remain near the subsistence level.

A. David Ricardo
This University of Chicago economist is the most significant American supporter of the philosophy of monetarism, which states that the business cycle is determined primarily by money supply and interest rates rather than by a government's fiscal policy.

A. Milton Friedman
The economic theory named for him advocated a remedy for economic recession based on a government-sponsored policy of full employment, and had a strong influence on the economic policy of the Roosevelt administration during the Depression.

A. John Maynard Keynes

Bonus: Identify these writers of ancient Rome, for ten points each.

He was the author of the work, Meditations, a treatise on Stoic philosophy.  He was also emperor from 161 to 180 AD.

A. Marcus Aurelius Antoninus 

This poets works include The Art of Love, Songs of Sadness, and his most famous, the Metamorphoses.

A. Publius Ovidius Naso 

He is the greatest comic playwright of Rome, and his comedies supplied many of the archetypal comedic characters used by Molière and shakespeare.

A. Titus Maccius Plautus

Bonus: Identify the following types of early hominids, for ten points each.

This early species existed between 4 and 3 million years ago; the famous Lucy skeleton comes from a female member of it.

A. Australopithecus afarensis (prompt on just australopithecus)

This species was named because it’s bone structure suggests that it walked entirely upright.

A. Homo erectus
This earliest member of the genus homo gets it’s name from it’s use of tools and ability to manipulate objects with greater precision than any earlier hominid.
