1. The son of an Irish clergyman, he studied medicine while at Leyden in 1754. He is now rembered for his literary career which included a time when he was employed by Samuel Richardson. Some of his works include the essay An Enquiry into the Present State of Polite Learning in Europe and the poem The Traveller. FTP, name this man who wrote The Good Natur¹d Man and She Stoops to Conquer.

Answer: Oliver Goldsmith 

2. He served as principal physicist at the U.S. Naval Ordinance Laboratory in Washington, D.C., during World War II, after which he joined Bell Telephone Laboratories, Inc. There he conducted research on the electron-conducting properties of semiconductors. FTP, name this man that shared the 1956 Nobel Prize for inventing the transistors and the 1972 Nobel Prize for the BCS theory of superconductivity.

Answer: John Bardeen 

3. This battle, considered part of the War of 1812, resulted with the Upper and Lower Creeks giving the United States nearly 20 million acres of land in what is today Alabama and Georgia. On the morning of March 27, 1814, an army of 3,300 men attacked Chief Menawa and 1,000 Upper Creek warriors. FTP, name this battle on the Tallapoosa River that Andrew Jackson won.

4. This instrument is used in formal ceremonies at such events as sunsets, circumcisions, and funerals. It is a wind instrument typically made from bamboo, although it can also be made from a log hollowed by ants or termite hollowed eucalyptus. It extends about five feet and produces a low, vibrating E or E flat hum. FTP, name this most famous instrument of aboriginal music.

6. These agents are characterized by accumulations of abnormal forms of a protein. They contain no genetic material and have no known ability to reproduce themselves. Normal ones are naturally found in the brain and can be spread by infection or heredity. They are responsible for many diseases including Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease and kuru. 19.  After first being purified and crystallized in 1955, the amino acid sequence of this 29-amino acid polypeptide was published in 1956­57. This hormone secreted by the alpha cells of the islets of Langerhans stimulates adenyl cyclase, the enzyme that catalyzes the conversion of adenosine triphosphate to 3'5'-cyclic adenosine monophosphate. FTP, name this hormone that counteracts the action of insulin.
