2. Its main text, the Han Feizi, includes such things as lists of things to avoid and techniques of ruling.  Founded by Han Feizi and Shangzi, this system of thought had three main components, fa, law, shi, legitimacy of rule, and shu, arts of the ruler.  Equal harsh treatment for all is emphasized in, for ten points, this Chinese philosophical system that places the rule of law above all else.

Answer:  Legalism
3.  The Tower of the Americas was built in San Antonio in 1968, one of the many structures that have commemorated these series of events.  The geodesic dome debuted in Montreal in 1972 while the Space Needle was introduced at the 1962 one in Seattle.  The Unisphere in Flushing gardens is another symbol of, for ten points, this international demonstration of technological advancement, which was held in New York in both 1939 and 1964.

4.  One example of this phenomenon was discovered by Voyager 1 around Jupiter in 1977 and later confirmed by earth-based observations.  Three incomplete ones were discovered in the Neptunian system in 1989, while earth-based observations in 1977 discovered nine of them around Uranus, a finding confirmed in 1986 by Voyager 2.  For ten points, name these planetary phenomena, observed by Galileo in 1610 with his observations of Saturn but first correctly explained by Christian Huygens in 1660.

For ten points, name this river, compared to William Jennings Bryan as “six inches deep and ten miles wide at the mouth,” the longest river in Nebraska.

6.  Born into a wealthy family in Gaul, this Roman was a senator during the reign of Domitian and later filled the post of consul.  Reflected in his writings, which include the now lost Agricola, is a deliberate disdain for the power hungry emperors.  For ten points, name this Roman historian of the first and second centuries A.D., the author of The Histories and The Annals of Imperial Rome.

Answer:  Cornelius Tacitus
7.  Derived from a 13th century German manuscript, this score was first performed by the Frankfurt Opera in 1937.  Latin is the predominant language in the songs, although songs 8, 9 and 10 are in Middle High German.  This work includes such movements as “Spring,” “In the Tavern” and “Love,” although its most famous movement, played in E.A. Sports commercials, is the chorus “O Fortuna.”  For ten points, name this work whose music was written by Carl Orff.

8.  Born in Chester county, PA in 1745, this man served in the Revolutionary War as a brigadier general at Brandywine and Germantown in 1777, and in July 1779 led a surprise attack on the British at Stony Point.  In 1792, a series of defeats along the frontier caused him to be given command of the Northwest army.  For ten points, name this general, often called “Mad,” who led the decisive victory at the Battle of Fallen Timbers.

9.  First postulated by Paul Durac in 1928, he suggested there exists an entire universe made of this substance.  The first constituent of this substance was observed in the cloud chamber by Carl Anderson, while the other constituents were discovered in the Bevatron in 1955 and 1960.  For ten points, name this substance that, when combined with matter, annihilates itself and the matter and releases energy.

10.  Born in the Congo, this man is currently funding a $14 million, 300-bed clinic in Kinshasa as part of his humanitarian activities.  However, this man is better known for his exploits on the basketball court.  A sophomore walk-on at Georgetown, he started his NBA career with the Denver Nuggets.  For ten points, name this 7’2” center, a four-time NBA Defensive Player of the Year, who was traded from the Atlanta Hawks to the Philadelphia 76ers in February.

11.  Born in Augsburg in 1497, this artist’s paintings demonstrate both the detail of the North and the harmony of Italy, no doubt resulting from having a master painter for a father.  He created a series of woodcuts called the “Dance of Death,” but he is better known for “Anne of Cleves” and “Erasmus.”  For ten points, name this painter of the painting where an anamorphous skull resides along the bottom of perhaps his most well known work, “The Ambassadors.”

Answer:  Hans Holbein the Younger
12.  During the Third Age, the Age of Prophecy, the world and time hang in the balance, in peril of falling under the Shadow.  Rand al’Thor, a boy leaves the farm and became more than a man; he becomes a hero of legend in RandLand.  The first book of the series, The Eye of the World, was released in 1990, and the ninth book of the series, Winter’s Heart, was released in November 2000.  For ten points, name this decatology by Robert Jordan.

Answer:  The Wheel of Time
13.  There have been three occurrences of this infamous event.  The First occurred in 1419 when Hussites evicted seven members of the Town Council from the Town Hall while the Third featured the death of Jan Masaryk in 1948.  The most famous one, the Second one, was not as deadly as the others as the victims landed on a garbage pile.  For ten points, name this 1618 window-shattering event that sparked the Thirty Years War that took place in its namesake Czech city.
