District Competition, Match #29

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Matt Weiner, Christopher Moretti and Phil Castagna are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

For ten points, name the French citizen who remains the only person charged with a crime relating to the 2001 terrorist attacks.

ANSWER: Zacarias Moussaoui [or Shaqil; or Abu Khalid al Sahrawi]

2.
 His book Profiles in Character discussed fourteen famous Floridians, but his own character has come under question, as he declined to appear at his daughter Noelle’s drug possession arraignments. For ten points, name this man accused by Democrats of influencing the 2000 recount in favor of his brother through his position as governor of Florida.

ANSWER: John Ellis “Jeb” Bush [accept John Bush; prompt on Bush]

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. There are not 1000 bytes in a kilobyte. Instead, for 10 points, how many bytes are in a kilobyte, a number equal to 2 to the 10th power? 

ANSWER: 1024 

4.
Founded in 1847, for a long time it was against government health-care programs, but recently it has chosen to advocate Medicaid and Medicare.  For ten points, what organization sponsors scientific meetings and supervises the standards of hundred of thousands of U.S. doctors?

ANSWER:  American Medical Association or AMA

This six-letter word comes from Chinese words meaning “knock” and “head”, and refers to the Chinese practice of showing deference by kneeling and touching the head to the ground. For 10 points, what is this word that in English means any display of servile deference?

ANSWER: KOWTOW

Tuff, gabbro, pumice, and granite are four types of, for ten points, what main group of rocks formed from largely molten material, as opposed to metamorphic or sedimentary?

ANSWER:  igneous rocks

The bass (BASE) version has a crook in it so that players can reach the finger holes.  For ten points, what end-blown, usually wooden flute lost popularity as a serious musical instrument in the eighteenth century, but is still used today in high school General Music classes to play tunes like “The Good, the Bad and the Ugly”?

ANSWER:  recorder

Only five percent of this country’s population lives in cities, such as Pátan, Biratnagar, and Pokhara. Located on the upper plain of the Ganges, it borders China and India and is divided into two regions, the Tarai and the Valley of Kathmandu. For ten points, name this Himalayan state, the location of Mount Everest.

ANSWER: Kingdom of Nepal [or Nepal Adhirajya]

For 10 points, name the 60s folk group which recorded “Eight Miles High,” “Mr. Tambourine Man,” and “Turn, Turn, Turn.”

ANSWER: The Byrds

10.
At first, her adoptive parents attempt to return her to the orphanage, as they wanted a boy to help around the farm. Eventually Marilla and Matthew Cuthbert decide to raise her, and she embarks on a series of hijinks in Avonlea, Prince Edward Island. For ten points, name this title character of a series of books by Lucy Maud Montgomery.

ANSWER: Anne of Green Gables [accept ANNE Shirley; accept ANNE of Avonlea]

For ten points, what technique in humans involves either the extraction of an egg or collection of a male donor’s sperm for implanting into a surrogate mother?

ANSWER:  artificial insemination

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the quotient when the polynomial x2 + x – 6 (x squared plus x minus 6) is divided by the binomial x + 3 (x plus 3)?

ANSWER: X – 2 (x minus 2)

 They have retired only one number in their history, Lanny McDonald’s 6. Joe Nieuwendyk and Al MacInnis hold most of their offensive records, while their best goalie, Dan Bouchard, was with the team from the day they began play in 1972 in Atlanta. For ten points, name this team which moved to Canada in 1981 and won a Stanley Cup in 1989, now hoping for a return to contention behind Chris Drury and Jarome Iginla.

ANSWER: Calgary Flames [accept either or both]

His poem Works and Days is addressed to his brother Perses, whom he chastises for cheating him out of his inheritance.  For ten points, what seventh century BCE Greek also wrote an epic about the creation of the Greek gods entitled Theogony?

ANSWER:  Hesiod (HEE-see-od)

 For ten points, name this location near Sacremento where California gold was first found.

