District Competition, Match #31

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Matt Weiner, Christopher Moretti and Phil Castagna are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups
1.
After the 1657 and 1660 deaths of William Bradford and Massasoit (mah-sah-SOH-it), relations between the Wampanoags (WOM-puh-NOH-ug) and the Massachusetts colonial government deteriorated. The new Wampanoag leader, Metacom, started a war in 1675 that caused the death of one of every twenty Massachusetts colonists, but ended Indian political sovereignty in New England. For 10 points, what was the name given to this war, the same name as the name the English gave to Metacom?

ANSWER: KING PHILIP’S War

2.
For ten points, what name is given to the periods in the morning just before sunrise and in the evening just after sunset when people can still see reasonably well if the sky is clear?

ANSWER:  twilight
3.
Chaired by former U.S. Senator George Mitchell, the conference which created this accord excluded the Democratic Unionist Party, which boycotted at the inclusion of Sinn Fein. For ten points, identify these 1998 accords aimed at disarming the IRA and creating peace in Northern Ireland, known either by the city in which they were negotiated or the holiday on which they were signed.

ANSWER: Good Friday Agreements [or BELFAST Agreements]

4.
Take some hydroxide ions that are easily formed from water and oxygen. Increase the oxidation number of iron from +2 to +3, and throw in those hydroxide ions. For 10 points, this is a description of what chemical reaction, feared by anyone who uses iron?

ANSWER: RUST
5.
At a New Year’s celebration, this man, who is actually Bercilak in disguise, challenges any of King Arthur’s men to chop his head off, on the condition that he can return the favor one year later.  For ten points, what character in a work by the Pearl Poet has his head chopped off by Sir Gawain?

ANSWER:  the Green Knight
6.
In chemical form it is a plant sugar called hexuronic acid.  Necessary for maintaining collagen and used to treat both dental problems and scurvy, for ten points, what vitamin also known as ascorbic acid is found in citrus fruit such as limes and oranges?

ANSWER:  Vitamin C (accept ascorbic acid until mentioned)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. There are three boxes, each one containing two marbles.  One box has 2 black marbles, one box has two white marbles, and one box has one of each.  The boxes are labeled BB, WW, and BW, however all three boxes are incorrectly labeled.  What is the chance of drawing a white marble from the box marked BB?

ANSWER: ¾ (It’s either WW or BW, 3 whites and 1 black)

The early church gave him the Aramaic name Cephas, and in Jerusalem he took a moderate stance on the requirements for Gentiles to join the Christian church, placing him between the extremes of James and Paul.  Possibly martyred during the reign of Nero on the Vatican Hill, for ten points, what prominent disciple of Jesus denied knowing Christ three times after the latter was arrested?

ANSWER:  Saint Peter (prompt on “Simon”)

In this story, three adventurers, including Squire Trelawney and Dr. Livesey, hire the schooner Hispaniola to take them to the title locale.  Aided by Jim Gunn, Jim Hawkins reaches his goal in, for ten points, what 1883 novel by Robert Louis Stevenson, featuring crooked pirate Long John Silver?

ANSWER:  Treasure Island
10.
For ten points, name the McLean, Virginia-based publication which has become the second-most-circulated newspaper in the United States on the strength of its simplistic style and colorful graphics.

ANSWER: USA Today
11.
According to its formulator, it consists of a number of images called archetypes, or unlearned ways of seeing things. Examples of these include the hero, the maiden, the family, the father and the mother. It can also be defined as the reservoir of our experiences as a species, or a “psychic inheritance.” For 10 points, what is this psychoanalysis concept developed by Carl Gustav Jung?

ANSWER: COLLECTIVE UNCONSCIOUS

Ironically, he received the endorsement of the NAACP in his 1958 run for governor. He turned more hardline on racial issues in his 1962 campaign, which he won. After failing to get his state constitution amended in 1966 to allow governors to serve two consecutive terms, he announced the candidacy of his wife Lurleen. He ran for President several times, being wounded during his 1972 campaign. For 10 points, who is this man that served four terms as governor of Alabama?

ANSWER: George Corley Wallace

The discoverer of this process, Charles Goodyear, never became rich from it, although it made rubber commercially viable for a number of uses. For 10 points, Goodyear discovered what process that involves adding sulfur to rubber to make it more durable?

ANSWER: VULCANIZATION
14.
This eight-letter word can refer to a large, steep waterfall from a precipice, as opposed to a cascade. An example of this type of waterfall can be found on the Nile. For 10 points, what is this word which also refers to a cloudiness in the lens of the eye that leads to reduced vision?

