District Competition, Match #35

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Matt Weiner, Christopher Moretti and Phil Castagna are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District before all District champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

A “blue” disk can be downloaded off the artist’s website and has a Middle-Eastern theme. The “red” disk and “green” disks in the double-CD set have the same songs, but the red disk has a more “rock” feeling, and the green disk has some banjo, mandolin and fiddle put in. For 10 points, these are the various format of what CD whose songs include “She’s Not Just a Pretty Face”, “Wanna Get to Know You That Good” and “Forever and For Always”, the latest CD from Shania Twain?

ANSWER:  human genome
3.   As a verb, this five-letter word means to get the better of an adversary by using a hidden resource, such as having a higher-ranking contact in the government. In recent years, it has become a synonym for great wealth, due to a very wealthy real estate developer's having the same name. For 10 points, what is this word whose primary usage is in card games, to describe a suit which outranks all other suits?

ANSWER: TRUMP

What is the type of electromagnetic radiation that is immediately longer than the visible light spectrum?

ANSWER: INFRARED
5.
For ten points, name the successor of Lal Shastri as Indian prime minister whose 1984 order to attack the Golden Temple in Amritsar caused her assasination by her Sikh bodyguards.

ANSWER: Indira Priyadarshini Nehru Gandhi [prompt on Gandhi]

6. 
At Ragnarok, he swallows Odin, but Odin's son Vidar stabs him to death.  For ten points, what creature is chained by Gleipnir, and is the wolf offspring of Loki and Angerboda?

ANSWER:  Fenris wolf (or Fenrir)


7.
With Thomas Dekker, he wrote “The Witches of Edmonton,” and on his own completed the tragedies “Perkin Warbeck” and “The Broken Heart.”  For ten points, what seventeenth century English playwright of “’Tis Pity She’s a Whore” has the same first and last name as the American film director of “The Grapes of Wrath?”

ANSWER:  John Ford
8.
Some fungi and algae may contain more than two types of them, while in mammals, the hypothalamus releases pituitary hormones, which in turn regulates production of them in the ovaries and testes.  For ten points, what haploid cells merge together to form zygotes in sexual reproduction?

ANSWER:  gametes (accept “sex cells” until “zygotes”)

9.
Consisting of journalist Zhang Chunqiao, soldier Wang Hongwen, author Yao Wenyuan, and the widow of Mao Zedong, Jiang Qing, they were sentenced to life in prison for treason in 1980. For ten points, name this group which attempted to re-institute hardline communism in China after Mao’s death.

ANSWER: Gang of Four
10.
Like Degas (day-GAH), he worked on studies of ballet dancers, but his were done in the medium of bronze, as were portraits of Pope Benedict XV, George Bernard Shaw, Victor Hugo, and Honore de Balzac.  For ten points, what Frenchman also sculpted more monumental pieces such as The Burghers of Calais and The Gates of Hell, which included The Thinker?

ANSWER:  Auguste Rodin (roh-DAN)

For ten points, what two-word name is given to both the separation of the Orthodox and Western Churches in 1054, and also the split between Popes at Avignon (ah-vin-YOHN) and Rome in 1378 following the Babylonian Captivity?

ANSWER:  Great Schism
12.
During the Irish Civil War in 1922, she has to fight both poverty and the constant alcoholic stupor of her husband.  What title character of a Sean O’Casey play, for ten points, must deal with her spouse, called the Paycock, and shares her name with the queen of the Roman gods?

ANSWER:  Juno Boyle

13.
Executed sporadically over 1918 to 1921, one of them culminated in the deportation of 249 immigrants, including Emma Goldman, to the USSR on the Buford. For ten points, give the common name for these anti-communist initiatives launched as part of the first “Red Scare” by Woodrow Wilson’s Attorney General.

ANSWER: Palmer Raids

Top-level examples of this include .net (dot-net), .org (dot-org) and .com (dot-com). For 10 points, what is this term which, broadly applied, refers to the part of an e-mail address to the right of the at-sign?

ANSWER: DOMAIN
15.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the volume, in cubic inches, of a sphere that is 5 inches in radius?

ANSWER: 500/3 PI cubic inches

Second period: 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the cardinality of the set of positive odd numbers less than 10?

