Regional Competition, Match #5

These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Adam Fine, Christopher Moretti and Matt Weiner are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

Its southern tip drains into the St. Clair River with Port (BLANK) on the US side and Sarnia on the Canadian side. Its source is the St. Mary’s River. Near its northern tip is the Strait of Mackinac. For 10 points, what is this lake that has over 30,000 islands and has the largest shoreline of the five Great Lakes?

ANSWER: Lake HURON

Sir Georg (GAY-org) Solti, Otto Klemperer, and Zubin Mehta (MAY-tah) are known primarily for working in what classical music occupation, where a band or orchestra is directed using arm gestures?

ANSWER:  conducting (or conductors)

Toward the end of The Return of the King he poses as Sharkey, bullying hobbits throughout the Shire with the help of some nasty Men.  For ten points, who led a much more prominent and evil existence as the White Wizard of Isengard (EYE-zen-gard), before he was cast out by Ents in J.R.R. Tolkien’s The Two Towers?

ANSWER:  Saruman (the White, or the Multi-Colored)

What oil tanker ran aground on Bligh Reef in Alaska on March 24, 1989, causing 260,000 barrels of oil to spill into Prince William Sound, a major ecological disaster?

ANSWER:  Exxon Valdez (val-DEEZ)

The central idea of this group of socialists was that the revolution would not come violently, but after decades of political evolution through the ballot box. For 10 points, what was this group of 19th century British socialists who took their name from a Roman general that refused to take on the Carthaginians directly?

ANSWER: FABIAN society or FABIANS

For ten points, what often-painful procedure is used as a last resort for patients suffering from lymphoma or leukemia, and involves the destruction of the diseased body fluid, replacing it with healthy fluid from a donor?

ANSWER:  bone marrow transplant

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. A real estate developer has 50 units to sell.  2-bedroom units sell for $70,000 each.  3-bedroom units sell for $95,000 each.  If the real estate developer stands to make $3,800,000 if all 50 units are sold, how many 3-bedroom units did she have?

ANSWER: 12

The novel opens in the Bowery section of New York as Pete rescues Jimmie from a fight. Years later, Jimmie’s sister is enchanted by Pete, but Mary, the mother of Jimmie and the title character, disapproves. Nelly lures Pete away, and the titular collar factory employee becomes a prostitute and is eventually found dead under mysterious circumstances. For ten points, name this novel by Steven Crane.

ANSWER: SPAIN

Louis II, Prince de Condé (kohn-DAY), led the second uprising in 1650 after he had defeated the first a couple years earlier, but he was defeated himself by the Royal Army led by Turenne.  For ten points, what pair of unsuccessful revolts early in the reign of Louis XIV were against the administration of Louis’s chief minister, Cardinal Mazarin?

ANSWER:  Frondes (FRONDS)

It is a mathematical description of all the possibilities for an object. For 10 points, what is this function, also called Schrodinger’s Equation?

ANSWER: quantum WAVE function

Freshmen Moulaye Niang, Christian Moody, and Jeff Hawkins arrived on this team in 2002, joining scoring leaders Kirk Hinrich, Keith Langford, and Nick Collison. They lost last year’s team leader, Drew Gooden, to the NBA after losing to Maryland in the NCAA semifinals. For ten points, name this perennial basketball power coached by Roy Williams.

For 10 points, what color is the “screen of death” seen on Windows machines which have encountered a fatal error and require a reboot?

ANSWER: BLUE

His self-described “poetic” works include Dialogues in Limbo, while he later wrote Realms of Being and Skepticism and Animal Faith. His most prominent novel may be the story of Oliver Alden entitled The Last Puritan, but he is probably best known for an aphorism in The Life of Reason. For ten points, name this author who wrote “Those who cannot remember the past are condemned to repeat it.”

ANSWER:  Lohengrin

He was originally a conscientious objector for World War I, but agreed to join the army. Who was this Tennessee native that led a squad that killed 25 and captured 132 Germans in an engagement in the Argonne Forest in October 1918?

ANSWER: Sergeant Alvin YORK
2A.
Father Zossima is a monk who guides the religious morals of Alyosha in what Dostoyevsky novel that also features Alyosha’s siblings Dmitri and Ivan?

ANSWER:  The Brothers Karamazov
2B.
Canadians in this province that didn’t join Canada officially until 1949 are also considering secession, citing concern over the waste of its natural resources. What is this province whose capital is St. John’s? 

ANSWER: NEWFOUNDLAND (prompt on Labrador)

3A.
The law of physics that states that the induced voltage in a circuit is proportional to the rate of change of the magnetic field is named after what physicist?

ANSWER: FARADAY’S law

For 10 points, what is the French word for the number “25”?

ANSWER: VINGT-CINQ (van-SEENK)

4A.
Her descendants have taken DNA testing to prove they are descended from a member of the Jefferson family, but it cannot be proved that Thomas Jefferson is among their ancestors. Who is this slave woman that allegedly had several children with Jefferson?

ANSWER: Sally HEMMINGS

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. A city block is 660 feet long.  A runner can run 80 blocks in an hour.  For 10 points, what is his average mile time over that distance?

ANSWER: 6:00 (SIX MINUTES)

What is a line, ray, or segment that intersects two or more coplanar lines, rays, or segments, each at a different point?

ANSWER: TRANSVERSAL

Which Dutch scientist studied centrifugal force, invented a pendulum clock, and in 1656 discovered Saturn’s rings?

