Scholastic Bowl, 2003-04 season

Regional Competition, Match #2


These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the Regional level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Adam Fine and Gary Bugg are the authors of these questions.

Regions must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a) Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the Region competition or the schools that are members of the given Region before all Region champions have been announced is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

(b) Competitors may not discuss or otherwise reference these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all Region champions have been determined. This is also meant to keep question security.

(c) After that, these questions may be freely released to entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. These questions may also be discussed or otherwise referenced between entities within the Commonwealth of Virginia. This is meant to allow the proliferation of these questions so that all schools in the Commonwealth of Virginia may have practice material for future Scholastic Bowl competitions, and therefore this practice is encouraged.

(d) These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.

First period, 15 toss-ups

1.  For 10 points, who was the founder of the National Association for the Advancement of Colored People?

ANSWER: W.E.B. _DuBois_ (doo-BOYZ)

2.  For 10 points, what rule delineates the placement of additional electrons in the unfilled orbital of lowest energy? 

ANSWER: _Aufbau_

3.  It can mean a fine, silty soil, common in the southern and western United States, which forms an unusually sticky mud when wet. For 10 points, what five-letter word also means a soup or stew thickened with okra pods?

ANSWER:  _gumbo_

4.  This event is recorded in Chapter 17 of Matthew and Chapter 9 of both Mark and Luke.  According to the accounts, Jesus took Peter, James, and John to Mount Tabor, where he demonstrated that he fulfilled the Old Testament prophecies of the Messiah.  For ten points, identify the event, marked by an August 6 feast, where Jesus suddenly appeared to talk with Moses and Elijah.

ANSWER:  _Transfiguration_

5.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the base-three logarithm of 729?

ANSWER: _6_

6.  For 10 points, who is the author of the Left Behind series of books?

ANSWER: Tim _LaHaye_

7.  In Russian myth, he is a father figure and a blacksmith who forges chains that keep the Earth and the oceans in place.  In Scandinavia, he may have originated from a son of the wind god Kari named Jokul.  For ten points, what folk figure was depicted as a wood nymph or an elf in nursery rhymes, and as the personification of cold may be "nipping at your nose," as the song "Chestnuts Roasting on an Open Fire" proclaims?

ANSWER:  _Jack Frost_

8.  Keiko the killer whale died at age 27 in a Norwegian fjord, ending hopes of returning him to a life in the wild. For 10 points, Keiko starred in what 1993 movie about a whale released back to the wild?

ANSWER: _Free Willy_

9.  Unlike a credit card, this type of card automatically withdraws money from the user's checking account at the time of the transaction. For 10 points, what is this type of card issued by a bank that is in many other ways similar to a credit card?

ANSWER: _debit_ card

10.  For 10 points, what name is given to the practice of charging one body by bringing it into the electric field of another already charged body?

ANSWER: induction_

11.  He was arrested in May 2002 at Chicago's O'Hare Airport on charges of allegedly being part of a plot to plant a radioactive "dirty bomb". However, the 2nd Circuit Court of Appeals ruled that he must be released from military custody within 30 days and tried in civilian courts. For 10 points, who is this U.S. citizen that is at the center of a legal controversy?

ANSWER: Jose _Padilla_

12.  He wrote of a Fascist dictatorship established in the United States in his 1935 novel It Can't Happen Here. For 10 points, who is this author, better known for writing Arrowsmith?

ANSWER: Sinclair _Lewis_

13.  For 10 points, what is the only radioactive isotope found in organic matter?

ANSWER: _carbon 14_

14.  In 1938, it was 25 cents. In 1956, it was $1. In 1967, it was $1.40. In 1980, it was $3.10. When it was last raised in 1997, it was $5.15. For 10 points, what is this amount that represents the smallest amount employers can pay their employees?

ANSWER: _minimum wage_

15.  When it doesn't have a fan, it is passive; when it has a fan, it is active. For 10 points, what name is given to this computer component that lowers the temperature around the CPU?

ANSWER: _heat sink_

Second period, 10 directed questions for each team

Questions with an A after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a B after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  Name the A.B. Guthrie novel in which you find the characters Boone Caudill, Jim Deakins, and Teal Eye.

