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These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

First period: 15 tossups

2.  It was an ancient Greek measure of distance, equal to about 185 meters. In biology, it refers to a stage in the development or life history of an organism. What is this word that more commonly refers to a large, usually open, structure for sports events with tiered seating for spectators?

ANSWER: _ Stadium _ 

3.  This computer was developed by the U.S. Army to calculate ballistic firing tables in 1946. Initially the machine had to be rewired when it needed to be reprogrammed, though this requirement was removed in 1948. What is this famous early computer, best known for its massive 30-ton weight?

ANSWER: _ENIAC_ or _E_lectronic _N_umerical _I_ntegrator _A_nd _C_omputer

4.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. An identification number has five digits.  The first two are binary identifiers, and the last three are digits 0-9.  How many unique IDs can be made?

ANSWER: _4000_

5.  This political party is split between moderates who support the Prime Minister and hardliners who oppose him and support this party's Orthodox allies and support continued building of settlements on the West Bank. What is this political party that governs Israel and is led by Ariel Sharon?

ANSWER: _Likud_ [lee-KOOD]

6.  This group's third and final album, 1999's "Forever", featured the song "Goodbye." "Say You'll Be There," "2 Become 1" and "Wannabe" became hits in the UK and the US from their self-titled debut album. What is this group whose members included Emma Bunton, Melanie Brown, Melanie Chisholm, Geri Halliwell and Victoria Beckham?

ANSWER: _Spice Girls_

7.  King Charles II settled a large loan with his father in 1681 by granting him a large plot of land in the New World. The King was also glad to see a place where religious and political outsiders, such as Quakers and Whigs, could go, far away from England. Who was this man, a Quaker himself, that was the first governor of a state that bears his name?

ANSWER: William _Penn_

8.  In _The Lord of the Flies_, who is the shy, dreamy boy who defies the Lord of the Flies to its face and prophesies the coming of the rescuers, but is ritualistically killed by Jack's hunters?

ANSWER: _ Simon _

9.  These structures, which are not actually whole cells, become active when brought into contact with collagen. This happens when a blood vessel lining is damaged, and once activated, they release coagulation factors. What are these structures that help to clot blood?

ANSWER: _platelets_ or _thrombocytes_

10.  What was the name of the supercontinent that formed at the end of the Permian period and broke up during the Triassic to form Gondwana and Laurentia?

ANSWER: _Pangaea_

11.  Uncle Oscar becomes involved in the conspiracy by pledging the oath of secrecy "On honor bright" in what D.H. Lawrence short story about a boy who rides a wooden animal to learn what horse will win the race?

ANSWER: _ "Rocking Horse Winner" _

12.   What type of energy is represented in this equation: Na + energy gives Na (plus one) and one electron?

ANSWER: _ionization_ energy

13.  He gave the horses Xanthus and Balius to Peleus on the latter's wedding day.  He owed much to Metis, the daughter of Oceanus, as she gave him the idea of giving a potion to his father Cronus that made Cronus vomit up his older brothers and sisters. ANSWER:  _Zeus_ (accept "Jupiter" until "Cronus")

ANSWER: Nikita _Khrushchev_ [KROOSH-cheff]

15.  At the premiere of his opera "Guntram" at Weimar in 1894, his lead soprano, Pauline de Ahna, had a temper tantrum; immediately after, he announced their engagement.  Pauline encouraged which composer to write more prominent works, including the tone poem "Thus Spake Zarathustra" and the opera "Salome" (SAL-oh-may)?

ANSWER:  _Richard (REE-card) Strauss_ (prompt on Strauss)
Second period, 10 directed questions per team

ANSWER: _cervical_ vertebrae

ANSWER: de _Medici_ [MEH-dee-chee]

2B.  What is the name of the volcano on the big island of Hawaii that has been erupting since 1983, primarily through a vent named Pu'u'o'o? (pronounced poo-oo-oh-oh)

ANSWER: _Kilauea_

3A.  The Daleks were the main villains in what British science-fiction series that is returning to the BBC in 2005?

ANSWER: _Doctor Who_

3B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Negative nine is less than the quantity three x minus six which in turn is less than 9. {-9 < 3x - 6 < 9}  What is the solution inequality for x?

ANSWER: _negative one is less than x is less than five_ {-1 < x < 5}

4A.  His _History of the Peloponnesian War_ begins by tracing the history of the Hellenic race and ends, unfinished, in 411 B.C., seven years before the wars ended. Name this Greek historian. 

