These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a)
Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District, without prior approval of Shawn Pickrell, is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

The discussion or other reference to these questions with other entities in the Commonwealth of Virginia that are associated in any way with the Scholastic Bowl competition before all District champions have been determined is prohibited. This is also meant to keep question security.

These questions may not be released AT ANY TIME to entities outside the Commonwealth of Virginia, except with prior approval of Shawn Pickrell. Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

1.  This Virginia town, along with West Point, is one of two towns in the state of Virginia to have its own school system. The building of the Bay Bridge marked a decline in this Northern Neck town's tourism industry. What is this town, a popular beach destination for Washington DC residents during the 1940s and 1950s, located in Westmoreland County?

answer: _Colonial Beach_

2.  For a baseball, it's 43 meters per second; for a typical raindrop, it's 9 meters per second.  Its formula is the square root of the quantity 2 times m times g over D times rho times A.  Name this maximum for a falling object.

ANSWER: _terminal velocity_ or _terminal speed_

3.  Her baptismal name was Rebecca, and her Indian name was Matoaka [mah-TOH-kuh]. Her short marriage to John produced a child, Thomas, whose descendants live today. She toured England as an "Indian Princess" in 1616, but caught smallpox and died a year later in England. Who was this daughter of Powhatan that is also known for supposedly saving the life of John Smith?

answer: _Pocahontas_ (prompt on Rebecca _Rolfe_)

4.  He kills Anna's father, the Commendatore (koh-men-da-TOAR-ay), in a duel.  He has his servant Leoporello keep a catalog of all the women that he has seduced.  Which title character of a 1787 Mozart opera is a legendary womanizer who ends up being dragged down to Hell?

ANSWER:  _Don Giovanni_ (prompt on "Don Juan" until "title character") 

5.  By the time he enrolled as a freshman in high school at age nineteen, he had worked in a cannery, on an ice wagon, and in a jute mill. He had earned the title "Prince of the Oyster Pirates" for robbing the nets of other fisherman when he worked on a sealing vessel to Siberia. Yet within a year, he had satisfied the requirements for high school and completed one college semester as well. Name this American author who used his adventures to write such stories as "To Build a Fire" and _White Fang_. 

ANSWER: Jack _ London _ 

6.  The book is an account of a young man's experiences in battle and of his short career as a soldier. It details the daily routine of soldiers who seem to have no past or future apart from their lives in the trenches. Name this antiwar novel set in World War I and written by Erich Maria Remarque (re-mark). 

ANSWER: _ _All Quiet on the Western Front_ _ 

7.  Blood taken from one side of these monsters could restore a person to life, but blood from the other side was instantly fatal. Two of them, Stheno [suh-THEE-noh] and Euryale [YOU-ree-ah-lay], were immortal. The third was a mortal princess punished by Athena for sleeping with Poseidon in her temple. Medusa was the mortal member of -- what trio of female monsters in Greek mythology?

answer: _Gorgon_s

8.  It is given the same name in both the Spanish and the Portuguese languages -- and this is the name we seek. It started in 718 AD with the Visigothic king Pelayo defeating the Moors at Alcama, and ended in 1492 when Ferdinand and Isabella expelled Bobadil of Granada from the Iberian Peninsula. El Cid is one of the great heroes of -- what taking back of the Iberian Peninsula from the Moors by the Christian kingdoms that eventually became Spain and Portugal?

answer: la _Reconquista_ 

9.  This pronoun in French is used when the indirect object is not a person. What is this pronoun that is often used to form questions with the words "il" [eel] and “à" [ah]?

ANSWER: _y_ [ee]

10.  These two small organs found just above the tonsils actually help fight disease. what are these two lymphatic organs?

ANSWER: _adenoids_

11.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the value of the floor function of negative two point eight plus the value of the floor function of three point eight?

ANSWER: _zero_

12.  Leah Labelle and Matthew Rogers were both finalists, but did not make the top 10, thus missing the summer tour.  Two Hawaiians, Camile Velasco and Jasmine Trias, did make the top 10, while George Huff was the highest finishing man, ending up in fifth.  This sums up last year's competition on what Fox TV show, where Diana DeGarmo was runner-up to Fantasia Barrino?

ANSWER:  _"American Idol"_

13.   Popular with troops during the American Civil War and World War I, they were melodramatic paperback novels that frequently dealt with Deadwood Dick and his frontier adventures. By what nickname were these novels known, based on their early cost of ten pennies?

ANSWER: _ Dime _ novels

14.  This Danish astronomer is best known for discovering supernovas. Who is this Danish astronomer also known for his prosthetic nose?

answer: Tycho _Brahe_

15.  This Virginia city was first known as "Middle Plantation" and became a city in 1722. John D. Rockefeller started the effort to restore its 18th century buildings to original condition -- a project that today provides immense employment and business for the region. A college was established in the town in 1693, and six years later, the town became the state capital. What is this city whose "Colonial" District is one of Virginia's leading tourist attractions?

answer: _Williamsburg_

Second period, 10 directed questions per team

Questions with an “A” after their number will be read to the team that selects set A of questions; questions with a “B” after their number will be read to the team that selects set B of questions.

