These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

1.  The United Kingdom was shocked in September when protestors over this issue broke into Parliament and were able to run across the floor of the House of Commons when it was in session. The Commons then passed a proposed bill banning this activity 339-155, despite the protests of rural groups. What is this activity, popular among the British wealthy, in which a vixen might be chased?

answer: _fox hunting_ (prompt on hunting)

2.  Cannon from this fort were dragged across a New England winter and established on Dorchester Heights, forcing the British to evacuate Boston on March 17, 1776. The fort had been captured on May 10, 1775, with the garrison of 22 British soldiers literally sleeping and the Americans literally walking in the unlocked front gate. What was this fort on Lake Champlain that was captured by a joint expedition of Benedict Arnold and Ethan Allen's Green Mountain Boys?

answer: Fort _Ticonderoga_

3.  For the majority of the 1990s, this product was the dominant force in Internet browsers, maintaining a majority usage until 1998 when Microsoft's Internet Explorer 5.0 passed it for the first time. What is this once popular Internet browser, which in 1998 released the majority of its code as an open source project by the name of Mozilla and was bought out by AOL in 1999?

ANSWER: _Netscape_ Navigator or _Netscape_ Communicator

4.  Some states allow an affidavit to serve as this special form of testimony. It is part of the pre-trial discovery process and is part of the preparation for a trial. What is this act or fact of a witness giving sworn testimony outside of court and before the trial?

answer: _deposition_

5.  It chronicles the life of the leader of an Igbo community, from the events leading up to his banishment from the community for accidentally killing a clansman, through the seven years of his exile, to his return. Name this novel, set in Nigeria, and written by Chinua Achebe (uh-chay-bay).

ANSWER: _ _Things Fall Apart_ _

6.  What are, spelled out, the three letters that in French form the ending of the present participle?

ANSWER: _A N T_

7.  It opened its first franchise on Labor Day 1955 in Avondale Estates, a suburb of Atlanta.  Now headquartered in Norcross, Georgia, favorites on the menu include Bert's Chili and Lib's Patty Melt.  Identify this chain of 24-hour diner-style restaurants found at nearly every interstate exit in the South, and known for its signature breakfast food.

10.  Irish monks were already there when the Vikings arrived in the late 9th century, but the monks left the island. By 930, it established a constitution, but in 1262, it united with Norway, and in 1814, it went with Denmark. In 1918, it became fully independent, with Denmark taking foreign and defense affairs. When Denmark was conquered in World War II, the US assumed responsibility for its defense. What is this only member of NATO without an army?

Who was this man who was dictator of Spain from 1939 to 1975?

answer: Francisco _Franco_

12.  This church obtains its name from the Scottish church of the same name, which ordained its first bishop. It has entered into a full communion relationship with the Evangelican Lutheran Church in America. Despite having only three million members, it counts more than a quarter of US Presidents and Supreme Court Chief Justices and half the members of Congress as members. What is this branch of the Anglican Church in North America? 

answer: the Protestant _Episcopal Church_ in the United States of America

13.  When one's own kidneys fail, a machine can be used to do the kidneys work. By what same name are the machine and treatment known?

ANSWER: _dialysis_ machine or _dialysis_ treatment

14.  A multidisciplinary field embracing chemistry, physics, botany, zoology, and medicine, it includes the identification of human bodies. Network television has made this field of science used in solving criminal cases very popular in recent years. What is it?

ANSWER: _ Forensic _ science

ANSWER: fractional _distillation_ 

2A.  What English King, who ruled between 1272 and 1307, conquered Wales and was also known as "Hammer of the Scots?"

answer: _Edward I_ or _Edward Longshanks_ 

2B.  What father of Methuselah is described in Genesis chapter 5, verse 24, as having "walked with God; then he was no more, because God took him away" due to his extreme righteousness? 

answer: _Enoch_

3A.  There are 2 ions absolutely essential to the transmission of a nerve message along a nerve cell. One is the potassium ion. What is the other ion?

ANSWER: _sodium_ ion

3B.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. Matrix A has elements 3, 6, 3, 9.  What is A times the scalar 6, given in the same order?

3.  This three-act drama takes its name from "Harlem," a Langston Hughes poem. What is this play that features Walter, Ruth, Mama, and Beneatha Younger living on the south side of Chicago in the late 1940s?

Ladders necessary for the British to storm the American positions were also not provided, helping result in over 2,000 casualties, compared to but 71 for the Americans. What battle was fought on January 8, 1815, and resulted in a decisive American victory to close out the War of 1812?

answer: Battle of _New Orleans_

15.  THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. In triangle ABC, angle A measures 64 degrees, and the measures of angles B and C are of a 15 to 14 ratio.  If ABC is scalene, what is the measure of angle C?

ANSWER: _56 degrees_

1.  She wrote two children's stories, _The Moon Lady_ and _The Chinese Siamese Cat_. Name this American author whose novels contrast the hardships their immigrant mothers experienced in China with the lives of their American daughters. She wrote _The Joy Luck Club_ and _The Kitchen God's Wife_.

ANSWER: Amy _ Tan _ 

2.  He ordered the building of St. Basil's Cathedral after the conquest of Kazan and Astrakhan. Later in his reign, he started a war with Poland and Lithuania that went badly. He grew irrational -- killing his son in a fit of rage. Who was this ruler of Russia, the first to call himself Tsar of All Russia?

answer: _Ivan IV_ or _Ivan the Terrible_
