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These questions are for use in the Virginia High School League’s Scholastic Bowl competition at the District level. Shawn Pickrell, Marian Suter, Adam Fine, Chris Moretti, Susan Gallaher, Ross Irwin, Jason Mueller and Fred Morlan are the authors of these questions.

Districts must observe the following conditions, which must be known by all coaches, competitors and spectators of the competition:

(a)
Release of these questions to any entity not affiliated with the District competition or the schools that are members of the given District, without prior approval of Shawn Pickrell, is prohibited. This is meant to keep question security.

Discussion of these questions, however, is permitted between entities within and without the Commonwealth of Virginia This will apply to ANY entity in the Commonwealth of Virginia that receives these questions, be it directly from Shawn Pickrell or indirectly through various means.
First period: 15 tossups

answer: _Mobutu_ _Sese Seko_ [moh-BOO-too SAY-say SAY-koh] (either Mobutu or Sese Seko is acceptable)

2.  Originally believed to be the fourth son of Ra, he came to be known as the child of Nephthys and Osiris.  Brought up by his aunt Isis, he created the first mummy - his father, after his uncle Set killed Osiris.  Who was this god associated with judging the dead, almost always depicted with the head of a jackal?

ANSWER:  _Anubis_

3.  This American book was so popular that it is credited with being the literary landmark that began the modern women's movement. Name this Betty Friedan (free-DAN) work.

ANSWER: _The _ Feminine Mystique_ _

4.  The author based this novel, which won the Pulitzer Prize for Literature in 1968, on a pamphlet published in Virginia shortly after a slave revolt in 1831, although he took many liberties in developing the title character. What is this work by William Styron?

ANSWER:  Gian Lorenzo _Bernini_

ANSWER: _ Moon _

10.  Ani DiFranco and Rick James both were born in this city. Grover Cleveland was mayor of this city before becoming President. In 1901, William McKinley was assassinated in -- what city where a chef at the Anchor Bar had the idea of deep-frying chicken wings and soaking them in hot sauce?

answer: _Buffalo_

11.  He defines a pension as "An allowance made to anyone without an equivalent. In England it is generally understood to mean pay given to a state hireling for treason to his country." Oats are defined as "A grain which in England is generally given to horses but in Scotland supports the people." Name this literary figure that defined these words in his _Dictionary of the English Language_.

15.  What literary device is used in the line "A dirge for her the doubly dead in that she died so young" from Poe's poem "Lenore?"

ANSWER: _ Alliteration _
