Toss-Ups:

1. All adherents to this religion take five vows towards an ethical life and take a pledge against eighteen activities that should they feel should be eliminated. The Shikharji is one of its most sacred temples and its holy days include Kshamavani, the day of forgiveness, and Paryushana, a day of meditation and reflection. It holds that reality is made up of two eternal principles: jiva and ajiva, and the Nine Tattvas, which demonstrate how to achieve salvation, make up the backbone of its theology. Tirthankar is the title given to one who achieves enlightenment in this religion, whose major tenets were established by Mahavira. FTP, name this religion founded in ancient India, which emphasizes non-violence and believes in vegetarianism.

Answer: Jainism
2. Sweden got Western Pomerania and the bishoprics of Stettin and Bremen and Brandenburg obtained Pomerelia and Magdeburg and Halberstadt. France received Toul, Verdun, Metz, and portions of Alsace. The election of emperors via vivente imperatore was prohibited and it also officially recognized Switzerland and the Netherlands. The independent German states were awarded the right to employ their own foreign policy and the Treaty of the Pyrenees is usually considered to be a part of this. It forced all parties to recognize the earlier Peace of Augsburg and its primary instigator was Cardinal Mazarin. FTP, name this series of treaties that ended the Thirty Years War in 1648.

Answer: Peace of Westphalia 

3. The bandit Jamie Lockhart falls in love with Rosamond Musgrove after he kidnaps her in this writer’s novella The Robber Bridegroom. The collection One Time, One Place consists of this writer’s photographs taken in Mississippi of people from diverse social backgrounds while she was working as a photographer for the Works Progress Administration. Her short story collection A Curtain of Green includes the stories A Worn Path and Why I Live at the P.O. and her novel A Delta Wedding centers on the Fairchild family. FTP, Laura McKelva Hand leaves Chicago to go down South to care for her sick father, Judge, in this writer’s most famous novel, The Optimist’s Daughter.

Answer: Eudora Welty
4. He got his interest in science while working as an apprentice to a bookbinder. Sir Humphrey Davy was so impressed this man’s lecture notes that Davy appointed him to be his assistant at the laboratory of the Royal Institution. He created the earliest form of what would be the Bunsen burner and he invented the oxidation number system. He discovered electromagnetic induction and his namesake law of induction state that a magnetic field changing over time creates a proportional electromotive force. FTP, name this scientist who invented the first dynamo and for whom the SI unit of capacitance is named.

Answer: Michael Faraday
5. The artist’s signature can be seen on the handkerchief of the young page, and the monk who commissioned this painting can be seen on the bottom left side. Several noblemen dressed in black, carrying torches, surround the title figure who is in fully clad silver and gold armor. The painting is separated into two sections: the lower terrestrial zone and the heavenly above where Mary and John the Baptist hover over the eponymous event. Dressed in golden robes, Saint Stephen and Saint Augustine are seen on either side of the title figure laying him to rest. FTP, name this Mannerist painting, an illustration of a provincial legend of the funeral of the pious nobleman Don Gonzalo Ruíz, done by El Greco.

Answer: Burial of the Count of Orgaz 

6. She started writing her own music at the age of eight and released her first album, Magia, at the age of fifteen. Later she released the album Donde Estan los Ladrones?, which features the song “Oso Asi.” In 2001, she recorded the crossover album Laundry Service, which featured the songs “Objection” and “Underneath Your Clothes.” She holds the record for the most weeks as #1 on the Latin Singles Chart for “La Tortura” and the most played song on the radio in one week for her collaboration with Wyclef Jean. FTP, name this Colombian pop-singer who best known songs include “Wherever” and “Hips Don’t Lie.” 

Answer: Shakira (accept Shakira Isabel Mebarak Ripoll)

7. He and his secretary of state created the Olney Corollary, which expanded the scope of the Monroe Doctrine, in response to the territorial dispute between Venezuela and Britain. His political enemies called him the “Buffalo Hangman” because he hanged two men while he was the sheriff of Erie County, New York. He commissioned the Blount Report to investigate the Provisional Government set up by John L. Stevens and other American businessmen in Hawaii, which had overthrown Queen Liliuokalani. And after reading it, he withdrew the bill for the annexation of Hawaii from the Senate. FTP, name this president who was the first Democrat to be elected after the Civil War and who is the only president to serve non-consecutive terms. 

