HAVOC II ROUND 8 – Packet by Charlie Rosenthal
1.This work proposes a series of stages of economic development progressing from hunting to nomadic agronomy to feudal farming to business interdependence. This work introduced early formulations of the labor theory of value as well as comparative advantage. In it, land, labor, and capital are referred to as the three factors of production. More importantly, it attacks mercantilism and states that economic growth is dependent on the accumulation of capital. Speaking of a system of “perfect liberty”, FTP, name this book which posited the “invisible hand” and called for a free market economy, the central work of Adam Smith.


A: An Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of the Wealth of Nations

2.One of this composer's works was rejected as unplayable by its dedicatee Nikolai Rubinstein, his First Piano Concerto in B-Flat Minor.  He featured a "Tempo di Polacca" in his third symphony and depicted a "Land of Desolation, Land of Mists" in his first symphony, earning them the nicknames "Polish" and "Winter Daydreams", respectively.  A haunting bassoon solo opens his sixth and final symphony marked "Pathetique".  One of his patriotic works includes a part for cannons, while one of his ballets follows Clara and the titular gift from Herr Drosselmeyer.  FTP, name this Russian composer of Swan Lake, The 1812 Overture and The Nutcracker.


A: Pyotr Illyich Tchaikovsky

3.The highest point in this area is the volcano Emi Koussi in the Tibesti Range. Other important mountain ranges in it include the Aïr and Ahaggar mountains. The Great Eastern Erg is a sandy region in the north of it. Notable ethnic groups that live in this area include the Tuaregs and the Berbers, and its major cities include Nouakchott, the capital of Mauritania, and Timbuktu. The southern border of this area is a semi-arid savanna, the Sahel. FTP, name this North African desert, the world’s largest.


A: Sahara Desert

4.The First Carnatic War was the Indian portion of this conflict. At the end of this war, Parma and Piacenza were ceded to the Spanish. Dettingen, a victory for a British-led alliance, was the last time a reigning British monarch, George II in this case, led troops in combat. This war, ended by the Treaty of Aix-La-Chapelle, was started when the Emperor of Prussia invaded the Habsburg province of Silesia, defying the Pragmatic Sanction of 1713. FTP, name this 18th century war, caused by Frederick the Great and Maria Theresa’s conflicting claims for the titular throne.


A: War of the Austrian Succession

5. Common types of these compounds found in the body include carbonic anhydrase and catalase, whose efficiency is altered by temperature and pH. These proteins are prohibited from acting by non-competitive inhibitors, a process which happens at the allosteric site. Non-protein molecules that aid these are known as cofactors, while organic cofactors are the co- variety of these proteins. These act upon substrates at the active site. For 10 points, name these catalysts—proteins that speed up reactions.

A: Enzymes
6.Some characters in this novel do not land in Britain after seeing a naval officer executed for not killing enough enemies. In addition to Martin and the title character, who acquires some red sheep after a trip to El Dorado, this novel features the syphilitic chambermaid Paquette, the Anabaptist John, and Cacambo. After being expelled from the castle by Baron Thunder-ten-Tronckh, the title character travels many places, including Lisbon, where he witnesses a massive earthquake. FTP name this satire about an optimistic title character, who is in love with Cunegonde, and his tutor Pangloss, by Voltaire.


A: Candide, or Optimism [or Candide, ou L’Optimisme or Candide, or All for the Best]

7.James Mason read a key speech in opposition to this action in place of an ill South Carolina senator who returned to listen to a speech by Daniel Webster. One provision in it gave Texas 10 million dollars, though it had to relinquish some of its land claims. Another part added California as a free state, and the Wilmot Proviso was rejected in favor of popular sovereignty in the new territories. One portion required citizens to aid in the recovery of escaped slaves. FTP, Henry Clay proposed this series of bills, including the Fugitive Slave Act, to solve territorial and slavery issues after the Mexican War.


A: Compromise of 1850  

8. In particle physics, the effect of this force on particles is mediated by the hypothetical Higgs Boson, and is itself carried by a hypothetical massless, chargeless particle. The kinetic energy of a body matches the potential energy associated with this force at the escape velocity. Two constants associated with this force are symbolized by lower- and uppercase letter Gs, the latter of which is found in a “Universal Law,” as it is constant on all planets. FTP, name this force that brought an apple down on Newton.

