First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each

This word, used as an English adjective, is the past participle of a Latin verb that means, “to earn retirement after service.” What title is given to a bishop, professor, or other professional that has retired but is still active in their field? 

ANSWER: emeritus

Often referred to as the Sublime Porte, this empire fell into decline after the failure of the second siege of Vienna in 1683. One symptom was the growing corruption of its Janissaries. What Empire, later known as the “Sick Man of Europe,” was broken up after World War I, with much of it becoming modern-day Turkey?
