Releasing these questions to entities outside your District’s competition is prohibited. 

First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Preceded by the C/MS board, the first one was released in 1989, and in less than a year became the number one selling expansion card. The live version was released in 1998, and was the first card to process sound digitally at all levels. Name this number one brand of sound card released by Creative.

ANSWER: Sound Blaster

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the secant of 300 degrees, given that secant x equals the reciprocal of cosine x, and that the cosine of 300 degrees is equal to the cosine of sixty degrees? 

ANSWER: two
3.
He wrote the novels The Transit of Venus and The Fifth String, which reflected his primary musical interest. He was a championship-level trap shooter and horseback rider. He wrote operettas, like The Queen of Hearts and The Bride Elect. What bandleader, who refused to conduct if he was being recorded, is known for works such as Washington Post and Stars and Stripes Forever, and was known as the “March King”? 

ANSWER: John Philip Sousa
4.
They allied with the Bourbons in the failed Amboise (am-bwahz) plot of 1560. The first wave of persecution began after the Affair of the Placards, and the second wave began with the Edict of Fontainbleau (fawn-ten-bloh) in 1685. In 1572, thousands were killed during the St. Bartholemew’s Day massacre, although they were protected in 1598 by the Edict of Nantes. What nickname was given to French Protestants?

ANSWER: Huguenot(s) (accept French Protestants before it is said in the question.)

5.
In Part Six of this novel, the title character reunites with his Egyptian maid Amrah, but does not discover that his mother and sister have become lepers. In Part Three, Quintus Arrius adopts him, despite going to the gallows in Part Two for accidentally injuring Valerius Gratus. In the Epilogue, he marries Esther, and Iras kills Messala. What is this novel whose Part Five contains a famous chariot race? 


ANSWER: Ben-Hur: A Tale of the Christ
6.
In The Vatican Decrees in Their Bearing on Civil Allegiance, he urged British Catholics to reject papal infallibility. As Prime Minister, he oversaw the disestablishment of the Church of Ireland, abolished the sale of officer commissions, and got the Third Reform Act of 1884 passed. What 19th century Liberal Prime Minister served four terms and was a bitter rival of Benjamin Disraeli? 


ANSWER: William Gladstone
7.
It is a polygamous omnivore with three toes.  This ratite bird is in the same family as the kiwi, the extinct moa, the ostrich, and the emu; and its two species are known as americana and pennata.  Name this large flightless bird native to South America.

ANSWER: rhea
8.
The person conducting it refers to books called the Sacramentary and the Lectionary. Until the 1950s, it could not be held earlier than an hour before dawn or after midday. Attendance is required, for the faithful, on Holy Days of Obligation, which always includes Sundays. The reforms of Second Vatican meant its Tridentine form was modified. In the Roman Catholic Church, what is the celebration of the Eucharist? 


ANSWER: Mass
9.
A few new novels in this series feature Moist von Lipwig and Tiffany Aching. Others are about the witches in the kingdom of Lancre. Others feature Death and his adopted granddaughter, Susan. However, most of the novels are about the City Watch of Ankh-Morpork and its resident Wizard, Rincewind. What is this science fiction series by Terry Pratchett set on a flat planet?

When it first appeared, ‘As if it had been a Christian soul / We hailed it in God’s name,’ and then, ‘A good south wind sprung up behind,’ enabling an escape from Tierra del Fuego. After its death, the south wind went away, stopping the ship it had been following. Its corpse was hung around the neck of the person that had slain it with his crossbow. Who is this avian character in The Rime of the Ancient Mariner? 


ANSWER: the Albatross
11.
It was closed between 2002 and 2004 as architect Yoshio Taniguchi redesigned it. Admission after 4 p.m. on Fridays is free instead of $20 due to sponsorship from Target. It was founded by Abby Aldrich Rockefeller and opened in November 1929. Today it is the home to works such as Campbell’s Soup Cans, The Starry Night, and Les Demoiselles d’Avignon (lay deh-mwah-zel dah-veen-yohn). What is this museum in New York City that hosts contemporary art? 


ANSWER: Museum of Modern Art or MOMA

Its would-be 12th century revival was destroyed by Pope Hadrian IV. Some of its members, the pedarii (peh-dah-ree), were not permitted to speak as they had not been elected to magisterial office. It did not have lawmaking powers, but did have the power to appoint a dictator for six months. One of the privileges its members had was wearing purple stripes on their togas. What was this governing body of the Roman Republic? 


