First period: 15 tossups, 10 points each
1.
Discovered by its namesake American physicist in 1879, it has quantum and anomalous versions.  It can be used to measure magnetic fields, to make electronic compasses, and to manage energy use in solar cars.  Name this effect that refers to the potential difference on opposite sides of an electrical conductor through which an electric current is flowing, created by a magnetic field applied perpendicular to the current.

ANSWER: Hall effect

He shared, with Kathryn Grayson, the first French kiss in the modern Hollywood era. He had a #1 hit in 1950 with ‘I’ve Got a Lovely Bunch of Coconuts.’ He hosted an eponymous talk show between 1962 and 1986, as well as the game show Play Your Hunch between 1958 and 1962. Who created the TV game shows Wheel of Fortune and Jeopardy! 
ANSWER: Mervin ‘Merv’ Griffin, Jr. 

3.
Currently headquartered in the Nebraska Avenue Complex, plans are underway to move its headquarters to the former campus of St. Elizabeth’s mental hospital. The Martin Agency of Richmond, Virginia, worked with it to create the www.ready.gov website. The Secret Service, the Coast Guard, and Immigration and Customs Enforcement are all part of what Cabinet department created in 2002? 

ANSWER: Department of Homeland Security or DHS
4.
His brother, Jack, became a doctor in Boston, and his sister, Alexandra, runs the family farm known as the ‘Landing.’ He himself is one of the most respected citizens of Maycomb, Alabama. His wife died when his daughter was two; he brought in a Black maid, Calpurnia, to help raise his two children, Jem and Scout. What lawyer defends Tom Robinson in To Kill a Mockingbird? 

ANSWER: Atticus Finch

5.
In this standard: pins 2 and 6 are not connected, pin 5 carries the clock signal from the microcontroller, pin 4 carries the voltage, pin 3 carries the ground, and pin 1 is the only pin used for data. It did not become popular until 1995 when Intel released the new ATX motherboard and replaced the serial and DIN connections used in older motherboards. Give the type of connection used for older keyboards and mice that shares its name with a second-generation video game console. 
ANSWER: PS/2

6.
At the end of this poem, the ‘Black-robe chief’ tells the other characters ‘of the Virgin Mary / And her blessed Son, the Saviour.’ The title character sails west in his canoe and disappears forever. Written in the same meter as the Kalevala (kah-lay-VAH-lah), it was described as ‘this Indian Edda.’ The title character marries Minnehaha in what epic poem by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow that starts, ‘By the shores of Gitchee Gumee’? 

ANSWER: The Song of Hiawatha

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is 1024 to the 1/5 power, given that the 1/5 power equals the fifth root and that 2 to the tenth equals 1024?

ANSWER: 4
8.
It was founded in 1892, and an early slogan was, ‘Where the Blazed Trail Crosses the Boulevard.’ By 1917, its flagship store was the largest outdoor and sporting goods store in the world. It went bankrupt in 1977, and was bought in 1988 by The Limited. It started focusing on ‘Casual Luxury’ clothing for 18 to 22 year olds. What clothing company also runs Gilly Hicks, Ruehl No. 925 and Hollister? 

ANSWER: Abercrombie & Fitch
9.
He came out of retirement in 1975 to play three seasons with the New York Cosmos. He played eighteen years for Santos Futebol Clube (foo-teh-bohl kloo-beh), where he scored 643 goals in 656 matches, and is the only person to be a member of three World Cup winning squads. The International Olympic Committee gave the Athlete of the Century title to what Brazilian soccer player? 

ANSWER: Pelé or Edson Arantes do Nascimento

10.
In Scandanavia, an alternate name for this star translates as ‘Loki's torch.’ In Arabic, it has a name meaning ‘The Leader.’ Part of a binary system, its dimmer B star has a nickname of ‘The Pup.’ Part of the constellation Canis Major, what star, also known as ‘The Dog Star,’ is the brightest star in the sky?

ANSWER: Sirius
11.
In 2004, this vehicle’s replacement, the Orion, was announced. First launched on September 17, 1976, it was supposed to reduce costs 95% from the Saturn V in its mission as a ‘space truck.’ Four were built for operational use, but one was destroyed in 1986 and later replaced, and another was destroyed in 2003. Endeavour, Atlantis and Discovery are the last three of what space vehicle? 

