ANSWER: Anglican Church (or Church of England)

Unless you want muscle spasms around your mouth, you should probably take a doctor's advice to get a booster shot against it every 10 years or whenever you get a deep puncture wound. Name this disease, sometimes called "lockjaw".

ANSWER: tetanus (accept lockjaw before it is read)

3.
Many of them now live in small villages, especially in Syria after a 3-year drought there forced them to give up their standard migration. Give the general term for these tribal groups of Arab nomads that, for centuries, regularly passed the deserts of the Middle East.

ANSWER: Bedouins [BED-o-unz]

4.
After someone is arrested and booked, he must be brought to a courtroom to stand in front of a judge, hear the accusations against him, and plead either "guilty" or "not guilty". Give the legal term for this process that comes from the French for "address" and the Latin for "reason". 

ANSWER: arraignment [a-RAIN-ment]

5.
As a verb, it can mean "to make something less important" or "to break an existing record". Give this 7-letter word starting with E that is also what occurs when the moon comes between the Sun and the Earth.

ANSWER: eclipse

Two answers required! The Library of America trilogy of Louisa May Alcott's works includes the novel Little Women and--what two other novels that are part of that series?

ANSWER: Little Men and Jo's Boys
7.
 THIS IS A 10-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. The line H has the equation y = ¼ x - 7/3.  Put the equation in the standard form Ax + By  = C where (in this case) A and C are positive integers.

ANSWER: 3x - 12y = 28

 Two answers needed! What collector's editions of the classic board game Monopoly that includes tokens of Buzz Lightyear, Lightning McQueen, Sulley and Nemo is named for the two film companies that combined to make the movies featuring those characters?

ANSWER: the Disney/Pixar edition 

9.
 Into the valley of death--and then into the jaws of death and the mouth of hell rode the 600 military men who appear in--what Tennyson poem about a vicious battle during the Crimean War?

ANSWER: Charge of the Light Brigade (prompt on "Tennyson" or "Crimean War" before they are said)

10.
 THIS IS A 10-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. A computer program is set to print out the value K, beginning at K = 0 and then printing every third integer after that until K is less than or equal to 43. How many total values of K will be printed out?

ANSWER: 15 (0,3 , 6…42; if 14 is given, student forgot to count zero as first element)

 In freshwater aquatic environments, it is often in short supply, and increased levels of it can promote the growth of algae and other plants. Name this non-metallic element that can glow in the dark.

ANSWER: phosphorus or P
12.
The McEacherns (from Light in August), the Bundrens (from As I Lay Dying), the Sutpens (from Absalom, Absalom! ) and the Compsons (from The Sound and the Fury) are all families created by--what 20th-century American writer?

ANSWER: William Faulkner
13.
THIS IS A 10-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. In a class of 40 students, 11 students say their favorite color is red. Give the exact percentage of the class for whom red is their favorite color.

ANSWER: 27.5% or 27 ½ %
14.
Currently developing a series on his book How to Remodel a Man, he had been writing a screenplay based on his most popular book until the death of actor John Ritter. Name this humorist who writes a weekly newspaper column and also wrote the book 8 Simple Rules for Dating My Teenage Daughter.

ANSWER: W. Bruce Cameron
15.
He was a major by the end of the Mexican War but got his nickname from his reliability at the first Battle of Bull Run. Name this Confederate general whose last words, given a week after his right arm was buried, were, "Let us go across the river and rest in the shade of the trees."

ANSWER: Thomas "Stonewall" Jackson

ANSWER: crevasse [cra-VASS]

 Four years after William Jennings Bryan's final Presidential loss, he became Secretary of State under--what Democrat President?

ANSWER: (Thomas) Woodrow Wilson
2A.
 Eight years after William Jennings Bryan lost his second try for the Presidency, he lost for a third time to--what very large Republican?

ANSWER: William Howard Taft
2B.
 In the 2008 Major League Baseball All-Star Game, name either of the two American League starters who played in their 12th All-Star game, the most among players on both teams.

ANSWER: Alex Rodriguez or Manny Ramirez
3A.
 In mythology, Pandora opened a box that let out evil into the world. Name the one thing still remaining in the box.  

ANSWER: hope
3B.
 What type of radiation, sometimes produced by a klystron [CLY-stron], can be absorbed by food while heating up?

ANSWER: microwaves

4A.
 In the 2008 Major League Baseball All-Star Game, what Florida Marlins second baseman committed 3 errors and almost lost the game for the National League all by himself? 

ANSWER: Dan Uggla
4B.
 According to the  "Big Bang" theory, our universe started as one of--what unusual zones, found at the centers of black holes?  

ANSWER: singularity (or singularities)

5A.
 THIS IS A 20-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. A jar has 10 more nickels in it than it has quarters.  If the total value of the nickels and quarters is $3.20, how many nickels are in the jar?  

ANSWER: 19  (5x + 25 [x - 10] = 320, so 19 nickels and 9 quarters)

 THIS IS A 20-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. Calculate the volume of a pyramid whose base is a square of side 7 inches and whose height is 18 inches.      
ANSWER: 294 cu. in. (1/3 x 72  x 18) 

6A.
 Besides Germany, name any two of the six European countries that border Poland.   
ANSWER: Belarus, Czech Republic, Lithuania, Russia, Slovakia, Ukraine
6B.
 Name the female pop singer who created the 2008 album Hard Candy.

ANSWER: Madonna 

7A.
 Within the electromagnetic spectrum, what type of radiation's wavelengths are so long that huge towers are needed to transmit the data they contain?

ANSWER: radio waves
7B.
 Name the 19th-century composer of the works unofficially titled "Revolutionary Etude" and "Funeral March Sonata". 

