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Round 10

1. One of these named for Humboldt is the largest in the Northern Hemisphere. Kames are mound of sand and gravel that are deposited by these structures, while eskers are formed by streams under these objects. There currently 26 of these objects in a namesake national park in Montana. An elongated hill or ridge of its drift is known as a drumlin, and the accumulation of debris carried by one of these is known as a moraine. For 10 points, name this slow moving mass of ice.

2. In a work by this author, a fifteen-year old named Alexander Cold travels to the Amazon with his Grandmother Kate. In addition to City of the Beasts, this author wrote a mock biography published in 2005 entitled Zorro. Born in South America, this woman has written Portrait in Sepia and Daughter of Fortune, but her best-known work centers on three generations of the Trueba family, and is entitled The House of the Spirits. FTP name this Chilean novelist whose uncle was deposed by Augusto Pinochet.


A. Isabel Allende [ah-YEN-dey] (need to say first name or initial)

3. The official title of this offshoot of the Quakers is The United Society of Believers in Christ’s Second Appearing.  Established in America in 1774 by their founder, men and women did everything separately, even using different stairs and doors, to encourage complete celibacy. Considering work “an act of prayer,” the spare, elegant furniture they made is still highly prized.  Founded by Mother Anne Lee, FTP what is this religious sect, whose trembling and twitching when filled with the holy spirit provides its famous nickname? 

            A. Shakers
4. This conflict’s timing was convenient for the colonial power, as the Crimean War had just ended, and troops only had to move through Persia to arrive on the scene. One of its main rebel commanders, Nana Sahib, disappeared after this conflict ended, escaping execution. Its biggest result was the exile of Bahadur Shah II and the permanent dissolution of the Mughal Dynasty. FTP identify this 1857 revolt against British rule in India partly instigated by British insistence on cartridges greased with beef and pig tallow.

A. Sepoy Mutiny or Rebellion or Indian Mutiny
5. A fallen angel must accomplish penance in this man's oratorio Paradise and the Peri, and his only opera was entitled Genoveva. Eighteen solo piano pieces are found in this man's collection Dances of the League of David. Other works for piano by this composer include Papillons, Carnaval, Symphonic Etudes, and Scenes from Childhood. In 1841, his First Symphony premiered with the nicknamed "Spring," while his Third Symphony in E-Flat was nicknamed "Rhenish." FTP name this German composer who was married to a fellow musician named Clara.


A. Robert Schumann
6. “To a Locomotive in Winter” is a late work by this author who chronicled his difficulties reconciling individuality with democracy in his non-fiction book Democratic Vistas. Specimen Days is the name of a late collection of his miscellaneous writings, but he’s better known for a book which grew over a period of years from the addition of sections like “Calamus” and “Children of Adam.” Often articulating his desire to “sound his barbaric yawp,” FTP name this 19th-century author of “Song of Myself” and other poems collected in Leaves of Grass.


A. Walt Whitman
7. Pencil and paper ready.  FTP, given that the arbitrary constant of integration is expected, so you don’t have to provide it, evaluate the indefinite integral  x(x2 + 1)9 dx.  Note that the method of substitution may be used, but one can save a lot of time by noticing that the derivative with respect to x of x2 + 1 is 2x and making the adjustment for the missing factor of 2 and the factor 10 that appears when using the power rule for integrals.


A. (x2+1)10 / 20
8. During the Reign of Terror, revolutionists espousing this belief system renamed Notre Dame Cathedral the “Temple of Reason.” First written about by Herbert of Cherbury, this system heavily influenced the writing of the U.S. Constitution, especially in the area of the separation of church and state.  Rejecting the idea of a “revealed religion” and espoused by many of the founding fathers, as well as by thinkers like Voltaire, Rousseau and Kant, FTP what is this belief that God created the universe to work by natural laws?


A. Deism

9. Jerome Lejeune discovered the cause of this disorder, which occurs after a meiotic nondisjunction event. Once referred to as Mongolian idiocy, its incidence increases with maternal age. Named for a 19th century British physician, it is characterized by weak muscle tone, flattened facial features, an upward slant to the eyes, epicanthic folds, and mental retardation. For 10 points, name this genetic disorder associated with an extra chromosome 21.

     A.  Down Syndrome (accept Down's Syndrome)
10. Born with the surname Bailey, he changed it to Johnson under the advice of David Ruggles, then to another he borrowed from a character in Walter Scott’s The Lady of the Lake. He served as U.S. marshal for the District of Columbia, as ambassador to Haiti from 1889 to 1891, and had run for the vice presidency in 1872 under the Equal Rights Party. The author of the autobiography My Freedom and My Bondage, FTP name this orator and founder of the antislavery newspaper The North Star. 


