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1. Its subpeaks include the Southeast Spur and Browne Tower, the latter of which offers a straightline view of Harper’s Glacier. Frederick Cook, who also lied about reaching the North Pole, claimed he was first to summit this peak, but a quartet of climbers did so in 1913, making it the first of the Seven Summits to have its first ascent in the 20th century. Also known by a name meaning “Great One” in Athabaskan, FTP provide the alternate name for Denali, the highest peak in North America.


A. Mount McKinley
2. He developed a “colour top” in the 1850s to study color perception, and his 3-color image of a tartan was the first-ever color photograph.  His namesake distribution describes the motion of gas molecules at a given temperature.  He introduced the displacement current as a means of joining electricity, magnetism, and light in a set of four unified equations.  FTP name this 19th-century Scottish physicist who also developed a thermodynamic thought-experiment involving a namesake “demon.”


A. James Clerk Maxwell 
3. Kukailimoku was the Hawaiian deity associated with this activity. The polar god Mixcoatl also was, and the Babylonians left offerings of slaughtered bulls at the temple of Ninurta before engaging in it. In a better known myth system, the god of this was depicted with one hand, as he had allowed Fenrir to bite off the other hand during his binding. Perhaps the best known god associated with this was always accompanied by Phobos and Deimos while engaging in it. FTP Tyr And Ares are deities associated with what activity involving using armies to kill lots of people?


A. war (acc. obvious equivalents like “battle,” “martial” anything, etc.)

4. The speaker laments that he had to kill a man who in other circumstances he would’ve treated to a drink in this author’s poem “The Man He Killed.” The only sound among “the bleak twigs overhead” is the title bird in his poem “The Darkling Thrush.” The resting dead are disturbed by cannons in “Channel Firing.” Turning to poetry after the outraged reception to his last novel, Jude the Obscure, FTP name this British author better known for novels like Tess of the D’Urbevilles and The Return of the Native.


A. Thomas Hardy
5. This man was a back-up quarterback for the Wake Forest football teams of 1975 and 76 before transferring to Florida State, where he began his political career as student body VP. He was state political director for US Senator Connie Mack before being elected to the state senate, where his desire to see convicts chained together in work crews earned him the nickname “Chain Gang.” He lost a bid to unseat Bob Graham in the US senate in 1998, and in a race six years later this bachelor had to overcome whispers questioning his heterosexuality before defeating Democrat Jim Davis. On the plus side, he snubbed George Bush when the latter visited Florida. FTP name this man, current governor of Florida.


A. Charlie Crist
6. Though highly regarded in his lifetime and elected to by hoofdman of his hometown painters' guild, he was forgotten until 1866, when the art critic Thoré Bürger attributed 66 paintings to him, though only 34 are considered his today.  Thought by some critics to have used a camera obscura  in his work, this painter specialized in portraits and domestic interiors, usually featuring one or two figures and often lit by a window on the left, as in works like The Geographer and The Milkmaid.  FTP, name this Dutch painter of Girl with a Pearl Earring and View of Delft.
 
A. Jan Vermeer 

7. Allenes contain two of these adjacent to each other, while conjugated ones are separated by one interval.  One of these can be created by Hoffman elimination, or one can be destroyed by adding a hydrogen halide.  Because of pi bonding, a molecule can not rotate about this type of bond, which creates separate cis and trans isomers.  Also found in molecular oxygen, this is, FTP, what type of covalent bond found in alkenes but not in alkanes?

8. Sharing its name with that of the former departments of Aisne and Oise, monarchs from this house included John II, Charles VII, and Francis I, a great supporter of the Renaissance. Name this French dynasty, supported by Joan of Arc, whose last monarch, Henry III, was ousted by Bourbon Henry IV in 1589.

9. The final scene of this TV show featured the song "It Never Rains in Southern California." In the series finale, a secret organization called The Castle is investigated for making a videotape of the title character and her boyfriend, Piz. The title character is friends with Mac, Wallace, and Logan, and attends Hearst College after graduating from Neptune High. For 10 points, name this CW show that starred a private investigator played by Kristen Bell.

10. Cora, Margie, and Pearl, the only females featured in this drama, are prostitutes. In Act II, when the so-called “Foolosopher” Larry Slade asks the protagonist whether the title figure has visited his wife, the salesman announces that she’s dead; we learn in Act IV that he killed her because he couldn’t stand her “pipe dream” that he would reform his dissipated ways. Set in Harry Hope’s saloon and focusing on the salesman Hickey, FTP name this play by Eugene O’Neill.


A. The Iceman Cometh
11. In this practice, the “sandek” is usually the grandfather or another honored male who holds the subject on a pillow in the opening stage, “Milah.” “Peri’ah” follows, and for the orthodox, then “mezizah” in which the celebrant in charge removes the blood from the subject with his mouth. Genesis 17 calls for it to be performed on the eighth day after birth. Presided over by a mohel (moil), FTP what is this process of excising the prepuce of the penis called for in Jewish tradition?

16. Set in the house of Cephalus, father of Polemarchus, in this work, Thrasymachus claims that justice is whatever is in the interest of the stronger party, since the stronger party makes the laws and enforces them. In Book Five, the author presents his “three waves,” the first of which is that rulers are to be selected from those who have the proper aptitude, while the latter two argue for communal living and the institution of rulers who are lovers of wisdom, like the author himself. Also including the author’s theory of forms, FTP name this dialogue of Plato that also includes the “Allegory of the Cave.”


A. The Republic
17. The composition by Dvorak with this name is subtitled "The Bells of Zlonice," while Rubinstein conducted the 1866 premier of this Tchaikovsky work, which is nicknamed "Winter Daydreams." Movements such as "Prophecy," "Profanation," and "Lamentation" appear in this Bernstein piece, which is nicknamed "Jeremiah." The influence of Haydn can be seen in this Prokofiev composition, which is nicknamed "Classical," while the work by Brahms with this name is sometimes referred to as Beethoven's Tenth.  The piece by Mahler with this name includes a funeral march based on the "Frère Jacques" theme and is nicknamed "Titan." FTP, give the shared name of these orchestral compositions.


A. Symphony No. 1 (or First Symphony or equivalents)

18. Becan, Edzna, and El Mirador were established as cities of this civilization by 200 CE. Its golden age began around 600 with the building of large temple complexes at Copan and Tikal. This time period also saw the development of a sophisticated calendar later adopted by the conquering Toltecs. 20. His studies of synthesized tartaric acid led him to propose the existence of chiral [KY-ral] molecules that twist polarized light in opposite directions.  In the 1870s, he developed a vaccine for anthrax, followed ten years later by a vaccine for rabies.  Earlier, he definitively disproved spontaneous generation and studied micro-organism contamination of beverages.  FTP, name this French scientist who developed a heating process to kill most bacteria in milk.
