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Tossups

1. This character is forced to take a job as a poultry maid because her father is too proud to work after discovering he has rich relatives.  This woman’s husband wanted to marry her because she would be able to help him farm, though he later abandons her and moves to Brazil after discovering she had a child, Sorrow, out of wedlock.  This character stabs her cousin Alec, who had previously raped her, when her husband, Angel Clare, returns.  For 10 points, name this work about the titular “Pure Woman Faithfully Presented” by Thomas Hardy.

ANSWER: Tess Durbeyfield  [accept Tess of the D’Urbervilles]

2. In one painting by this artist, a jumping fish conducts an animal cellist as a blue figure wraps his arms around the central figure in red; that painting is La mariée. In another work by this man, a swastika’d man burns down a synagogue and a green figure carries a sack to the right, as Jesus, who wears a prayer shawl, is crucified. In one work by this painter of White Crucifixion, a scythe-carrying man walks toward an upside-down violinist, while in the foreground, a green-faced man looks at a goat, on whose cheek there is another goat. For 10 points, name this Jewish painter of I and the Village.
ANSWER: Marc Chagall [accept Moishe Shagal]

3. One member of this family built the Palais du Luxembourg while acting as regent for her son, Louis XIII.  In addition to that member, Marie, this was also the family Pope Clement VII, who refused to annul Henry VIII’s marriage.  Two members of this family were attacked during Mass at the Duomo as part of the Pazzi [“paat-zee”] conspiracy to remove this family from power.  Although this family held significant political power, they initially gained power through banking.  For 10 points, name this powerful family of Florence, whose members include Cosimo and Lorenzo the Magnificent.

ANSWER: House of Medici
4. These objects can be generated by Hutchinson operators such as iterated function systems.  A plot of the convergence of Newton’s method in the complex plane is one of these objects which were introduced in the paper “How Long is The Coastline of Britain?” Many of these objects can be imaged using the escape-time algorithm. Almost all Julia sets are these objects which have non-integral dimension, and examples of these objects include the Koch snowflake and Sierpinski’s triangle. For 10 points, name these geometrical objects which are self-similar, such as the Mandlebrot set.

ANSWER: fractals
5. A cab driver from this country stabbed the English football mascot Robert Sebbage. Chalcidice is a peninsula in this country that is home to the Pindus Mountains. This country is home to the active volcano Santorini located in the Aegean Sea. This country, currently led by George Papandreou, recently received bailouts to help the Euro recover. The Corinth Channel separates the mainland of this country from the Peloponnese Peninsula. This country’s highest point is Mount Olympus. For 10 points, name this country with capital at Athens.
ANSWER: Greece [accept The Hellenic Republic]

6. This thinker distanced himself from other Young Hegelians by arguing for political emancipation with religious freedom in On the Jewish Question. This philosopher discussed historical materialism and said that the point of philosophy is to change the world in his Theses on Feuerbach. This author of German Ideology outlined his labor theory of value in a work denouncing the exploitation of labor entitled Das Kapital. He also wrote a work outlining his political philosophy with Friedrich Engels. For 10 points, name this author of The Communist Manifesto.
ANSWER: Karl Marx
7. This monarch allegedly wrote a series of letters and love poems to the Earl of Bothwell, known as the Casket Letters, which implicated her in the murder of her husband, Lord Darnley. Sir Francis Walsingham implicated this queen in a plot to help Spain invade England and place her on the throne. Although this monarch would never become queen of England, her son, James I, would eventually become king after this queen’s execution. For 10 points, identify this queen of Scotland who was executed for treason by her cousin, Elizabeth I of England.
ANSWER: Mary, Queen of Scots [accept Mary I of Scotland or Mary Stuart, prompt on partial answers]

8. The relative expression of CI [“C-one”] and cro [“crow”] determines whether these structures enter the lytic or lysogenic cycles. Members of the Epstein-Barr class of these agents are associated with Burkett’s lymphoma and cause infectious mononucleosis. Some of these structures employ the protein reverse transcriptase to integrate their genetic material into their host’s chromosomes and are called their “retro” type. One class of these infectious agents includes strains such as H1N1[“H-1-N-1”] and cause the flu. For 10 point, name these biological structures, examples of which include ebola [“ee-bola”] and HIV.

