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Tossups

1. This author wrote a story about a criminal who wanted to steal the narrator's blue eyes in “The Blue Bouquet,” found in the collection Eagle or Sun? This author described the title character's trip to Galta based on his experiences in India, and wrote a poem that begins "willow of crystal, a poplar of water" with 584 lines to match the Aztec calendar. This author of The Monkey Grammarian included the essays "The Day of the Dead" and "The Sons of La Malinche" in a collection about Mexican heritage and identity. For 10 points, name this Mexican author of Sunstone and The Labyrinth of Solitude.

ANSWER: Octavio Paz

2. One general during this conflict, General Edmund Gaines, ordered the Fowltown massacre. The general Micanopy participated in the “massacre”of Major Francis Dade, who was killed as a part of this conflict. Resolutions during this conflict included the Treaty of Moultire Creek and the Treaty of Payne's Landing. The second of these conflicts involved a chieftain named Osceola, and Andrew Jackson captured Pensacola during the second of these conflicts. For 10 points, identify this series of conflicts against a namesake Native American tribe in Florida.

ANSWER: Seminole Wars

3. This composer dedicated to Samuel Sanford a piece that ends with a pizzicato G major chord and features a “solo” string quartet, the Introduction and Allegro for Strings. This composer of a cello concerto made famous by Jacqueline du Pre wrote a piece whose fugue represents dancing demons and that has a section titled “I go before my judge”; that oratorio is a setting of a Cardinal Newman poem. Another of this man's works includes a section named for his friend Augustus Jaeger, the “Nimrod” one of that set of variations. For 10 points, name this British composer of The Dream of Gerontius, Enigma Variations, and Pomp and Circumstance.

ANSWER: Edward Elgar

4. In one story this figure possessed a bag with magic weapons made out of crane skin, and in another story, this figure stuck a spear into his forehead to prevent himself from sleeping in order to defeat Aillen. Born with the name Deinme, this figure studied under Finnegas and married Sadhbh, who had taken the form of a deer. This figure sought revenge against his father's killer Goll mac Morna, and this figure gained wisdom after burning his thumb while cooking the salmon of knowledge. For 10 points, identify this father of Ossian, the hero of the Fenian cycle from Celtic mythology.

ANSWER: Finn McCool [accept Fionn mac Cumhaill or other variants]

5. In one of this author’s novels, the title character shoots Glen Stanley, then takes poison to die alongside Lucy Tartan and his half-sister Isabel Banford. In another of this author’s works, a man is the colleague of Ginger Nut, Nippers, and Turkey, but after his previous career in a dead letter office, “prefers not” to do any work. This author collected that story into his The Piazza Tales. In addition to writing Pierre and “Bartleby the Scrivener,” this author created the crew of the Pequod, which includes Starbuck, Ishmael, and Captain Ahab. For 10 points, identify this author of Moby Dick.

ANSWER: Herman Melville

6. Sixtus V permitted the selling of indulgences to support this group, which had initial success at Gravelines but never met up with the Duke of Parma. The target of this group gave a speech at Tilsbury that proved unnecessary, as the Duke of Medina Sidonia, who had replaced Alvaro de Bazan as leader of this group, failed to pick up the Army of Flanders after suffering attacks from the forces of Francis Drake. For 10 points, name this Catholic force sent by Philip II to overthrow Elizabeth I of England, a fleet sent out by Madrid.

ANSWER: Spanish Armada

7. This phenomenon may be classified by a disdrometer. Radar reflectivity is proportional to the sixth power of the particles involved in this phenomenon. The Bergeron process leads to this phenomenon via coalescence. The Köppen climate classification system depends on temperature and on the quantity of this phenomenon in an area. Its pH can be altered by volcanoes and more prominently by human activity, like mining and pollution. For 10 points, name this phenomenon, which exists in forms such as rain or snow.

