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Tossups

1. One figure in this work suggests that he be given free meals in the Prytaneum. One group in this work claims to represent the craftsmen and politicians, the professional rhetoricians, and the poets; those men are Lycon, Anytus, and Meletus. The central figure of this work claims to be a stinging gadfly to the horse of the state, and argues that since he has never acted as a teacher, he cannot be held responsible for any corruption. The second part sees the central figure condemned to drink hemlock and die. For 10 points, name this Platonic dialogue in which Socrates delivers the title address, responding to charges of atheism and corrupting the youth.

ANSWER: Apology [or Apologia]

2. This choreographer reworked Nijinsky's original choreography to Rite of Spring to evoke the American Southwest. Isamu Noguchi designed many sets for this choreographer, whose Chronicle reflected the political and social climate of the Great Depression. Her namesake dance company still performs a work she choreographed to music by Kodaly, Lamentation. Her most famous work includes the sections “Duo for the Bride and her Intended” and “Simple Gifts” and depicts a newly married American couple. For 10 points, name this dancer and choreographer most famous for her dance to Aaron Copland's Appalachian Spring.

ANSWER: Martha Graham

3. This event occurred on what is now called the Latin Bridge. Muhamed Mehmedbasic avoided punishment for his role in this event, which was orchestrated by Danilo Ilic. The implements used in this event were smuggled through tunnels by the Narodna Odbrana, and a bomb thrown by Nedeljko Cabrinovic failed to do this. The Duchess of Hohenberg, Sophia, died in this event, which is often attributed to the nationalist “Black Hand” group, to which Gavrilo Princip belonged. For 10 points, name this June 1914 event that occurred in Sarajevo and involved an Austrian Archduke, often cited as the cause of the First World War.

ANSWER: assassination of Archduke Franz Ferdinand [accept equivalents]

4. This compound is a convenient side product of the Meerwein-Pondorf-Verley reduction because it can be easily evaporated; analogously, it is a popular reagent in the Oppenauer oxidation. Breath that smells of this compound is a sign of diabetes; it is also found in larger concentrations in people who treat their epilepsy with high-fat, low-carb diets, which are called “ketogenic.” This solvent forms a common cooling bath of negative seventy-eight degrees Celsius with dry ice, and it is commonly used to rinse glassware. For 10 points, name this component of nail polish remover, the simplest ketone.

ANSWER: acetone

5. Deities associated with these objects include the Haitian goddess Ayida-Weddo and the Yoruban Oshunmare, and an important water deity to the Australian Aborigines is known as this type of “serpent.” The goddess of these objects in Greek mythology stopped Zetes and Calais from killing her sisters, the harpies, and in Norse mythology one of these objects is guarded by Heimdall and connects Midgard and Asgard. For 10 points, identify this type of object associated with the Greek goddess Iris, which is a bridge called Bifrost in Norse mythology and which according to an Irish legend contains a pot of gold at its end.

ANSWER: rainbows

6. One of this composer’s works is a set of seven sonatas on the seven last words of Christ. This composer of the“The Queen of France” symphony also wrote a “Mass in Troubled Times” sometimes called the “Lord Nelson Mass.” He wrote two oratorios, one of which is called The Seasons and the other of which uses a C major chord to depict the sudden appearance of light, The Creation. His one hundred and first symphony is named for the metronomic beat underlying its second movement, and his ninety-fourth symphony gained its nickname because its piano theme is abruptly interrupted by a fortissimo chord. For 10 points, name this composer of the “Clock” and “Surprise” symphonies.

ANSWER: Franz Josef Haydn

7. After appointing Lord Shelburne to a post, this ruler's rival Charles James Fox decided to form a new coalition. This ruler had fifteen children with his wife Charlotte Sophia, and this ruler forced his prime minister to resign rather than allow Catholic Emancipation. This ruler controversially appointed the Earl of Bute as prime minister, and this member of the house of Hanover suffered from dementia later in life. Served by such prime ministers as Grenville, Lord North, and William Pitt the Younger, this ruler was in power from 1760 to 1820. For 10 points, identify this English monarch in power during the American Revolution.

