In this novel, the protagonist’s fiance vacations in St. Augustine with her parents, and the protagonist falls in love with another woman at the engagement party. Mrs. Mingott, the de facto head of the family, suffers a stroke after another character sees his firm collapse. That man, Julius Beaufort, is also interested in a woman married to a Polish count. This novel ends when the protagonist’s son Dallas takes him to Paris to see his former lover, and although the protagonist is free to court her because May Welland had already died, he chooses not to meet Ellen Olenska. For 10 points, name this novel about Newland Archer, set in New York and written by Edith Wharton.

ANSWER: The Age of Innocence

The Hindu god of death, Yama, owns two four-eyed types of these creatures, and these creatures are associated with the Voodoo loa Papa Legba. The Inca would starve black types of these animals to appease Il'yapa and bring rain. Examples of this type of animal in Greek mythology include Laelaps and Orthrus, which had two heads. Actaeon was torn apart by these creatures after viewing Artemis naked, and Garm guards Hel in Northse mythology and is a giant one of these creatures. For 10 points, identify this type of animal which includes the three-headed Cerberus.

ANSWER: dogs

One engagement early in this conflict was a commando attack on Cremona in which the Duc de Villeroi was captured. During this war, Portugal and England agreed to the Methuen Treaty. The English Duke of Berwick fought for France against a Frenchman fighting for England at the Battle of Almanza, and the Duc de Villars won the Battle of Denain. Its major battles were the pyrrhic Allied victory at Malplaquet and the triumph of Eugene of Savoy and the Duke of Marlborough to save Vienna from the French at Blenheim. Concluded by the 1714 Treaty of Utrecht, this was, for 10 points, which war in which Louis XIV tried to install a Bourbon king in Madrid?

ANSWER: War of the Spanish Succession

A residue is a special type of contour integral of a function of this type, and a formula for integrating this type of function is named for Cauchy. William Hamilton extended this type of value to a system called quaternions. De Moivre's formula deals with exponentiation of these values, and Euler's equation expresses the exponential of one of these in terms of sine and cosine. For 10 points, identify this type of number which has a part that can be expressed as the square root of negative one. 

ANSWER: complex [or imaginary]

The protagonist of this novel buys Hortense a fur coat instead of spending the money to support his pregnant sister, and soon afterward he is involved in a hit and run car accident. After meeting his uncle Samuel in Chicago while working for the Union League Club, he travels to Lycurgus in New York where he is scorned by his cousin Gilbert. At the end of this novel, the protagonist is electrocuted for his crime, which was motivated by his desire to marry Sondra Finchley and move himself into upper class society, as well as the need to hide Roberta Alden’s pregnancy. For 10 points, name this Theodore Dreiser novel in which Clyde Griffiths murders his lover on a lake.

ANSWER: An American Tragedy

One dynasty centered in this modern-day country was the Tulunids, who expanded its capital of Fustat. One female ruler of this place, Shajar al-Durr, was in power here when Qutuz captured Louis IX at the Battle of Mansourah. The son of another leader of this place won the Battle of Konya, earning hereditary rule for his descendants as “khedives.” This territory was ruled after 969 by Ismailis under the Fatimid Dynasty, who founded the capital city later used by Saladin, slave-kings called Mamluks, and Muhammad Ali. For 10 points, name this country invaded in 1798 by Napoleon before Horatio Nelson defeated him in the Battle of the Nile.

ANSWER: Egypt

One leader of this nation outlined five principles called Pancasila, and this nation's first prime minster was Mohammed Hatta. The Srivijaya Kingdom was centered in this modern day nation, which has seen a rise in the terrorist group Jemaah Islamiah. The nation's capital was formerly called Batavia, a trading post when this nation was under the control of the Netherlands. Led by such figures as Sukarno and Suharto, for 10 points, identify this large island nation whose island of Java contains the capital, Jakarta.

ANSWER: Indonesia

Examples of these entities common in the Alps include hornfels. The texture of these entities are classified according to foliation, and the processes that form them are broadly classified as “contact” and “regional” processes. One example of this rock type can form via multiple pathways, including from shale through slate and phyllite as well as from granite. For 10 points, name this form of rock, which forms following the application of extreme heat and pressure to sedimentary and igneous rocks.

ANSWER: metamorphic rocks
