1. An anonymous account of this battle is preserved in the Chronicon Anglicanum of Ralph of Coggeshall, and another account comes to us in various Eracles and was written by the chronicler Ernoul.  That source blames this defeat on the tension between poulains and the Poitevins, and it was an attempt to relieve a besieged city defended by the Countess Eschiva.  Prior to this battle, a force under Gerard of Ridefort was wiped out at Cresson, and in its aftermath the victors were able to take a city defended by Balian of Ibelin.  The victors in this battle invaded the defenders’ territory to retaliate for raiding by the Lord of Kerak Castle, Raynald of Chatillon, who was captured at this battle and personally executed by the victorious commander.  Despite the advice of Raymond III of Tripoli, the losing force abandoned their defensible position at Sephoria in order to relieve a siege of Tiberias.  The victorious force burned the surrounding brush in this battle in order to exacerbate the losing side’s lack of water, and it resulted in the capture of Guy of Lusignan.  For 10 points, name this 1187 victory for Saladin which allowed him to capture Jerusalem, and which was fought at the foot of two peaks known as its namesake “horns.”
ANSWER: Battle of Hattin [or Horns of Hattin]
2. During an awkward silence in this play, one character remarks that it is “a fine day to hang oneself,” and he later tells another character that she has “mermaid blood.”  An old woman in this play has spent her entire life reading pamphlets, and another character steals a bottle of morphine from a doctor, but he is convinced to return it before he uses it to commit suicide.  This play ends with one character repeating the line “we shall rest” while Telegin plays his guitar.  A doctor in this play feels that his true calling is in forestry, and after showing a map depicting the degeneration of the countryside, he kisses the unwilling Elena.  The title character of this play rants about how another man knows nothing of art despite being a retired art professor, and he attempts to shoot that professor twice with a revolver after the professor expresses a desire to sell the estate where this play takes place.  The doctor Astrov visits the estate of the professor Serebryakov in this play, and it was adapted from its author’s earlier work The Wood Demon.  For 10 points, name this Anton Chekhov play whose title character is Ivan Voinitsky.
ANSWER: Uncle Vanya [or Dyadya Vanya]
3. The theory of these objects was informally introduced through by Ruth Barcan Marcus in her 1961 article "Modalities in Intensional Language." David Kaplan presented a theory of these philosophical ideas in a lecture later published as "Dthat" shortly after they were formally introduced in a lecture series by their best-known popularizer. One of the uses of these philosophical concepts is to demonstrate the existence of necessary a posteriori propositions and contingent a priori propositions, and the inventor of this term proposed that proper names and natural kinds such as water are examples of these. Originally proposed in their best-known form in the lectures that became Naming and Necessity through the example of Hesperus and Phosphorus being the same object, for ten points, identify these philosophical concepts whose name was coined by Saul Kripke which refers to a description that has the same reference in every possible world.
ANSWER: rigid designator
4. The figure from Inuit myth associated with this got soot on his forehead after engaging in incest with his sister. The figure of aboriginal myth associated with this had his bones turned into the shells of the sea after his sister was turned into a dugong. Like Dionysus, the Thracian cult goddess associated with this, Bendis, had followers of maenads and satyrs. The figure from Chinese mythology associated with this became immortal after swallowing a pill given by the Xi Wangmu, and was named Chang E. The Sumerian God associated with this fathered Ishtar and Shamash by his wife Ningal, and he was named Nanna. In Shinto, it is associated with a figure who had pink skin because he had all his hair pulled off his skin, the Hare of Inaba, and with the god Tsukuyomi. For 10 points, Hecate, Selene, and Luna are associated with what celestial body?
ANSWER: the Moon
5. The occurrence of this phenomenon explains the direct correlation between absorption coefficient and frequency at high frequencies. This phenomenon can occur in gravitational fields with acceleration greater than two times the speed of light squared over the Compton wavelength, and that instance of this phenomenon explains the nonexistence of micro black holes. Patrick Blackett first proposed this phenomenon while observing cosmic ray showers in a cloud chamber, and in order for this process to occur, a certain particle must possess energy greater than 1.022 MeV.  The spontaneous occurrence of this phenomenon near the event horizon of a black hole results in the black hole losing energy through the process of Hawking Radiation. This phenomenon classically occurs when a photon passing near an atomic nucleus has energy equivalent to twice the rest mass of an electron.  For 10 points, name this phenomenon in which the photon splits into an electron and a positron.
