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1. Members of its first council included John Twine, clerk of the General Assembly, and John Pory, who was designated its secretary and speaker.  It initially consisted of 22 members based on a plan drawn up by Governor George Yeardley, who awarded each settlement two representatives.  Eventually its members were only elected by men with fifty acres of land or more, and its seat was moved to Middle Plantation.  FTP, name this group whose later members would include Patrick Henry, and when it was formed in 1619 in Jamestown, was the first elected legislative assembly in the New World.

3. Its discoverer and namesake initially published this law as a Latin anagram and two centuries later, Cauchy generalized it to three-dimensional bodies.  The two quantities involved are related by the first Lame constant, a constant represented by mu and known as the shear modulus, though in simpler terms this law can be expressed as “F equals negative k x.”  FTP, name this law of mechanics that states that stress is directly proportional to strain, and was first used to describe the spring in springs.

4. The third, fourth, and fifth sections all share the dedication “Delivered before the fellowship of the dead.”  The first section, “musical interludes,” is actually labeled Diapsalmata, the next section on the “Musical-Erotic” examines Don Giovanni, and the entire work is edited by Victor Eremita.  The first part concludes with a section told from the viewpoint of Johannes, “The Seducer’s Diary.”  The second part moves on to an examination of the ethical.  FTP, name this work whose title refers to the choice between the human esthetic and ethical on one hand and the religious sphere of existence on the other, a work by Soren Kierkegaard.

Before cooking it must be cleaned and the cellophane bone on its dorsal surface must be removed.  Italians often use its ink to create more decorative pastas. 6. Sometime in the 4th century they encountered the Chauci and Angrivarii, subduing and assimilating both tribes. Yet, the only one of them to resist Danish invasions was Alfred the Great.  FTP, name this Germanic people that invaded and settled England along with the Angles and Jutes.

7. Both Wounds in the Rain and Whilomville Stories appeared after he settled in England, where his numerous extramarital affairs destroyed his reputation back home in America.  The Greco-Turkish War was the subject of his Active Stories and George’s Mother focuses on life in the Bowery, which he also did in a better known short novel.  He also wrote numerous stories, including “The Blue Hotel” and “The Bride Comes to Yellow Sky.”  FTP, name this author of Maggie, a Girl of the Streets who also wrote of Henry Fleming in Red Badge of Courage.

8. Its two portions are connected by areolar tissue and those two lobes are enclosed in a fibrous capsule.  It contains a few small areas of epithelial tissue known as Hassall’s corpuscles but mostly consists of lymphatic tissue.  It is located in the upper part of the mediastinum behind the sternum and extends into the upper part of the neck, though that size fluctuates based on one’s age.  FTP, name this gland that plays a chief role in the early development of the immune response and which shrinks after puberty.

He was given kingship over the universe and the other gods in the Enuma Elish for his defeat of both Kingu and Tiamat.  FTP, name this chief Babylonian god.

11. It was initially dispatched when news came of riots instigated by forces who supported Weyler y Nicolau.  It was to be reinforced based on the recommendation of Fitzhugh Lee, the local American consul.  In 1976 Hyman Rickover published a book questioning the long-held belief about the cause of its destruction, claiming that Captain Charles Sigsbee’s poor supervision of the coal bunker was the real cause.  Regardless, the incident was greatly magnified by the bellicose “Yellow Press” back home.  FTP, name this vessel whose explosion in Havana harbor in 1898 was a catalyst for the Spanish-American War.

Answer: USS Maine
12. Its penultimate chapter features one character reading aloud from the works of Maine de Biran and Cardinal Newman.  Pope [poh-PAY] is responsible for this novel’s protagonist having an encyclopedic knowledge of Shakespeare as he provided the bard’s Complete Works to Linda, the protagonist’s mother.  That protagonist hangs himself at the end of the novel after briefly reexperiencing desire for Lenina Crowne and after Mustapha Mond and Bernard Marx learn that they will be exiled.  FTP, name this work that focuses on the savage John and which imagines a genetically regulated future, a novel by Aldous Huxley.

Answer: Brave New World
13. These stars generally have masses between 5 and 20 times that of the sun.  Smaller varieties of less than one solar mass also exist, but they are population II stars and are known as W Virginis stars.  Photon pressure causes these stars to rapidly expand in size; however, when the star has expanded, the pressure gradient is then too weak to counteract gravity, leading to contraction.  This occurs in a regular cycle dependent on the mass of the star.  FTP, name these stars with variable luminosity, used as a standard candle in making astronomical distance measurements.

14. It is situated in its namesake national park and is near Mounts Twynam, North Ramshead, Carruthers, and Townsend.