ANSWER: Sutter’s Mill
Second period: 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

Born in a village near Mantua, he joined the circle of Maecenas (my-SEE-nus) after writing the Eclogues.  For ten points, who was this first century BCE poet of the farm-themed Georgics and the Aeneid?

ANSWER:  Vergil
1B.
The most storied one is in charge of sector 2814, and he has variously been Alan Scott, Hal Jordan, Guy Gardner, and Kyle Rayner. Name this DC Comics hero who protects Earth with his power ring.

ANSWER: Green Lantern
2A.
What traditional medical technique involves the pinpointing of twelve body meridians (or pathways), and then inserting needles at those meridians on the surface?

ANSWER:  acupuncture
2B.
By average atomic weight, what is the lightest metal?

ANSWER: LITHIUM
3A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, how many blocks will be necessary to build a 10-inch cube using 1-inch cube blocks?

ANSWER: 1000
3B.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the product of the binomials z + 2, z + 6 and z –2?

ANSWER: z3 + 6z2 – 4z – 24 (z cubed plus six z squared minus four z minus 24)

What nation’s mythological cycles include the mythological-historical; the Fenian, detailing the legends of Finn MacCool; and the Ulster, centering on the hero Cuchulain?

ANSWER:  Ireland (or Celtic)

4B.
Name the Supreme Court case, overturned by Brown v. Board of Education, which allowed for laws requiring “separate but equal” treatment of races. 

ANSWER: Plessy v. Ferguson [accept either party or both]

5A.
Name the organization formed in 1867 by Oliver Kelly that organized cooperatives and pressured state legislatures to cap rail transport rates for farming goods.

ANSWER: National Grange [or the Patrons of Husbandry]

5B.
What word, derived from the Italian for “in the fresh”, means outdoors or in the open air?

ANSWER: ALFRESCO
6A.
What two endings are used for the past participles of most verbs in the Spanish language?

ANSWER: -ADO (AH-doh) and –IDO (EE-doh)

In the 1790s, German playwright Aloys Senefelder discovered what printing process using a flat surface and a limestone slab, a form mastered by Toulouse-Latrec?

ANSWER:  lithography
7A.
What name, German for “building up” is given to the principle that electrons will fill the lowest available energy levels first?

ANSWER: AUFBAU principle

With the help of Maurice Wilkins’s X-ray diffraction studies, what two scientists, one an American and the other from Britain, have earned dual credit for discovering that DNA was a double helix?


ANSWER:  (James) Watson and (Francis) Crick

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Angle A is 6 degrees more than the complement of angle A.  For 10 points, what is the supplement of angle A?

ANSWER: 132 DEGREES

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the arithmetic mean of 17, 29, 55 and 67?

ANSWER: 42

9A.
Formed in 1980, it was banned in 1982 but became the governing party of Poland by 1989. Name this union led by Lech Walesa.

ANSWER: Solidarity [or Solidarność]

9B.
 Name the last emperor of Ethiopia.

ANSWER: Haile Selassie [or Ras Tafari Makonnen]

10A.
They argue that irregularly increasing the money supply does not affect real production but only causes inflation. Name this neo-classical school of economists which includes Milton Friedman.

ANSWER: monetarism
10B. 
Name the Eugene O’Neill play in which Yank, the leader of a group of coalmen on an ocean liner, examines his economic situation after an encounter with the misguided social worker Mildred Douglas.

ANSWER: “The Hairy Ape”

Third period: 15 tossups

At the end of the work, the auther placed a Retraction, asking for forgiveness for most of his literary output.  Set at the Tabard Inn in Southwark is, for ten points, what collection of stories told by a Knight, a Miller, and the Wife of Bath among others, written around 1400 by Geoffrey Chaucer?

ANSWER:   The Canterbury Tales

For 10 points, name the current president of Harvard University, who was the Treasury Secretary during the second Clinton administration.