ANSWER: CATARACT
15.
Margaret Herrick said the name came from its apparent resemblance to her uncle, Bette Davis claimed its name came from its apparent resemblance to her husband, and Hollywood writer Sidney Skolsky said he chose the name to “negate pretension”. For 10 points, in late March of every year, around 55 of what foot-high statuettes are awarded by the Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences for excellence in motion pictures?

ANSWER: Oscar [prompt on Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences Award] 

Second period: 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

In the Arabian Nights, what man who induces strangers to carry him until they drop dead was encountered by Sinbad on his fifth voyage, and has a name very close to that of a title of a Hemingway novel?


ANSWER:  The Old Man of the Sea

What happens to protein synthesis when a messenger RNA strand hits a UGA, UAA, or UAG codon?

ANSWER:  it stops (these are stop codons)

Which nineteenth-century British Quaker woman wrote what she called an “autobiography of a horse,” Black Beauty?

ANSWER:  Anna Sewell
2B.
What is the past participle of the French verb faire, often paired in English usage with the word accompli?

ANSWER: FAIT (fay)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the hexadecimal solution to the hexadecimal problem three F nine plus E one seven (3F9 + E17)?

ANSWER: 1210

Who served as Secretary of State between 1898 and 1905 under McKinley and Roosevelt?

ANSWER: John Milton Hay
4A.
Name the 42 BCE battle in Macedonia at which Octavian and Antony defeated Cassius and Brutus.

ANSWER: Second Battle of Philippi

For ten points, which British Romantic landscapist painted View on the Stour Near Dedham, Hadleigh Castle, and The Hay Wain?

ANSWER:  John Constable

Adaptive radiation into many diverse species and natural selection of species into extinction are examples of what development process studied extensively by Charles Darwin that often takes millions of years?

ANSWER:  evolution

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. How many 2 digit numbers greater than but not equal to 35 can be made using different numbers from the set {3, 4, 5} ?

ANSWER: 4

“Giulio Cesare” (say-ZAR-ay), “Tamerlano,” “Orlando,” and “Agrippina” are all operas written by, for ten points, what English-German Baroque composer of “Water Music” and “The Messiah”?

ANSWER:  George Frederick Handel

What sausage-shaped cellular organelle also contains an outer membrane, and is the site for ATP-generating respiratory activities such as the Krebs cycle and the electron-transport chain?

ANSWER:  mitochondrion

Someone who is suffering from nyctalopia has loss of vision at what time?

ANSWER: NIGHT (accept equivalents)

The Eloi are preyed upon by the Morlocks in what 1895 science fiction work by H.G. Wells, featuring travel hundreds of thousands of years into the future?

ANSWER:  The Time Machine

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. If cosecant of theta equals the square root of 2 (csc θ = √2), what is the value of cotangent-squared of theta (cot 2 θ)?

ANSWER: 1

Name the 1969 war between El Salvador and Honduras that erupted after a World Cup qualifying match between those two nations.

ANSWER: Soccer War [accept Futbol War; accept La Guerra del Fútbol]

9A.
Name the 1944 battle in which the German goals of advancing to the Meuse River and capturing the airfields at Antwerp were thwarted in the Ardennes forest.

ANSWER: Battle of the Bulge (prompt on Ardennes)

Name the director of The Client, Batman Forever, Batman & Robin, and Bad Company.

ANSWER: Joel Schumacher

The total kinetic energy and momentum are conserved in what type of collision?

ANSWER: (perfectly) ELASTIC

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Vector A is -5i + 3j + 6k.  Vector B is 4i – 5j + 2k.  For 10 points, what is the cross product of A and B?

ANSWER: 36i + 34j + 13k
Third period: 15 tossups
1.
 There is only one SCSI port on most servers, but most SCSI peripherals have two SCSI ports – one to attach to the server and the other to attach to the next peripheral. In this way, multiple SCSI peripherals can be attached to a server. For 10 points, this is a description of what type of “chain”?

ANSWER: DAISY chain

2.
At the San Fernando Academy of Arts in Madrid, this artist  associated himself with Garcia Lorca and Buñuel, and with the latter collaborated on the films “The Age of Gold” and “An Andalusian Dog.”  For ten points, what man painted both The Sacrament of the Last Supper and The Persistence of Memory, both Surrealist masterpieces?

ANSWER:  Salvador Dali

This city’s cultural attractions include the Pioneer Courthouse Square, Tom McCall Waterfront Park, and the Arlene Schnitzer Concert Hall. Known as the “Rose City” for its multiple public flower gardens, it is the home innovating urban planning models to avoid sprawl. For ten points, name this city on the Willamette and Columbia Rivers and in the shadow of Mount Hood, the most populous in Oregon.

ANSWER: Portland, Oregon

He leaves behind Sullivan and Fletcher after he is exiled for his odd principles, but he is rewarded with entry into a “higher plane of existence.” His social troubles stem from his unique value system, which places food below perfecting the ability to fly. For ten points, name this protagonist of a namesake allegory by Richard Bach.