ANSWER: 5
1B.
It was chaired by Oliver Howard, and it founded his namesake university in Washington DC. Name this War Department agency which provided food and medical attention for former slaves, to whom it originally planned to distribute eight hundred thousand acres of land.

ANSWER: Freedmen’s Bureau
2A.
While Lee Suggs has been getting many of the headlines for Virginia Tech, what other running back helped carry the load for the Hokies, getting 12 carriers and nearly 70 yards per game?

ANSWER: KEVIN JONES
2B.
What eighteenth century British author wrote in many genres, including the essay collection “The Citizen of the World,” the poem “The Deserted Village,” the play “She Stoops to Conquer,” and the novel The Vicar of Wakefield?

ANSWER:  Oliver Goldsmith
3A.
Corbaccio the Crow and Corvino the Raven are two of the men who kiss up to the title character in what play by Ben Jonson, subtitled “The Fox?”

ANSWER:  “Volpone” (voal-POH-nay)

3B.
For ten points, what type of immune cell, related to B cells, comes in cytotoxic, suppressor, and helper types?

ANSWER:  T cell (or T lymphocyte)

4A.
In which geologic period, beginning 1.7 million years ago and comprised of the Pleistocene and Holocene Epochs, do we currently live?

ANSWER:  Quaternary Period

4B.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is 119 mod 9?

ANSWER: 2
5A.
Named after a town in Nebraska and found in parts of eight states from Wyoming to Texas, it contains as much water as Lake Huron. Name this underground reservoir which irrigates the high plains.

ANSWER: Ogollala Aquifer [or OGLALA Aquifer]

5B.
This chair of the Democratic Struggle Party succeeded Abdurrahman Wahid in 2001 with celebrity gained from her father—the founder of what is now the fourth most populous country in the world. Name this current president of Indonesia.

ANSWER: Megawati Sukarnoputri

6A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the sixth term of the sequence whose first five terms are 2, 5, 11, 23, 47?

ANSWER: 95 (2 times previous term plus 1)

6B.
Produced by the second Decemviri council in 451 BCE, they took effect by order of Valerius and Horatius two years later, ending the threat of a plebian secession. Name these documents which displayed all Roman laws to that point.

ANSWER: TwELVE TABLES
7A.
For ten points, name the Democrat who succeeded Pete Wilson and, in 2002, won re-election over Bill Simon, as governor of California.

ANSWER: Joseph Graham “Gray” Davis, Jr.

7B.
The protagonist is an optician, and his comments about making frames provide clues to the perspective of this book. Name this Kurt Vonnegut novel, partially set during the bombing of Dresden, in which Billy Pilgrim becomes unstuck in time.

ANSWER: Slaughterhouse-Five: Or, the Children's Crusade: A Duty-Dance with Death

This six-letter word's original meaning was a fugitive slave from the West Indies. Today, it has two meanings: one a dark reddish brown to dark purplish red, the other, to put ashore on a desert island and intentionally abandon. What is the shared word?

ANSWER: MAROON

What type of formula shows the simplest ratio of elements in a compound?

ANSWER: EMPIRICAL

What name is given to the thick fluid made up of enzymes, hydrochloric acid, and partly digested food, the material churned by the stomach?

ANSWER:  chyme

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the magnitude of the vector (4, 10)?

ANSWER: 2√29 or √116

An economic theory based on this concept was developed by Marshall and Jevons. It decreases with each additional unit, leading to the law of diminishing returns. Give this term for the additional satisfaction gained by consuming another unit of an item.

ANSWER: marginal utility
10B. 
Ignoracio elenchi; psot hoc, ergo propter hoc, and ad hominem are three informal types of what seven-letter term denoting an error in reasoning leading to an illogical conclusion?


ANSWER:  fallacy

Third period: 15 tossups

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. An urn initially contains three red chips and two black chips.  Two balls are removed at random without replacement.  What is the probability that the two balls are both red?

ANSWER: 3/10 (3/5 * ½ )

2.
It borders the Tsugaru Strait, the Pacific Ocean, the Inland Sea, the Kammon Strait, and the Sea of Japan. For ten points, name this largest Japanese island, where one may find Tokyo, Osaka, and Mount Fuji.