ANSWER:  Christiaan Huygens (HOY-genz)

Which French director of the films “Grand Illusion” and “Rules of the Game” was the second son of the Impressionist painter of Moulin de la Galette, Pierre-Auguste?

ANSWER:  Jean Renoir (ren-WAHR)

What treaty concluded on June 7, 1494 divided claims to the New World between Spain and Portugal, at a line 370 leagues west of the Cape Verde Islands?

ANSWER:  Treaty of Tordesillas (tor-de-SEE-yas)

Bethlehem Hospital was an insane asylum in London. What word meaning a noisy, chaotic or confusing situation comes from the name of Bethlehem Hospital?

ANSWER: 100  001  110 (just turn each digit into binary)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. For 10 points, in how many orders can a list of 8 names be called?

ANSWER: 40,320

The rate of diffusion of a gas is inversely proportional to the square root of its molecular weight. This is a description of what law?

ANSWER: GRAHAM’S Law

Third period: 15 tossups

Its outermost layer contains openings called stomates, and like skin is called an epidermis.  Containing the xylem and phloem vascular bundles, what main part of a plant is responsible for transporting materials between leaves, flowers, and roots?

ANSWER:  stem

For ten points, name the band, formed by Joel and Benji Madden before either learned how to play an instrument, currently finding success with “Lifestyles of the Rich and Famous” off their album The Young and the Hopeless.

ANSWER: Good Charlotte

Dams placed along its length create Lake Kariba between Zambia and Zimbabwe and Lake Cahora Bassa in Mozambique. For 10 points, what is this 1600 mile long river in southern Africa, the continent’s fourth-longest, and also the site of Victoria Falls?

ANSWER: ZAMBEZI River

When someone is defenestrated, they are thrown out of, for 10 points, what object?

ANSWER: a WINDOW

The narrative poems “The Rape of Lucrece” and “Venus and Adonis” established the literary reputation of, for ten points, what Englishman better known as the dramatist of works such as “Love’s Labor’s Lost” and “Timon of Athens?”

ANSWER:  William Shakespeare

It can be given as an honorary title to outstanding Muslim scholars, such as al-Ghazali, while for Shiites, a person holding this position must be from the clan of Mohammed.  For ten points, what term also refers to a leader of Friday prayers, used as a title for the caliphs by Sunni Muslims?

ANSWER:  imam

Their written history dates back to 50 BCE, making them the first people in the New World to keep historical records, while their Classical period lasted from 292 to 909 CE.  For ten points, what civilization had capitals at both Tikal and Chichen Itza, and dominated the Yucatan for centuries?

ANSWER:  Maya

Her husband, Scott, has not been ruled out as a suspect in her Christmas Eve disappearance. She was 8 months pregnant when her husband last saw her before going on a fishing trip. For 10 points, who is this 27-year-old Modesto woman that has a $500,000 reward for her return? 

ANSWER: Laci PETERSON

For 10 points, what type of sentence consists of two or more independent clauses?

ANSWER: COMPOUND sentence (accept COMPOUND-COMPLEX sentence)

10.
It is a form of recombination that occurs during meiosis, when two adjacent chromosomes twist around each other and exchange up to 20% of their genetic information.  For ten points, what is this process that occurs within all meiotic organisms, including John Edward?

ANSWER:  crossing over

He was the architect of the Kansas-Nebraska Act. He was also the Northern Democratic candidate for President in 1860. For 10 points, who was this man that was re-elected to the Senate in 1858 over the opposition of Abraham Lincoln?

ANSWER: Stephen DOUGLAS

It is a semiprecious variety of chalcedony (chal-SEH-doh-nee) quartz, with very fine grains, and often contains alternating white and black straight bands.  With name derived from the Greek for “fingernail,” for ten points, what type of stone also names a hip-hop group that scored a 1990s hit with “Slam?”

ANSWER:  onyx

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Matrix A is a 3-by-2 matrix, with elements A11 (A one-one) through A32 (A three-two) of 0, 3, -1, -4, 1, and 2 in row major order.  Matrix B is a 2-by-2 matrix, with elements A11 (A one-one) through A22 (A two-two) of 4, 0, -2, 1, also in row major order.  For 10 points, what is the product of the matrix multiplication A times B?

ANSWER: THE THREE-BY-TWO MATRIX WITH ELEMENTS A11 THROUGH A32 OF -6, 3, 4, -4, 0, 2

It comes from the Algonquian word for “he dreams,” and it can last for over a week.  It used to be a religious ceremony, with dancing and singing to commemorate the dead, but decimation of Native Americans during the nineteenth century led to its secularization.  For ten points, what tribal celebration and meeting also includes pipe smoking and gift giving?

For ten points, in an Arabian Nights tale, what woodcutter finds a cache of stolen gold in a cave that opens using the magic words “open sesame,” but is then pursued by the Forty Thieves?

ANSWER:  Ali Baba
SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.

Plutarco Calles (KAH-yays) was the first president that represented, for ten points, which political party that dominated Mexican politics from 1929 until 2000, when Vicente Fox and the National Action Party defeated them?

ANSWER:  PRI (or Partido Revolucionario Institucional or Institutional Revolutionary Party)

Proud early movie roles such as Iggy in Surf Ninjas and Erwin in Demolition Man followed the pace he established with the annoying Richard Laymer character on Saturday Night Live. As Herman Ferguson, he supported Sylvester Stallone in Judge Dredd, and has since costarred with Survivor alum Colleen Haskell in The Animal. For ten points, name this star of Men Behaving Badly and The Hot Chick.