ANSWER: _The Big Sky_

1B.  In the sentence "They have read neither the book nor the magazine," neither and nor are what type of conjunction?

ANSWER: _correlative_ pairs

2A.  Scientists have a reaction that they can use to create millions of copies of a single gene. What is this reaction called?

ANSWER: _polymerase chain_ reaction or _PCR_

2B.  According to the ideal gas law, one mole of gas at standard temperature and pressure occupies how many liters?

ANSWER: _22.4_ liters

3A.  With a feast day on September 30, what saint and Doctor of the Church translated the Bible into the Latin (or Vulgate) form?

ANSWER:  Saint _Jerome_ (or _Eusebius Hieronymus_)

3B.  What mountain range is located between the Arkansas and Missouri Rivers in northwest Arkansas and southwest Missouri?

ANSWER: _Ozark_s

4A.  During classical times, what adjacent city served as the port for Athens?

ANSWER: _Piraeus_ (pee-RAY-us)

4B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is 7 choose 4?

ANSWER: _35_

5A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. How many degrees are in each exterior angle of a regular decagon?

ANSWER: _36_ degrees

5B.  The August 14 blackout was eventually traced to three power line failures in what state?

ANSWER: _Ohio_

6A.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Angles A and B are interior angles on the same side of the traversal. If A's measure is 77 degrees, what is B's supplement?

ANSWER: _77_ degrees

6B.  In states with no-fault divorce, these two words are the "grounds.” What is this two-word term that describes disagreements between spouses that are so severe that married life is more or less impossible?

ANSWER: _irreconcilable differences_

7A.  What eruptive geothermal feature is fueled by superheated groundwater?

Answer:  _geyser_

7B.  Which recent Kennedy Center honoree directed Working Girl and The Birdcage, but is best known for winning the Academy Award for his 1967 film The Graduate?

ANSWER:  Mike _Nichols_

8A.  What band's Jam Master Jay was shot in Fall 2002?

ANSWER: _Run DMC_

8B.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. What is the fourth root of the product of 16^6 (sixteen to the sixth power) and 16^2 (sixteen squared)?

ANSWER: _256_ (16^(8/4) = 16^2)

9A.  TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. Name the two fictional speakers of these lines:  "The crooked man? Excellent!" I cried. -- "Elementary," said he.

ANSWER: _Dr. Watson and (Sherlock) Holmes_

9B.  What word goes before acceleration, impulse, velocity and momentum when used in reference to bodies in rotation?

ANSWER: _angular_

10A.  With what ship did the ironclad C.S.S. Virginia have a five-hour naval duel on March 9, 1862?

ANSWER: U.S.S. _Monitor_

10B.  What is the French word for "leg"?

ANSWER: _jambe_ (ZHOMB)

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  According to a nursery rhyme, "Monday's child is fair of face and Tuesday's child is full of grace." For 10 points, Wednesday's child is full of what?

ANSWER: _woe_

2.   He discovered the microorganisms that cause anthrax, tuberculosis and cholera. For 10 points, name the German bacteriologist and microbiologist who is considered to be the founder of modern medical bacteriology.

ANSWER: Robert _Koch_ (koke)

3.  Rosina Storchio was the first to play this title character, in 1904.  After her marriage in Nagasaki to an American officer, she waits three years for his return, but when he does return, he and his new wife take her boy away.  For ten points, name this geisha (GAY-shuh), also known as Cio-Cio (CHO CHO) San, driven to suicide by her former love Pinkerton in a Puccini opera.

ANSWER:  Madame _Butterfly_ (accept "Cio-Cio-San" until mentioned)

4.  TWO ANSWERS REQUIRED. For 10 points, name the Romantic poem and the poet that begins with these lines:  "Thou still unravished bride of quietness, / Thou foster-child of silence."

ANSWER: _"Ode on a Grecian Urn" (not to a Grecian Urn) by (John) Keats_

5.  He commanded the anti-Communist forces during Finland's Civil War of 1918. After an attempt to establish a monarchy collapsed, he secured international recognition of Finland, and then in the 1920s he retired from public life to pursue humanitarian goals. In the 1930s, he oversaw Finland's rearming, and in the 1940s, he defended Finland against Soviet attacks. For 10 points, who was this leader who secured Finland's independence and continued existence during the World Wars?