ANSWER: _ Thucydides _ (thu-SID-uh-deez) 

4B.  Many people suffer from phobias. If you suffer from necrophobia, of what are you afraid?

ANSWER: _ Death or dead things _ 

5A.  What is the point at which a triangle's three medians intersect?

ANSWER: _centroid_ NOTE: do NOT accept "center"

5B.  British general John Burgoyne surrendered to American generals Horatio Gates and Benedict Arnold after what important 1777 battle?

ANSWER: Battle of _Saratoga_

6A.  _1919_ is the second novel in the trilogy _U.S.A._ and takes the characters introduced in _The 42nd Parallel_, plus a few others, through World War I. Name the author of these works.

ANSWER: John _Dos Passos _

6B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is 371 squared?

ANSWER: _137,641_

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  Mount Shasta, Mount Hood, Mount Rainier and Mount St. Helens are located in -- what mountain range that extends from Northern California to the southern end of British Columbia, and helps make the Pacific Northwest very rainy?

ANSWER: _Cascade_ Range (accept High Cascades, and even accept Cascade Mountains, which is the part of the Range that's in Canada.)

2.  What is known is that he was broadcast on June 27 on al-Jazeera, apparently held hostage by several masked men. On July 3, he was reported to have been beheaded. However, he appeared at the US Embassy in Beirut a week later. What happened in between is the subject of debate. Who is this Marine Corps Corporal whose story captivated the nation this summer?

ANSWER: Wassef Ali _Hassoun_

Based on a restaurant on Greenwich Avenue where two streets meet, identify this 1942 Edward Hopper painting depicting three patrons and a cook at an all-night diner.

ANSWER:  _Nighthawks_

9.  Although she never married, she apparently fell in love with the eminent and happily married Reverend Charles Wadsworth, whom she saw face to face no more than four times. Who is this American poet, who died at age fifty-six, and who is known as the "Belle of Amherst"?

ANSWER: Emily _Dickinson

10.  Today this media outlet is a subsidiary of General Electric and operates several cable channels and a broadcast network. What is this network, founded by David Sarnoff in 1926 and long associated with the three-note G-E-C chime and a peacock?

ANSWER: _NBC_ Universal Television or _National Broadcasting Company_ 

11.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Convert, to slope-intercept form, the equation 2x + 3y = 10. 

ANSWER: _y = -2/3x + 10/3_ (Y equals negative two-thirds x plus ten-thirds)

12.  He was born with the name Jacob Leon Rubenstein. In 1964, he spoke with the Warren Commission in Dallas, but begged to be taken to Washington DC, as he feared for his life, a request that was ignored. He died in 1967 while awaiting a re-trial on his murder conviction. Who was this man that is best known for killing Lee Harvey Oswald live, on national TV? 

ANSWER: Jack _Ruby_

13.  This name is given to the study of infradian rhythms, which occur over long-term cycles, circadian rhythms, which occur over a 24-hour period, and ultradian rhythms, which occur several times in a day. What is this name, which comes from the Greek for "time life science?"

answer: _chronobiology_

14.  In the Old English epic _Beowulf_, the feasting hall Herot was built by -- what king of the Danes who appeals to Beowulf for assistance?

ANSWER: _ Hrothgar _  

15.  This movie's main character moves to a Chicago suburb after a childhood in Africa, when her mother accepts a position at Northwestern University. The main character at first joins, then plots to bring down, a clique of popular girls known as the "Plastics." What is this summer 2004 movie whose main character is Cady Heron and stars Lindsay Lohan?

ANSWER: _Mean Girls_

(Try to replace the question discarded with the spare question in a subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to mark off the questions as they are used.
1.  Words are put together in sequences to form sentences. By what name is this systematic, orderly arrangement known?

ANSWER: _Syntax_

2.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. In the sequence with terms two-thirds, five-sevenths, eleven-thirteenths, and seventeen-nineteenths, what is the next term?

ANSWER: _23/29_ (NOTE: these are consecutive pairs of primes)

3.  Towards the end of this war, Ariel Sharon led two divisions between the Egyptian Second and Third Armies, nearly encircling the Egyptian Third Army and threatening Cairo itself. Only the intervention of the US and USSR ended the war. In the Arab nations, this war is called the October War or the Ramadan War. What is this war which was fought between Israel and an Arab coalition in October 1973, named for the Jewish holiday on which it began?

ANSWER: _Yom Kippur_ war (accept October War or Ramadan War before it is mentioned)