1A.  Spelled one way, it refers to the Christmas season or a large log traditionally burned in a fireplace at Christmas. Spelled in another way, it is a contraction for the second person singular personal pronoun and the verb _will_. What is the word?

ANSWER: _ Yule or you'll _ 

1B.  Which man served as the lead anchor for the "CBS Evening News" from 1962 until 1981, and was known for his trademark line "And that's the way it is"?

ANSWER:  Walter _Cronkite_

2A.  What Swiss-based food maker is considering selling its Perrier mineral water unit after unions there refused a settlement offer?

answer: _Nestle_

2B.  Set before her family moved west onto the Prairie, what is the title of the first book in Laura Ingalls Wilder's series? 

ANSWER: _ _Little House in the Big Woods_ _ 

3A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the distance between the points (-2, -1, 4) and (6, -4, 12), in radical form?

ANSWER: _SQRT(137)_ or the _square root of 137_ (the regular distance formula can be applied to three dimensions)
3B.  In nature, sometimes a female's eggs can develop without being fertilized by sperm. This occurs sometimes in insects such as aphids. What is this process called?

ANSWER: _parthenogenesis_ (prompt on "virgin birth")

4A.  What Egyptian queen was the first wife of the religious reformer Akhenaton, and has a famous statue of her in Berlin's Egyptian Museum?

answer: _Nefertiti_ 

4B.  In the S&P 500, what does the abbreviation S&P stand for?

answer: _Standard & Poor's_

5A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Give the products of these reactants: Zn + H2SO4
ANSWER: _ZnSO4_ and _H2_

5B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is 1.987 pi radians expressed in degrees, to the nearest hundredth?

ANSWER: _357.66_

6A.  It is mentioned several times in the Old Testament, and is a place where the bad and the good, the slave and the king and the pious and the wicked all go. What is this afterlife destination of Judaism, a place meaning, "the pit?"

answer: _Sheol_ (do not accept Gehenna, as later Jewish writers accepted that as a place where the unrighteous went.)

6B.  Court painter to King Philip IV, which Spanish artist painted _The Water Seller of Seville_, _The Forge of Vulcan_, and _Las Meninas_?

ANSWER:  Diego _Velazquez_

7A.  What state's Acadia National Park is the second-most visited national park in the US?

answer: _Maine_

7B.  On Mars, water goes directly from the solid to the vapor state without ever becoming a liquid; in other words, it never has a chance to evaporate from the liquid state.  What is this ice-to-vapor transformation called?

ANSWER: _sublimation_

8A.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Find the molar mass of a gas (in grams per mole) when the density is given as 1.25 grams per liter at standard temperature and pressure.

ANSWER: _28_ grams per mole (multiply 22.4 liters by 1.25)

8B.  Who commanded Confederate forces at the Seven Days battles until being wounded, and then commanded Confederate forces during the Atlanta campaign until being replaced with John Bell Hood?

answer: Joseph E. _Johnston_

9A.  At the end of Tennessee Williams' _A Streetcar Named Desire_, what character loses touch with reality but says, "I have always depended on the kindness of strangers"? 

ANSWER: _ Blanche DuBois _ (du-bwah) 

9B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. a, b, c, and d are distinct positive integers such that a is less than b is less than c is less than twenty is less than d.  What is the minimum possible value of a plus b plus c plus d?

ANSWER: _27_

10A.  What are the three categories of systems of linear equations, in terms of the number of solutions they might have?

ANSWER: _consistent, inconsistent, dependent_ NOTE: accept "single-solution, no-solution, infinite-solution" or in any order

10B.  Name the 18th-century novelist and playwright who is considered one of the founders of the English novel and who is best known for the novel _Tom Jones_.

ANSWER: Henry _ Fielding _ 

Third period, 15 toss-ups
1.  Among his major mistakes were the exaggerated importance he ascribed to the role of oxygen in acids and the inclusion of a weightless “heat substance" in his list of chemical elements. Name this French chemist who disproved Stahl's phlogiston (flo-JIS-ton) theory when he demonstrated that oxygen gas in the air is involved in combustion, rusting, and respiration.

ANSWER:  Antoine Laurent _ Lavoisier _    

2.  He started writing poetry at the age of 12, since his short size and being hunchbacked precluded him from other affairs. However, his "An Essay on Criticism" was his first well-noted work. Who is this poet perhaps best known for "The Rape of the Lock?"

answer: Alexander _Pope_

3.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Angle ABC measures 76 degrees.  The ray BX bisects ABC, and the ray BY bisects XBC.  What is the measure of ABY?