Answer: Grover Cleveland

8. Timothy McVeigh used this poem as his final statement before he was executed. The night is described as “black as the Pit from pole to pole,” and the location of the poem is depicted as a place of “wrath and tears.” The narrator says that “the menace of the years” will find him “unafraid,” and the speaker goes on to thank the gods for his “unconquerable soul,” which he says “under the bludgeonings of chance,” remains “bloody, but unbowed.” FTP, name this oft quoted, inspirational poem that ends with the famous lines, “I am the master of my fate, I am the captain of my soul,” written by William Ernest Henley. 

Answer: Invictus

9. This mythological figure serves as the primary speaker in T. S. Eliot’s The Wasteland and he is the son of the shepherd Everes and nymph Chariclo. He was changed into a woman after touching a female snake with his staff while it was mating, and he transformed back into man seven years later when he encountered the two mating snakes once again.  Because of his experience as both genders Zeus and Hera asked him to resolve a dispute about the differences between man and woman and after siding with Zeus, Hera struck him blind. He tells Narcissus’ mother that her son will prosper as long as he doesn’t known himself and he warns Oedipus that he doesn’t want to find the murderer of his father. FTP, name this blind prophet from Greek mythology.  

Answer: Tiresias

10. It is divided into the Thoraic and Abdominal sections and Atherosclerosis affects this. The right and left iliac, innominate, subclavian and carotid arteries are all branched off of this anatomical feature, which rises from the left ventricle of the heart. It arches backward over the left lung and passes through the diaphragm into the abdomen.  FTP, identify this pathway of oxygenated blood, which is the human body's largest artery.

Answer: Aorta 
11. He composed incidental music for Gabriele d’Annunzio’s mystery play Le Martyre de St. Sébastien and some of his early works include the symphonic ode Zuleima, based on a poem of Heinrich Heine, and the cantata La Damoiselle Elue. Golliwag’s Cakewalk, which mocks Wagner by quoting leitmotifs from Tristan und Isolde, is the last section of his Children’s Corner Suite, which is dedicated to his daughter. His only opera Pelleas et Melisande tells the story of doomed lovers in the kingdom of Allemonde and one of his most famous pieces was inspired by a poem of Stephane Mallarme. FTP, name this French Impressionist composer who is best known for La Mer and Clair de Lune. 

Answer: Claude Debussy

12. The bloodiest battle in this war was the Battle of Malplaquet where the forces led by the Duke of Marlborough and Prince Eugene of Savoy defeated Marshal Villars troops. This war also included the battle of Blenheim where Louis XIV’s plans to dominate all of Europe were ended. The war began when Charles II left his inheritance to Philip of Anjou, which angered Holy Roman Emperor Leopold I, who was willing to fight to defend his dynastic claim to the inheritance. Called Queen’s Anne’s War in the colonies, it ended when Philip was recognized as Philip V of Spain under the condition that he would relinquish his claim to the French throne. FTP, name this war that lasted from 1701 to 1714 that was ended by the Peace of Utrecht. 

Answer: The War of Spanish Succession 

13. Wash Jones kills the main character after he abandons Jones’ daughter, Milly, when she gives birth to a girl and not a boy. The novel is primarily told in the form of flashback stories recounted to the main narrator’s Harvard roommate, Shreve. Charles Bon has a quiet romance with Judith when his schoolmate Henry brings him home for Christmas, but the romance is halted by the protagonist when he reveals to Henry that Charles is his half-brother and that Charles is part black, which leads to a duel in which Charles is killed. The novel ends when Henry’s lover Clytie starts a fire that ultimately burns down Sutpen’s 100 and kills Henry. FTP, name this novel about the rise and fall of Thomas Sutpen written by William Faulkner.