A: Gravity (Accept word forms like Gravitation)
9.One of this man's novels is about WWII veteran and former football player George Caldwell. In addition to The Centaur, this author wrote a novel in which Janice drowns her baby Rebecca June. This man also wrote a novel about three witches from a titular Rhode Island town, The Witches of Eastwick. A short story by this man details Sammy’s obsession with three girls who enter the titular store to buy herring snacks. In addition to A&P, he wrote five novels discussing the adventures of titular former high school basketball star Harry Angstrom. FTP name this American author of the Rabbit novels.


A: John Updike

10.One dynasty that ruled this place was founded by Mago. Two notable explorers from this polity were Himilco and Hanno. Another Hanno, as king, fought a war against Syracuse. He was excuted after trying to overthrow the Council of Elders. Cato the Elder regularly called for the destruction of this place. This city also won the Battle of Cannae and lost the Battle of Zama during the Punic Wars, which led to the downfall of this polity, despite the best efforts of Hamilcar and Hannibal Barca. FTP, name this Tunisian city, founded by Dido, the first great enemy of Rome.


A: Carthage

11.This man’s painting of a nude woman, entitled The Nude Maja, sparked controversy, leading him to paint a similar looking woman in the same position, The Clothed Maja.  This man was also investigated by the Inquisition for a series of works painted while living in the Deaf Man’s House: the Black Paintings, which included a painting of a titular god and his child. Another painting by this man is subtitled The Execution of the Defenders of Madrid and has a companion taking place a day earlier subtitled Charge of the Mameluks. FTP, name this Spanish painter of Saturn Devouring his Son and The Third of May, 1808.


A: Francisco Jose de Goya y Lucientes

12.QED explains interactions between charged particles as exchange of these particles.  The decrease in energy of these particles after a collision is known as the Compton Effect.  This particle is its own antiparticle because it has no electric charge.  The work of Max Planck was used by Einstein to explain the photoelectric effect by theorizing the existence of these particles, and the Standard Model identifies them as the gauge bosons which carry the electromagnetic force.  FTP, name these elementary particles which, in simple terms, compose light rays.
A: Photons
13.One of these was supposedly caused by Herschel Grynszpan’s assassination of Ernst vom Rath. This word was first applied to an 1821 occurrence in Odessa, and many were organized by the Black Hundreds. A notable one occurred in Iasi, in Moldavia, while German police may have instigated one in Bialystock. Reinhard Heydrich told the Einsatzgruppen to encourage these. Many of these occurred after the assassination of Tsar Alexander II, and a notable non-Russian one was Kristallnacht. FTP, name these violent attacks against Eastern European Jewry.


A: pogroms [accept stuff like attacks on Jews and massacring Jews]

14.This god may have fathered a future king of Athens, Erechtheus, after an abortive attempt to marry Athena, who found him ugly, and may have been married to Aglaea, a Grace. This god, who lived on Lemnos, captured Ares and his wife in bed using a magic net and then exhibited them before the gods. He was conceived without male fertilization by Hera and split open Zeus’s head with an axe, resulting in Athena’s birth. This god was thrown from Olympus, rendering him lame, because Hera considered him ugly. FTP name this husband of Aphrodite, the Greek god of fire, volcanoes, and blacksmithing.


A: Hephaestus [prompt on Vulcan or Mulciber early]

15.This team, bearing the nickname of “Daffiness Boys” and led by outfielders Babe Herman and Zach Wheat, reached the 1916 and 1920 World Series. Later World Series teams featured Gil Hodges and Roy Campanella. The 1990s brought five consecutive Rookie of the Year Awards for this team's players such as Chan Ho Park, Eric Karros, and Mike Piazza. After moving from their ancestral home at Ebbets Field, stars such as Maury Wills, who set stolen base records, and Don Drysdale teamed with Sandy Koufax to play for, FTP, what baseball team, notable for breaking the color barrier with Jackie Robinson.