ANSWER: Roman Senate
13.
First performed in 1909, it uses a uniform electric field consisting of parallel plates with a large potential difference and drops of liquid that move depending on gravity and the voltage.  Name this experiment that measured the electric charge of the electron and won its namesake the 1923 Nobel Prize for Physics.

ANSWER: Millikan oil drop experiment

14.
The title character of this novel becomes depressed after being kicked out of Lantern Yard and having his money stolen by Dunstan Cass. His adopted daughter is the daughter of Godfrey Cass and his opium-addict wife, Molly. The daughter forsakes social rank and marries Aaron Winthrop. What novel by George Eliot is about a weaver who replaces his pot of gold with his adopted daughter, Eppie? 


ANSWER: Silas Marner
15.
It was written after the seizure of the Black Warrior. Then-Secretary of State William Marcy authorized this document written by Pierre Soulé (soo-lay), John Mason, and James Buchanan. Its revelation caused a crisis in Europe and outrage among anti-slavery forces. Eventually Marcy and then-President Franklin Pierce had to disavow it. What secret document, written in 1854, offered $120 million for Cuba? 


ANSWER: Ostend Manifesto

ANSWER: relative humidity (prompt on ‘humidity’)

ANSWER: The Devil’s Dictionary

What four laws, passed during the undeclared war with France, were famously opposed by the Virginia and Kentucky Resolutions?


ANSWER: Alien and Sedition Acts

ANSWER: four

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
‘The New Art,’ his 1916 Harvard commencement address, gave him notoriety. He wrote four plays, including HIM, whose title was all capital letters. He is far better known for his poetry, though, which includes collections such as Tulips and Chimneys and Eimi (eye-mee). Unusual typography can be seen in individual poems such as ‘the sky was candy luminous.’ What poet is perhaps best-known for his rare use of capital letters? 


ANSWER: E(dward) E(stlin) Cummings
2.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. How many times is 15 factorial evenly divisible by 2 given that 15 factorial equals 1 times 2 times 3 times 4 through 15 and that 4096 does not evenly divide 15 factorial while 2048 does?

ANSWER: 11
3.
In Book V of the Iliad this “winner” of the Apple of Discord was the daughter of Zeus and Dione (dee-oh-nay). However, Hesiod said she was the result of Cronus castrating Uranus. Both versions say she was “born” as an attractive, fully-grown woman. Eros was the son of and Hephaestus was the husband of what Greek goddess of love?

ANSWER: Aphrodite (accept Venus before “Greek” is said)

4.
This plant first made an appearance during the Centennial in Philadelphia at an exhibit designed by the Japanese government.  Men were given jobs during the Great Depression planting it for erosion control along highways.  Capable of growing more than a foot in a single day, what plant is notorious for choking off sunlight from trees and growing over everything in its path, earning the moniker "the vine that ate the South."  

ANSWER: kudzu
5.
This battle’s only American death was an engineer on the MuCulloch who had a heart attack. Camara’s Flying Relief Column was held up in the Suez Canal and could not assist Patricio Montojo. After it, the winning admiral became Admiral of the Navy. The order, ‘You may fire when ready, Gridley,’ opened what Spanish-American War battle that ensured American control of the Philippines? 

ANSWER: Battle of Manila Bay
6.
This five-letter word’s origin is a Latin word meaning, ‘to connect’ or ‘to bind.’ As a noun, it refers to a smaller building added to a larger building or to a close-by auxiliary building, especially ones associated with a church. As a verb, what word refers to any act of incorporation, such as a town adding to its boundaries, or a country swallowing part or all of another country? 

ANSWER: annex

It was the result of the Kenyon Plan, which itself was the result of a 1951 Ford Foundation study that determined colleges and secondary schools should work together. Run by the College Board since 1955, several school systems cover its $83 cost. The International Baccalaureate program is offering increased competition to what program that provides college credit if a 3, 4, or 5 is scored on an end-of-year test?

It is named for the emblem on the flag of the nation that underwent it. It started with the assassination of Prime Minister Rafik Hariri (hah-ree-ree), and ended with the removal of all Syrian troops. What were these events of 2005 in Lebanon? 