ANSWER: Space Shuttle or Space Transportation System or STS

It defined itself as ‘a new tendency in art’ in its Manifesto, which Hugo Ball read in Zurich on July 14, 1916. Affiliated groups arose in other cities such as Berlin, Paris, and New York. The most famous work from its New York branch was an overturned urinal called Fountain by Marcel Duchamp (doo-SHAWM). The French word for hobby horse was supposedly chosen at random to name what ‘anti-art’ movement? 

ANSWER: Dadaism (or Dadaist)

13.
It is the home of the Marion Koogler McNay Art Museum and the Alameda Theater. It is the headquarters of Church’s Chicken, Clear Channel Communications, and AT&T. It exercises extraterritorial jurisdiction over large parts of Bexar (bay-jar) County, thus it is only the 29th most populous metropolitan area in the country, but the 7th most populous city. The River Walk is a tourist attraction in what city in south-central Texas? 

ANSWER: San Antonio, Texas

14.
Officially known as Campephilus principalis, it feeds mainly on wood-boring beetle larvae and it mates for life. It is also known as the Lord God bird and may have been recently sighted in Louisiana, Florida, and Arkansas.  Name this very rare or possibly extinct type of woodpecker. 

ANSWER: ivory-billed woodpecker

15.
One member of this homophone pair is used to describe a topological space in which all sets are open, a mathematical set that is countable, or a group whose members are separate and distinct. What is this homophone pair whose other member can mean ‘free of ostentation’ or ‘showing prudence,’ especially in reference to keeping behavior secret? 

ANSWER: discrete or discreet

What nightly syndicated television show was formerly hosted by John Tesh, but now features Mary Hart and Mark Steines reporting on the latest from Hollywood?

ANSWER: Entertainment Tonight

On November 1, 1755, what disaster was followed by a tsunami and a massive fire, but resulted in the birth of seismology? 

ANSWER: Lisbon earthquake (prompt on ‘earthquake’)

THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What number follows in the pattern 3, 5, 10, 12, 24, 26?

ANSWER: 52 (add two, then double, then add two, then double, etc.)

2B.
Animals such as lynx, wolves, and even a bear have appeared within the zone around what location in Ukraine where a nuclear reactor exploded in 1986?

ANSWER: Chernobyl
3A.
What novel features a description of World War I’s Battle of Caporetto, but is mostly about the relationship of Frederic Henry and Catherine Barkley? 

ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms
3B.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the positive square root of 2601?

ANSWER: 51

What does the t stand for in tRNA?

ANSWER: transfer
4B.
A corruption of the Biblical name Jonah may be the origin of what phrase that describes the bottom of the ocean?

Citadel Hill overlooks the harbor of what city, the second largest coastal city in Canada after Vancouver?

ANSWER: Halifax, Nova Scotia

In August, he called for a symbolic withdrawal from Iraq. Re-election is not in the cards for what man, Virginia's senior senator?

ANSWER: John Warner

How many quarks are in a baryon, a class of particles that includes protons? 

ANSWER: three

ANSWER: The Comedy of Errors

Most grammarians believe there are seven coordinating conjunctions, which form the acronym ‘FANBOYS.’ What are the seven coordinating conjunctions?

ANSWER: for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so (accept in any order)

7B.
Fifty-four of the sixty-eight were made for Tsars Alexander III and Nicholas II. What jewels were made between 1885 and 1917, many of which were Easter presents?  

ANSWER: Fabergé egg(s)

8A.
In the Gospel of John, Christ wore a purple robe before His crucifixion; what unusual piece of headwear was He forced to wear? 

ANSWER: crown of thorns (prompt on ‘crown’)

8B.
What name is given to any signal or message that is not perceived by the conscious mind, such as a commercial that flashes ‘GET IT!’ for a fraction of a second?

ANSWER: subliminal
9A.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the determinant of the matrix whose top row is –4 and 3, and whose bottom row is 7 and 9?