ANSWER: Frederic Chopin
8A.
 Name the female pop singer who created the 2008 album Flavors of Entanglement

ANSWER: Alanis Morisette 

8B.
 What letter of the alphabet is added to the stem of the German infinitive "machen" [MOCK-un] (meaning "to make") to create the "he" form of the verb in the present indicative tense?

ANSWER: T ("macht")

9A.
 Name the 19th-century composer of the works Death and the Maiden and the Trout Quintet.

ANSWER: Franz Schubert
9B.
Two answers needed!  The West Virginia town of Harpers Ferry is located at the confluence of--what two major rivers? 

ANSWER: Potomac and Shenandoah Rivers  

10A. 
THIS IS A 30-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION.  The number of degrees in each interior angle of a regular polygon with n sides can be expressed as 1/n, times the quantity (180n - 360). In the limit, what is the measure of each interior angle of a polygon with an infinite number of sides?  

ANSWER: 180° (180 - 360/n as n approaches infinity) 
10B.
 THIS IS A 20-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. Calculate the radius of the circle represented by the graph (x - 1)2 + (y - 6)2 = 169.
  

ANSWER: 13 (square root of 169) 

Third period, 15 toss-ups, 10 points each

1.
 It was originally called First Impressions, perhaps because its main couple receive bad first impressions of each other before they end up marrying. Name this Jane Austen novel featuring the Bennet family and their daughter Lizzie, who ends up marrying Mr. Darcy.

ANSWER: Pride and Prejudice
2.
Its 13 divisions include "double", "trumpet", "long cup" and "short cup."  Name this popular flower that contains one set of petals around the outside and an inner cup (often of a different color) inside the petals.

ANSWER: daffodil (or narcissus)

3.
During his time as Imperial Astronomer, he created tables based on Tycho Brahe's calculations and used the word "satellite" to describe a "moon" of a planet. He figured out that Mars orbits the sun in an elliptical path and concluded that all planetary orbits are ellipses. Identify this German namesake of a 1604 "New Star" that was really a supernova and of 3 laws of planetary motion.

ANSWER: Johannes Kepler:

Before its main struggle can take place, the minor character Ivan must be killed--which is not easy because Ivan is so huge. Nevertheless, Ivan is killed by Rainsford, which sets up the final showdown with General Zaroff at the end of--what short story?

ANSWER: The Most Dangerous Game
5.
Forty years after its discovery in Japan by a company whose name means "essence of taste", it began to be sold in the U.S. under the name "Accent". Identify this chemical, intended to enhance the flavor of food, that causes health problems for some people who encounter it in their Chinese food.

ANSWER: monosodium glutamate (or MSG) 

6.
American painters Andrew Wyeth, Thomas Eakins and Edward Hopper are considered a part of it, as are French artists Camille Corot, Theodore Rousseau and Gustave Courbet. Name this 19th-century artistic movement that also includes the much-earlier Dutch painter Rembrandt.

ANSWER: Realism
7.
  His two last words, which he repeats twice, are "The horror! The horror!" Name this Englishman who becomes a ferry-boat captain and exports ivory from Africa in Joseph Conrad's Heart of Darkness.

ANSWER: Marlow
8.
 Now officially called "Paris-IV" (four), it is just one of 13 colleges that make up the University of Paris. Give this French word that is still a common nickname for the university, though it now refers to just one of the university's buildings.

ANSWER: the Sorbonne
9.
 When its title character dies, he is removed from his cage and buried, and the cage is filled by a panther instead--who eats many more meals than the cage's previous occupant did. Give the most common English title of this short story by Franz Kafka.

ANSWER: A Hunger Artist
10.
 Its followers carry a small comb, a metal bracelet and a small sword--among other things. Name this major religion whose scriptures are known as the Adi Granth and whose followers mostly live in the Indian state of Punjab and revere the Golden Temple in the city of Amritsar.

ANSWER: Sikhism

11.
 Your body has 12 pairs of them that are identified by Roman numerals, including the abducens [ab-DOO-sunz] that moves your eyes, the vagus [VAY-gus] that monitors your heart rate, and the olfactory that allows you to smell. Name these nerves that are all located above your neck.

ANSWER: cranial nerves (both words needed if buzzing before "nerves")

Before she dies, she gives a lock of her hair to many people and makes her father promise to free the man who saved her life after she fell into the Mississippi River. Name this small girl who appears in the novel Uncle Tom's Cabin as the daughter of Augustine St. Clare.

ANSWER: Eva St. Clare

13.
It means "to refrain from" or "to deliberately not do something even though you can". Give this 7-letter word most commonly used to mean "to deliberately not have sex", "to deliberately not drink alcohol" and "to deliberately not vote". 

ANSWER: abstain
14.
THIS IS A 10-SECOND COMPUTATION QUESTION. Put the result of the problem  "54,000 divided by 2,000" in standard scientific notation.

ANSWER: 2.7 x 101
15.
He sat on the "Peacock Throne" for nearly 40 years, from just before Pearl Harbor until just before students in his country took 52 Americans hostage. Name this world leader who died in exile in 1980 and was replaced by the Ayatollah Khomeini [ca-MAY-nee]. 

ANSWER: Mohammed Reza Pahlavi (or the Shah of Iran)

ANSWER: Roger Sherman
3.
Name the fabric, developed in China and used in expensive ties, that smells like burning hair when it's on fire. 

ANSWER: silk
4.
Identify the colloid created by solid particles dispersed within a gas.

ANSWER: aerosol
5.
The famed Blarney Stone is said to be half of--what famous rock, long used in coronation ceremonies for British monarchs?

ANSWER: Stone of Scone