A. Frederick Douglass 
11. One of this group was flung to heaven after climbing a millet plant after helping man learn the medical arts. Another, Shino-Tse-Hiko, holds up the earth with his wife. One of the most well known was born from his father’s nose and killed an eight-headed dragon, after which he found the sword Kusanagi. Shrines to them are fronted by a structure of two pillars connected by a crossbeam, called a Torii. FTP spirits of air, water, plants, and other natural things, as well as deities like Susanoo (su-sa-no-uh) and Amaterasu, form what divine group of Shinto?


A. Kami
12. The city formerly known as Frobisher Bay is located on its southern coast.  That city is important because it is now called Iqaluit and is the capital of a province in its country.  Leif Ericson called it Helluland and its highest point is Mount Odin.  FTP identify this 5th largest island in the world, upon which sits the capital of the new Canadian province of Nunavut.

A. Baffin Island

13. In a famous elegy W.H. Auden wrote that “the death of [this] poet was kept from his poems” and that “[t]he day of his death was a dark cold day.” He wrote of living in “the bee-loud glade” in “The Lake-Isle of Innisfree” and of the “nine and fifty” title creatures he observes in “The Wild Swans at Coole,” and he wrote a number of short poems about the character “Crazy Jane.” FTP name this Irish co-founder of the Abbey Theater and author of poems like “Sailing to Byzantium” and “The Second Coming.”


A. William Butler Yeats
14. One member of this phylum, the Xyloplax [ZY-lo-plax], may represent a sixth class, but it may just be an unusual member of the Asteroidea class.  Nearly all of its members are benthic, including sea lilies and sea cucumbers.  They have a water vascular system, and many members move via tube feet.  FTP, name this phylum of “spiny-skinned” creatures, including sand dollars, sea urchins, and starfish.


A. Echinodermata or echinoderm
15. An ancient version of it, named after Trajan, extended over Lake Timsah until about 775 when it was filled in by the Abbasids. Early attempts at reconstruction were stalled by the faulty calculations of J.M. Le Pere. The 1888 Convention of Constantinople opened it indiscriminately, but all Israel-bound vessels were forbidden to pass in 1949, leading to Gamal Abdel-Nasser’s nationalization of it seven years later. FTP name this brainchild of Ferdinand de Lesseps that allows vessels to pass between the Mediterranean and Red Seas. 


A. Suez Canal

16. A portion of this man’s vintage hubcap collection sits on display at the Smithsonian, and Bob Harris wrote a book about living in this man’s namesake “stan.” He voiced himself as the host of “Riddle Quest” on the kids’ show Arthur, and he sent thugs after Marge Simpson for not paying back the $5200 she owed his show for being in the hole when her appearance ended. A method of causing his disappearance into a different dimension proposed on The Family Guy was shown not to work in June of this year when contestant Jared Cohen got him to say his name backward but he remained here in our world. Though you don’t have to answer in the form of a question, FTP name this Canadian-born host of Jeopardy!

A. Alex Trebek
17. This author’s most recent work is a 2007 novel that fictionalizes the adolescence of Adolf Hitler. Besides A Castle in the Forest, he blended fiction and reportage in works like Miami and the Siege of Chicago and Advertisements for Myself. He novelized the killings by and of Gary Gilmore in The Executioner’s Song, and he wrote of the march on the Pentagon in 1967 in Armies of the Night. FTP name this 1969 candidate for mayor of New York who wrote the WWII novel The Naked and the Dead and passed from this veil of tears on November 10.


A. Norman Mailer
18. Jacob Bekenstein suggested that these objects could have entropy. According to the no-hair theorem, they are characterized by mass, charge, and angular momentum. These objects form when smaller than the Schwarzschild radius, and they emit Hawking radiation. The material inside of them can be compressed into a point of infinite density called a singularity. For 10 points, name these objects with an intense gravitational field that can be formed from the collapse of a star.

     A. black hole(s)
19. Edward Denby’s releasing of the title place to the jurisdiction another cabinet member was not illegal.  Albert Fall’s leasing of the title place to Henry Sinclair’s company without competitive bidding was not illegal either as per the General Leasing Act of 1920.  What was illegal was Sinclair’s “gifts” to Fall in return for the lease.  FTP identify this 1922 Harding era scandal that saw US Navy oil fields in Wyoming leased to Mammoth Oil by the Secretary of the Interior for some hefty bribes.

A. Teapot Dome Scandal

20. Completed in six weeks in 1854, the next year's Paris World's Fair rejected this while accepting 11 of the artist's other works, so he opened his own competing exposition in a forerunner of the Salon des Refuses.  Subtitled "A real allegory of a seven year phase in my artistic and moral life,” it depicted where the artist said "the world comes.” On the right are associates of the artist including Champfleury, Proudhon, Baudelaire, and George Sand, while in the middle the title character works on a landscape while turned away from a representative of the academic art tradition, a nude model.  FTP name this painting by Gustave Courbet which depicts his workplace.

A. Langston Hughes
B. Hughes is perhaps the most prominent member of this makeshift group of black writers of the 1920s and 30s.


A. Harlem Renaissance

C. This Hughes poem depicts an old man playing the title music on Lenox Avenue in Harlem, singing of his fatigue with life.