ANSWER: viruses

9. The teachings of this philosophy are collected in the Four Books, which include the Great Learning and the Doctrine of the Mean. The central tenet of this philosophy is ren, or proper behavior towards others. Filial piety is stressed by this philosophy that is often paired with Taoism or Buddhism. The teachings this philosophy’s founder are collected in the Analects. For 10 points, name this ethical and philosophical system based on the teachings of its namesake Chinese founder.
ANSWER: Confucianism [accept word forms like Confucius or Confucian; accept K’ung-fu-tzu or Master K’ung]

10. Women were extended the right to vote by Reza Pahlavi [“puh-laavi”] during the White Revolution in this country. Pahlavi was later overthrown by a proponent of Vilayat E-Faqih [“villa-yat eh-fakih”]. Ruhollah Khomeini led this country whose current president has faced scrutiny for resuming its nuclear program and putting three American hikers on trial when they accidentally crossed the Iraqi border. For 10 points, name this Middle Eastern country currently led by Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, with capital at Tehran.

ANSWER: Islamic Republic of Iran
11. The degree to which this phenomenon polarizes light is called Brewster’s Angle, and Fresnel’s equations and Huygens’ principle govern this process. When a wave passes through an anisotropic material and decomposes into two waves, birefringence, the double version of this phenomenon, occurs. Snell’s law relates the angle of incidence with the index of this process. The separation of white light into a rainbow as it passes through a prism is an example of this phenomenon. For 10 points, name this bending of a wave as it passes through a new medium.
ANSWER: refraction [do not accept “diffraction” or “reflection”]

12. The protagonist of this film reveals that he wore metal splints for knock-knees and was pinched by his nanny when he was growing up. In this film, David, played by Guy Pearce, throws a lavish party at Balmoral Castle with his lover, Mrs. Wallis Simpson, and taunts the protagonist’s disability. Although the protagonist, Bertie, had earlier been able to recite Hamlet’s soliloquy perfectly while listening to loud music, his stutter returns when he talks to his brother. For 10 points, name this recent film in which Colin Firth portrays King George VI attempting to overcome his speaking impediment.
ANSWER: The King’s Speech
13. Early in this man’s career, he was responsible for convincing Virginia to relinquish the land that would become the Northwest Territory.  As Secretary of State, this man failed to deliver the commissions for the “midnight judges,” resulting in this man being sued by William Marbury.  This man was also helped write a number of essays to promote the Constitution with John Jay and Alexander Hamilton known as the Federalist Papers.  For 10 points, name this “Father of the Constitution” and fourth president of the United States.

ANSWER: James Madison, Jr.

14. Mathilde Kschessinska [“shey-sin-ska”] danced two characters in this ballet that includes the Dance of the Goblets. The protagonist of this ballet receives a crossbow for his birthday and goes into the woods where he sees the title animal wearing a crown. The protagonist of this ballet dances with Odile, the daughter of the evil Von Rothbart. At the end of this ballet, the protagonist Prince Siegfried and his love Odette drown in the title location where Odette was imprisoned as a bird under a spell. For 10 points, name this ballet by Tchaikovsky.
ANSWER: Swan Lake [accept Lebedinoye Ozero] 
15. One myth states that this deity created the Milky Way with her breast milk when she pulled away from suckling Heracles.  In the Iliad, this figure sends Athena to calm Achilles before he argues with Agamemnon and later distracts her consort when Poseidon decides to fight in the war. This goddess sent Argus to keep her husband away from Io, and eventually placed Argus’ eyes on the feathers of her peacock. For 10 points, identify this queen of the Greek pantheon, the goddess of marriage and childbirth, and wife of Zeus.
ANSWER: Hera
16. Benioff zones counterbalance this process that Dietz described independently of Hess. When this process moves slowly, fracture zones and pseudofaults are created. Paleomagnetism studies have demonstrated that this process produced stripes of alternating magnetic alignments as the Earth’s magnetic field shifted. Continental drift is a result of this process in which basaltic magma rises due to convection forces near mid-oceanic ridges and is subducted at trenches. For 10 points, name this process of the creation of new crust in the ocean. 