ANSWER: precipitation [accept rain until mention]

8. One theorist of this movement wrote “The Ideal Temple of Painting,” Gian Paolo Lomazzo. This movement featured a “serpentinata” style resembling a more spiral-like contrapposto. One adherent of this style, who painted Self-portrait in a Convex Mirror and Madonna with the Long Neck, was Parmigianino. Another artist of this movement was greatly influenced by the Belvedere Torso, which was evident in the figures of the Sistine Chapel. For 10 points, name this movement that included Michaelangelo and was characterized by elongated forms and precarious poses.

ANSWER: Mannerism

9. One character in this play is brought duck eggs, butter, and cake by Sara, Susan, and Honor and had earlier refused to marry the “walking terror”that was his wet nurse Widow Casey. Another character in this play enjoys attending wakes with his friends, including Kate Cassidy's. The Widow Quin attempts to seduce the main character at the behest of Shawn Keogh, the betrothed of the barmaid Pegeen Mike. Pegeen Mike falls in love with the main character, until it is discovered that he only wounded his father with a loy. Michael James Flaherty's tavern is frequented by the title character, Christy Mahon, in, for 10 points, what play by John Millington Synge?

ANSWER: The Playboy of the Western World

10. Some participants in this experiment wore hats made of nylon pantyhose. One group in this experiment operated under the supervision of David Jaffe. One notable participant took to calling himself John Wayne and, like the others in his group, wore mirrored sunglasses and carried a baton. Ending after only six days instead of the scheduled fourteen when graduate student Christine Maslach made moral objections, for 10 points, name this infamous experiment in which college students at the namesake university were separated into “prisoners” and “guards.”

ANSWER: Stanford prison experiment [or Zimbardo prison experiment; prompt on Zimbardo experiment]

11. When n processes occur simultaneously, this value for the system as a whole is equal to n times the harmonic mean of this value for each individual process. A version of this concept applicable to toxicology may be decreased by the administration of Prussian blue, which may be used to remove cesium from the blood. This value is five thousand, seven hundred and thirty years for the isotope carbon-14. For 10 points, name this central quantity in nuclear chemistry, the period over which a certain fraction of a substance undergoes a radioactive event.

ANSWER: half-life

12. The 2001 Lambermont and Lombard Accords sanctioned devolution in this country, where in 1989 the third state reform had separated the capital city from the regions created in 1980’s second state reform. Today, this country’s former prime minister, Herman Van Rompuy, is the president of the European Council, and its new prime minister is Yves Leterme. Namur is the capital and Liège is the most populous city in this country’s southern region, which is centered on the Meuse Valley, while the Scheldt River flows through a region that includes Bruges. Antwerp is the largest port in, for 10 points, which country divided between the Flemish and the Waloons?

ANSWER: Belgium

13. This artist created a larger-than-life nude sculpture of a muscular St. John the Baptist preaching. Another of his works depicts an author wrapped in a cloak, and he created a group of three identical casts juxtaposed at slightly different angles; those works are the monument to Honore Balzac and The Three Shades, respectively. He was accused of molding off a live model a sculpture of a man touching his head with one hand, The Age of Bronze. He depicted six town leaders preparing to be executed in one work. A sculpture of a seated man resting his chin on his fist surmounts his Gates of Hell. For 10 points, name this sculptor of The Burghers of Calais and The Thinker.

ANSWER: Auguste Rodin

14. One work by this thinker enumerated four possible classes of objects in relation to a given subject, which he called becoming, knowing, being, and willing, while another praised Dutch still life as the highest form of art. While at the University of Berlin, this thinker intentionally scheduled his lectures to conflict with Hegel's, and he called the Upanishads “the production of the highest human wisdom.” Positing art as the only means of escaping the suffering inherent in the act of willing, he is known primarily for the skepticism showcased by his magnum opus. For 10 points, name this German philosopher, author of The World as Will and Representation.