ANSWER: George III

8. This organ's chordae tendineae connect its papillary muscles to other structures in it, and its cells are connected by junctional complexes called intercalated disks. This organ contains the bundle of His, and a group of co-presenting malformations in this organ is called the tetralogy of Fallott. Two conical appendages on the top of this organ are called auricles. Its inner walls contain Purkinje fibers, which help it contract in an organized manner. The sinoatrial node is this organ's pacemaker tissue and is located in its right atrium. For 10 points, name this four-chambered organ that pumps blood throughout the body.

ANSWER: heart

9. This play opens with various priests and suppliants gathered and holding "branches of olive filleted with wool.”At one point in this play a shepherd reveals that he had found another character in this play on Mount Cithaeron before taking him to Polybus and Merope of Corinth. Later in this play, the protagonist uses the pins that had held together his wife's dress to gouge out his own eyes, upon realizing he had killed his father Laius and married his mother Jocasta. For 10 points, name this play about the titular king of Thebes, which appears in a trilogy by Sophocles.

ANSWER: Oedipus Rex [or Oedipus the King]

10. One story from the beginning of this religious sect involved a figure who smiled during the Flower Sermon. This religion's Soto sect was founded by Dogen, and texts in this religion include The Blue Cliff Record and The Gateless Gate. Bodhidharma was an important figure in this sect, which stresses wisdom called prajna and a moment of individual enlightenment called satori. Containing the study of questions called koans, for 10 points, identify this sect of Mahayana Buddhism that emphasizes personal meditation.

ANSWER: Zen Buddhism [prompt on Buddhism or Mahayana]

11. During this battle, troops under Lew Wallace became lost after setting out from a place called Stoney Lonesome. One side in this battle attempted to drive the other army into Owl Creek, and troops under Benjamin Prentiss defended a road called the “Hornet's Nest” during this battle. Reinforcements from Don Carlos Buell defeated the Confederate army under P.G.T. Beauregard after Albert Sidney Johnston was killed during the first day of this battle. For 10 points, identify this 1862 battle also called the Battle of Pittsburgh Landing, a victory for Ulysses S. Grant in Tennessee.

ANSWER: Battle of Shiloh

12. One theory that governs these materials uses an order parameter to express free energy as a second-order phase transition as is named for Ginzburg and Landau. Another theory about these materials involved the condensation of Cooper Pairs into the ground state and was developed by Cooper, Bardeen, and Schrieffer. These materials were discovered by Kamerlingh Onnes, and the expulsion of magnetic fields from these materials is known as the Meissner effect. For 10 points, identify these materials that have no electrical resistance below a critical temperature.

ANSWER: superconductors

13. This author's lesser-known works include one about Polly Milton’s attempt to fit in with the classy family of her friend Fanny Shaw and another satirizing her life in the experimental Fruitlands community. In addition to An Old Fashioned Girl and “Transcendental Wild Oats,” this author published a set of four stories written during her time as a Civil War nurse entitled Hospital Sketches. This author is best known for a series of works in which Professor Bhaer and his wife run the Plumfield School and Beth, daughter of Marmee and sister of Meg and Amy, dies of scarlet fever. For 10 points, name this creator of March family, the author of Jo’s Boys, Little Men, and Little Women.

ANSWER: Louisa May Alcott

14. One controversy in this city surrounded a tomb built in its exclusive Recoleta Cemetery with trapdoors to foil bodysnatchers. An obelisk in this city is visible along most of Corrientes Avenue, and the large number of Italian immigrants to this city in the 19th century created a pidgin known as “cocoliche.” This city contains the Plaza de Mayo, which was bombed by its country’s own navy in 1955; that plaza is the location of the presidential residence, Casa Rosada, and cathedral where José de San Martín is buried. Residents of this city are known as Porteños because of its port on the Rio de la Plata across from Montevideo. For 10 points, name this capital of Argentina.