ANSWER: pair production
6. Herodotus relates that a tyrant of this polis gave advice to Periander of Corinth on how to rule his people by walking through a grain field and chopping off the tallest stalks.  Another ruler of this polis argued contrary to Miltiades that the Greeks should not destroy a bridge over the Hellespont at the request of the Scythians.  That ruler of this polis supposedly sent a message by tattooing the head of a slave, and his successor attempted to bribe Cleomenes I of Sparta into joining him in a military venture.  This polis controlled the second most important oracle of Apollo, which was located at Didyma, and it was home to the historian Hecataeus.  In addition to being ruled by the tyrants Thrasybulus and Histiaeus, this polis was ruled by a man who antagonized Megabates while leading a failed expedition against Naxos.  This city was sacked after it lost the naval Battle of Lade, and under its tyrant Aristagoras it attacked the forces of Artaphernes and burned Sardis.  This city led a revolt against the Persians as the greatest city of Ionia.  For 10 points, name this western Anatolian city that was also home to philosophers like Anaximander and Thales.
ANSWER: Miletus
7. Robert Byron argued that this painting’s composition was modeled after its artist’s earlier Dormition of the Virgin. A saint holds a bent iron at the front of a group of martyrs and apostles in the upper right of this painting, whose bottom is six feet off of the floor, requiring viewers to look sharply upward to see all of it. At the top of this painting, a yellow-clad St. Peter dangles two keys from his right hand on the left of a triangular Dëesis, which depicts John the Baptist and the Virgin Mary kneeling below a standing, white-clad Jesus. At its bottom, men carrying torches flank a line of black-clad nobles wearing white ruffs, who divide this painting’s scene of ethereal, heavenly clouds from its depiction of St. Augustine and St. Stephen lowering the body of the title character. Located at the church of San Tome in Toledo, for 10 points, name this painting of the entombment of the title character, a work by El Greco.
ANSWER: The Burial of Count Orgaz
8. At one point in this work, while the main character is drunk and with a former girlfriend, he hears an inner voice saying, “Butcher her and fuck the corpse!” While visiting his wife in the hospital, the main character of this novel brings her grapefruit, forgetting that she hates it, for which she scolds him, asking “do you ever think seriously of anyone but yourself?” Another character in this novel owns a scarlet MG sports car, and is part white because her grandfather had married a Russian girl from Vladivostok; that character encourages the main character to run away to Africa with her, but at the end of this novel he refuses to do so. While wandering with his mistress Himiko this novel’s main character encounters his old friend Kikuhiko, whom he had long ago betrayed and after whom he has named his child. For ten points, identify this novel in which Bird learns to live with his brain-damaged son, written by Kenzaburo Oe.
ANSWER: A Personal Matter
9. After escaping from Praskowia's embrace, one character in this opera joins St. Brioche and Cascada in singing about "the study of women" in the aria "Girls, Girls, Girls." In its first act, Kromow discovers a fan with the words “I love you” written on it, which a Baron mistakenly gives to Olga. Its second act begins with a soprano singing the Vilja Song, and sees Njegus cover up a tryst in a pavilion between Rasillon and Zeta’a wife Valencienne. Its male lead sings about his happiness with women nicknamed "Lolo, Dodo, Jou-Jou, Clo-Clo, Margot, and Frou-Frou" in the aria "You’ll Find Me at Maxim’s," and dances this opera’s title waltz with the title character at the end of the first act. Set in the country of Pontevedro, it ends with the title character agreeing to marry Count Danilo Danilovitsch. For 10 points, name this opera about the wealthy Hanna Glawari, composed by Franz Lehar.
ANSWER: The Merry Widow [or Die lustige Witwe]
10. A vehicle of this name will have functional testing of its STORRM risk mitigation hardware during the final mission of Space Shuttle Endeavour.  The constellation of this name is home to the prototype star for very high accretion rate, very luminous outburst episode pre-main sequence stars; that prototype is this constellation's star FU.  Another star in this constellation was the target of interferometric observations by Michelson that yielded the first measurement of the angular diameter of a star other than the Sun.  Innovative safety and life support systems allow missions up to six months long on the "next generation" manned space vehicle of this name.  This constellation is home to Barnard's Loop, which is part of its namesake Molecular Cloud Complex that also includes the Horsehead Nebula and the Trapezium Cluster.  An asterism consisting of Alnilam, Mintaka and Alnitak can be found in, for 10 points, what constellation whose brightest stars are Rigel and Betelgeuse?