ANSWER: Lawrence H. Summers

4.
For ten points, name the author whose decade-long addictions to heroin and termite poison were chronicled in Naked Lunch.

ANSWER: William Seward Burroughs

5.
 It contains a namesake valley carved by the Merced and Tuolomne Rivers as well as Mount Lyell, El Capitan and other peaks of the Sierra Nevadas. Several waterfalls including Bridalveil, Ribbon, Silver Strand, and eponymous 2500-foot waterfall, the highest in the U.S., may be found here. For ten points, name this 1200-square mile national park in California.

ANSWER: Yosemite National Park

For ten points, name this man whose military exploits as a member of the Axis ended with his public execution in 1945 and the end of Italian fascism.

ANSWER: Benito Mussolini

7.
Basically, this procedure is harmless, unless you have a metal object planted inside your body, as it may be dislodged by the magnetic field.  For ten points, what test, useful in detecting tumors and joint injuries, places the patient inside a cylinder containing a strong magnet?


ANSWER:  magnetic resonance imaging (or MRI)

Two Athenian citizens attempt to escape taxation by asking Epops to help them found the utopian community Cloudcuckooland in, for ten points, what Aristophanes (air-ih-STAW-fan-eez) comedy featuring the title flying animals?

ANSWER:  “The Birds”

In his 1783 essay “Jerusalem,” he advocated the separation of religious and political authority, while his most important work, Phaedon (FAY-don), deals with immortality.  For ten points, which philosopher believed that Jews could live in secular European society, and was also the grandfather of Romantic composer Felix?


ANSWER:  Moses Mendelssohn

It was opposed by Martin Van Buren’s New York faction because it gave power to Philadelphia and by populists because it was seen as aristocratic. William Strickland designed its physical location, and it was led by Nicholas Biddle during the eventually successful attempts to dissolve it by Andrew Jackson. For ten points, name this institution, the last central bank in the U.S. before the Federal Reserve.

ANSWER: Second Bank of the United States [prompt on partial ANSWER]

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. A 143 foot ladder leans 132 feet high against a wall.  The ladder slips outward horizontally 90 feet, falling flat on the ground. For 10 points, how many feet from the base of the wall is the top of the ladder?

ANSWER: 12 FEET

For 10 points, what is the dangling modifier in the following sentence. “Speaking frankly, the hot dogs here are poisonous.” 

ANSWER: SPEAKING (frankly)

 For ten points, name the archbishop who was killed by agents of Henry II in 1170.

ANSWER: Thomas á Becket
14.
For ten points, what Jewish holiday, commemorating the burning of a day’s supply of pure olive oil in the Second Temple for eight days, will be celebrated this year beginning on the night of November 29?

ANSWER:  Hanukah
15.
For 10 points, what is the minimum velocity that is sufficient for a moving body to escape from a gravitational center of attraction, such as that of the Earth or Moon?

ANSWER: ESCAPE velocity

Based on a collection of myths by Jane and Henry Schoolcraft, and adapting the trochaic tetrameter of the Finnish Kalevala, its chapters include “The Four Winds,” “Blessing the Evening Star,” and “The Peace Pipe,” while the third chapter is set “By the shores of Gitche Gumee,/By the shining Big-Sea-Water.” For ten points, name this epic poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow.

ANSWER: The Song of Hiawatha

The Universe consists of the first ten positive integers (i.e. 1 through 10).  Set A consists of every even integer in the Universe.  Set B consists of every perfect square in the Universe.  For 10 points, what is the intersection of A and B?

ANSWER: {4}
5.
Many of his accomplishments consist of carving out the name of the pharaoh who actually accomplished something and carving in his own name. Despite nearly losing his entire army at Kadesh, he was able to broker a peace between Egypt and the Hittite Empire. Over his 66-year reign, he built numerous temples. For 10 points, who was this 20th Dynasty pharaoh, often believed to be the Biblical Pharaoh? 

ANSWER: RAMSES II (the Great)
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