ANSWER: Jonathan Livingston Seagull

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. A car dealer offers a 10% discount off the list price for any car on the lot.  At the same time, the manufacturer offers a $2000 rebate for each purchase.  If the list price of a car is $18,000, for 10 points, how much money does the buyer save if the discount is applied before the rebate rather than after?

ANSWER: $200
6.
Before being returned to the nineteenth century, “Boss” Hank Morgan loses his trust in technology, having already become disillusioned with chivalry and religion. For ten points, name this Mark Twain novel.

ANSWER: A Connecticut Yankee in King Arthur's Court
7.
One type, known as emitting, of these interstellar objects have been ionized by ultraviolet radiation from nearby stars, and therefore emit light.  The other type, known as dark, is not so ionized and is therefore only noticeable for what they obscure. For 10 points, what are these interstellar clouds of gas and dust?

ANSWER: NEBULAe

Plato wrote a dialogue about this friend of Pericles, engaging him in a conversation with Socrates.  The innovator of the "adversary system" into legal studies, for ten points, which Athenian Sophist philosopher noted, "Man is the measure of all things?"

ANSWER:  Protagoras


9.
The Peace of Nicias (nih-SEE-us) created an eight-year gap in the fighting. However in 413 BC during the Sicilian campaign, the Athenian army was utterly destroyed and half its navy was destroyed, paving the way for renewed hostilities where the Persians joined the Spartans in the struggle against Athens. For 10 points, what was this war fought between the Spartans and the Athenians between 431 and 404 BC?

ANSWER: PELOPONNESIAN War

The female protagonist was only able to save $1.87 for a Christmas present for her husband. She then proceeds to have her long, luxurious hair cut off to buy a platinum watch-chain for her husband’s gold watch. However, her husband had sold his watch to buy some expensive tortoise-shell combs for her. For 10 points, this is a description of what short story by O.Henry featuring newlyweds Jim and Della? 

ANSWER: “The Gift of the Magi”

11.
While in Parliament, he opposed the measures that led to the American Revolution. However, in 1776, he was sent to the Americas, and served under Generals William Howe and Henry Clinton. In 1780, he was sent to subdue the Carolinas and Georgia, a campaign that led directly to the defeat that ended the American Revolution. For 10 points, who was this man, the British commander at Yorktown?

ANSWER: Charles Cornwallis
12.
What is the adverbial phrase in the following quote from Byron’s The Destruction of Sennacherib? ”The Assyrian came down like a wolf on the fold.” 

ANSWER: LIKE A WOLF

13.
For 10 points, what graduate of West Chester East High School has shattered the University of Virginia’s single-season passing yardage and touchdown passes records? 

ANSWER: Matt SCHAUB 

14.
An interaction between the solar wind and the Earth’s magnetic field causes, for ten points, what phenomenon, a curtainlike display of lights seen in both the northern and southern regions of the Earth?

ANSWER:  Aurora (Borealis or Australis)

15.
Its tributaries, including the Karasu, Murat, and Khabur, form in Turkey. It then flows through the cities of Deir ez-Zur and Raqqa in northern Syria, creating Lake al-Assad, and fills reservoirs in southern Iraq. At Basra, it flows into the Shatt al Arab. For ten points, name this river which forms the traditional southern boundary of the Fertile Crescent before meeting the Tigris.

ANSWER: Euphrates River [or FIRAT]

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.

Characters encountered in this novel include the murderous Blue Duck and two women of ill repute, Maggie and Lorena. It takes place along a cattle drive from the Rio Grande to Montana on which life’s lessons reach Woodrow Call, Jake Spoon, and Guy McRae. For ten points, name this Pulitzer-winning novel by Larry McMurtry.

ANSWER: Lonesome Dove
2.
For ten points, give the legislative tactic, named for a Dutch word for “pirate,” which can be ended by a cloture vote and describes continuous speaking by a minority voting bloc to stop the passage of a bill.

ANSWER: filibuster

3.
In the last decade of his life he founded the Immune Response Corporation, which conducted research into finding an AIDS vaccine.  However, who, for ten points, is best known for developing an inactivated viral vaccine against polio in 1953, which saved a lot of lives until Sabin developed his oral vaccine in the 1960s?

ANSWER:  Jonas Salk

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the least common multiple of 6 and 27?

ANSWER: 54

5.
Contrary to fears that newly elected president Luiz Inácio Lula da Silva planned to implement socialism, the IMF endorsed economic initiatives in this country in November 2002. For ten points, name this large Western Hemisphere country that received a thirty billion dollar IMF loan after a central bank collapse in 1998.

ANSWER: Federative Republic of Brazil [or República Federativa do Brasil]