ANSWER: Honshu
3.
The non-Judaism of O.J. Simpson is mentioned, as is the Judaism of David Lee Roth, James Caan, Kirk Douglas, Dinah Shore, Captain Kirk, Mr. Spock, all three Stooges and Rod Carew (he converted). These people are all mentioned in, for 10 points, what song which begins with an entreaty to “put on your yalmulka”, written by Adam Sandler?

ANSWER: The HANUKKAH SONG

He started out as an architecture student, but Justus Liebig inspired him to go into chemistry, and in 1854 he discovered the first known organic acid that contained sulfur.  Eleven years later, which German scientist, for ten points, announced that the structure of benzene was a hexagonal ring of six carbon atoms?

ANSWER:  Friedrich August Kekule (keh-KOOL-ay) von Stradonitz

5.
At its end, the poet surmises that “the horses’ heads/were toward eternity” after riding in a carriage with the title character and Immortality. For ten points, name this Emily Dickinson poem in which the title figure makes a kindly stop.

ANSWER: “Because I could not stop for death”

6.
This 1986 Nobel Peace Prize winner has written scholarly works such as Souls on Fire and The Jews of Silence. For ten points, name this Romanian-French-American author of the personal Holocaust memoirs The Testament and Night.

ANSWER: Eliezer “Elie” Wiesel

7.
For ten points, name the book credited with rallying public support for a ban on the pesticide DDT, written in 1962 by Rachel Carson.

ANSWER: Silent Spring
8.
This author of The Conscience of a Conservative and The Conscience of a Country returned to the Senate after his landslide Presidential defeat, serving as a Republican from Arizona until 1986. For ten points, name this man who won only eight states against Lyndon Johnson in 1964.

ANSWER: Barry Morris Goldwater
9.
This phenomenon, named for the Austrian physicist who first observed it in 1842, is the reason why radar and modern navigation work, and is the reason why most stars have a “red-shift”. For 10 points, what is this phenomenon, where sound and light waves appear to “compress” when coming from an object moving closer to the observer, and thus sound higher-pitched?

ANSWER: DOPPLER effect

The composer of this symphony is reported to have said about its first movement, “There Fate knocks at the door.”  For ten points, what 1807 work by Beethoven begins with the trademark “dot-dot-dot-dash,” and is the middle symphony in his repertoire? 

ANSWER:  Beethoven’s Fifth Symphony

11.
William Lovett led this movement, which had demands including universal male suffrage in annually held elections, electoral redistricting, salaries and an end to eligibility restrictions for members of Parliament, and secret ballots. For ten points, name this movement which inspired many reformist bills in mid-nineteenth century Britain.

ANSWER: Chartism
12.
He was vice-president under Nelson Mandela and chair of the African National Congress for two years before he won election in his own right in 1999. For ten points, name this current president of South Africa.

ANSWER: Thabo Mvuyelwa Mbeki
13.
In what tense is the last verb in the following sentence? “Before we left to go home, we just had to tell our hosts what a wonderful time we had had.” 

ANSWER: PAST PERFECT

14.
The Rhizobium bacterium works in a symbiotic relationship with the root ends of plants in a fixation process to convert, for ten points, what element into ammonia?

ANSWER:  nitrogen fixation

15.
Although a defendant may be guilty, the jury may decide nonetheless to acquit him, if the jury believes the law is unjust. For 10 points, what is this doctrine where juries can refuse to enforce unjust laws, a doctrine shared by the government of South Carolina after the Tariff of Abominations? 

ANSWER: Jury NULLIFICATION

ANSWER: CELLULOID

Whistler’s The White Girl, Titian’s Venus with a Mirror, Leonardo’s Ginevra dei Benci (BEN-chee), and Cole’s The Voyage of Life are all located in, for ten points, what American art museum endowed by Andrew Mellon in 1937 and located in DC?

ANSWER:  The National Gallery of Art

For 10 points, what is the English translation of the Latin verb ire (EE-ray)?

ANSWER: to GO
4.
Their cities on the modern sites of San Lorenzo and Veracruz were the first in what is now Mexico, and they dominated the area until the Mayans displaced them in the tenth century BCE. For ten points, name this group which left jade carvings and enormous stone heads.

ANSWER: Olmecs

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the arithmetic mean of 13, 17, and 27?