ANSWER: Carl Gustaf _Mannerheim_

6.  He was portrayed by Martin Landau in a 1994 Oscar-winning performance.  Recognized as a horror actor, he was plagued throughout his career by typecasting, possibly because of his tremendous success in that genre.  For 10 points, what actor was born Bela Ferenc Dezso Blasko (BAY-lah FAY-rank Days-SHOW Blasko) in Hungary, but used a stage name for his best-known role as "Dracula"?

ANSWER: Bela _Lugosi_

7.  In 1882, it acquired a majority interest in the Western Electric Company, securing a supplier for parts and equipment. In 1899, it reorganized itself under its present name. Over the next 83 years, it expanded service around the world, until its breakup in 1982, creating what are known as the "Baby Bells". For 10 points, what is this company that once dominated telephone service in the U.S.?

ANSWER: _AT & T_ (American Telephone and Telegraph) (prompt on Bell)

8.  Between 1600 and 1868, Japan was ruled by, for 10 points, what dynasty of shoguns?

ANSWER: _Tokugawa_ shogunate

9.  For 10 points, at mid-ocean ridges, such as the mid-Atlantic ridge, what are the oceanic crustal plates doing relative to each other?

Answer: _diverging, separating, moving apart, etc._   (any similar answer)

10.  For 10 points, what Pulitzer prize-winning novel begins: "My father and mother should have stayed in New York where they met and married and where I was born. Instead, they returned to Ireland when I was four, my brother Malachy (muh-lock-e), three, the twins, Oliver and Eugene, barely one, and my sister, Margaret, dead and gone." It was written by Frank McCourt.

ANSWER: _Angela's Ashes_

11.  He was the first Mesopotamian king to claim the title of "King of the Four Quarters." After conquering Sumeria, he defeated the Amorites of the upper Euphrates Valley, extending his empire from the Persian Gulf to the Mediterranean. However, after his death, his empire fell apart in less than two centuries. For 10 points, who was this king of Akkad and history's first empire-builder?

ANSWER: _Sargon_

12.  James Bond is the principal character in the novels From Russia with Love and Dr. No. For 10 points, who created the James Bond character?

ANSWER: Ian _Fleming_

13.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. Since the beginning of the year, the average price of gas has been rising at a constant rate of 2 cents per month.  By November first, the price had reached $2.06 a gallon.  For 10 points, what was the price of a gallon of gas at the beginning of the year?

ANSWER: _$1.86_

14.  The octagon-shaped Chapter House can be found southeast of the south transept of this structure.  Begun in 1245 on the site of an old Norman church built by Edward the Confessor, architect Henry of Reims mainly followed the French Gothic plan found at Chartres (SHART) Cathedral.  For ten points, what great English church is home to the Poets' Corner and is the site of the coronation of kings?

ANSWER:  _Westminster Abbey_

15.  For 10 points, what is the sugar found in DNA?

ANSWER: _deoxyribose_

SPARE QUESTIONS (In the second period, try to replace the question discarded with the a spare question in that subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to cross out the questions if/as they are used.
1.  This eight-letter noun beginning with p has synonyms of discretion, foresight, forethought and circumspection. For 10 points, what is this noun that means careful management or economy?

ANSWER: _prudence_ (do not accept prudent since it is an adjective)

2.  THIS IS A MATH QUESTION. For 10 points, what is the sum of 14/51 and 16/102?

ANSWER: _22/51_ (most probable equivalent is 44/102)

3.  In Fall 2003, this chain restaurant celebrated its 30th birthday. The chain is known for its decor of old movie posters and stock certificates, as well as such combos as "The Threeway".  For 10 points, what restaurant chain that recently announced new low-carb additions to its menu, includes July's birthstone in its name?

ANSWER: _RUBY TUESDAY_

4.  The calcaneus, talus, cuboid and metatarsals are all bones located in, for 10 points, what organ?

ANSWER: the _foot_

5.  While Regina (reh-JYE-nuh) is the capital of and second largest city in Saskatchewan, for 10 points, what city is the largest city in Saskatchewan?

ANSWER: _Saskatoon_
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