ANSWER: _57 degrees_

4.  Her film career began at age 16 with "My First Biscuits," directed by D.W. Griffith.  A star throughout the teens and twenties, her movies include "Little Annie Rooney," "Pollyanna", and "Coquette," for which she won an Oscar.  Name this wife of Douglas Fairbanks Sr., born Gladys Smith, who in the silent film era was known as "America's Sweetheart."

ANSWER:  Mary _Pickford_

5.  Although Virginia doesn't require these people to carry an embossing seal, most people needing their services want one affixed to documents requiring that type of service. What are these quasi-officials who, in Virginia, can acknowledge signatures, take oaths and certify copies of non-government documents? 

answer: _notary_ public

6.  Along with Bugsy Siegel and Lucky Luciano, he helped form the Five Pointers gang of the 1920s. He helped bankroll Siegel's Las Vegas enterprise, and objected to Siegel's killing at the secret meeting in Havana that ordered his murder. In the 1970s, he was indicted on tax evasion charged but fled to Israel, which extradited him three years later. Who was this most famous of Jewish gangsters?

answer: Meyer _Lansky_

7.  Who discovered and described the nucleus of the cell?

ANSWER: Robert _Brown_

8.  Roxio Incorporated bought this well known, although legally clouded name in 2003, relaunching it as a legal music service in October 2003. Now, it plans to have an IPO, change its name and adopt the famous feline logo of -- what file-swapping service that was the first target of the recording industry? 

answer: _Napster_

9.  Of the three cases of pronouns, which case functions as the subject of a clause?

ANSWER: _ Nominative _  accept subjective

10.  A native of Boston, she appeared on the show "Kids Say the Darnedest Things," and blew away Bill Cosby with her rendition of Aretha Franklin's "Respect."  Born in December 1990, she signed with Blackground Records, where she penned three of the songs on her debut album, including "Keep On Keepin' On."  Name this young singer of the 2004 #1 hit "Leave (Get Out)."

ANSWER:  _JoJo_ (or Joanna _Levesque_)

11.  “Sophistication” is one of the short stories contained within -- what collection of stories written by Sherwood Anderson and named for the fictional Midwestern town in which it is set?

answer: _Winesburg, Ohio_

12.  In 1981, this movement suffered under a crackdown from the government of Wojciech [woy-TSEE-ech] Jaruzelski. During most of the 1980s, it existed only underground -- with support from the CIA and the Roman Catholic Church. In 1988, it engineered a nationwide strike that forced the Communists to the bargaining table, and its leader became the first President of the post-Communist era. What was this Polish labor movement led by Lech Walesa?

answer: _Solidarity_ or _Solidarnosc_ [saw-lee-DAR-noshch]

13.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. The eyepiece of a microscope is 10X and the objective lens is 30X. What is the total magnification of the microscope?

ANSWER: _300_ or _300X_

14.  The father-in-law of this Biblical figure sent his chief servant to Mesopotamia to find a non-Canaanite wife for his son. When she offered both the servant and the servant's camels water, the servant chose her. She bore her husband twins, and then conspired with her younger twin son to cheat her elder twin son out of his birthright and his paternal blessing. Who was the mother of Jacob and Esau and wife of Isaac? 

answer: _Rebekah_ 

15.  What is the name for the formula CaSO4?

ANSWER: _Calcium sulfate_

Spare questions 
(Try to replace the question discarded with the spare question in a subject area – i.e. science for science, social studies for social studies, etc.) Be sure to mark off the questions as they are used.
1.  This group is offering a $50,000 reward to anyone who can prove whether George W. Bush performed Air National Guard duties at Dannelly Air National Guard Base in Alabama. Its ads feature Robert Mintz who has no memory of Bush ever being at the base. What is this group established by Democrats to question Bush's record in the National Guard?

answer: _Texans for Truth_

2.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the smallest integer greater than one that has both an integral square root and an integral fifth root?

ANSWER: _1024_

3.  What type of computer program are Elk Cloner, I Love You, and Anna Kournikova all examples of?

ANSWER: _virus_

4.  This American expatriate declared his admiration for Benito Mussolini and, between 1941 and 1943, made several hundred broadcasts over Rome Radio, often openly condemning the U.S. war effort. After spending six months in a prison camp near Pisa, he was returned to the U.S. on charges of treason, pronounced to be "insane and mentally unfit for trial," and spent twelve years in Saint Elizabeth's Hospital in Washington. Who is this man, often called the "poet's poet," best known for _Hugh Selwyn Mauberley_ and _The Cantos_? 

ANSWER: Ezra Loomis _ Pound _ 

5.  Aurangzeb brought this empire to its greatest territorial extent but his other actions led to its decline. It then lasted on paper for most of the 18th and 19th centuries until it was ended by the British raj in 1857. This empire, in better days, had rulers such as Babur, Akbar the Great and Shah Jahan I, who built the TaJ Mahal. What was this empire that ruled most of India? 

answeR: _Mughal_ or _Mogul_