Answer: Absalom, Absalom
14. It was formulated by studying the lives of Jane Addams, Frederick Douglas, Albert Einstein, and Eleanor Roosevelt. It was further developed by Clayton Paul Alderfer in his ERG theory, and it was applied to management practices by Douglas McGregor. Job Security, financial security, and familial security all comprise the second step-- safety. The desire to be respected and recognized make up the fourth step—status. It ends with the fifth and final step of actualization and begins with the requirement to meet physiological needs. FTP, name this theory that ranks human necessities in pyramidal form, named after an American psychologist 

Answer: Maslow’s Hierarchy of Needs 

15. Tracer studies using this element’s isotope 253 show that it has chemical properties typical of a heavy, trivalent, actinide element. It was first identified in 1952 by Albert Ghiorso at the University of California, Berkeley and another team headed by G.R. Choppin at Los Alamos National Laboratory. It is produced by bombarding plutonium with neutrons and was discovered in the debris of the first hydrogen bomb test. FTP identify this element, named after a famous German scientist, with atomic number 99 and symbol Es.

Answer: Einsteinium

16. After graduating from Harvard he became the youngest bank manager in the country. During World War 1 he managed a shipyard, which put him into contact with Franklin Delano Roosevelt. He raised millions for FDR’s first presidential campaign and was rewarded with the first chairmanship of the newly formed SEC. After helping FDR win his second election he realized his dreams for the presidency would never be fulfilled and turned his efforts onto his son. FTP, name this politician, the father of Ted, Robert and the president John. 

Answer: Joseph Kennedy (prompt on Kennedy and accept Joe Kennedy)
17. The character of the Bulgarian revolutionary Dmitri, in this man’s novel On the Eve, caused a great political commotion. Among his plays are The Family Charge, A Conversation on the Highway, and A Evening in Sorrento. Vladimir pursues the minor noblewomen Zinaida in First Love, and Dimitry Sanin’s tragic failed love life is chronicled in Torrents of Spring. Khor and Khalinych, Singers, Raspberry Winter, and Loner are all stories in his collection A Sportsman’s Sketches, which established his literary reputation. He addressed Nihilism in the character of his most famous work’s protagonist, Bazarov, who has also been called the “First Bolshevik.” FTP, name this Russian writer best known for the novel Fathers and Sons.

Answer: Ivan Turgenev

18. This opera was left unfinished at the composer’s death and Franco Alfano completed its last scene, and at its première the conductor, Arturo Toscanini, stopped the performance at the point where Alfano’s music began. Ping, Pang, and Pong sing of the beauty of the countryside and the boredom of their lives as officials in the second act and at the beginning of the opera the deposed king Timur is re-united with his long lost son. The title character doesn’t have to marry the Prince if she can find out his name by dawn, so she proclaims “none may sleep” in her kingdom until the name is revealed. FTP, name this opera about a cruel Chinese princess who ultimately falls in love with the prince Calaf, composed by Giacomo Puccini. 

Answer: Turandot  

19. While at Harvard Law School he was the protégé of future Supreme Court Justice Felix Frankfurter and one of his first jobs was working as an attorney for the Nye Committee. When he left government in 1946 he became the president of the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, and he was the secretary-general at United Nations Charter Conference in 1949, but he began his involvement with the Ware group prior to that in the early 1930s. Among the evidence used against him was the testimony of an FBI agent who stated that it was impossible to forge documents by a typewriter, and classified government papers found in a hollow pumpkin on a Maryland farm. FTP, name this politician who was accused of being a Soviet spy by Whittaker Chambers and who was convicted of perjury in 1950.

Answer: Alger Hiss
20. He was paralyzed from the waist down from a car accident in 1990 and is currently a professor of literature at Bard College in New York. His short story collections include The Sacrificial Egg and Girls at War and his first poetry collection is Beware, Soul-Brother. He wrote about his experience with the Biafran government in the poem “Refugee Mother and Child” and the corruption of the fictional kingdom of Kangan is the subject of his novel Anthills of Savannah. The priest Ezeulu is the protagonist of his novel Arrow of God, and No Longer at Ease is the sequel to his most famous work, which draws its name from the Yeats poem “The Second Coming.” FTP, name this Nigerian author who wrote Things Fall Apart.

Answer: Chinua Achebe