A: Los Angeles Dodgers [prompt on Los Angeles; accept Brooklyn Dodgers]

16.In one part of this work, a fisherman is offered a choice of deaths by a genie, while, in another part, Cassim is trapped in a cave. One recurring character is Jafar al-Barmaki, who is vizier to Harun al-Rashid. Characters in this work include a Basra resident who tells of his time as a sailor. In addition to that man, who visits a fish with trees on its back and harvests diamonds while being carried off by rocs, another important character from this work is a woodcutter who says “Open Sesame.” FTP, name this collection of tales told by Scheherazade, whose characters include Sinbad and Ali Baba.

A: Arabian Nights [Accept 1001 Nights or Thousand Nights and a Night or Arabian Nights' Entertainments or Kitab Alf laylah wa laylah]

17. This man stated that any straight line segment can be extended into a straight line. When not using his namesake “tools,” the straightedge and the compass, he theorized the existence of infinitely many primes. This man stated that, given a straight line and a point, there is only one line passing through the point that never intersects with the line, his Fifth or Parallel Postulate. For 10 points, name this Greek mathematician, the author of Elements and father of pure geometry.

A: Euclid  
18.Claude Auchinleck was dismissed after the first battle at this place, despite a victory. The inability of engineers to clear a path through a massive minefield, the Devil’s Garden, forced the British to resort to a “crumbling” battle. That strategy of constantly changing the focus of attack was devised by the British leader, Bernard Montgomery. This eventually forced the undersupplied German forces to retreat in their drive for the Suez Canal. Those forces, the Afrika Korps, were commanded by Erwin Rommel. FTP, name the site of a decisive World War II British victory, a town in the North Egyptian desert.


A: Battle of El Alamein

19.Those doing this must be in a sacred state which involves wearing two pieces of seamless white cloth and vowing not to quarrel or engage in sexual activity. Important places in it include pillars at which rocks are thrown and two hills which participants run between. The Eid al-Adha occurs during the time for it, and participants end this action at a cube-shaped building which contains the Black Stone, the Kaaba. FTP, name this trip occurring in a namesake month which every able-bodied Muslim must take, a pilgrimage to Mecca.


A: Hajj

20.This writer of Keep the Apidastra Flying also wrote a novel in which U Po Kyin and Flory combine to stop Dr. Veraswami from joining the European Club, Burmese Days. One of his novels features a location owned by Mr. Jones and another includes the nation of Oceania. Characters in his novels include O’Brien and Old Major. In one of his novels Boxer is sent to a glue factory and Snowball is chased away from the title location, while, in another of his novels, Julia betrays Winston Smith to Big Brother. FTP, name this author of Animal Farm and 1984.


A: George Orwell or Eric Arthur Blair

EXTRA TOSS-UP; only read if there is a tie

21.One antagonist of this mythology could kill with a glance and one of that ruler's descendants would be named a champion by a giant after allowing that giant to nearly behead him. One woman of this mythology was accused of murdering her son and another loved Naoise but was raised to be the wife of Conor, Rhiannon and Deirdre. In this mythology the Morrigan appeared on battlefields, Finn MacCool gained wisdom by burning himself while cooking the Salmon of Knowledge, and Cuchulainn was the son of Lugh. FTP name this mythology which includes the Fenian and Ulster cycles, centered in Ireland.


A: Celtic mythology [Accept clear-knowledge equivalents; prompt on “Irish” until 
“Ireland”]

1. FTPE, answer the following about some atoms changing form.

[10] This process can occur in its “particle” form when a particle releases two smaller particles, or in its “radioactive” form during the emission of particles from a nucleus, such as the alpha and beta varieties.

A: Decay
[10]This is the time period that it takes for a certain portion of a quantity to decay. This quantity, independent of the amount of starting material, is approximately 5700 years for Carbon-14.

A: Half-life
[10]This is the term for the different possible versions of each element, as determined by the number of neutrons present. When these are unstable, due to an excess or lack of neutrons, they are radioactive.

A: Isotopes
2.FTPE, answer questions about a Caribbean island nation with capital at Port-au-Prince.