ANSWER: Cedar Revolution

It was released by Mars Incorporated in 1932 after its Milky Way and Snickers brands. Originally, it had vanilla, chocolate, and strawberry “parts” inside it; in the 1950s, it was advertised as the bar so big, you could share it with two friends. In 2007, a mint nougat version with dark chocolate was introduced. Aramis is notably missing in commercials for what candy bar associated with the number before four? 

ANSWER: Three Musketeers
10.
Cats and humans have four of them, two of which are maxillary and two of which are mandibular.  The upper ones are called eyeteeth.  They are usually the largest teeth in the mouth and are located between the incisors and premolars.  Name this type of tooth that is also known as cuspid and is associated with dogs.

ANSWER: canine (accept cuspid before mentioned)

11.
His short story ‘Blessed Assurance’ is interpreted as evidence of his homosexuality. He wrote the play Mule Bone with Zora Neale Hurston, but is probably best-known for works like Dear Lovely Death and Shakespeare in Harlem. What writer is best known for The Weary Blues, a poetry collection that contains ‘The Negro Speaks of Rivers,’ and another collection, Montage of a Dream Deferred? 


ANSWER: Langston Hughes
12.
It nearly broke up in 1983 with the departure of Ed Crane and David Koch. It was founded in 1971 by David Nolan, who is best-known for his ‘World’s Smallest Political Quiz.’ Its most successful showing to date has been its 1980 ticket of Ed Clark and David Koch, where it got over 1% of the vote. Ron Paul is perhaps the best-known candidate of what political party that believes in very limited government? 


ANSWER: US Libertarian Party

13.
His wife Ruth died in 2007, being buried at this man's library in Charlotte, North Carolina.  Two years earlier, he announced that he was retiring from his ministry, which often differed from the official position of the Southern Baptist Coalition, with which he is affiliated.  Who is this Reverend, who has met with every President since Harry Truman, and led his last ‘Crusade’ in 2005?

ANSWER: Billy Graham
14.
His work at Transmeta and his support of BitKeeper bring criticism from some open-source advocates. A member of Finland’s Swedish-speaking minority, he was named for a two-time Nobel laureate, but says his namesake is Lucy van Pelt’s blanket-using brother. Tux the penguin is the mascot of what developer and namesake of a UNIX-like operating system that runs on PCs? 

ANSWER: Linus Torvalds
15.
Almroth Wright first showed that dead bacteria could serve as one.  Other types contain toxoids, subunits of microorganisms, and live and attenuated microorganisms.  Name this method of acquired immunity taken from the Latin for ‘cow,’ whose examples include BCG for tuberculosis and Sabin and Salk for polio.

ANSWER: vaccine
Spare questions 

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.) 

1.
The title of Philip Stanhope is the namesake for this Virginia county, itself the namesake for an Altria cigarette popular before 1960. Although there are no towns, areas in it include Ettrick, Matoaca, and Midlothian. Its first seat, Manchester, became an independent city in 1874.  Which county, formed from Henrico County in 1749, is located to the south of Richmond?

ANSWER: Chesterfield County

2.
It was first identified in 1952 by Albert Ghiorso from the debris of the first hydrogen bomb test.  Nineteen radioisotopes of it have been characterized, with mass number 252 having the longest half-life of 471.7 days.  Name this transuranic actinide with atomic number 99 that is named after a German physicist.

ANSWER: einsteinium
3.
His first well-known song was “Built to Last,” which was recorded by The Imperials. He signed with Sparrow Records, releasing albums such as 1987’s First Hand, 1992’s The Great Adventure, 1999’s Speechless and 2003’s All About Love. What Contemporary Christian artist has won 51 Dove awards in his career, including every Songwriter of the Year award between 1989 and 1995? 

ANSWER: Steven Curtis Chapman
4.
This early fractal first appeared in a 1904 paper and has a finite area but an infinite perimeter.  It is constructed by taking an equilateral triangle, dividing the line segments into three equal segments, drawing equilateral triangles with the middle segments as the bases, and removing the bases, and repeating these steps.  Name this fractal named after a Swedish mathematician and a form of frozen precipitation.

ANSWER: Koch snowflake
5.
When this four-letter word is by itself, it refers to a clump of soybeans after the oil has been pressed out. After ‘yellow,’ it refers to a uranium oxide used in fueling nuclear reactors. When used after ‘take the,’ it is a synonym for winning first prize, and when placed before ‘walk,’ it is an easily accomplished task. What is this word that by itself refers to a delicious pastry?

ANSWER: cake