ANSWER: -57
9B.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the area of a square with a perimeter of 28 feet?

ANSWER: 49 square feet
10A.
The Billion Dollar Congress and the McKinley Tariff occurred in the term of what president who served between the two terms of Grover Cleveland? 

ANSWER: Benjamin Harrison (prompt on ‘Harrison’)

10B.
What zoologist was murdered in 1985, either by one of her Rwandan students or a poacher, and is known for her book, Gorillas in the Mist? 

ANSWER: Dian Fossey
Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
Their carbon chains are straight rather than kinked, they are created by partially hydrogenating plant oils, and can be monounsaturated or polyunsaturated.  Due to increasing risk of heart disease, they were recently banned in Philadelphia and New York City restaurants and will be eliminated from Wendy’s, Burger King, and McDonald’s.  Name this type of fat.

ANSWER: trans fat (prompt on ‘fat’)

2.
Camille Saint-Saëns (sawn sah-awns) thought there was too much bassoon. At its début, Vaslav Nijinsky tried to shout instructions to the dancers, but arguments in the audience drowned out the orchestra. Perhaps they were arguing the young girl shouldn’t be sacrificed. A riot broke out at the 1913 premiere of what Igor Stravinsky ballet about a pagan ritual held between winter and summer? 

ANSWER: The Rite of Spring 

3.
In 107 BC, Gaius Marius expanded the pool of people who could be in them and made them a professional force, instead of a citizen levy. Augustus reduced their number from 50 to around 25. Each one had an emblem, or aquila (ah-KWEE-lah) and was commanded by a legate. Each one had 10 cohorts, which in turn had six centuries. What unit of heavy infantry, with around 5,500 soldiers, was the backbone of the Roman army? 

ANSWER: Roman legion(s)

4.
THIS IS A COMPUTATION QUESTION. What is the radian measure of the supplement of a 60-degree angle, given that an angle plus its supplement equals 180 degrees and that 180 degrees equals pi radians?

ANSWER: 2 pi over 3 radians

5.
Nouns in this language usually add the suffix –ha to form the plural, but foreign loanwords bring a lot of irregularity. Its classical poetry is in a variety of this language called Dari. Until 1843, the Mughal rulers of India conducted business in this language. It has used the maikhi and Pahlavi writing systems, but currently uses a 32-letter alphabet that is a modified form of the Arabic alphabet. What language is spoken in Tehran?

ANSWER: Persian or Farsi (also accept Parsi) or Iranian
6.
At standard temperature and pressure, it is the only group to contain elements in all three states of matter.  These highly reactive nonmetals get their collective name from the Greek for ‘salt-former.’ Name this second-to-rightmost group of the periodic table comprised of astatine, bromine, chlorine, iodine, and fluorine.

ANSWER: halogen(s) or Group 17 or Group 7A or Group 7B
7.
He was born on September 22 in the year 2890 of the Third Age. He spent his retirement in Rivendell, working on Translations from the Elvish and There and Back Again. He left the Shire forever on his eleventy-first birthday, leaving his most precious possession behind. Who helped defeat the dragon Smaug, and stole from Gollum the One Ring, leaving it in the hands of his first and second cousin Frodo?

ANSWER: Bilbo Baggins (prompt on “Baggins”)

8.
A dynasty of them ruled north India between 1206 and 1290. They also became the power behind the Ayyubid throne, but their own Burji dynasty was very chaotic. Napoleon used them as soldiers in the Peninsular War, where they were confused for Moors. In 1811, their power was broken after they were knocked out by Muhammad Ali in a series of massacres. What slave-soldiers ruled Egypt between 1250 and 1517?

ANSWER: Mameluke(s) or Mamluk(s)

9.
He pushed his nephew Perdix off the top of a tower and was exiled from Athens. He nearly died after solving the riddle of running a string through a spiral shell, but was saved by the King of Sicily. Sails and picture images were just some of his lesser-known inventions. Who is best known for building a wooden cow, artificial wings for himself and his son, and a prison for the Minotaur called the Labyrinth? 