ANSWER: Seafloor spreading [accept continental drift until it is mentioned]

17. The title character of this novel performs the “Wave of the Blue Sea” dance in one scene, and the blank chapter entitled “Vanished into the Clouds” represents the death of the title character in this novel. The protagonist of this work is the son of Kiritsubo and his concubine. The title character of this work is married to Aoi, but has affairs with Lady Fujistubo and Utsusemi and eventually marries his stepmother’s neice, who is named Murasaki. For 10 points name this work written during the Heian period, by Lady Murasaki Shikibu.
ANSWER: The Tale of Genji [prompt on Genji]

18. This poet wrote about a “conscientious object-or” who is tortured and thrown in a dungeon by a “trig westpointer.” This author of The Enormous Room and “I sing of Olaf glad and big” also wrote a poem about a couple named “anyone” and “noone” that implies the passage of time by the phrase “stars rain sun moon.” For 10 points, name this American poet of “anyone lived in a pretty how town,” best known for his disdain for conventional typesetting, capitalization, and punctuation.
ANSWER: Edward Estlin Cummings [accept ee cummings]

19. This composer wrote a set of variations on the folk tune “Dives and Lazarus.” This composer wrote the score for the film Scott of the Antarctic, which he later reworked into his Sinfonia antarctica. This composer adapted a George Meredith poem into the violin concerto The Lark Ascending. One work by this composer is based upon “Why Fum’th in Fight,” a 1567 tune written by the composer of Spem in alium. The tune “Lovely Joan” is used as counterpoint in this composer’s Fantasia on “Greensleeves.” For 10 points, name this British composer of Fantasia on a Theme by Thomas Tallis.
ANSWER: Ralph [“rafe”] Vaughn-Williams
20. Allen Ginsberg claimed to see Walt Whitman and this author “down by the watermelons” in his poem A Supermarket in California. This author wrote about a woman who murders her sterile husband in Yerma. Margarita kills herself because her mother keeps her and her four sisters imprisoned in The House of Bernarda Alba, the third installment in this author’s “rural tragedies.” The bride runs away the night before her wedding with her lover Leonardo Felix, who the Groom kills. For 10 points, name this Spanish author of Blood Wedding.

ANSWER: Federico Garcia Lorca
Tiebreaker

“Beecher’s Bibles” were rifles collected for this conflict. The pro-slavery Lecompton Constitution sought to end this conflict. Border Ruffians entered the Free State to influence the local elections during this conflict. John Brown led men in a battle at Pottawatomie Creek during this conflict. This conflict broke out after the Missouri Compromise was overturned, and popular sovereignty was instituted by a law partially named for Nebraska. For 10 points, name this violent conflict between slave owners and abolitionists on the border of Missouri and its western neighbor.
ANSWER: Bleeding Kansas [accept Bloody Kansas or the Border War]

Bonuses
1. This composer based the finale of his Reformation Symphony on “Ein feste Burg ist unser Gott,” a hymn by Martin Luther. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this composer of the Italian Symphony who wrote the Hebrides Overture while at Fingal’s Cave off the coast of Scotland, which also inspired his Scottish Symphony.
ANSWER: Jakob Ludwig Felix Mendelssohn Bartholdy
[10] Mendelssohn was propelled into fame after he wrote an overture to this Shakespeare play featuring characters such as Nick Bottom and Puck. He later wrote incidental music to this play, including a famous “Wedding March.”
ANSWER: A Midsummer Night’s Dream
[10] Mendelssohn’s concerto for this instrument in E minor is one of the most famous in the classical repertoire. This stringed instrument is similar to, but smaller than, a viola.
ANSWER: violin
2. The Federal Housing Finance Agency is suing this bank that sold its shares in the China Construction Bank. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this largest bank in the United States led by Brian Moynihan that was sued by AIG for debt losses and that plans to cut over 30,000 jobs as part of its cost-cutting program called “Project New BAC.”
ANSWER: Bank of America Corp.
[10] In an editorial entitled “Stop Coddling the Rich,” this billionaire urged Congress to raise taxes on the rich. He recently invested five billion dollars in Bank of America through Berkshire Hathaway, of which he is the CEO.
ANSWER: Warren Edward Buffett
[10] People have questioned the future of Berkshire Hathaway if Warren Buffett were to retire following this CEO of Apple announcing his retirement and naming Tim Cook as his successor.
ANSWER: Steven Paul Jobs
3. This battle was the single bloodiest day in American history. For 10 points each: 
[10] Name this inconclusive Civil War battle in Maryland, during which A.P. Hill’s forces drove Ambrose Burnside back to the stone bridge of the namesake creek.
ANSWER: Battle of Antietam  [accept Battle of Sharpsburg]
[10] Stonewall Jackson was accidentally shot at this later battle, during which Joseph Hooker’s incompetence forced the Union soldiers, who outnumbered the Confederates, to retreat across the Rappahannock.
ANSWER: Battle of Chancellorsville
[10] This other Virginia battle, the second at its site, saw the utter defeat of John Pope’s Union forces by troops led by Jackson and James Longstreet. 
ANSWER: Second Battle of Bull Run [accept Second Battle of Manassas; do not accept “First Battle of Bull Run” or “First Battle of Manassas”]