ANSWER: Arthur Schopenhauer

15. This novel's protagonist mocks a portrait of Goethe at an old professor’s home. His titular description is explained in a treatise bought from a hawker, and after discussing his life with a girl at the Black Eagle Tavern, the title character dances with Maria and eventually sleeps with her. Another character in this work is Pablo the saxophonist, who takes the protagonist to the Magic Theater which includes a room in which Pablo and Hermine lie naked together, prompting the protagonist to stab Hermine. For 10 points, name this Herman Hesse work about Harry Haller, who identifies with a certain animal.

ANSWER: Steppenwolf

16. This process depends on the action of a hexameric protein with a primase domain, and the presence of Cdk2/Cyclin E is required before it can proceed. Topoisomerase breaks phosphodiester bonds in order to allow this process to occur, and Okazaki fragments are formed in the course of this process. The Meselson-Stahl experiment revealed an important fact about this process, which occurs in the S phase of the cell cycle and is called semiconservative because it results in two two-stranded molecules, each containing one old and one new strand of genetic material. For 10 points, name this process in which chromosomal material is duplicated.

ANSWER: DNA replication [accept word equivalents]

17. One ruler of this nation suffered a heart attack and passed on power temporarily to Clement Barbot, and one military force in this nation was called Tonton Macoutes. Alexandre Petion and Henri Christophe overthrew this nation's emperor Jean-Jacques Dessalines, and this nation gained independence after a revolution against Charles Leclerc. A recent leader of this nation was given the nickname “Papa Doc.” For 10 points, identify this Caribbean nation led by Francois Duvalier whose independence movement was led by Toussaint L'Ouverture and which recently experienced a massive earthquake.

ANSWER: Haiti

18. One practice at this observance involves walking back and forth seven times between two mountains, and women must clip their hair the length of a finger tip. People at this observance drink from the Well of Zamzam, and people throw pebbles at three large pillars in a practice called the Stoning of the Devil. This practice differs from the similar practice of Umrah, which be done at any time during the year, and many practitioners make a journey to Medina following this observance. For 10 points, identify this pillar of Islam which must be done at least once, a pilgrimage to Mecca.

ANSWER: Hajj

19. As a teenager, this man fled to the Trinity Lavra of Saint Sergius after a corps of rifleman led by his half-sister Sophia tried to usurp him. One of his first military feats was the capture of Azov, after which he went on a “Grand Embassy” to garner support for his cause against the Ottomans. He allied himself with Augustus II of Poland during a conflict in which he lost at Narva and won at Poltava against the forces of Charles XII of Sweden, the Great Northern War. A beard tax was one of the less popular components of his Westernization program, which also strengthened the Russian navy. For 10 points, name this “Great” tsar who ruled Russia from 1682 to 1725.

ANSWER: Peter the Great [or Peter I; accept Pyotr Romanov]

20. One experiment designed to study these particles took place in a mine in South Dakota and was headed by Ray Davis, and the Super-Kamiokande in Japan detects these particles. These particles were the subject of the Homestake Experiment, and they undergo flavor oscillations between their electron, muon, and tau varieties. These particles were proposed by Pauli, and their name was changed due to the discovery of a similarly named particle by James Chadwick. For 10 points, identify this chargeless particle whose name indicates it is smaller than a neutron.

ANSWER: neutrinos
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Bonuses

1. One movement of this work uses staccato in the violins to represent rain. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this set of violin concertos, each accompanied by a sonnet, first published as part of The Contest between Harmony and Invention.

ANSWER: The Four Seasons [or Le quattro stagioni]

[10] This Venetian Baroque composer of The Four Seasons was known as “the Red Priest” and wrote hundreds of concerti, including a set of twelve called L'estro armonico.

ANSWER: Antonio Vivaldi

[10] This movement of The Four Seasons depicts birdsong, thunderstorms, and a barking dog. Along with “Autumn,” it ends with a rustic dance.

ANSWER: spring [or la primavera]

2. For 10 points each, identify these modern-day countries that contain sites once important in the trans-Atlantic slave trade.

[10] The Swedish-built Cape Coast Castle and Portuguese Elmina Castle were the center of the slave trade in this country. Barack Obama visited Cape Coast Castle in July 2009 on a trip in which he stayed in Accra.