ANSWER: Buenos Aires

15. David Cantoni evaluated the central argument of this work using six hundred years of data on over two hundred cities, finding that it had no basis in reality. A popular alternative to the mechanism suggested in this work is the rise of literacy. This work asserts that those from Pietist backgrounds are more likely to see a craft as an end unto itself, and thereby be more devoted to it, and this work conceives of the act of “economizing” as being a way of proving one's moral worth. For 10 points, name this work arguing that the former title belief affected the rise to prominence of the latter title economic system, written by Max Weber.

ANSWER: The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.

16. A seated, dark-haired woman looks out the window of a private airplane in his Otherworld. A primly set table clashes with the scene through a window, a barbed wire fence and a chain wrapped around a jagged log, in his Groundhog Day. He painted Siri Erickson nude from behind in Indian Summer. This artist painted two hundred forty-seven studies of his neighbor without the knowledge of his wife or the neighbor's husband; that neighbor was Helga Testorf. Best known for a depiction of a partially paralyzed girl in a brown field straining towards a farmhouse in the upper right titled Christina's World, for 10 points, name this American regionalist painter.

ANSWER: Andrew Newell Wyeth

17. One character in this novel bankrupts her servant Briggs and landlord Raggles, has an affair with the Marquess of Steyne, and plays Clytemnestra in a game of charades. Earlier, that character had thrown a copy of Samuel Johnson's Dictionary out of a coach window. One character in this novel proposes to the woman he'd employed as a governess only to discover that she had already married his son Rawdon Crawley. This novel takes its title from the location where Faithful is executed in Pilgrim's Progress. For 10 points, name this novel subtitled “A Novel without a Hero” about Amelia Sedley and Becky Sharp, written by William Makepeace Thackeray.

ANSWER: Vanity Fair: A Novel without a Hero

18. This leader's political philosophy was adopted by a group called the Montoneros, which split with the Justicialist Party. This ruler was exiled for eighteen years after he was overthrown by a coup led by Eduardo Lonardi, and in office this ruler was supported by Descamisados, or “shirtless ones.” This leader was succeeded in office by this third wife Isabel after his death, who was in turn overthrown by Jorge Videla. For 10 points, identify this three time president of Argentina whose second wife was Evita.

ANSWER: Juan Peron

19. A. T. Doodson derived a harmonic generating potential governing these phenomena. The lines that connect points of constant phase in this phenomenon meet at the amphidromic point. In most locations, their dominant constituent is denoted “M-2”; there, these events are semidiurnal. These events have resulted in a day about one percent longer over the past seventy million years due to dissipation. These events in lakes may often be masked by seiche (SAYSH). Their magnitude varies between states denoted “spring” and “neap.” For 10 points, name these daily oscillations in sea levels resulting from the gravity of the moon and sun.

ANSWER: tides

20. After learning that the lights cannot be put out in this play, one character remarks, “so you have to live with your eyes open.” A woman mistakes that character for her torturer when they meet in a room with a bronze statue and Second Empire furniture. When given the option to leave, the characters decline for fear of the unknown, and one discussion in this play about each person’s transgressions reveals that Estelle had murdered her illegitimate child. For 10 points, name this play in which Garcin declares that “Hell is other people,” written by Jean-Paul Sartre.

ANSWER: No Exit [accept Huis Clos]
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Bonuses

1. This first major painter of the Italian Renaissance was commissioned to design the campanile of the Florence Cathedral. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this artist of the Ognissanti Madonna and the Stefaneschi Triptych.

ANSWER: Giotto de Bondone

[10] This Padua landmark contains Giotto's masterpiece, a fresco cycle depicting the life of Mary and that of Christ.

ANSWER: Arena Chapel [or Scrovegni Chapel]

[10] Giotto painted four chapels for Florentine families in this church.