ANSWER: Orion (or Orion Crew Exploration Vehicle)
11. A theory of this religious practice as arising from magic was formulated by Raffaele Pettazzoni, and among the Kikuyu, this practice is accompanied by vomiting. Among the Lotuko people of East Sudan, this practice is conducted by warriors in public before the start of the hunting season, while in Meso-American religions this practice was carried out in the presence of the priests of Tlazolteotl. Zoroastrianism called this practice patet and it could be performed in front of the sun, moon, and divine fire, while Jain monks must perform this action, called pratikarmana, twice daily. In one Christian denominations, this practice is incomplete if only attritio is present rather than contritio. This practice is most commonly associated in the West with communication with a priest, which if done properly ends with the priest saying “ego te absolvo.” For ten points, identify this religious practice, the cornerstone of the Roman Catholic Sacrament of Penitence.
ANSWER: confession of sins [accept rough equivalents like atonement for sins or any synonym implying that the sin is being told to someone else]
12. One candidate in this election hired Hamilton Jordan and Ed Rollins to manage his campaign, only to alienate them by demanding that his volunteers sign loyalty oaths. A candidate who failed to capture the Democratic nomination in this election issued a fiscal plan named A Call to Economic Arms, and responded to questions about its lack of tax cuts by saying "I'm not Santa Claus." The keynote speech at this election's Republican National Convention claimed that the United States is in the midst of a "religious war" for "the soul of America," which became known as the "culture war" speech. A third-party candidate in this election claimed that a proposed treaty would lead to a "giant sucking sound" of American jobs. Paul Tsongas and Jerry Brown lost the Democratic nomination to a candidate who campaigned on the slogan "it's the economy, stupid." The losing candidate in this election was widely seen as reneging on his promise "read my lips: no new taxes," and lost votes to Ross Perot. For 10 points, name this election in which George H. W. Bush lost to Bill Clinton.
ANSWER: Election of 1992
13. Zhang showed that curvature and indeterminacy are independent in the type of this object named for King, Plosser, and Rebelo, but not in the Bennett-Farmer variety under endogenous time preference. The isoelastic type of this object is a special case of HARA that assumes Brownian motion in continuous time. Rabin incorporated fairness into this object, which is often restricted to be quasiconcave. An axiomatic theory of these objects assumes rationality by requiring completeness, independence, transitivity and continuity, and is named for Morgenstern and Von Neumann. An early one of these resolved the St. Petersburg Paradox and is named for Bernoulli, who suggested it was logarithmic. For 10 points, name this type of function from consumer theory whose graphical representation is an indifference curve.
ANSWER: utility functions [accept utility after “function”; prompt on indifference curves until “function”]
14, In one of this author’s short stories, the Chinese officer Pi Ying plays a game of chess against captive American Army Colonel Bryan Kelly, whose pieces, his friends and family members, are executed when they are captured. This author wrote several short stories about George Helmholtz, including one in which he smashes his prize trumpet in order to finally reach his student Jim Donnini. Another of this author’s short stories describes a professor who uses his ability to manipulate physical objects with his mind to destroy the world’s weaponry. This author of “All the King’s Horses,” “The Kid Nobody Could Handle,” and “Report on the Barnhouse Effect” also wrote a story in which Billy the Poet deflowers a hostess of an Ethical Suicide Parlor, as well as a story whose title character takes over a TV station and declares a ballerina as his empress before being shot by Diana Moon Glampers, the Handicapper General. For 10 points, name this author whose collection Welcome to the Monkey House includes “Harrison Bergeron.”
ANSWER: Kurt Vonnegut, Jr.
15. This property is preserved by a map between Banach spaces if that map is bounded, surjective, and linear. The Baire Category Theorem characterizes spaces in which a countable intersection of dense sets with this property is also dense.  In complex analysis, non-constant analytic functions on a region preserve this property.  This property is not closed, but a function is continuous if and only if its inverse preserves this property.  A topology is defined with a collection of subsets with this property such that this property is preserved for arbitrary unions and finite intersections, and a set is compact if it has a finite subcover for every cover with this property.  A set has this property if every neighborhood of every element in the set is contained within the set.  The interior of a set is the maximal subset having this property.  For 10 points, name this property possessed by a set if it is the complement of a closed set.