[10] This poorest Western hemisphere nation has been ruled by Jean-Jacques Dessalines, Henri Christophe, and Jean Bertrand Aristide.


A: Republic of Haiti [or Republique d’Haiti or Republik d’Ayiti]

[10] This Haitian freed slave led the world’s only successful slave revolt against the French. He also defeated the British and the Spanish.


A: Toussaint L’Ouverture or L'Overture [accept Francois Dominique Toussaint]

[10] This man, nicknamed “Papa Doc”, ruled Haiti with an iron fist between 1957 and 1971. His son Jean Claude, or “Baby Doc” succeeded him. This man used his Tonton Macoute secret police to instill fear in the populace.


A: Francois Duvalier

3.This character was based on a real French playwright and soldier of the same name. FTPE:

[10] Name this long nosed musketeer who loves his cousin, but decides to aide his friend Christian in wooing her as the title character of a play by Edmond Rostand.


A: Cyrano de Bergerac [Accept either name]

[10] This woman is the shared love interest of Christian and Cyrano in Rostand's play. After Christian’s death at Arras, she moves into a convent, where she is visited weekly by Cyrano.


A: Roxane or Magdeleine Robin [Accept either name of the second answer]

[10] This other French author, roughly contemporaneous to Rostand, is known for a seven-part semi-autobiographical work featuring the section Swann's Way, Remembrance of Things Past, also translated as In Search of Lost Time.


A: Marcel Proust

4. FTPE, answer the following about atoms and their interactions.

[10] This attractive force results from a dipole dipole force with its namesake atom and a nitrogen, oxygen, or fluorine atom. They are generally weaker than covalent bonds.

A: Hydrogen Bonds (Accept Hydrogen Bonding)
[10] This chemical property describes the ability of atoms to attract its namesake particle. Linus Pauling and Mulliken name scales for this value, which is affected by both atomic weight and the distance between atoms affect it.

A: Electronegativity
[10] This is the name for the work required to remove an electron in an atom or molecule. Mulliken electronegativity is the average of electron affinity and this property.

A: Ionization Energy
5.This priestess of Hera was turned into a white heifer by Zeus. FTPE:

[10] Name this woman who would later meet Prometheus while wandering pursued by a gadfly.


A: Io

[10] Hera placed Io under the many watchful eyes of this figure that would later give rise to peacock feathers after his death. In the Odyssey, this is also the name of Odysseus' faithful hound.


A: Argus Panoptes

[10] Argus was killed when this Greek messenger god lulled him to sleep, leading Io to begin her wanderings.


A: Hermes

6.The title character of this novel lives in a basement in New York lit by 1369 lightbulbs. FTPE:

[10] Name this novel, the tale of a man, who, after being sent away from his college by Dr. Bledsoe for letting a trustee meet the incestuous Jim Trueblood, journeys to New York, where he gives speeches attacking Ras the Exhorter.


A: Invisible Man [Do not accept The Invisible Man as that is a novel by H.G. Wells]

[10] This man, whose only other novel was Juneteenth, wrote Invisible Man as well as the essay collection Shadow and Act.


A: Ralph Waldo Ellison

[10] Ellison was not a fan of this author of Their Eyes Were Watching God and Seraph on the Suwanee, due to her “Afro-Americanization” of modernist techniques.


A: Zora Neale Hurston 

7.This rapper's real name is Shawn Carter. FTPE:

[10] Under this stage name, Carter created such hits as 99 Problems, Dirt Off Your Shoulders, and Change Clothes.


A: Jay-Z 

[10] Jay-Z is married to this pop singer, who recently announced that she wanted to be called Sasha Fierce and is known for her recent hit All the Single Ladies.


A: Beyonce Knowles [accept either name]

[10] Jay-Z recently collaborated with this Chris Martin-fronted British rock group on a remix of their song Lost. Both the remix and the original appear on the Prospekt’s March EP.


A: Coldplay

8. FTPE answer some questions about degenerating brains and their causes.

[10]This encephalopathy causes progressive degeneration of the central nervous system. Creutzfeld-Jacob Disease is its human form. Possible causes include feeding meat and bone to the namesake bovines.