ANSWER: Daedalus
10.
Her husband was Lapidoth and she was also a poet. When her judgment was needed, she was under a palm tree located between Ramah and Bethel. Her time came when the Canaanite general Sisera troubled Israel. She prophesied that Jael would kill Sisera, and that her general, Barak, would defeat Sisera’s army. Who was the only female judge of the Israelites?

ANSWER: Deborah
11.
This term refers to 230 animals in five troops living in its namesake area.  They are Barbary Macaques and are a major tourist attraction.  Name this type of tailless monkey that is the only non-human primate living in Europe, as it lives on a namesake British possession in Iberia.

ANSWER: ape of Gibraltar or Gibraltar ape(s)

12.
A sequel to this novel, No Longer at Ease, is about the protagonist’s grandson, Obi. The protagonist was exiled to his mother’s village for seven years for accidentally killing someone. During the exile, white missionaries arrive in the Igbo’s territory. When the protagonist returns, he tries to start an unsuccessful rebellion and then commits suicide. The rise and fall of Okonkwo is the main plot of what novel by Chinua Achebe? 

ANSWER: Things Fall Apart
13.
The passage of Jay’s Treaty created a backlash that caused the decline of this group outside its New England stronghold. Its last local activity was in Delaware in the late 1820s, and Rufus King was its last national candidate. Its downfall was assured after the Hartford Convention. John Adams was the only President from what party, also led by Alexander Hamilton, which opposed Jefferson’s Democratic-Republicans? 

ANSWER: Federalist(s) Party

14.
This 1951 poem, written for the poet’s dying father, has a villanelle rhyming scheme. In 1989, John Cale set this poem to music, and performed it at the concert that celebrated the opening of Wales’ National Assembly. The lines ‘Old age should burn and rave at the close of day; / Rage, rage against the dying of the light,’ are from what poem by Dylan Thomas? 

ANSWER: “Do not go gentle into that good night”

15.
In his first campaign for public office, he lost to David Dinkins, but won the rematch in 1993, becoming the first Republican mayor of his city in almost 40 years. He argued with Ron Paul about what should be done after 9/11. Joe Biden accused him of making sentences with a noun, a verb and 9/11. Who was the mayor of New York City on 9/11? 

ANSWER: Rudy Giuliani
Spare questions 

Be sure to mark off questions as they are used. Replace, when possible, a discarded question with a spare in that area (i.e. science for science, English for English, etc.) 

1.
Euclid’s Elements proved it in book 1, proposition 47 and in book 6, proposition 31.  President Garfield also discovered a proof to this special case of the law of cosines.  Name this theorem named after a Greek mystic that states the sum of the squares of a right triangle’s legs equals the square of the hypotenuse.

ANSWER: Pythagorean theorem

2.
He remained alive for several weeks before his November 20, 1975, death, and then was still dead for several weeks after that. He proclaimed his country a monarchy in 1947, but didn’t bother to name a king, or for that matter, a successor until 1969. That year, he also closed the border of Gibraltar. Who ruled Spain as a virtual dictator between 1939 and 1975? 

ANSWER: Francisco Franco
3.
Gamma Productions, a Mexican animation studio, provided the animation for this cartoon, while Bill Scott wrote scripts using characters from an earlier show, The Frostbite Falls Revue. Like most 1960s cartoons, it had a number of other features, such as Peabody’s Improable History, Fractured Fairy Tales, and Dudley Do-Right of the Mounties. What cartoon was about the adventures of a moose and a flying squirrel?

ANSWER: Rocky and Bullwinkle

4.
Pioneers in its development include Johann Dobereiner, John Newlands, and Lothar Meyer.  Its arrangement is based on electron configuration, valence shell electrons, and atomic number. It is split into columns called groups. Name this method of arranging the chemical elements developed by Dmitri Mendeleev.

ANSWER: periodic table
5.
Its fictional creator was married to Bridget Saunders and was modeled after Jonathan Swift’s character, Isaac Bickerstaff. Characters such as Titan Leeds appeared in the annual editions that appeared between 1732 and 1758. What annual book not only contained a calendar and weather information, but proverbs such as ‘A penny saved is Twopence clear,’ from its creator, Benjamin Franklin? 

ANSWER: Poor Richard’s Almanac