4. This is the color of the horse that Kalkin will ride and it is also the color of the Buffalo Woman of the Cherokee. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this color of the sail that Theseus was supposed to raise when he returned from Crete. The bull Minos had kept was of this color, and Minos’ wife Pasiphae fell in love with that bull as a punishment from the gods. 

ANSWER: white
[10] Aeschylus’s head was broken when this animal was dropped on him, and this animal ate travelers that Sciron kicked off a cliff. This animal is said to carry the world on its back in many Native American creation myths.
ANSWER: turtle [accept tortoise]
[10] Zeus turned Callisto into this type of animal which many Native American tribes thought to be humans closest relative. Fenrir is chained with a rope made from the sinews of this animal.
ANSWER: bears
5. This being will be preceded by false prophets, take away people’s freedoms, and persecute followers of Jesus. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this false-Jesus who will appear and order that the Temple of Solomon be rebuilt for him.
ANSWER: Antichrist
[10] This group has predicted the end of the world numerous times. This religious group does not believe in blood transfusions and puts out the publication The Watchtower as well as ringing doorbells.
ANSWER: Jehovah’s Witnesses
[10] This group suffered the “Great Disappointment” when their leader’s predictions for the end of the world that he had based on the Book of Daniel did not come true.
ANSWER: Millerites [accept William Miller; prompt on “Baptist” or “Adventist”]

6. This treaty was later amended by the Treaty of Zaragoza to include the other half of the world.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this treaty signed by Spain and Portugal in 1494 that divided the New World between them.

ANSWER: Treaty of Tordesillas
[10] The Treaty of Tordesillas was signed after this explorer sailed the Nina, the Pinta, and the Santa Maria to the New World.

ANSWER: Christopher Columbus [accept Cristoforo Columbo or Cristobal Colon]

[10] This explorer is credited with discovering Brazil and claimed it for Portugal, although the rest of South America was granted to Spain by the Treaty of Tordesillas.

ANSWER: Pedro Alvares Cabral
7. The speaker of this poem sees a man fail to put on his helmet and drown in the gas attack. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this anti-war poem that depicts young soldiers as “old beggars under sacks” and ends by talking about the title old lie and “Pro patria mori.”
ANSWER: “Dulce et Decorum Est”
[10] “Dulce et Decorum Est” is by this poet of “Futility” and “Anthem for Doomed Youth.”
ANSWER: Wilfred Edward Salter Owen
[10] Owen and his friend Sassoon wrote their poetry in light of this war. Their poetry portrayed the horrors of trench warfare and gas attacks. Other poets of this war included Robert Graves and Rupert Brooke.
ANSWER: World War One [accept equivalents like First World War]

8. The sculptures of saints in this Cathedral were beheaded and vandalized during a revolution. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this cathedral located on the Île-de-la-Cité in the Seine River that is known for its Rose window and flying buttresses.
ANSWER: Notre Dame Cathedral [accept Notre Dame de Paris]
[10] This cathedral famed for its stained glass was originally Romanesque but was rebuilt after all but the west façade and the crypt were destroyed by a fire in 1194.
ANSWER: Chartres Cathedral [accept Notre-Dame d'Chartres]
[10] Both the Notre Dame and Chartres Cathedrals are of this style, characterized by flying buttresses and pointed arches. This type of architecture followed the Romanesque style. 
ANSWER: Gothic architecture 