ANSWER: Ghana

[10] The most slaves to cross the Atlantic actually came through slave forts such as Benguela in this modern-day country, which as a former Portuguese colony was a convenient source of slaves for Brazil.

ANSWER: Angola

[10] The brutal Gorée Island in this former French colony is often associated with the slave trade, but actually not that many slaves were shipped through it.

ANSWER: Senegal

3. This thinker rejected orthogenetic theories of evolution in favor of Darwin's perspective. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Columbia anthropologist and author of Race, Language, and Culture.

ANSWER: Franz Boas

[10] Boas wrote this influential work, which argued that culture does not derive from variables like biology and language. Compiled from a series of lectures, it suggested that racial differences are highly environment-dependent.

ANSWER: The Mind of Primitive Man

[10] One early Boas work was an essay about how ethnography ought to be conducted titled “The Study of” this field. This field includes figures like Halford Mackinder, William Morris Davis, as well as cartographers like Mercator.

ANSWER: geography

4. This Russian ruler was the first to adopt the title “Tsar.”For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man who was in power from 1533 to 1584, constructed St. Basil’s Cathedral, and whose territorial conquests and heavy-handed rule transformed Russia into an empire. He was also crazy, as his epithet suggests.

ANSWER: Ivan IV Vasilyevich or Ivan the Terrible

[10] Ivan established this secret police force to torture and eliminate his political enemies. He lived with 300 of these men who formed his bodyguard. Ivan disbanded this group in 1572, as they were even crazier than he.

ANSWER: Oprichniki

[10] Tradition holds that Ivan died while waiting to play a game of chess against this man who succeeded Ivan as the de fact ruler of Russia. In 1598 he was named tsar and his 1605 death resulted in the Time of Troubles.

ANSWER: Boris Fyodorovich Godunov

5. This last Italian painter to work in the Byzantine tradition, which employed flat and stylized forms, created the crucifix for the Santa Croce Basilica. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this artist of the frescoes in the Basilica of St. Francis, who also painted The Flagellation of Christ and The Virgin and Child Enthroned with Two Angels.

ANSWER: Cenni di Pepo Giovanni Cimabue [or Bencivieni di Pepo; or Benvenuto di Giuseppe]

[10] Cimabue was quickly overshadowed by this period of art, which included artists like Raphael and architects like Palladio.

ANSWER: Italian Renaissance

[10] While Cimabue worked in Florence, this artist of the Rucellai Madonna for Santa Maria Novella and of the Maestà for Siena's cathedral, was his chief rival.

ANSWER: Duccio de Buoninsegna

6. This man hacks apart Lizaveta when trying to rob a pawn broker. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this mentally unstable protagonist from Crime and Punishment who confesses to the murder of Alyona Ivanova and is sent to Siberia.

ANSWER: Raskolnikov

[10] Name this author of Crime and Punishment who also wrote works such as The Idiot and The Brothers Karamazov.

ANSWER: Fyodor Dostoevsky

[10] Dostoevsky wrote this work about a retired Russian soldier who tries to save a prostitute named Liza but later turns her away by insulting her.

ANSWER: Notes from Underground

7. Name these parts of the brain for 10 points each:

[10] The brain is divided into four of these structures, the frontal, parietal temporal and occipital.

ANSWER: Lobes

[10] This outer layer of the cerebral hemispheres plays a critical role in higher-level brain functions like consciousness and language and is covered in so-called “gray matter”.

ANSWER: Cerebral cortex

[10] The amygdale, septum, and hippocampus are critical components of this system that supports emotion and long term memory, though some have suggested that this is an obsolete grouping.

ANSWER: Limbic system

8. For 10 points each, answer the following about a so-called “lost colony”

[10] This North Carolina island was the home of various groups of colonists from 1585 to 1587. The last group disappeared mysteriously after not receiving provisions from the English during the Anglo-Spanish War.