ANSWER: Santa Croce

2. Answer the following about some unpopular policies in the American colonies, for 10 points each:

[10] This series of acts passed in 1767 was intended to raise funds to pay colonial governors and judges. Named for the Chancellor of the Exchequer who developed them, they were extremely unpopular in the colonies.

ANSWER: Townshend Acts

[10] Although Parliament repealed parts of the Townshend Acts in the aftermath of the Boston Massacre, the tax on this substance remained. Consequently, some colonists threw a bunch of this into the harbor during a 1773 “party”

ANSWER: Tea

[10] One of the Intolerable Acts passed after the Boston Tea Party was this act that protected Catholicism in a certain territory north of the colonies and expanded that territory to include much of the Ohio Country.

ANSWER: Quebec Act

3. The epilogue of this work features a speech by Professor Pieixoto, and this novel is set in the Republic of Gilead. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this dystopian novel whose title figure, Offred, is supposed to give birth to the child of Serena Joy and The Commander.

ANSWER: The Handmaid's Tale

[10] This Canadian author wrote about the Snowman in the post-apocalyptic Oryx and Crake in addition to writing The Handmaid's Tale.

ANSWER: Margaret Atwood

[10] This Atwood novel centers on the painter Elaine Risley, and its title refers to a Elaine's prized marble.

ANSWER: Cat's Eye

4. Answer the following questions about analytic psychology, for 10 points each.

[10] Analytic psychology was founded by this Swiss psychiatrist, whose theories included that of his namesake archetypes and the collective unconscious.

ANSWER: Carl Jung

[10] In his book Psychological Types, Carl Jung categorized people along axes like introversion/extroversion and thinking/feeling.  Name the doubly eponymous “Type Indicator” that was subsequently developed to classify people into sixteen distinct psychological types.

ANSWER: the Myers-Briggs type indicator [or MBTI]

[10] This term, though based on Sigmund Freud’s work, was introduced by Carl Jung to describe a female’s sexual attachment to her father. 

ANSWER: Electra complex

5. In Fermo, che fai?, the palace ministers Ping, Pang, and Pong try to convince the prince of Tartary not to go ahead with his pursuit of the princess. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this opera in which said prince, Calaf, must guess the title character's name in order to wed her, lest he be beheaded.

ANSWER: Turandot

[10] This other opera by Puccini is set in motion when, instead of going to party at the Cafe Momus with Colline and Schaunard, Rodolfo stays home and ends up meeting the doomed Mimi.

ANSWER: La boheme

[10] Puccini's opera Gianni Schicchi is most famous for this aria, in which Lauretta sings to her father that were she to be separated from Rinuccio due to family feuding, she would throw herself off the Ponte Vecchio into the Arno.

ANSWER: O mio babbino caro [or O, my beloved papa]

6. The name of this figure means “enlightened being,” and they different from arhats in Theravada Buddhism. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify these spiritual figures from Mahayana Buddhism that delay their own enlightenment in order to help others achieve enlightenment.

ANSWER: bodhisattvas

[10] In Buddhism and Hinduism, this concept is freedom from suffering. It is the goal in Buddhism and is closely related to the concept of Samsara.

ANSWER: nirvana

[10] Many bodhisattvas attend the Amitabha Buddha in this sect of Buddhism, a branch of Mahayana whose adherents hope to attain enlightenment in the title paradise.

ANSWER: Pure Land Buddhism

7. This author described Adso of Melk and a Franciscan friar's investigation of a murder at a Benedictine monastery. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this creator of William of Baskerville in his novel The Name of the Rose.

ANSWER: Umberto Eco

[10] Eco also wrote this novel in which Causabon, Diotallevi, and Jacopo Belbo invent "The Plan," a conspiracy about the Knights Templar.

ANSWER: Foucault's Pendulum

[10] A shipwrecked Italian nobleman believes he has landed in a harbor that runs the International Date Line in this Eco novel.

ANSWER: The Island of the Day Before

8. In 962, this man assumed a title not held since Berengar of Friuli’s assassination in 924. For ten points each:

[10] Name this son of Henry the Fowler, a German king who invaded Italy in 951 and married its queen, Adelaide. He was given the title “Holy Roman Emperor” by Pope John XII after defending the papal states from Berengar II.