ANSWER: open
16. A grandson of this man had a speech impediment which led him to famously ask “Wab or Hawold” when deciding who should succeed Anthony Eden, and a son of this British politician joined with Jan Smuts and Woodrow Wilson to design the League of Nations, for which he was awarded the 1937 Nobel Peace Prize.  This man argued that the Monroe Doctrine had no place in international law in response to a letter from Richard Olney, but he eventually backed down on the Venezuela boundary dispute.  This Prime Minister reluctantly agreed to the Anglo-Japanese Alliance proposed by his Foreign Secretary Lord Lansdowne, and he himself first came to prominence as Foreign Secretary in his role organizing the Congress of Berlin.  This PM worked with Théophile Delcassé to bring about a peaceful resolution to the Fashoda Incident, and he formed a coalition government with the Liberal Unionists which was inherited by his nephew and successor as PM, Arthur Balfour.  This noted opponent of Irish Home Rule served as PM during the Boer War.  For 10 points, name this Conservative politician who succeeded Disraeli as the chief rival of Gladstone, and who was the last PM to come from the House of Lords.
ANSWER: Lord Salisbury [or Robert Gascoyne-Cecil, 3rd Marquess of Salisbury]
17. One scene in this painting shows a giant Christ standing on a mountain above some tiny cities while gesturing to a dark, winged devil. Isaiah and Ezekiel hold scrolls while flanking this work’s nativity scene, which is set in a combination manger and cave and focuses on a blue-clad Madonna lying on a red Roman-style couch. Its predella depicts the childhood of Christ, and its reverse side originally featured forty-three panels meant to be viewed starting at the bottom left. Executed in gold leaf and tempera on wood, this massive painting was sawed apart in 1711, and helped Italian painting break away from the forms of Byzantine Art. Its main scene features a throng of saints and angels flanking a Madonna and Child seated on an ornate throne. For 10 points, name this altarpiece created for the Siena cathedral, the masterpiece of Duccio.
ANSWER: The Maestà
18. The first two of Leonard Bernstein’s Norton Lectures analyzed the structure of this symphony, whose score unusually omits trumpets and timpani. Although its woodwind section was originally scored for flute, two bassoons, and two oboes, its composer revised this symphony’s oboe music to include two B-flat clarinets. Its finale’s development begins with a ten-tone row which omits G natural, the tonic of this symphony’s key. Unusually for Classical symphonies, its first movement opens with an accompaniment played by the violas before the violins introduce its main melody, which repeats the notes E flat, D, and D three times and then ascends to a quarter note in B flat. To differentiate it from its composer’s 25th symphony in the same key, it is often known as its composer’s “Great” symphony in G minor. For 10 points, name this symphony by Mozart, who composed it before the Jupiter symphony.
ANSWER: Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart’s Symphony no. 40 in G minor [or the Great Symphony in G minor before mentioned; or K550]
19. This disease is most commonly caused by a silent mutation at Gly-608 that results in utilization of a cryptic splice site, causing the protein mutated in this disease to be permanently farnesylated. The coxa valga malformation in this disease predisposes sufferers to hip displacement and, while affected individuals appear largely normal at birth, they may present with midfacial cyanosis. Defects in base excision repair and nucleotide excision repair, such as Werner syndrome or Cockayne syndrome, can cause the segmental type of this disease, but the conventional type of this disease is also known as Hutchinson-Gilman syndrome and results from the formation of a namesake truncated splicing mutant of lamin A. This leads to alopecia, loss of subcutaneous fat, and severe atherosclerosis and predisposition to strokes. For 10 points, name this disease that causes accelerated aging.
ANSWER: progeria
20. One character in this novel gives a drunken rant about how a Chinese delicacy is made by burying a tin box and allowing the maggots inside to eat each other.  A character in this novel gives a lecture on “dying into heaven,” which is connected with “black lightning” throughout the book.  The protagonist of this novel was an actor in a theater company run by Pete, and he threatens to crash his car after Mary refuses to sleep with him.  Mary later marries a character described as extremely tall and thin, Nathaniel, who the protagonist tries to kill by knocking him off his customary perch on a ship’s starboard rail.  The protagonist calls the place where he eats the “Red Lion,” and he attaches a candy wrapper to the head of a figure he constructs out of stones, the “Dwarf.”  The title character realizes he is mad when he finds that the surrounding world resembles the contours of his teeth, and at the end of this novel the title character’s corpse is revealed to still have its seaboots on despite him supposedly removing them in the first pages.  For 10 points, name this novel in which attempts to survive on a barren rock are hallucinated by a drowning sailor, a work by William Golding.