A: Mad Cow disease [prompt on Bovine Spongiform Encephalopathy and BSE]

[10]This fatal brain disorder became an epidemic among the Fore cannibals in New Guinea. Common symptoms include trembling and an unsteady gait. It has no cure.

A: kuru
[10]Both mad cow and kuru are caused by this type of protein. Causing transmissible spongiform encephalopathies, these abnormal, transmissible agents lead to abnormal brain folding.

A: Prions (Accept Proteinaceous Infectious Particles)
9.One of this man's short stories is about a building with an infinite amount of books. FTPE:

[10] Name this author of The Library of Babel, the short story collection The Garden of Forking Paths, and The Aleph.


A: Jorge Luis Borges

[10] The entirety of The Garden of Forking Paths was stuck into this Borges anthology, which also includes a tale about Pierre Menard, who rewrites Don Quixote, as well as The South.


A: Ficciones or Fictions

[10] Jorge Luis Borges is from this country, also home to Manuel Puig, who wrote Kiss of the Spider Woman.


A: Argentina [Accept Argentine Republic]

10.This artist depicted Lenin favorably in Man at the Crossroads. FTPE:

[10] Name this Mexican artist who also wrote “God does not exist” in Mexico City and painted Night of the Rich, Night of the Poor, and Detroit Industry.


A: Diego Rivera

[10] Rivera was one of Mexico’s leading creators of this type of painting. Other notable practitioners include Jose Clemente Orozco, who painted Return of Queztalcoatl.


A: mural

[10] Rivera was married to this unibrowed Mexican who lived in the Blue House. She liked painting self portraits, including some with monkeys, and also painted The Love Embrace of the Universe.


A: Frida Kahlo

11.This philosopher was taught Greek by his father James at age three.  FTPE:

[10] Name this British philosopher who established his namesake methods of inductive reasoning in his System of Logic, contributed to feminism in The Subjection of Women, and theorized the “harm principle” in On Liberty.


A: John Stuart Mill

[10] Mill subscribed to this philosophical school grounded in the “greatest happiness principle”, advocating action to provide the greatest good for the greatest number.


A: utilitarianism [accept word forms]

[10] Mill’s mentor was this founder of utilitarianism who designed the panopticon.  His works include An Introduction to the Principles of Morals and Legislation and Fragment on Government.


A: Jeremy Bentham

12.FTPE, answer the following about a 1968 murder in New York.

[10] This New Yorker was stabbed to death over the course of thirty minutes as thirty-eight people watched.


A: Catherine “Kitty” Genovese

[10] This effect states that the likelihood of people providing help is inversely proportionate to the amount of people present. The death of Kitty Genovese is likely its most famous instance.


A: bystander effect [prompt on Kitty Genovese effect]

[10] The bystander effect is an example of this phenomenon, where individuals change their views or thoughts to fit in with those around them. Solomon Asch performed a notable experiment discussing this.


A: conformity [accept word forms]

13.This composer built his own opera house and has an annual festival at Bayreuth.  FTPE:

[10] Name this revolutionary German opera composer of Die Meistersinger von Nurnberg, Tannhauser, and Tristan and Iseult.


A: Richard Wagner

[10] Wagner composed this long cycle of operas based on a Germanic epic that includes Siegfried and Gotterdammerung.


A: The Ring of the Nibelung (accept “Der Ring des Nibelungen” or The Ring Cycle]

[10] This Wagner opera set on the coast of Norway features characters like Daland, who betrothes his daughter Senta to the titular cursed sailor.


A: The Flying Dutchman (accept “Der Fliegende Hollander”)

14.FTPE, show what you know about Western Canadian geography.

[10]This largest Western Canadian island shares its name with British Columbia’s largest city.


A: Vancouver Island

[10]This strait separates the Queen Charlotte Islands from the British Columbian mainland. It is bounded to the north by the Dixon Entrance and to the south by the Queen Charlotte Sound.


A: Hecate Strait

[10]This provincial capital of British Columbia is located at the southern end of Vancouver Island.