9. The protagonist of this novel marries Logan Killicks but runs away from him to marry Jody who becomes a successful businessman and politician. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel about Janie Crawford who eventually marries Tea Cake but shoots him because of rabies, after which she returns to Eatonville.
ANSWER: Their Eyes Were Watching God
[10] Their Eyes Were Watching God is a novel by this author who wrote Mule Bone: A Comedy of Negro Life with Langston Hughes.
ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston
[10] Zora Neale Hurston and Langston Hughes were both a part of this movement centered in its namesake New York neighborhood. Other figures from this movement include W.E.B. Du Bois and Duke Ellington.
ANSWER: Harlem Renaissance

10. This war was caused by Edward III and Philip VI’s competing claims for the French throne.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this war that was fought primarily between England and France and, despite its name, actually lasted more than a century, from 1337 to 1453.

ANSWER: Hundred Years’ War

[10] According the France’s Salic law, Edward III was ineligible to inherit the throne because his claim to the throne was through this relation. People of this type were forbidden by Salic law to pass on the throne.

ANSWER: his mother [accept anything about being female or a woman or equivalents]

[10] Philip VI’s accession to the throne marked the beginning of this French dynasty.  This dynasty, whose members include Louis XI and Francis I, ruled France until it was replaced by the Bourbon dynasty in 1589.

ANSWER: House of Valois
11. This song plays as Jenny stands on the edge of the building preparing to jump in Forrest Gump. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this song, whose chorus remarks “Lord knows I can’t change” by Lynyrd Skynyrd.

ANSWER: “Freebird”

[10] The song “Blackbird” appears on this Beatles album whose other tracks include “Back in the U.S.S.R.,” “Dear Prudence” and “Helter Skelter.” This album is nicknamed for the color of its cover.

ANSWER: The White Album [accept The Beatles or self-titled album]
[10] This guitarist was a member of the Yardbirds until their breakup in 1968.  He is perhaps more famous for joining Robert Plant, John Paul Jones, and John Bonham as lead guitarist in Led Zeppelin.
ANSWER: James Patrick “Jimmy” Page
12. In one work by this author, Sabina is the lover of Franz and mistress of Tomas, who is married to Tereza but has frequent affairs. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Czech author of The Book of Laughter and Forgetting.

ANSWER: Milan Kundera
[10] The aforementioned Sabina, Franz, Tomas, and Tereza are characters in this novel by Kundera, which he opens by contrasting the title concept to heaviness.

ANSWER: The Unbearable Lightness of Being
[10] The Unbearable Lightness of Being was set during this period in Czech history when the arts flourished and human rights were granted. This period of time ended when the Soviet tanks took over the namesake city.

ANSWER: Prague Spring
13. The arrival of Blucher’s reinforcements at this battle forced the French back. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this battle in which Wellington defeated Napoleon just south of Brussels.
ANSWER: Waterloo
[10] This gathering in response to the Six Acts where Henry Hunt spoke was massacred and named for a pun of Waterloo.
ANSWER: Peterloo [accept massacre at St. Peter’s Fields]
[10] The Peterloo Massacre was connected to this conspiracy named for a certain street that plotted to kill government ministers.
ANSWER: Cato Street Conspiracy

14. Weizsäcker’s semi-empirical mass formula can be used to derive a formula for this quantity, and iron-56 has the highest value for this quantity. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this quantity, the energy required to break an atomic nucleus down into its component nucleons.
ANSWER: nuclear binding energy
[10] Atomic nuclei consist of protons and this other subatomic particle which is composed of an up quark and two down quarks and which carries no charge.
ANSWER: neutron
[10] When protons and neutrons combine to form a nucleus, the mass of the resulting nucleus is less than the sum of that of the component nucleons. That difference in mass is given this name.
ANSWER: mass defect
15. One painting by these brothers depicts a newlywed couple in a room with a chandelier with only one candle, and a mirror in the background of that work reflects the entire scene of the painting. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these Dutch brothers who were both important to the completion of a large altarpiece which depicts the Virgin Mary and John the Baptist flanking a figure wearing a crown with three tiaras in the central panels. 