ANSWER: Roanoke Island (accept Roanoke Colony)

[10] This man planned the colonization of Roanoke and funded ventures throughout the rest of the Dominion of Virginia. He was also known for hanging around the court of Queen Elizabeth and wooing one of her attendants.

ANSWER: Sir Walter Raleigh

[10] This word, which named a Native American tribe that lived on Roanoke Island, was found carved into a post from the colony’s fort. The first three letters of this word were carved into another nearby post.

ANSWER: Croatoan (accept Croatan)

9. Identify the following branches of Judaism, for 10 points each.

[10] This branch emphasizes a strict interpretation of the Torah and Talmud, and an “ultra”form of this branch is known as Haredi Judaism.

ANSWER: Orthodox Judasim

[10] This movement is less strict than the conservative movement, and it maintains that traditions should be changed in order to be compatible with the modern age.

ANSWER: Reform Judaism

[10] This sect of Judaism was founded by Baal Shem Tov, and this branch of Orthodox Judaism emphasizes piety and is more closely related to spirituality and mysticism.

ANSWER: Hasidic Judaism [accept Hasidism]

10. Many African-American authors moved to France. Identify some of them for 10 points each.

[10] This author wrote the story “Fire and Cloud”in his collection Uncle Tom's Children, but this author of Black Boy is better known for a novel about Bigger Thomas, Native Son.

ANSWER: Richard Wright

[10] This author wrote of race in his essay The Fire Next Time, and he wrote the play Blues for Mister Charlie in addition to a novel about the boy John Grimes in Go Tell It on the Mountain.

ANSWER: James Baldwin

[10] This author wrote the Harlem Detective series of novels about Coffin Ed Johnson and Gravediffer Jones, and he also wrote about Bob Jones, who is accused of rape by Madge Perkins in the novel If He Hollers Let Him Go.

ANSWER: Chester Himes

11. For 10 points each, name some things about the rational numbers.

[10] For any three rational numbers, x,y, and z, the statement that x times the quantity y plus z equals x times y plus x times z is known as this.

ANSWER: distributive property

[10] The rational numbers have this cardinality, unlike the real numbers, since they form a 1-to-1 correspondence with the integers.

ANSWER: countably infinite [prompt on infinite]

[10] The rational numbers form this kind of mathematical construct, in which every element has both an additive and a multiplicative inverse.

ANSWER: field

12. Despite having only delivered a couple of insignificant speeches supporting James Garfield’s presidential campaign, this man was convinced that he was to thank for Garfield’s election. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man who, upon being denied a job in Garfield’s administration, thought that he was commanded by God to kill the president and did so at a Washington, D.C. railroad station.

ANSWER: Charles Julius Guiteau

[10] In response to Guiteau’s deranged behavior, this civil service reform act was passed during Chester Arthur’s administration. It ended the spoils system and mandated that federal employees be hired based on merit.

ANSWER: Pendleton Civil Service Reform Act

[10] President Arthur was mentored by this man, the leader of the Stalwarts, the last to deny a position on the Supreme Court after being confirmed by the Senate.

ANSWER: Roscoe Conkling

13. Identify some figures from Native American mythology, for 10 points each.

[10] This trickster deity of many Southwestern tribes created mankind by kicking a ball of mud in one story, and is depicted as an anthropomorphic creature with fur and claws.

ANSWER: Coyote

[10] This trickster bird prominent in the Northwestern United States brought the sun, moon, and stars to the world after stealing them from Grey Eagle.

ANSWER: Raven

[10] These malicious spirits in Algonquian mythology possessed humans and were cannibalistic. They were depicted as giant skeletons that were constantly eating but never full.

ANSWER: Wendigo

14. This author wrote “If equal affection cannot be/ Let the more loving one be me”in one poem. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poet of “Musée des Beaux Arts”and The Age of Anxiety.

ANSWER: Wystan Hugh Auden

[10] Auden wrote this poem about the beginning of World War II, an homage to Yeats's earlier poem “Easter, 1916.”It asks “Who can speak for the dumb?”and is titled for a date.