ANSWER: Otto I [or Otto the Great]

[10] The Italian nobility named Otto king of this historic region that includes Milan and which was initially settled by Germanic immigrants. Later, leagues named for this region were formed to fight various Hohenstaufen emperors.

ANSWER: Lombardy [or Lombards]

[10] This 12th century Holy Roman Emperor led five campaigns to capture Lombardy, but essentially gave up after being wounded at the Battle of Legnano. He later drowned in the Saleph River while fighting in the Third Crusade.

ANSWER: Frederick Barbarossa

9. For 10 points each, name these things about a certain field of mathematics.

[10] This field studies its namesake objects, structures used to model pairwise relations between a vertex set.

ANSWER: graph theory

[10] A central problem of graph theory dealt with seven of these structures in the German town of Konigsberg.

ANSWER: bridges

[10] This Swiss mathematician founded graph theory with his paper on the Konigsberg problem. He is also known for an eponymous theorem that generalizes De Moivre's theorem.

ANSWER: Leonhard Euler

10. This figure has such great perception and alertness that he never sleeps, can hear grass growing, and can see to the edge of the world. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this deity who has nine mothers and created races in his form as Rig.

ANSWER: Heimdall

[10] In one story, the nine mothers of Heimdall are said to be the nine daughter of Ran and this sea god, the personification of the ocean.

ANSWER: Aegir

[10] Heimdall possesses a horn called Gjallarhorn which he will sound at the onset of this event in Norse mythology, which results in the deaths of many Norse deities and the rebirth of the world.

ANSWER: Ragnarok

11. This tyrannical character repeatedly threatens the stuttering Billy Bibbitt with telling his mother of his transgressions. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this nurse who controls Randle Patrick McMurphy by having him lobotomized.

ANSWER: Nurse Ratched

[10] Randle Patrick McMurphy and Nurse Ratched square off in an insane asylum in this novel by Ken Kesey.

ANSWER: One Flew Over the Cuckoo's Nest

[10] This author wrote about Ken Kesey and the Merry Pranksters in The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test. He is also famous for The Right Stuff and The Bonfire of the Vanities.

ANSWER: Tom Wolfe [do not accept “Thomas Wolfe”]

12. One of his pieces depicts the folk music of a region of this composer’s home country in Ballade and Intermezzo movements. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this composer whose works include The Swan of Tuonela and the Karelia Suite.

ANSWER: Jean Sibelius

[10] Sibelius wrote this tone poem in honor of and titled after his home country. It depicts the struggle for independence of Sibelius’s homeland from the Russian empire, and its final hymn has become one of the most important patriotic songs in that country.

ANSWER: Finlandia

[10] Sibelius’s symphony of this number is a three-movement piece featuring the C-F# tritone that he used in several of his works. Beethoven’s symphony of this number is nicknamed the “Eroica.”

ANSWER: Symphony No. 3

13. Answer the following about a certain type of pressure, for 10 points each.

[10] When this type of pressure is equal to atmospheric pressure, boiling occurs. Substances with notably high values of this pressure are considered volatile.

ANSWER: vapor pressure

[10] This law states that a solution's vapor pressure is equal to the sum of the products of the partial vapor pressures of the solution's components and their mole fraction in the solution.

ANSWER: Raoult's law

[10] This doubly eponymous relation gives the slope of the curve between two phases on a pressure-temperature diagram and predicts that vapor pressure increases non-linearly with temperature.

ANSWER: Clausius-Clapeyron relation

14. This ruler's wife was the leader of the Gang of Four, and he was succeeded indirectly by Deng Xiaoping upon his death. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this ruler who launched the Cultural Revolution in 1966.

ANSWER: Mao Zedong [or Mao Tse-Tung]

[10] This program initiated by Mao in 1958 attempted to industrialize China's mainly agricultural economy, partly by encouraging every individual in China to make steel in the backyard. It was, by all accounts, a failure, since it created a famine that killed 45 million people.