ANSWER: Pincher Martin [or The Two Deaths of Christopher Martin]
Tiebreaker. This ruler issued a unique denomination of coins called the “Dafne”, which no previous or future emperor issued.
An account of this emperor’s military campaigns was written by his advisor, Lactantius. For unknown reasons, this
ruler executed his oldest son, the successful admiral Crispus, who earlier helped this man defeat the Cappadocian
usurper Marcius Martinianus. This victor at the Battle of Chrysopolis designed the first labarum as a standard for his
armies. This man’s most famous victory was preceded by a prophecy that the “enemy of Rome” would be defeated.
Known for defeating Licinius and Maxentius, for ten points name this Roman emperor who issued the Edict of
Milan and converted to Christianity.
ANSWER: Constantine I [accept: Constantine the Great; Flavius Valerius Aurelius Constantinus]
BONUSES
1. The Lakota held that he was once Ksa, god of wisdom, but was stripped of this title by Skan for participating in a plot to shame Ite. For ten points each,
[10] Identify this trickster and shapeshifter, whose name means “spider,” and who told a camp of people to play drums, flutes, and rattles to kill his younger brother Iya.
ANSWER: Iktomi [or Inktomi; or Unktomi; or Ikto; or Ictinike; or Ictcinke]
[10] Iktomi was the offspring of this creator deity who turned to stone after exerting himself to create the earth.
ANSWER: Inyan [or Tunkan]
[10] Iktomi is considered to be heyoka because he can talk to these beings, who protect people from the North Wind and are always warring with the ox-like unktehi. They get their name from the sound of their voices and when they open and close their eyes, lightning happens.
ANSWER: thunderbirds or wakinyan
2. While Lawrence v. Texas struck down the precedent of Bowers v. Hardwick, the Supreme Court did not specify a standard of review for cases involving discrimination based upon sexual orientation. For 10 points each:
[10] The 11th circuit argued that Lawrence was not decided under this in Lofton. This most stringent standard of review of federal law is said to be “fatal in fact,” and requires narrow tailoring and the least restrictive means to achieve a compelling government interest.
ANSWER: Strict scrutiny
[10] Strict scrutiny was established along with the preferred freedoms doctrine in this appendix to U.S. v. Carolene Products, which decided to apply the less stringent rational basis test to economic regulatory legislation.
ANSWER: Footnote Four
[10] While freedom of speech cases are generally reviewed under strict scrutiny, these three restrictions of speech trigger intermediate scrutiny, and require that the regulation is content neutral and leaves other avenues open for expression.
ANSWER: time, place, and manner restrictions [accept in any order]
3. After the narrator of this novel falls in love with Faustine, he decides to insert himself into the illusion.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this novel in which the narrator travels to an island where every other inhabitant is reliving one week of their lives in perpetuity as projections of the titular device.
ANSWER: The Invention of Morel
[10] The Invention of Morel is by this Argentinean author of Diary of the War of the Pig who was a frequent collaborator with Jorge Luis Borges.
ANSWER: Adolfo Bioy-Casares
[10] This other Argentinian author is best known for a work chronicling the existential struggle of Agata Cruz, All Green Shall Perish.
ANSWER: Eduardo Mallea
4. It can be prepared using the Gustavson reaction or Freund reaction.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this molecule, the simplest cyclic alkane, which is occasionally used as an anesthetic despite its explosiveness.
ANSWER: cyclopropane
[10] Cyclopropane is an intermediate in this reaction which produces carboxylic acids from alpha halo ketones under basic conditions.
ANSWER: Favorskii rearrangement
[10] This model of cyclopropane views the three carbons as sp2 hybridized, with the hybrid orbitals pointing to the center of the ring. It successfully explains why cyclopropane has an affinity for electrophilic regions.
ANSWER: Walsh model
5. Its movement “Song” begins with a solo viola melody reflecting the homesickness of Orzse. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this six-movement suite about the stories told by the title hussar. It was one of the first orchestral works to feature a cimbalom, and opens with a musical sneeze.