A: Victoria

15.Identify the following places in Norse myth FTPE:

[10] Half of slain warriors go to this hall, where they are waited on by Valkyries while not training to fight at Ragnarok.


A: Valhalla Accept Valholl

[10] Valhalla is located in this realm of the Aesir, connected to Midgard by the rainbow bridge Bifrost.


A: Asgard

[10] On the day of Ragnarok, a fire giant named Surt will light this World Tree on fire. It houses the Wells of Wisdom and Fate, in addition to Ratatosk the squirrel.


A: Yggdrasil

16.FTPE, answer the following about a very, very important document signed at Runnymede.

[10] This document, signed in 1215, granted many rights to the nobility of England, notably habeas corpus, due process, and freedom for the English Church.


A: Magna Carta [accept Great Charter]

[10] This son of Eleanor of Aquitaine and ruler of England during the absence of his brother signed the Magna Carta.


A: King John I of England or John Lackland

[10] This man, John’s brother, led the Third Crusade, was held for ransom, and had a nickname given for his courage.


A: King Richard I of England [Accept Richard the Lionhearted Prompt on Richard]

17.This poem states “Beauty is truth, truth beauty-that is all ye know on earth, and all ye need to know.” FTPE:

[10] Name this poem which addresses the title object as a “still unravished bride of quietness” whose title object depicts a priest leading a heifer to be sacrificed.


A: Ode on a Grecian Urn

[10] This English Romantic poet of Ode on a Grecian Urn also wrote On First Looking into Chapman’s Homer and La Belle Dame Sans Merci.


A: John Keats

[10]Another Keats poem is this one, about a titular bird. It opens with the line “My heart aches and a drowsy numbness pains.”


A: Ode to a Nightingale

18. This planet has two moons: Phobos and Deimos. For 10 points each:

[10]Name this terrestrial planet, whose distinctive coloration comes for the presence of iron oxide on its surface. It also has two polar ice caps.

A: Mars
[10]This Martian shield volcano is the largest mountain in the solar system. Its massive size is due to the fact that Mars lacks tectonic plates.

A: Olympus Mons or Mount Olympus
[10]Giovanni Schiaparelli believed that the surface of Mars was covered with these, suggesting the presence of water. Percival Lowell built a massive observatory to study them.

A: Canals or Canali
19.FTPE, answer the following about a seminal event in Pittsburgh history.

[10] This began when workers were locked out of a steel plant, due to failed negotiations involving the Amalgamated Association of Steel and Iron Workers.


A: Homestead Strike

[10] This man owned the steel company that negotiated with the Amalgamated Association. He was also the richest man in the world. He wrote “The Gospel of Wealth”.


A: Andrew Carnegie

[10] This detective organization was brought in to break the Homestead Strike. It also helped destroy the Molly Maguires.


A: Pinkertons [or Pinkerton National Detective Agency]

20.FTPE, answer the following about some people who sacked Rome.

[10] The 476 AD date of this first barbarian ruler of Rome's assumption of power is traditionally considered the end of the Western Roman Empire. Although he deposed Romulus Augustulus, he was eventually murdered by Theodoric.


A:  Odoacer or Odovacar or Odovacer

[10] In 390 BC, this group of people swept through Italy and occupied Rome for seven months after lighting it on fire. The Romans developed a "Fear" of them from the gruesome experience.


A: Gauls

[10] This Visigoth chief sacked Rome in 410 AD, despite lots of treachery from Roman Emperor Honorius.


A: Alaric I

21.FTPE, answer the following about a dude who dominated German politics in the latter part of the 19th century.

[10]Name this “Iron Chancellor”, who was a key player in unifying Germany. He also practiced Realpolitik.


A: Otto von Bismarck

[10] Bismarck instigated this war which climaxed at the Battle of Koniggratz, a victory for King Wilhelm which resulted in Schleswig-Holstein changing hands.


A: Seven Weeks War [accept Austro-Prussian War]

[10] Bismarck started this campaign against the Catholic Church in an effort to strengthen the secular state by weakening the influence of the Church.


A: Kulturkampf [prompt on culture war or culture struggle]