ANSWER: the van Eyck brothers [accept Jan and Hubert van Eyck]

[10] This is the aforementioned altarpiece begun by Hubert and finished by Jan van Eyck. The Adoration of the Lamb scene is depicted in its center, and this altarpiece is named for a Belgian city.

ANSWER: Ghent Altarpiece

[10] The extreme left and right of the Ghent Altarpiece depict this biblical pair. Masaccio painted one work depicting the expulsion of these figures from the Garden of Eden.

ANSWER: Adam and Eve [accept in either order]

16. This law yields the expected 9:3:3:1 [“9 to 3 to 3 to 1”] ratio of a di-hybrid crosses. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this law from genetics that states the separation of two alleles of a pair is not based on the other.

ANSWER: Law of Independent Assortment [Do not mention if team does not, but accept Mendel’s second law]

[10] The law of independent assortment was developed by this Austrian monk who pioneered the study of genetics by studying pea plants.

ANSWER: Gregor Mendel
[10] The phenotype ratios predicted by the Law of Independent Assortment may be distorted as a result of this phenomenon, in which the expression of one gene masks the expression of another.

ANSWER: epistasis
17. Max Weber rejected this school of thought that Moritz Schlick combined with rationalism. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this philosophical school founded by Auguste Compte, which holds that the empirical sciences are the only source of true knowledge.
ANSWER: positivism
[10] This French thinker applied positivism to sociology, arguing that sociology is the study of social facts and must follow the scientific method in Rules of Sociological Method. He also wrote The Divison of Labor in Society.
ANSWER: (David) Émile Durkheim
[10] In this work, Durkheim compares the rates of the title phenomenon in Catholics and Protestants and divides it into egoistic, altruistic, anomic, and fatalistic types.
ANSWER: Suicide
18. This physicist devised the correspondance principle and the principle of complementarity, but he was so bad at writing that he had to dictate his Ph.D. thesis to his mother. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Danish physicist, the leading proponent of the Copenhagen interpretation of quantum mechanics, who also came up with a model of the atom wherein electrons follow circular orbits about the nucleus.
ANSWER: Niels Bohr
[10] This physicist’s namesake partial differential equation describes the time-evolution of the wavefunction. In a thought experiment, his cat is forced into the superposition of being both alive and dead simultaneously.

ANSWER: Erwin Schrödinger
[10] A third pioneer of quantum mechanics was this Englishman, best known for formulating a relativistic version of the Schrödinger equation and using it to predict the existence of antimatter.
ANSWER: Paul Dirac
19. This atmospheric layer is found within the stratosphere. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this layer of a certain chemical compound that blocks ultraviolet light from reaching Earth’s surface. A hole in this layer of the Earth is forming over the South Pole.
ANSWER: ozone layer
[10] The stratosphere lies directly above this layer of the atmosphere where all weather takes place and that touches directly to the Earth’s surface.
ANSWER: troposphere [prompt on “tropopause”]
[10] The ozone layer is being depleted by these compounds used in coolants and aerosol cans. The chlorine in these compounds destroys ozone.
ANSWER: chlorofluorocarbons [accept CFCs]

20. The simple-minded protagonist pushes his mother in a homemade cart on the way to Prince Albert in one novel by this author. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this author of The Life and Times of Michael K.
ANSWER: John Maxwell Coetzee
[10] In this novel by Coetzee, Colonel Joll is sent to fight the title group. The magistrate of a colonial town returns a native girl to her people, for which he is tortured by the Third Bureau.
ANSWER: Waiting for the Barbarians
[10] Coetzee is an author from this country where Nadine Gordimer set her novel July’s People about apartheid in this country.
ANSWER: South Africa
Tiebreaker

Fog is this type of cloud at ground level. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this type of low, uniform grey cloud that form in sheets and are associated with overcast skies and drizzle.
ANSWER: Stratus clouds
[10] A squall line forms from towers of this type of cloud which are often anvil shaped and associated with powerful thunderstorms.
ANSWER: Cumulonimbus [prompt on “cumulus”]