ANSWER: “September 1, 1939”

[10] Auden collaborated with this other novelist on the novels The Dog Beneath the Skin and The Ascent of F6. This author himself is known for his book The Berlin Stories.

ANSWER: Christopher Isherwood

15. Identify the following forces, for 10 points each.

[10] This force is the opposite of compression and can be found in problems involving the stretching of strings or chains.

ANSWER: tension

[10] Problems involving friction make heavy use of this force, which always points perpendicular to the plane of motion.

ANSWER: normal force

[10] Mass times acceleration is given as force plus the normal force in this reformulation of classical mechanics which uses a namesake quantity defined as kinetic energy minus potential energy, or T minus  V.

ANSWER: Lagrangian Mechanics

16. This city's name means “mound of the dead”and this city is home to a structure called the “Great Bath.”For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this city in the modern Sind province which was the chief administrative center of the Indus River Valley civilization.

ANSWER: Mohenjo-Daro

[10] Mohenjo-Daro and the Indus River Valley civilization were situated in this modern nation, which claims the dispute territory of Kashmir along with its neighbor India.

ANSWER: Pakistan

[10] Mohenjo-Daro was part of the same civilization as this other city, which sometimes lends its name to the civilization. It is located in Punjab has a notable cemetery

ANSWER: Harappa

17. One of this man's operas contains a famous chord in its prelude named after one of the title characters and also features the haunting Liebestod, or Love-death. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this German composer of the Ring Cycle and Tristan und Isolde.

ANSWER: Richard Wagner

[10] Wagner also composed this opera in which Walter wins Eva's hand in marriage through a voice contest. Other members of the titular group of performers are Hans Sachs and Augustin Moser.

ANSWER: Die Meistersinger von Nurnberg [or The Mastersingers of Nuremberg]

[10] This is the first opera in Wagner's Ring Cycle. In it, the dwarf Alberich steals the title treasure from some river maidens after they reject him because he's so ugly. Tragedy ensues.

ANSWER: Das Rheingold

18. One of the quatrains of this collection contains the line “A flash of wine, a book of verse, and thou.”For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this collection of poems translated by Edward FitzGerald, which takes its name from poetic form with a two line stanza, written by Omar Khayyam.

ANSWER: Rubaiyat of Omar Khayyam

[10] Omar Khayyam was a poet in this Medieval Middle Easternlanguage, also the language of the poets Rumi and Hafez.

ANSWER: Persian

[10] This collection by the Persian poet Ferdowsi means “The Book of Kings”and contains many Persian mythical stories, including the tale of Rostam and Sohrab.

ANSWER: Shahnahmeh

19. The most general method for calculating this property gives fluorine the highest value for this property and francium the lowest. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this property which describes an atom?fs ability to pull in electrons.

ANSWER: electronegativity

[10] This is the most commonly used scale for measuring electronegativity. It assigns a value of almost 4 to fluorine and is named for its developer, who was also the first scientist to describe the concept of electronegativity.

ANSWER: Paulingscale [or Linus Carl Pauling]

[10] This other method of calculating electronegativity relies on taking the average of an atom?fs electron affinity and its first ionization energy. Since the electron affinity of certain atoms is unknown, it?fs applicability is limited.

ANSWER: Mullikenscale [or absolute electronegativity]

20. This work was described by Kojeve as a Platonic dialogue between “the great Systems of history.”For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work, which included a system of “abstract-negative-concrete”triads, but that lacks the stereotypical “thesis-antithesis-synthesis”dialectic that bears its author's name.

ANSWER: The Phenomenology of Spirit [or The Phenomenology of Mind; or Phaenomenologie des Geistes]

[10] Name this author of The Phenomenology of Spirit and Science of Logic, whose followers included Moses Hess.

ANSWER: Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel

[10] While Hegel attributed the aforementioned dialectic structure to Kant, a large part of it was actually developed by this author of Attempt at a Critique of All Revelation.

ANSWER: Johann Gottlieb Fichte