ANSWER: Great Leap Forward [or Dayuejin]

[10] This movement was a brief period in 1956-1957 when Mao and other Communist leaders encouraged new ideas and eased censorship. Its name refers to the schools of thought they hoped would “bloom” before they realized that allowing people to criticize them was a bad idea.

ANSWER: Hundred Flowers Movement [or Baihua yundong]

15. This poet is well-remembered for the lines “Half a league, half a league,/ Half a league onward,/ All in the valley of Death/ Rose the six hundred.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poet of “Charge of the Light Brigade.”

ANSWER: Alfred, Lord Tennyson

[10] This poem, originally titled “The Way of the Soul,” sees its speaker identify as “An infant crying for the light/ And with no language but a cry.” He characterizes nature as “red in tooth and claw.”

ANSWER: “In Memoriam A.H.H.”

[10] This is traditionally the last poem in collections of Tennyson's work. The speaker hopes “to see my Pilot face to face” and requests “may there be no sadness of farewell/ When I embark.”

ANSWER: “Crossing the Bar”

16. Identify these Iraqi cities associated with Shi’ism for 10 points each.

[10] Sadr City is a poor, mostly Shi’i district originally built in 1959 to alleviate a housing crisis in this city, home to more Shi’a than any other Iraqi city.

ANSWER: Baghdad

[10] This holy city south of Baghdad was the site of the final stand of Husayn ibn Ali in 680. More recently, it saw one of the most successful attacks on American troops in 2007 when insurgents invaded a meeting where American officials were discussing security preparations for the Shi’i holiday Ashoura.

ANSWER: Karbala

[10] This holy city south of Karbala is the site of the tomb of Ali ibn Abi Talib and was once the home of Ayatollah Khomeini.

ANSWER: Najaf

17. Answer some questions about plants, for 10 points each:

[10] This is the male sex organ of a flower, in contrast to the female pistil. Six of these are usually arranged around a pistil, along with the petals and sepals.

ANSWER: stamen

[10] The stamen is comprised of a stalk known as the filament and this part, which sits on top of the filament and is coated in grains of a powdery substance dear to bees. That substance is released from sacs on this part of the stamen.

ANSWER: anther

[10] Name the aforementioned powdery substance which transfers sperm cells to receptive pistils. Again, bees eat it.

ANSWER: pollen

18. This civilization came before the Mycenae civilization in Greece, and important centers of this period were Phaistos and Knossos. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this early Greek civilization centered in Crete. It is famous for bull-jumping and named for a series of rulers there.

ANSWER: Minoan civilization [or Minos]

[10] This British archeologist excavated the Palace of Knossos and many other Minoan sites.

ANSWER: Sir Arthur Evans

[10] Some speculate that the mysterious end of the Minoan civilization was as a result of the enormous volcanic explosion and subsequent tsunamis of this island in the Aegean Sea.

ANSWER: Thera [or Santorini]

19. This work opens with a description of the execution of the attempted regicide of Louis XV, Robert-François Damiens. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this work, which also discusses Bentham's Panopticon.

ANSWER: Discipline and Punish: The Birth of the Prison [or Surveiller et punir: Naissance de la Prison]

[10] This author of Discipline and Punish wrote Madness and Civilization and The History of Sexuality.

ANSWER: Paul-Michel Foucault

[10] This methodological work sets out the “énoncé,” or statement, as the basic unit of discourse.

ANSWER: The Archaeology of Knowledge

20. Materials with this property retain their magnetism when a magnetic field is removed. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this type of magnetism found in such metals as cobalt, nickel, and iron

ANSWER: ferromagnetism

[10] A ferromagnetic material becomes paramagnetic at this temperature, named for a French scientist.

ANSWER: Curie point

[10] Ferromagnetic materials create this type of loop, which is formed because of a delayed response to change in magnetization.

ANSWER: hysteresis