ANSWER: Háry János Suite
[10] The Hary Janos suite was composed by this ethnomusicologist, who recorded original Hungarian folk songs along with his friend Bela Bartok.
ANSWER: Zoltán Kodály
[10] Kodaly studied composition in Paris under this composer, who had earlier succeeded Cesar Franck as the organ professor at the Paris Conservatoire. His fifth symphony ends with a showstopping organ toccata.
ANSWER: Charles-Marie Widor
6. This ruler was the brother of the Comte de Provence, who would himself become king, and whom this ruler would succeed in 1824. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this ruler who eventually abdicated in favor of his grandson, the Duc de Bordeaux, a notorious reactionary.
ANSWER: Charles X or Charles-Philippe, Comte D’artois
[10] A large part of Charles X’s unpopularity was his appointment of this ultramontanist first as foreign minister and then as prime minister. The reaction to this man’s ordinances sparked the 1830 revolution.
ANSWER: Auguste-Jules-Armand-Marie de Polignac
[10] This “citizen king” of France assumed power in 1830 and ruled during the “July Monarchy,” until his overthrow in the 1848 revolution.
ANSWER: Louis-Philippe, duc d’Orleans
7. This artist painted portraits of Edward Grimston and a young girl wearing a blue headdress with a strap of cloth under her chin. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Early Netherlandish artist who possibly depicted St. Eligius in his painting A Goldsmith in His Shop. He is often considered a pupil of Jan van Eyck, and dominated painting in Bruges after van Eyck’s death.
ANSWER: Petrus Christus
[10] The fly Christus painted at the bottom of his Portrait of a Carthusian is an early example of this technique, in which an object is depicted so realistically that it appears to be three-dimensional. Its name is French for “fool the eye.”
ANSWER: trompe l’oeil
[10] The swooning position of Mary in Christus’s Lamentation echoes this earlier painter’s Deposition, which was commissioned by a guild of crossbowmen. His panels depicting the Justice of Herkenbald and the Justice of Trajan for the town hall of Brussels were much admired until they were destroyed in 1695.
ANSWER: Rogier van der Weyden
8. The title figure of this work is called in its opening pages a passeiste, or someone who does not belong in his time, and this work includes sections titled “First Conversion: Evil,” “Second Metamorphosis: The Aesthete,” and “Third Metamorphosis: The Writer.” For ten points each:
[10] Identify this work of literary criticism about the title “Actor and Martyr.”
ANSWER: Saint Genet: Actor and Martyr [or “Comedien et Martyr”]
[10] Saint Genet is a work of literary criticism by this French writer who championed the Negritude poets in “Black Orpheus,” and wrote the trilogy The Roads to Freedom.
ANSWER: Jean-Paul Sartre
[10] The final section of Saint Genet is a discussion of this play, in which the title characters Claire and Solange plot to kill Madame. At the end, Solange kills Claire by tricking her into drinking poisoned tea.
ANSWER: The Maids or Les Bonnes
9.The duodenum produces secretin to stimulate this structure to produce bicarbonate in response to the entry of acidic chyme. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this endocrine/exocrine gland that secretes somatostatin and glucagon.
ANSWER: pancreas
[10] This hormone secreted by the duodenum stimulates release of digestive enzymes and bile from the pancreas and gall bladder.
ANSWER: cholecystokinin or CCK
[10] Along with cholecystokinin, this tyrosine-rich hormone functions to decrease appetite. Signaling through this molecule appears to be critical for the “ileal brake” phenomenon.
ANSWER: peptide YY [accept PYY; don’t accept neuropeptide Y]
10. This denomination's main prayer book is Kol Haneshama. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this liberal denomination of Judaism, which rejects the idea that the Jews are the "Chosen People," and which emphasizes adapting religious practices to the evolution of modern society.
ANSWER: Reconstructionism [or Reconstructionist Judaism]
[10] This rabbi founded Reconstructionism, and put forth its core principles in Judaism as a Civilization. His other works include The Meaning of God in Modern Jewish Religion and Questions Jews Ask.
ANSWER: Mordecai Kaplan
[10] Reconstructionism originally split off from this Jewish denomination, which was founded to be less strict than Orthodox Judaism but more traditional than the Reform movement.
ANSWER: Conservative Judaism [or Masorti Judaism]
11. This man started the practice of regional militia armies in his native Hunan province, and that practice would later spread under his protégés Zuo Zongtang and Li Hongzhang.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this Chinese general and statesman who led the successful campaign to reclaim Nanjing and is credited with suppressing the Taiping Rebellion.
ANSWER: Zeng Guofan
[10] Late in life Zeng worked with Rong Hong and Li Hongzhang to establish the Jiangnan Arsenal, which was one of the crowning achievements of this reform movement led by Prince Gong which aimed to modernize Chinese industry using western models.
ANSWER: Self-Strengthening Movement
[10] The Self-Strengthening Movement was ultimately unsuccessful, in large part due to the opposition of this conservative de facto ruler of China.  She dominated the regencies of the Tongzhi and Guangxu emperors.
ANSWER: Cixi [or the Empress Dowager; or Xiaoqin]
12. Answer some questions about a certain phenomenon, for 10 points each:
[10] Name this phenomenon notably exhibited by manganese oxide that occurs in materials when neighboring ions align such that adjacent electron spins are oriented in opposite direction. It only occurs at temperatures below the Neel point.
ANSWER: antiferromagnetism
[10] The high-temperature superconductivity of doped antiferromagnets may be calculated using the t-J [“tee-dash-Jay”] model, which generalizes a model of magnetism in which this transition from a metal to an insulator occurs.
ANSWER: Mott-Hubbard transition
[10] Some antiferromagnets, unlike ferromagnets, may have degenerate ground states such as in a triangular lattice.  This causes stochastic disorder and frustrated interactions between electron spin alignments, causing the production of one of these chaotic systems.
ANSWER: spin glass
13. “Philly” Joe Jones played this instrument for the Miles Davis Quintet. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this instrument played by Elvin Jones, Gene Krupa, and Buddy Rich. “Papa” Jo Jones was one of the first musicians to play this instrument using brushes, and pioneered the use of this instrument’s “hi-hat.”
ANSWER: drums
[10] This jazz drummer co-founded Debut Records with Charles Mingus, and led the percussion ensemble M’Boom. He played on records such as Sonny Rollins’ Saxophone Colossus and Miles Davis’ Birth of the Cool.
ANSWER: Max Roach
[10] In the 1940s, Max Roach and Kenny Clarke revolutionized jazz drumming by playing the beats of 4/4 time on this type of cymbal instead of the bass drum. It is usually placed near the drummer’s dominant hand on a drum kit.
ANSWER: ride cymbal
14. Popularized in the article "Mercure de France" by Maurice Huret, his work is discussed in the 1917 book A Modern Artist by the critic and painter Edward Leggatt. For 10 points each.
[10] Name this painter of The Woman of Samaria, who is nursed to health by a Dutch artist, only to steal away his wife Blanche.
ANSWER: Charles Strickland [or Charles Strickland]
[10] Charles Strickland is stranded in Marseilles before sailing for Tahiti, where he marries Ata, in this novel based on the life of Paul Gauguin by Somerset Maugham.
ANSWER: The Moon and Sixpence
[10] This 1897 novel, Maugham’s first, depicts the title young factory girl navigating the London slums.
ANSWER:  Liza of Lambeth
15. According to a popular legend, the bagel may have been invented to commemorate this man’s greatest victory.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this rival of Michael Wisniowiecki, a Polish king who came to the aid of Leopold I and broke the 1683 Ottoman siege of Vienna.
ANSWER: Jan III Sobieski [or Jan Sobieski; or John III; or John Sobieski]
[10] Sobieski was the descendant of the great Polish military hero Stanis law Zolkiewski, who served under Sigismund III Vasa and notably won this 1610 battle over the Russians, allowing Poland to seize Moscow.
ANSWER: Battle of Klushino
[10] The loss at Klushino resulted in the fall of this Russian tsar, whose brother Dmitry led the Russian forces at Klushino.  This ruler hilariously first repudiated the first false Dmitry, then proclaimed him genuine and led the movement to bring him to the throne, then repudiated him again, had him deposed and murdered, and finally had him posthumously canonized.
ANSWER: Vasily Shuysky [or Vasily IV]
16. Following this work’s publication, its author published a series of Eclarissements, or “Clarifications,” related to it, and it was originally intended to supplement a similar work by Louis Moreri. For ten points each:
[10] Identify this work whose section on “David,” was accused of using Scripture to introduce obscenities to the public.
ANSWER: Historical and Critical Dictionary or Dictionnaire historique et critique
[10] The Historical and Critical Dictionary was compiled by this French thinker, who aroused the ire of his colleague Pierre Jurieu by defending toleration, which convinced Jurieu that this man was an atheist.
ANSWER: Pierre Bayle
[10] In his article on Pyrrho, Bayle argued that the proof of the external world developed by this thinker is flawed, since God might allow us to be deceived about it. This thinker developed that proof in the sixth of his Meditations on First Philosophy.
ANSWER: Rene Descartes
17. For 10 points each, name these special mathematical functions whose ranges consist of minus one, zero and one, or subsets thereof.
[10] This function is the value of the inner product of two vectors from an orthonormal basis.  It evaluates to one if its two arguments are the same and zero otherwise.
ANSWER: Kroenecker delta function
[10] This function on the reals returns zero for irrational inputs and one for rational inputs.  It is sometimes named for a mathematician who also names a kernel that is the convolution of it with a given Fourier series.
ANSWER: Dirichlet function (or indicator or characteristic function of the rational numbers)
[10] This function on the positive integers returns zero for non-square-free inputs and returns minus one or one for square-free inputs with odd or even numbers of prime factors.
ANSWER: Möbius function
18. In one this author’s plays, a demonic lawyer nicknamed “the Hyena” arranges a transaction between a lay brother named Julian, and the richest woman in the world, known only as Miss Alice. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this American playwright who addressed racial tensions in his work about a white hospital receptionist who taunts a black orderly, The Death of Bessie Smith.
ANSWER: Edward Franklin III Albee
[10] This Edward Albee play begins with the unhappily married Martha and George returning from a faculty party.  When the new biology lecturer, Nick, and his wife, Honey, arrive at their house, an evening of psychological warfare ensues.
ANSWER: Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf?
10] In this Albee play, which was written as a prelude to The American Dream, an older woman is brought to the title location at the beach by her daughter. Eventually she dies and the young man, who’d been exercising the whole time, reveals that he is the Angel of Death.
ANSWER: The Sandbox
19. Civil rights activist E.D. Nixon led one chapter of this organization, and its goals were advanced in a magazine called The Messenger.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this labor union consisting of employees of the Pullman Company.  The first successful black trade union, it was part of first the AFL and then the CIO.
ANSWER: Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters
[10] The Brotherhood of Sleeping Car Porters was founded by this activist.  His other successes include convincing FDR and Truman to issue Executive Orders aimed at stopping racial discrimination in government employment and the armed forces.
ANSWER: Asa Philip Randolph
[10] Randolph convinced FDR to issue Executive Order 8802 by threatening to perform this action. With Bayard Rustin, he established a movement dedicated to this action, while a more notable instance of this action culminated in Martin Luther King’s “I Have a Dream” speech.
ANSWER: marching on Washington [accept clear knowledge equivalents; prompt on marching]
20. This author won a Pulitzer for his book about World War II, The Good War, and examined a cross-section of life in his native Chicago in Division Street: America. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this oral historian, who collected his interviews with laborers across the social and economic spectrum in his book Working.
ANSWER: Louis "Studs" Terkel
[10] This oral history by Terkel includes interviews with figures such as Alf Landon, Raymond Moley, and Gerald L. K. Smith, and centers on the wide-ranging effects of the Great Depression.
ANSWER: Hard Times: An Oral History of the Great Depression
[10] Studs Terkel's oral history Chicago was in part inspired by this writer's essay "Chicago: City on the Make." He also wrote The Man With the Golden Arm.
ANSWER: Nelson Algren
A notable paper showing that the median of a set of numbers can be found in linear time included as co-authors five giants of computer science, including Manuel Blum, Robert Floyd, and Ron Rivest.  For 10 points each:
[10] The algorithm for finding the median uses recursion around a pivot point, similar to this sorting algorithm in which the pivot is randomly chosen, though the median algorithm is more efficient since it only has to recurse on one side of the partition.
ANSWER: randomized quicksort
[10] The only one of the paper’s five authors who has not won a Turing award is this Stanford professor.  He developed the most commonly used primality certificate, and he designed a string-matching algorithm with Knuth and Morris.
ANSWER: Vaughan Pratt
[10] The final author of the paper was this man who developed splay trees with Sleator and Fibonacci heaps with Fredman.  An algorithm named for him finds the strongly connected components of a graph.
ANSWER: Robert Tarjan
